The result was that m any schools didn’t have the 
necessary 95 percent participation m  the Michigan 
Educational Assessment Program test to make ade

Some have questioned whether the new test might 
be inappropriate for students who aren’t planning to 
attend college B u t the C h e rry  Com m ission and 
Granholm make a strong case that our changing econ­
omy demands higher standards and an expectation 
that most students w ill need post-secondary educa­
tion

“To create a strong economy and good jobs, we need 
to reach our goal o f doubling the number o f college 
graduates in Michigan,” Granholm  said on signing the 
legislation “W e know the more you learn, the more 
you earn, and this new exam will help high school stu­
dents gain the knowledge and skills they need to suc­
ceed m  college and the workplace This new exam 
sends the message that we expect every student will 
continue their education beyond high school ”

teaches a  continuing educa­
tion  class on sdups and  stews, 
scheduled 5-9 p m Thursday,

Shortly after I did th e  
story, I m ade my own broths 
and stocks, using Gabriel’s 
recipes and now I m  hooked 
The taste  is phenom enal, but 
the  soups also look terrific 
Broths and  stocks are truly 
great building blocks in  food 
preparation

O f course, if  you’d prefer, 
you can use beef bases and 
bouillon, or chicken bouillon 
or canned broths Those also 
provide flavor and w ork in a 
pinch as its  hard  to find time 
to  cook

But if you happen to  have a 
m orning o r early afternoon 
available, make your own I t’s 
really w orth th e  effort 

T he following recipes are 
tw o o f  my favorites 
H om em ade chicken noodle 
soup — including homemade 
egg noodles — can’t  be  beat 
A nd yes, it  is labor intensive 
and  it  will take a  few hours 
A nd you will need a  pasta  
m achine to  create angel hair 
pasta  noodles But w hat the 
heck, it is winter, and you 
w anted to  sink your hands 
into some dough, right9 

I f  you have leftover stock, 
g reat I f  you th ink  you won’t 
have any left, make another 
batch

Chicken stock or b ro th  can 
be used in many, m any other 
soups or can be used in  risot­

T he beef stock can help 
create new sauces for beef 
dishes or beef broth can be 
used for a base m  beef barley 
o r French onion soups 

The key to  a  great chicken 
b ro th  and stock is finding 
good fresh stewing hens (If 
you’ve ever wondered w hat to 
do w ith th a t turkey neck 
from  Thanksgiving, it helps 
create a m ore gelatinous and 
thicker b ro th )

A nd o f course, a good 
beef bro th  requires good 
th ick  bones, roasting them, 
adding it to  cold w ater and 
sim m ering slowly Roast your 
vegetables w ith tom ato paste,

Use cold water Hot water congeals 
the meat Heat cold water slowly to 
a gentle simmer An even simmer 
prevents scorching vegetables and 
thick soups and minimizes evapo 
ration
Add vegetables according to  cook 
ing time Fresh herbs lose cooking 
flavor the longer they are cooked 
while spices intensify 
Taste the soup frequently and cook 
only until flavors are developed 
and vegetables are tender You can 
add chopped fresh herbs a few 
drops o f lemon or lime juice 
Tabasco sauce Worcestershire 
sauce or grated citrus zest to 
brighten the flavor o f the soup 
Seasoning should be checked after 
each addition by tasting the soup 
To cool the soup quickly place the 
soup pot into an ice bath in the 
sink

Appreciating th e  eucalyptus- 
tinged wine o f Heitz,
Dickerson purchased a  zm fan- 
del vineyard near St H elena 
tha t was surrounded by euca­
lyptus trees Today, Joel 
Peterson m akes Dickerson 
Zinfandel th a t Robert Parker 
described as the Heitz 
M arthas Vineyard of 
Zinfandels

Long before it was politically 
correct, O tto Teller was a larger

Defect claim 
may not be 
subject
to arbitration
We purchased a home and now 
have a construction defect claim 
against the builder The builder 
indicates th a t there w is an 
arbitration clause in the 
agreement which we never 
noticed and demands that we go 
to arbitration. Must we do so?

