A group of Plymouth Canton Schools par-
ents 1s undertaking a $200,000 project to
bwld a freshman/junior varsity soccer field
and improve practice facilities at Plymouth-
Canton Educational Park

Although we ve got a really first class soc
cer program at all three high schools we
don’t have first-class physical facilities, said
Bob Harris, a member of the commuttee that
presented the plan to the Board of Education

Commuittee member Mike Marsh said there
are Just too many teams using the current
high school facilities

‘When you look at the expansion across the
Park from two to three high schools and in
many cases where you have a varsity team and
Junior varsity freshman teams, thats now
expanded to six teams across each high
school, 18 teams participating on each site”
said Marsh That obviously puts a tremen-
dous amount of pressure on the existing field

In benchmarking 1t with other facilities
when you consider all the elements of the soc-
cer program - the bench area, concession
booths, restrooms and the like - we are
among the worst in the Western Lakes
Conference ranked at the very bottom he
said

As well as improving the practice facilities
and constructing a new game field ($50 000)
the plan calls for constructing a mult1 pur-
pose building to mclude a concession stand
handicap accessible restrooms and storage
($115,000) bulding bestn class bench
areas, ncluding an announcers booth and
dugouts ($30,000), an 1mproved public
address system, and constructing handicap
access to the spectator stands

Marsh said there 1s strong interest among
the parents of soccer players, past and pres
ent, to support the comprehensive effort to
upgrade the soccer complex

“We plan to use extensive private funding,
with a very aggressive campaign, saxd Marsh
“We have a lot of passion in making this a suc
cess Wed like to have all this operatiorial and
ready to go by August

As a 12-year-old boy growing up
m the cornfields of Canton
Township — near Ridge and Napier
roads — Frank Wu always knew hed
be different As the son of Asian-
Americans, Wu heard the stereo-
types

“Are your parents communists®
How can you see with your eyes like
that?’ remembered Wu It didn't
matter how I tried to be hike the kid
next door, things will always be dif-
ferent for me ’

Wu, a 1988 graduate of Salem
High School and now the dean of
Wayne State University’s Law
School, spoke to Plymouth-Canton
educators Monday during a profes-
siorial development seminar focus
ing on diversity, while honoring the
works of Dr Martin Luther King

Wau said he still hears the stereo-
types

“On the street I'm greeted with
karate chops, as 1f I was Jackie Chan
or Bruce Lee,” he said  People think
I sell Gansu kmves, or break cander
blocks with my head

On the day set aside to honor
King, Wu said “it s the one day of the
year I dont expect 1t”

Frank Wu who grew up in Canton, (5 a 1988 graduate of Salem High School and dean of
Wayne State University s law school

ous about being part of the aity s
turnaround and reshaping its image

‘The work I do 1s about democra-
¢y, participation and civil rights,” he
said “If I'm serious about what I
write and talk about, 1ve got to roll
back my sleeves and go back to my
hometown Otherwise, 1t’s all talk”

Wu, now 37 and the author of
Yellow, Race of America Beyond
Black and Whate, said King was
great at bridge building, asking peo-
ple to live up to what they claim are
their ideals

“It s important for us to see that
Dr King, although he spoke pro-
foundly and compellingly about the
condition of African Americans
specifically, his message was umver-
sal,” smd Wu “IY’s not just a matter
of self interest It's a matter of the
principles we believe 1, and
whether or not as a nation we live
up to them”

Angela Wong, a fourth-grade
teacher at Field Elementary with a
bi-racial ancestry, said she could
relate to Wu's stories, remembering
growing up 1in Canton

“I got the same questions, she
saxd “Where are you from? Were
you adopted? Half breed, go back to
Where you came from

It was horrible,” she smd “As a
young kid, there are mean things
that come along every day But,
when you have those thrown into
the mix, 1t was tough”

Carolyn Washington, the principal
at Hulsing Elementary, has hved in
Canton the last 21 years and
watched as the population has
become more diverse  Washington,
an African-American, said her
daughter was once the target of

Time to consider
school board run

If you’re still considering runming for the Plymouth-
Canton Board of Education, you don’t have as long as you
nught think to make the decision

And if you're not thinking about 1t, maybe you should

Either way, the fihng deadhne 1s coming up faster than
1t has 1 previous years, thanks to the new state law that
only allows elections 1n four months of the year With the
school board election moved from June to May, the filing
deadline has also crept closer, coming this year Feb 8

Which gives prospective board members just under
three weeks to answer this basic question “Do I want to
have a role in determining the course of our schools?”

