The Plymouth-Canton school district 1s
projecting a $4 7 milhon budget shortfall

year, 1n a fleet of 130 buses

Miles saxd bus routes range
between 40-120 rules a day

“We have two mechanics who
bring in two buses a day to the
lube rack,” smd Miles ‘We
shoot for 3,000 miles, just Iike
you would on your car

“They also do a safety 1nspec-
tion, checking things hke tires,
brakes, seats and lights, he
said “If there’s something that
looks like a red tag, we take 1t
out of service until it s repaired

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Schiavo case raises questions
about state and personal rights

There's a lesson to be found
In the closing of the schools

t's a story many of us have enacted We have
een forced to make a decision on whether to
end or prolong the life of a farmly member
who 15 beyond the reach of medical care We
desperately want to believe that this person we
love can someday return to us, though deep 1n
our hearts we know they have left us

In the case of Tern: Schiavo, the story 1s especial-
ly painful because of her age, her visible if involun-
tary response even after 15 years m what doctors
call a “vegetative state” and the acrimonious battle
between her parents and her husband

It’s a personal, private, painful affair that has
become snared 1n a political whirlwind

On Monday, the Republican leadership in
Congress with the support of
the president reached into this
private matter using the 14th
Amendment as an excuse for
moving the Schiavo case from
a Florida state court to a feder-
al court The action was an
extraordinary departure from
Republican federalist prinei-
ples Many southern
Republicans are former south-~
ern Democrats or ther heirs
who fought just such a use of
federal intervention during the
height of the eivil nghts move-
ment It 1s on that principle that the South
moved from the Democratic Party to the
Republican Party

But the Republican leadership also has a
strong voting base rooted m conservative
Christian religious groups They represent a cru-
cial element 1n the GOP’s recent ascendancy as
the majonity party Their support 1s 1mportant to
advance the GOP’s economuc positions

Torn between two prineiples, Tom DeLay, Bill
Fnist and George Bush decided to play to the
rehigious night

Bush made the extraordinary comment that 1t
was “always better to err on the side of hfe” Thns
from a man who as governor of Texas presided
over a large number of executions (even when
there was doubt) and as president has never
shied from sending others into battle long
before exhausting diplomacy for the sake of life

But as anti-abortion advocate Randall Terry has
been saymg over the last couple weeks, the
Repubhcan Party wasn’t sent to Washington with-
out some expectations Terr1 Schiavo’s case 1s really
about abortion rights, not about Tern Schiavo

The painful thing 1s that this private matter
has become a media circus, with wild accusa-
tions, carmval-hike demonstrations and rhetori-
cal posturing on all sides We don’t know what
Terrt Schiavo’s wishes are as she never left writ-
ten nstructions (and what 26-year-old thinks

these people do to people who have different
views than they do Following a federal court
ruling, one person 1s quoted 1n a news story as
saying, "This 15 a clear-cut case of judicial tyran-
ny All the judges who have ruled against Terr:
are tyrants, and we fully expected this decision”

Never mund that every state and now every
federal court has upheld the decision to remove
her feeding tube as requested by her husband
Never mind that such a ruling might be “for”
Terr rather than “against” her

It 1s hard not to be sympathetic to Tern Schiavo’s

parents and stbhings But this sad story should never

have become a national cause celebre

And what about the 1ssue of states’ rights (or
as 1t's now known federalism, to distance itself
from those nasty racial overtones)? How does
the GOP defend that principle now?

In a column a couple months ago, I wrote that
the Crvil War was fought over slavery A reader
corrected me and wrote that the war was actual-
ly fought over states’ rights He then challenged
me to consider what my position would be if the
federal government dectded to drain Great
Lakes’ water to fertilize Texas fields or fill
Arizona swimming pools

It was a good question, a conundrum without
an easy answer On the question of the lakes, the
1ssue 18 really international as we share all but
Lake Michigan with Canada and they would not
support draimung the lakes

But that’s too easy, obyously there are reasons

for a federalist system that separates national
and state powers Where 1s that hine® Was slav-
ery and the government s decision to hmat 1ts
spread a reason? Were the rights of milhons of
African Americans to equal protection under
the law a reason? Was a perceived weakness in
our educational system a reas#n? Was the case
of one tragically injured women caught between
her parents and her husband a reason?