O f course, each case m ust 
rjest on  its own facts and 
circum stances b u t a  recent 
case from  th e  Suprem e 
C ourt o f  N evada held th a t 
hom eow ners suing a 
developer are no t bound  by 
an  arb itra tion  clause th a t 
was inconspicuous, one 
sided an d  failed to  advise 
them  th a t they  were 
w aiving significant righ ts 
by  agreeing to arb itra tion  
T he contracts in  question, 
p resen ted  to  th e  home 
buyers, w ere difficult to 
read  an d  th e  arb itra tion  
clause was on th e  back 
page T he court noted  th a t 
n o thm g  drew  atten tion  to 
th e  arb itra tio n  clause The 
court reasoned th a t an 
a rb itra tio n  clause m ust be  
a t least conspicuous and  
clearly p u t a  purchaser on  
notice th a t  she o r he is 
w aiving im po rtan t righ ts 
You m ay well be able to  
utilize th is  argum ent in 
your p articu la r situation  
You are best to  consult w ith 
a  know ledgeable real estate 
a tto rney  reg a id m g th is  
issue and  have th a t 
a tto rney  deal w ith  the 
developer

O u r condo is allowing a number 
of people to  put up political 
signs o f all sizes and varieties 
even though there is a 
restriction against signs Do 
we have any recourse?

I t  depends on w hat your 
bylaws say I f  your bylaws 
say th a t  signs can only be  
placed a t th e  discretion of 
th e  board , th e n  th e  board  
has th e  d iscretion to allow 
signs However, once th e  
board  opens th e  door, so to 
speak, it  m ay n o t have th e  
rig h t to  lim it th e  types o f 
signs th a t can be  listed  o f

Builders celebrate banner year, 
look forward to 2 0 0 5

Michigan’s job  market 
turned out to be weaker than  
David Seiders, chief economist 
for the N ational Association of 
Home Builders anticipated, 
still, low long-term  interest 
rates fueled record home sales 
in 2004

The two big questions for 
2005 are, where is th e jo b  
m arket going’  And are long 
term  interest rates going to 
increase’  he said during the 
Building Industry Association 
o f Southeastern Michigan s 
trade show and economic fore 
cast luncheon on Jan  5 in 
Sterling Heights 

Housing values have contin­
ued to  increase despite con­
cerns th a t real estate would be 
the next bubble to bust 

“I t ’s one heck o f a  success 
story" said Seiders “We’ve had 
record housing sales in the face 
o f a  deteriorating job  m arket” 

Low long-term  interest rates 
fueled new  housing construc­
tion, th e  Sale and remodeling 
o f existing homes, and  made 
home ownership an affordable 
option for renters 

“A partm ent vacancy rates 
havq gone to an all tim e high,” 
said Seiders

H e predicts long-term  in ter­
est rates will rise slightly in 
2005, bu t this will be  offset by 
better jo b  growth 

‘ I th ink it will be a  very good 
year for housing,” he said “But 
you can’t  keep pulling people 
ou t of th e  rental m arket I t ’s  a 
little scary to  me The interest

rate structure and job  m arket 
are cntical W atch your inven­
tory very carefully -  2005 has 
these funny things about it 
This is no t th e  year to  be  stuck 
with inventory The num ber of 
unsold units has been rising 
D o n t get lulled into com pla­
cency ’

The shift to low Adjustable 
Rate Mortgages, which 
stretches affordability, and 
record appreciation, has fueled 
investor speculation in some 
states But th a t hasn  t  hap 
pened m M ichigan where most 
of homes are ow ner occu 
pied M ichigan s hom e owner 
ship rate, 73 8 percent report­
ed in  the 2000  Census, is th ird  
highest in the nation, above 
the national rate o f 66 2 per­
cent Seiders said th a t figure 
has grown to  77 percent m  
Michigan, 70 percent nation­
wide

Real estate has becom e a 
driving force in  Southeast 
Michigan’s economy New 
housing perm its issued for sin­
gle-family hom es in  Wayne, 
Oakland, Macomb,
Washtenaw, M onroe, S t Clair 
and Livingston counties m  
2004 increased for th e  th ird  
year in a  row from 14,952 to 
15,196 Perm its issued for 
attached condom inium s also 
rose from  5,411 to  6,380