Histoncally, there 1sn’t a whole lot of interest i running
for the board Traditionally, there aren’t a lot of candidates

And, judging by the annual vote totals, where the last
few years turnout has been less than 5 percent, there 1sn’t
alot of interest 1n the school board  period

This always baffles us, because perhaps nowhere n elec-
tive government can an elected official affect more hves
than on the school board It’s the one body that has control
over the future of our most important asset — our children

And 1n these tight economic times, the Plymouth-
Canton school board — along with school boards across
the state, really — faces huge challenges, particularly with
its budget With state revenue sharing taking hits the last
several years, Supt Jim Ryan said he put together five
different budgets 1n an attempt to anticipate what the
state would do

There’s only one seat up for grabs this year — that of
mcumbent Tom Wysocki — which might keep the field
lower than normal And there’s also an inclination to
think that inexperience will keep you off the board
However, m the last few years, first-timers Wysocki, Carol
Saunders, Joanne Lamar, Rich Ham-Kucharsk: and
Barry Simescu have all been elected

There are a lot of reasons not to run for the school
board “I don’t have the time “Its a big responsibility” “I
don’t know anything about running a school district”
“The dog ate my filing application”

The truth 1s, not running 1s much easier than running
However, the one true reason for getting mvolved trumps
all excuses for not You can help determine the future of
our children

Taxpayers deserve
frugal governments

At the end of last year, Gov Jennifer Granholm and Lt
Gov John Cherry made a gesture m the fight to rem 1n the
troubled state budget by volunteering to take a pay cut

Though small and fiscally msignificant, the symbohism 1s
mportant We must look at every option to trim fat from
government at all levels, ehminate non-essential services
to preserve essential services, cut back adminstrative
costs and find ways to ehminate duphcation of services

Right-sizing government won't be easy People 1n power
wiiit to retamn that power Any reductions m work force or
bériefits are going to be resisted by employee unions
Qijestions of ownership and power sharing, as 1n the ongo-
mgedispute over water and sewer rates and services, are a
legal tangle with racial and urban vs suburban overtones

#Amnd some residents feel they have more control and get
more response from their local government

But 1t 15 clear that taxpayers are willing to pay only so
much for government services and they want to know that
they will get a fair return on their dollar They also want to
know that they aren’t paying twice for the same service

Governments are aware that more needs to be done
Plymouth and Plymouth Township share a joint fire
départment and police/fire dispatch Livoma, Redford
arid other communities have been m discussions about
cambining emergency dispatch services Farmington and
Farmington Hills combine hibrary and recreation services
and are discussing combining police/fire dispatch

The Conference of Western Wayne County, a consor-
tram of 18 western Wayne communities, gathers together
the chief elected officers of those communities to discuss
common concerns, pending legislation and semices The
Southeast Michigan Conference of Governments acts as
both a research department for local governments and a
condut for regional funding for transportation and other
projects P

We needto decide whether government 1s here to serve
residents or to serve itself At the local and county level,
we need, to borrow the governor’s favorite phrase, to
think outside the box and create a leaner, less top-heavy
gdvernment structure

As a 1997 graduate of Canton High
School, I was a member of the first class
to take this test, which I think was
scrapped after about two years Ibeheve
my diploma has a sticker for proficiency
1 math and science, but not for English
and reading, my two strongest subjects

I feel sorry for the kids who are going to
have to take this Michigan Merit Exam, as
the Observer reports 1t will be hike the
ACT and could have more of a bearing on
college admissions Thankfully, the HSPT
did not affect my chances of being accept-
ed to the Umversity of Michigan, where
my first-year wrtting professor comment-
ed that I came mto the Residential College
‘as a good writer and worked to polish
[her] many skalls ’

After getting the results from the
HSPT, I had concerns about making it in
Ann Arbor However, when my first-year
seminar professor told me I should do
well at the university, I quickly let go of
any doubts concgrming my wrting

Since graduatuig from U-M, I have
earned a master’s degree m chnical psychol-
ogy, and hope to go on fora Ph D someday
It’s a good thing I did not let my Iife after
Iigh school depend on that one test.