It’s something to ponder when this sad case
runs 1ts course *

Oneof the\;%smves of this story 1s a reminder ¢

that we all need\to make our wishes known
about what we want when we can no longer say

Schoolcraft College asks
hoop coach to step down

The Observer has learned that Schoolcraft
College has asked for the resignation of
men’s basketball coach Carlos Briggs, the
state’s winningest college coach with an
eight-year won-loss record of 226-36

The former Schoolcraft NJCAA All-
Amertca guard, who played
at Baylor, has guided the
Ocelots to three trips to the
national tournament m
Hutchinson, Kan , four
Michigan Community
College Athletic Association
titles and six Eastern

o E Conference crowns, not to
Carlos Briggs  mention a mmority student

graduation rate of over 70
percent

Schoolecraft finished the 2004-05 season
with a 27-3 record, but was unable to com-
pete 1n postseason play, or for the Eastern
Conference championship stemming from
NJCAA sanctions as a result of an off-season
rules violation

Briggs, who has sent over 35 players to
play in the NCAA Division I ranks since he
was hired, would not comment about his
pending dismissal or a rumored sixth-
month severance deal offered by the school
which would pay him through December

When contacted Thursday, Schooleraft
Executive Vice President John Tomey, who
1s retiring 1 June after 31 years on the
Livonia campus, told the Observer “We will
not discus personnel 1ssues”

Tomey, along with Director of Student
Services Cheryl Wright and former interim
athletic director Bill Tolstedt (also the
women’s soccer coach), conducted an mnter-
nal probe into the men’s basketball team’s
NJICAA rules violation and determmed that
a school-owned van was 1llegally used to
transport mne players to the JUCO All-
American Challenge, a showcase camp for
college scouts held last July in Indianapols,
Ind The other off-season violation also
included paying for a meal for the players

After the NJCAA cited Schoolcraft for the
violations, the administration decided
against appealing the sanctions, thus bar-
ring the Ocelots from competing 1 the
NJCAA Region 12 Tournament or the
MCCAA state playoffs

Tolstedt, who has since been replaced by
Sid Fox as Schooleraft athletic director on a
permanent basis, also failed to inform the
MCCAA Executive Committee of the
NJCAA violations m a timely manner,
resulting 1n another ban from competing for
the conference title, which Brniggs mamntains
he was not informed about until the Ocelots
had already played against three Eastern
Conference opponents m early January

In a letter provided to the Observer by
Schoolcraft (dated Nov 15, 2004) from
Tolstedt to MCCAA president Gene Gafford
of Muskegon Community College, the inter-
1m AD wrote m part

“As you know, I am new to the position of
athletic director There was no mtent to not
mform nor anyway mislead the MCCAA
was not simply aware of the need for me to
adwvise the MCCAA

“I beheve the actions taken by the NJCAA
to put our men’s basketball program on pro-
bation for the 2004-05 were harsh but
appropriate As you are aware, there will be
no post-season play allowed I would not
want to exacerbate an already difficult situa-
tion because of what I failed to do While my
lack of experience 1s not an excuse, 1t 18 the
cause for your action”

Tolstedt then asked Schooleraft to be rein-
stated for the MCCAA playoffs and be
mcluded 1n the standings, but his request
was demed by an MCCAA appeals commut-
tee 1n a letter dated Dec 7, 2004

(Also under Tolstedt’s watch last fall, the
Schoolcraft men’s soccer team was caught
using an iehgble player and had to forfeit
seven victories before earning a trip to the
NJCAA Nationals in Tyler, Texas )

Briggs’ relationship with both Tomey,
Wright and Tolstedt has been rumored to be
extremely contentious, especially after
Briggs lost two of his main allies over the

I've known Sergio for about
25 years and never had the
opportunity to document him,
then I happened to be at Hart
Plaza one day and realized it
wasn’t complete, said Prusak. “I
thought it was a good opportu-
nity to see Sergio’s magic, the
mystery mvolved i bronzes
Most people dont think about
how that sculpture or relief gets
that way”

Prusak and young cinematog-
raphers David Frank and
Chardell Brown follow De
Giustz from the concept stage to
casting the bronze at Campbell
Plaster and Iron The Vermont
foundry cast all of the panels
except for two of the smaller
ones which were done at Fine
Arts Sculpture Centre 1nt
Clarkston

But the work doesn t end
there Once cast and the molds
broken, the bronze 1s sandblast-
ed then shipped back to De
Giust1 who applies the green
and brown patina by adding
chemicals to the surface then
going over 1t with a torch at
Venus Bronze Works in Detroit

“Its very educational to see
the process,” saxd De Gust1
“The sculpture 1s intended as a
stage for everyone When they
walk 1n they become part of the
work. The panels deal with
everything from early Detrort,
the fur trading and ship build-
ing to the skilled laborers, iron
workers, architects and engi-
neers who helped to make the
monument to labor a reality I
hope 1t captures the dignuty of
all workers Durmg filmuing, 1

that walking provides a psychological
slowdown to the day’s hectic pace
Walking 1s also a lot safer Seventy-five
percent of runners are injured badly
enough to interrupt their workout