Dominic J  M ocen, BIA 
president and principal o f 
M ocen Companies o f A uburn 
Hills, believes new housing 
perm its will rem ain at, o r near 
the levels o f 2004

“Perm it num bers indicate 
builders’ belief m  a  dem and for

housing, and m  2004, it looks 
like the builders were nghtfully 
optim istic,’ said Mocen

He believes the stam pede for 
new  housing is unstoppable 
People are living longer Active 
adult communities are coming 
to  tow n There are m ore single 
paren t households Growing 
families, new businesses mov­
ing to  th e  state, and im m igra­
tion  are creating a need for 
m ore housing

Local builders are concerned 
about slow-growth and  no­
growth proposals and have 
introduced legislation -  Senate 
Bill 420 and House Bill 4919 -  
to  recom m end that 50 percent 
o f developable land be zoned 
for reasonable density build­
ing, up  to  eight units pe r acre

“BIA’s legislation preserves 
freedom  o f  choice for families,’ 
M ocen said “I t provides 
affordable housing and  allows 
them  to  choose where an d  how 
they would w ant to live and

raise their children ”
Richard Komer, president of 

W m em an & Komer Building 
Co in Southfield, and BIA 
treasurer, believes it’s an  edu­
cation process “The more 
restrictive th e  zoning, th e  m ore 
sprawl,” he  said “The idea o f 
sm art growth is to  cluster 
homes and have open space for 
parks, it  fights the problem  o f 
sprawl ”

Komer believes m ore small 
builders and  developers will 
form jo in t ventures to com bine 
their expertise “so we aren’t  
competing with one another,” 
he said “I t’s the only way for 
th e  little guy to survive ”

Seiders adm itted his 2 004  
building industry grow th esti­
mates were conservative “I 
hope w hen I come back next 
year you’ll say my estim ates 
were on th e  low side,” he  said 
“Some people accuse m e o f 
being too conservative But it 
keeps th e  builders m  line ”

A huge percentage of 
hom eowners fall into 
m y “sum m er” category 
These homeowners are n o t 

first-tim e buyers, and  often 
have huge dem ands on the ir 
pocketbooks Most are ju g ­
gling th e  recurring and  usu ­

Jeep’s new Grand Cherokee is a delight to 
drive -  a trim, sporty, nimble package that’s as 
clean and sparkling m its own way as some of 
DaimlerChrysler’s other new vehicle designs 
these days that admittedly have more pizzazz 
But m completely redesigning a vehicle that was 
m the vanguard of the entire sport-utility-vehicle 
market, i t’s possible to  argue that the company 
compromised a little too much all around and 
came up with a new Grand Cherokee that doesn’t  
quite satisfy anyone

In other words, it is considerably smaller than 
the previous version of Grand Cherokee, and 
while a little shorter and wider than the competi­
tive Ford Explorer, the new Grand Cherokee 
actually has about 25% less cargo space and, 
unlike Explorer, no third-row seating It’s hard to 
look at o r climb into the new Grand Cherokee 
and conclude tha t it’s a  big earner for either peo­
ple or things, it ju st can’t  accommodate that 
many individuals or th a t much stuff Grand 
Cherokee’s fuel economy is nothing special, and 
the power resident m most versions of Grand 
Cherokee is fair to  middling

Actually, this is best illustrated by companng 
the new G rand Cherokee, the largest and top-of- 
the-hne Jeep, with its compact cousin, Jeep 
Liberty The new Grand Cherokee is a foot longer 
and a  couple of inches wider than the Liberty 
SUV, bu t they’re rated to  haul about the same 
1,00 pounds, and when the back seat is folded, 
Liberty has 69 cubic feet while Grand Cherokee 
offers just 67 4- Meanwhile, the 3 7-hter V-6 
engine m  the base Cherokee is the same engine 
tha t’s in the Liberty, which weighs about 400 
pounds less It’s no wonder that Grand Cherokee 
doesn’t  demonstrate remarkable get-up-and-go