Help the tsunami victims,
but be careful how you do it

¥ ts been nearly four weeks since a killer
_ tsunam snuffed out an estimated
% 50,000 lives 1 parts of southeast Asia,
and caused untold billhons of dollars worth
of property damage

Even with the passage of time, 1mages of
one of the worst natural disasters i history
remain fresh Still, 1t 1s hard to grasp the
magnitude of the disaster, even with a
steady stream of videotape and news
reports flooding the Internet and television
on an hourly basis

Predictably, the world — led once agam
by the United States — has mobilized to
help the tens of thousands
of people whose lives and
spirits were broken by the
glant waves Not since the
ternble day that the twin
towers of the World Trade
Center came craghing
down have we seen such
an outpouring of support

Locally, 1t seems every-
body 1s raising money for
the relief effort The vast
majority of the efforts, 'm
sure, are smcere and well-
intended Still, being a
tramned cynic, some of the press releases
that have come across my desk recently
from businesses promoting fund-raisers
have activated my scam radar

T'm not saying any of the efforts are a
fraud or 1n any way illegal But I have to
question if some of the fund-raisers are —
intentionally or otherwise — using a
tragedy to promote a business or product

Many local businesses are using their
locations as collection sites for donations,
which 1s a good thing Several are goinga

Asking people to give money to any cause
18 never easy Over the years, I have been
mvolved m many fund-raising campaigns
for various groups and organizations I have
worked with

My expentence has been that 1f the person
you are asking believes in the orgamization
you are pitching or, more mmportantly, has
farth 1in you, the cash will come Demonstrate
a need, build a sense of trust that the money
raised will be spent for the intended purpose,
and the rest will take care of itself

Hundreds of millions of dollars have been
raised to date to axd the tsunam victims
and begin the rebuilding process It wall
take years, and hundreds of million dollars
more, before the physical scars caused by
the disaster are repaired

Events like the tsunamu serve as pamnful
reminders of just how fortunate we are to live
n a time and place where most of us take for
granted hfes basic necessities of food, shelter,
clean water and samtation We can’t help but
feel a need to reach out and help those who
now have none of these thungs

‘We all need to do our part But before
deading how to help, ask yourself this ques-
tion Does 1t make more sense to sumply
wrrte a check directly to one of the rehief
organizations, or buy a car, take a salsa les-
son, host a bead party or schedule a chiro-
practic evaluation in the name of tsunami
relief?

enée LaForest gets to do something this week
he hasn’t done 1n nearly three years

LaForest, the Canton mother of three whose
youngest daughter, Delaney, has been battling a
brain tumor, finally gets to cash a paycheck.

That may not seem such a big thing to you or
me, or to anyone else with a regular job that pro-
vides a check every week or two, no matter how
small To LaForest, who for three years has had to
watch her savings dry up and then, particularly n
the last several months, had o depend on the

sometimes stock Ths vessel
was closed tightly and placed
1n hot coals for several hours
until the meat was rendered
tender

Iam happy to say it 1s now
a little easier to braise You
still need that heavy pot or
pan with a hd, but we don’t
need the coal (Just use an
oven) to accomplish this

If you choose to braise,
keep 1n mind several valuable
1deas

Though ammal fat 1s best
for flavor, olive o1l can be
used for both some flavor and
health concerns The vegeta-
bles don’t have to be just
mirepoix, but any of a merit
of others, including parsnips,
which can replace carrots for
a stmular but unmque, flavor
Most grocery stores carry
these items

But don t be afraid to try
other types of vegetables that
you may not have considered,
such as dried tomatoes (You
know, the kind 1n the plastic
bag that you couldn’t saw
through i1f you tried ) As long
as these tomatoes aren’t 20
years old, they are packed
with flavor Add them a half

Obesity 1n the United States
has become a public health
1ssue In response, the
American Institute for Cancer

Braising 1s one-pot cooking
that 1s tendenzing, aromatic,
meredibly flavorful and easy
Tethnically, 1t means cooking
fotid, with just a little hquid
arfd tightly covered, over low
heat for a long time

Brasing differs from stew-
1ng, which uses lots of hquid
and can be done 1n an uncov-
eréd pot It does not produce
the seductively intense sauces
you get from braising

Because 1t tenderizes, brais-
mg1s 1deal for today’s leaner,
ofien tough cuts of meat, espe-
c1dlly the less expensive ones

Ewvidently, drinking pomegran-
ate Juice can be better for you
than consuming red wine,
green tea, or cranberry and
orange juice

Chefs are using fresh pome-
granate seeds, pomegranate
Juice, and even more wntensely
flavored pomegranate
molasses 1n a feast of ways

Menus with media appeal fea-
ture salads with 1ts succulent,
ruby seeds scattered over
them

Pomegranate-enhanced
main dishes and desserts also
sparkle with these seeds Using
fresh pomegranates can be
messy The juice that can spurt
out as you pry out the seeds
can stain clothes But there are
tricks that help Place a strain-
er or colander 1n a bowl and

We are having a probiem, as a
board, getting access to a
condominium unit whose owner
refuses to allow us to do so. Do
we have any recourse?