While I didn’t  take it off-road, however, appar­
ently that’s where the new Grand Cherokee

stands out, continuing the Jeep heritage Its 
adjustable roof rails, auxiliary 12-volt power out­
let and other amenities help the vehicle continue 
to  lend itself well to hunters, fishermen and 
other SUV-based outdoors types

The 2005 Grand Cherokee represents a com­
plete redesign of the Jeep flagship, a  midsize, 
four-door, five-passenger SUV that is available 
with rear-wheel dnve or one of three different 
types of fbur-wheel-dnve gear trains The Laredo 
base model starts a t a suggested retail pnee of 
$26,775 for a rear-wheel-dnve version, and the 
line prices all the way up to a Limited with a 
Hemi V-8, loaded for about $45,000

The version I drove was the Limited Grand 
Cherokee with a Quadra-Trac II four-wheel- 
dnve system and a  4 7-liter V8 engine, which 
garners about 15 miles a gallon in city driving 
and about 20 mpg on the highway

The old Grand Cherokee was more organic- 
looking In its own way, its exterior design was a 
trailblazer for many, many SUVs tha t would 
come after it The new version is much sleeker 
and cleaner outside, which also contributes to 
the impression of less bulkmess But without the 
side cladding and a few other lines and curves,

the new version also has less personality than the 
old one One thing tha t Jeep would never part 
with, of course, is its distinctive grille, and it 
nicely heads up the new Grand Cherokee

I also like the look of the new interior- It’s 
ensp and clean, although it’s not all that distinc­
tive The console, specifically, is designed very 
efficiently, especially the rear portion of it, w ith 
its hidden audio controls and shde-away drmk 
holders

In this and higher versions of Grand 
Cherokee, other amenities stand out as well, 
such as a panel m the cargo artea that is 
reversible One side is carpeted to match the 
floor But after twisting several latches and tu rn ­
ing the panel upside down, you get a rubberized, 
waterproof panel with a  lip tha t would contain 
spills Another optio called Smart Beam head­
lights, on the version I drove and others, not only 
come on when it’s dark out bu t also shift from 
low to high beams without driver involvement

Clearly, Jeep gave the new Grand Cherokee its 
best shot If  only they’d made it a  bit larger and 
not left you thinking tha t maybe just down the 
road the company could use an  entry m the SUV 
segment tha t is even bigger

Canadian photographer Julie Sando is a 
working professional, mother and artist 

And both the nature and volume o f her 
work reflects such a  routine of daily living 

‘ I t’s hard to  be an artist and work, and 
then throw m  being a mother, said Dick 
Goody, director o f the Meadow Brook Art 
Gallery, where an exhibit of Sando s work 
opens Saturday She doesn t  produce an 
awful lot of work, but when she does it’s 
absolutely stunning 

Shopping fo r  Pleasure, a collection of 
three distinct groups o f photographs dis­
played separately, continues through 
Sunday, Feb 27, a t the Rochester Hills 
gallery on the campus of Oakland 
University

M ore than 35 photographs make up the 
exhibit, bu t the self-portrait entitled S elf 
Styled Shopper goes far in divulging 
Sando s artistic sensibilities and point of 
view

The piece captures Sando m  a  house­
hold cleanmg products aisle o f a  typical 
suburban grocery store Dressed in utili­
tarian  fashion -  a pair of khakis and white 
top -  she grasps a bottle of pink cleaning 
solution in one hand, while the other 
keeps a  firm gnp  on a  metal shopping 
cart A  harsh, almost sanitizing^ artificial 
light highlights the shelves of brightly col­
ored cleaning products 

‘ I t’s about empowerment, Goody said 
of S e lf Styled Shopper ‘It s the most 
benign thing, bu t somehow this woman 
looks like a  warrior I t’s die fact th a t she’s 
m  this iconic setting, and she s alone I t’s 
ju st her and her warrior shopping cart ” 

The exhibit showcases photographs 
taken by Sando during the last four years 
and include, in addition to several lush, 
allegorical self-portraits, a  series of stark 
images of W indsors massage parlors 
Sando’s take on the commercial enterpris­
es known for engaging in the illegal sex 
trade is one o f disconnection, the images 
are cold, formalistic, abstract and dispas­
sionate