The condomimum rules
(Machigan Administrative
Code) mandate that all
condormmnium bylaws shall
provide that the association
have access to the
condominium umnit as
necessary durmng reasonable
houtrs, except in the case of
emergencies where no
notice 1s required

If your bylaws contain this
provision, you are best
advised to write the co-
owner Ifhe or she doesn’t
comply, turn the matter over
to your attorney, who can
then proceed in the proper
forum to obtain comphance
from the co-owner

If your bylaws don’t contain
this provision, you should
contact your attorney to
amend them immediately

wondering what responsibilities
the buyer's agent has to the
purchaser. | think there is some
statutory requirement. Please
help.

The six generalﬁlucmry

30-year mortgage rates fall for second
consecutive week, experts report

Rates on 30-year mortgages
fell for a second straight week,
helping to get the housing
mndustry off to a good start in
the new year

Freddie Mac’s weekly survey
of mortgage rates showed that
rates on 30-year, fixed-rate
mortgages averaged 5 74 per-
cent for the week ending Jan
13, down from 5 77 the previ-
ous week

Lowmortgage rates have
powered home sales Analysts
believe sales hit a record high
for all of 2004 and the housing
market 15 expected to post
another good year 1n 2005

HOME @ WEEK

Amy Crews Cutts, the mort-
gage company’s deputy chief
economist, noted that 30-year
mortgage rates averaged 5 84
percent for all of last year, a
sigmficant improvement over
an average of 9 5 percent for
the past 30 years

“The onset of 2005 bodes
well for the housing industry;”
she saxd

She said rates are hkely to
end the year above 6 percent,
reflecting in part the credit-
tightening campaign of the
Federal Reserve, which 1s rais-
1ng rates to keep inflation in
check

Some analysts believe rates
on 30-year mortgages could
chmb to around 6 5 percent by

the end of this year, which
would still be considered low
by historical standards

Rates on 15-year, fixed-rate
mortgages, a popular option
for refinancing, dipped this
week to 5 19 percent, down
from 5 21 percent the previous
week For one-year adjustable-
rate mortgages, rates remained
unchanged at 4 10 percent

Freddie Mac added another
type of mortgage to 1ts weekly
survey a five-year, “hybnd”
adjustable-rate mortgage It’s
fixed for five years and then
adjusts each year thereafter
The rate on that mortgage
averaged 5 05 percent this
week, up shghtly from 5 03
percent

The nationwide averages for
mortgage rates don’t nclude
add-on fees known as points
The 30-year, 15-year and one-
year adjustable mortgages each
carried a O 6-point fee The
five-year adjustable mortgage
carried a O 5-point fee

A year ago, rates on 30-year
mortgages averaged 5 66 per-
cent with 15-year mortgages at
4 97 percent and one year
ARMs at 3 62 percent

There 1sn't a figure for five-
year adjustable mortgages
because Freddie Macjust
began tracking those rates this
year

The renewed preoccupation with design 1s under-
standable, given a little hustory The Seventies and
Eighties snuffed out the mdustry’s bolder renderings
under safety and fuel-economy concerns Then, auto
makers spent the Nineties essentially copying the
unvariegated “jeallybean’ design of Ford’s best-selling
Taurus sedan But global competition, the rise of the
SUV and the digitization of the design process have
combined to produce a profligate number of new vehi-
cle types and models these days

With quality and technological differences among
products largely having leveled off over the last decade
or so, eye-catching design can be decisive “Both con-
sumers and the car companies are ready to see more
chances taken out there, says Chris Chapman, director
of automotive design for DesignWorks USA, a unit of
BMW People are kind of sick of the same old thing,
and they’re looking for something new

But theres been a narrowing gap between futuristic”
designs and the exciting stuff thats already on the
