Township residents will see an increase m their 
taxes if voters approve the police and fire millage 
requests Plymouth Township officials are putting on 
the May 3 ballot

Voters will be asked to approve the renewal of 163 
mills first established as part of a 2 mill levy m 1985 , Also part of the May 3 question will be an increase off 
37 intended to recapture the part of the millage I

eaten away by the Headlee Amendment jAccording to township officials that means resi 
dents whose homes have a taxable value of $100 000 
would see an increase of some $37 per year 

And township officials say without both parts of the millage request, funding police and fire services 
at the current level will be much more difficult 

Even this doesn’t  solve the problem, said town­
ship Treasurer Ron Edwards The 37 only replaces 
what we ve lost It doesn’t save anything 

According to Edwards, failure of the millage would 
mean drastic cuts within both the police and fire 
departments, which he said make up about 66 per­
cent of the townships expenditures The fire depart­
ment is currently staffed with 27 firefighters, plus Chief Randy Maycock, Assistant Chief Mark Wendel 
and fire inspector Don McDurmon 

The police department is manned with 31 officers, 
including Chief Tom Tiderington and Assistant Chief Robert Smith, and 11 commumcations/dispatchers 

If we don t  get (the millage), it could mean a hit of 
as many as 16 police/fire positions,” Edwards said 
“There s nowhere else to fiind it from ’

Obviously, the chiefs of both departments feel the 
need for both parts of the millage question to pass 
This millage — and a separate 8137 fire millage — provide about 55 percent of the police/fire budget 

The rest is paid for out of other revenues, such as 
state-shared revenue, fees and other miscellaneous revenue like interest income and cable television fees 
With the township having absorbed some $800,000 
in state-shared revenue cuts the last few years, and 
perhaps another cut coming later this year, officials 
feel the May 3 vote is crucial 

“It’s absolutely critical,” said Maycock, whose 
department operates on a $3 5 million budget ‘Even 
if it passes, it doesn t  address the shortfalls m the 
police and fire budgets They’re still going to have to 
address that at some pointIf you don’t have die budget you re looking at layoffs 
— perhaps as many as 6 firefighters, Maycock said The police department operates on a $4 4 million 
budget that covers law enforcement and dispatch 
Tiderington said the department is already at mini­
mal staffing, based on what he said are rule-of-thumb 
calculationsWe re at a minimal staffing level at this point, and 
there s no way we can take a reduction (m funding) with­
out seriously reducing the services,’ Tiderington said 
The community decides on the level of services they 

want with respect to their police department If there s 
not funding, then services obviously have to be reduced 

If we don t  have the funds to put the police officers 
on the streets or in the schools, or do detective work, 
he added, ‘ obviously there’ll be a reduction m the 
services we can provide ”

Laura Cox knows shes stepped into a delicate 
situation as the new Wayne County commis­
sioner m the 10th District, which includes the 
city and township of Plymouth 

Cox, speaking at her first State of the 
Community breakfast at Station 885 in down­
town Plymouth Tuesday, acknowledged as much 
when she talked briefly about the situation with 
the Sheldon Road underpass 

Officials from both local municipalities are 
considering pulling out of the project, which 
would eliminate a combined $15 million m 
funding for the $12 million underpass 

“It’s a big political mixup,’ Cox said Tuesday 
“I’m going to work with the county to see if we can get it cleared up a little bit I m coming a lit­
tle bit late to (the situation), but I m hoping to 
help with it ’

The underpass has been bogged down in red 
tape and financial questions in the more than 
five years since it was first approved by both the 
city commission and township board CSX still hasn’t  signed off on the project, the Detroit 
Water and Sewerage Department has balked at 
moving a water mam and the city commission 
has experienced financial troubles that have left commissioners wondering whether they should 
commit $503,000 to it 

Most recently, township Supervisor Richard 
Reaume admitted “if we had to vote now, I’m 
not sure we’d have the same level of support ’ the 
board showed five years ago Plymouth 
Ibwnship has committed just over $1 million to 
the project

“Somehow we have to find a way to make the 
underpass work,” McKeon said “I know your 
budgets are really tight, but for the amount of 
money each community puts in, it’s a tremen­
dous return ’

Cox and Reaume were among the political 
leaders who spoke at the annual breakfast, 
sponsored by the Plymouth Community 
Chamber of Commerce Reaume pointed out the 
township has improved its image along Ann 
Arbor Road, with new pavement, brick pavers 
and landscaping He also said clearing of the site 
for the new township hall has begun 

‘ There used to be trees on the site, Reaume 
said of the nine-plus acres at Haggerty and Ann Arbor Road ‘Now its just a pile of wood chips 

Reaume said he expected the steel to be erect 
ed by July the building enclosed by November 
and township employees to move m m June 2006

Plymouth Mayor Stella Greene pointed out 
the financially troubled city will see a balanced 
budget for 2005-06, albeit by  a razor-thin

margin ” She said the city has been able to con 
tinue to provide key services to its resident 
despite dramatic cuts that include the loss of 
nearly 20 employees in five years

She also lauded the downtown business dis­trict, which has survived the loss of some long­time businesses to maintain a business mix 
downtown that s good to see

While (other) cities are decrying the deaths 
of their downtowns, we are witnessing more 
activity than ever, Greene said That’s truly 
heartening ’

Plymouth-Canton Schools Superintendent 
Jim Ryan took the opportunity to point out 
what he feels are good things the district is doing, despite facing tough financial times 
Among the programs he touted were the Early 
Childhood Literacy Program in preschool — 
“We’re working hard to have kids prepared for kindergarten he said — and a $12 million 
grant the district just got for a smaller learning 
program that connects freshmen students to at 
least three different teachers

Ryan also pointed out the districts “great par­
ticipation m every program at the Park, and the 
success rate of Plymouth Canton students, 60 percent of whom Ryan pointed out earned the 
Michigan Merit Scholarship last year

He also said results of the $109 million bond 
approved by voters will start showing up soon at 
Allen, Bird and Smith elementaries, the first 
buildings to undergo renovations paid for by the 
bond

You re going to see those schools go wild with 
renovations this summer Ryan said (And) 
we re finally going to get some money from the 
legislature We re going to have to be careful 
because most of that will get used up in health

Plymouth Township officials axe probably going to get 
th e  co m b in ed  2 m ills  th e y ’re seek in g  in  a  M ay 3 
pohce/fire millage election, and we believe they should 

The ballot question asks for renewal of a 163 operating 
millage, plus the recapture of some 0 37 mills th a t have 
been eroded by the Headlee rollback over the years 

However, those same officials need to  sta rt taking a 
harder look at the budgets for those two departm ents, 
because their chief financial officer doesn’t  think even the 
2 mills solves potential funding problems looming m the 
not-so-distant future

As residents gather inform ation to  de term ine  how 
they’ll vote on this issue, here are some details

■  The 1 63 pohce/fire millage and a separate 0 8173 
fire-only millage generated some $4 6 million in revenue 
last year

■  The police/fire millage accounts for some 55 percent 
of the operating budget for the  police and fire depart­
ments

■  The other 45 percent comes from  other tow nship 
revenue sources sta te-shared  revenue, fees, in te rest income, etc

■  Last year, some $8 million was spent on police and 
fire services

I f  you’ve got your calculators out, you see th a t even 
with millage-generated income, some $3 4 million of the 
police and fire budgets have to come from  a township 
budget tha t is becoming increasingly thin 

Treasurer Ron Edwards has been warning fellow town­
ship board members th a t times are getting leaner, with 
building down and expenditures — such as the recently 
ratified contract with firefighters — continuing to rise 

Those hard  tim es are here, w ith expected revenues 
from the building departm ent down some $25,000 and 
the township expecting a  potential $200,000 h it in state- 
shared revenue later this year The cost of the township 
hall is already more than $1 million higher than its origi­
nal budget

This is a township that will need to make some tough 
choices — and soon

Providing for the health and welfare of its citizens is the 
prime directive for any municipality No one m  township 
government wants to deprive residents of police and fire 
protection But township officials m ust figure out how 
much they can afford and, more importantly, how much 
residents are willing to pay

The ballot question, as it’s worded, doesn’t give resi­
dents a choice — they m ust either approve or deny the 
renewal and the increase In order to ensure the contin­
ued safety of the community, we urge voters to approve it

Com m unities in Wayne and O akland counties have 
begun a campaign to convince the federal government 
that Community Development Block Grants it allocates

There’s no time to waste Plans now call for the CDBG 
funds to  be m oved in  th e  2 0 0 6  b u d g e t y ear to  th e  
Commerce Department from the Department of Housing 
and Urban Development The next budget year isn’t that 
far off

While the move is curious m itself, the program could be 
wiped out, since there are no plans to increase funding m 
the Commerce Department’s budget 

^ e a l  people will feel the loss of these funds It’s being 
us§d, particularly in older communities, to help those resi­
dents with low incomes for such things as home chores 
and repairs

Wayne County communities also are using the funds for 
police and fire programs

Jh e  need for such things as home chores and prescrip­
tion programs becomes critical as our population ages and 
the state economy continues its slide It’s a  matter o f keep­
ing people m their homes

In carrying their case forward, Wayne County govern­
m en ts have a p p ro a c h e d  C o n g ressm an  T h a d d e u s  
McCotter

One county official called for putting pressure on the 
Bush administration That’s exactly what needs to happen

( State government continues to bleed 
our great universities,” Observer, March 
31) is just as well fitting to be applied to 
state government taxing 

As I remember, years ago we had nei­
ther sales nor state income taxes At that 
time, the state government at all levels, 
and its financially appropriated benefici­
aries, functioned just fine Then someone thought of the idea that money from 
sales tax would come in handy, so for 
start a 2-percent sales tax was levied 

Money poured in and with it grew the appetite for more If there is more money 
available, there is always a way to spend 
it, and some more Not too long after, the 
sales tax was increased to 3 percent 
Then we were told that still more money 
is needed, but if we object to sales tax increase by 1 percent more then there will be a need for a stale income tax 

Well, some years later a state income 
tax was imposed anyway, that on top of 
the 4-percent sales tax Then enacted 
was Proposal A, increasing the sales 
tax even higher, to 6 percent, in return 
for the reduction of homestead proper­ty tax

The reduced property tax continues 
to rise with rising valuation Now we 
hear all kinds of proposals how to tin­
ker with Proposal A, how to circum­
vent its provisions, how to raise prop­
erty tax even more, but apparently 
leaving the sales tax intact at 6 per­
cent

The latest suggestion is for broaden­
ing the state sales tax to include servic­
es One may wonder where it will end, 
how soon will the frog get poached’

In the past, some avid advocates of 
more taxing avoided paying recom­
mended by-them higher taxes by mov­
ing to other states For millionaires, 
having little more or less money makes 
not much difference They can never 
use their millions for their everyday 
life s necessities no matter how hard they try

But for those of us, obviously a great 
majority, with limited incomes, bur­
dened with all kinds of taxes, evident 
and hidden, who are trying to make ends meet, every penny counts 

It seems to me the right thing to do 
rather than again raising taxes is to 
reduce the size of bureaucracy in the 
much overgrown government, and eliminate wasteful funding, wasteful 
spending As far as universities and 
other beneficiaries of the taxpayer’s 
funding are concerned, there are cer­
tainly ways to adjust without much, if any, harmful consequences

troupe performed I was then selected 
with two others to present him with a 
gift I t  was an emotional experience 
and I have a  photograph to remember 
this wonderful event
As a  Polish American w ith some 

ancestors still m  Poland, I was 
pleased to see the heavy coverage of 
the events m Poland and the num er­
ous stories about his life Having trav­

eled and studied m  Poland, i t  is espe­

F or folks who don t  live there, Detroit and its mani­
fold problems often seem of another world, tor­tured by layers of mismanagement, racism, poverty 

and political corruption.
“I just wish it would go away” is a comment I must 

have heard 100 times—and we’ve all heard even worse.
But, like it or not, Detroit does matter to us all — and, 

like it or not, it is not going away It is and will remain 
Michigans largest city, with along and distinguished history going back to 1701 Less than a century ago, it led 
thd birth of die manufacturing revolution that brought 
unprecedented prosperity to Michigan and its workers
1 ^.. Yet its present condition —

| described by a columnist some years 
ago as “Americas first third world aty 
— brings shame on our state and 
hurts our national image. Which is 
why die August primary election for 
mayor of Detroit really matters There 
will be three major candidates The 
incumbent, Kwame Kilpatrick, City 
Council member Sharon McPhail, 
and pteman Hendrix, who was 
deputy under former Mayor Dennis 
Archer

Kilpatrick, who at 31 was the city’s youngest-ever 
mayor when he took office, has been acting well, his 
age. Or not quite his age Mary observers consider him 
immature and impulsive, not ready for die big time.

There have been many gaffes over his three-plus years 
m office—key staffers improperly pulling rank, a fancy 
car leased for his family, investigations suppressed and 
widespread rumors of night life funny business So 
many, m feet, that his re-election is no longer a sure 
thing.

Devastatmgly, a poll released last week by EPIC/MRA found that more than half of Detroiters 
dunk Kilpatrick has accomplished nothing since being 
elected, and only one m five voters want to see him re­
elected. His job approval rating is 62 percent unfavor­
able, while 61 percent of respondents think the city is on 
the wrong track.’ In a trial heat, KOpatnck fared poorly, 
running behind Hendrix and even with McPhaiL 

McPhail is no stranger to the voters. She’s run for 
many offices, including mayor, since 1993, and was final­
ly elected to Detroit City Council m200L Unfortunately, 
this is a council that for years has ranked right up there 
as among the silliest and least constructive legislative 
bodies in our state. A friend of mine, a long-time knowl­
edgeable observer of Detroit politics, describes McPhail as “mercurial, brilliant, but erratic, widi one set of stan­
dards for herself and another for everyone else 

“She tried to be Ecorse city attorney and a Detroit 
councilman at the same time and fought to keep both 
jobs, though every court and the state attorney general 
told her she was nuts to think that wasn t  a conflict of 
interestIVvo years ago, she was roundly ridiculed for charging 
that Kilpatrick had somehow ngged her electric back 
massager on a chair in her council office to give her a 
nasty shock. (No evidence was ever discovered that any­one had sabotaged her chair) This year she has cleverly

gotten Benny Napoleon, the popular former police chiefj 
to appear to run with her under the promise that she 
will appoint him deputy mayor

Then there is Freman Hendnx, who met with a group 
of Homdlbwn Newspapers editors a couple of weeks 
ago for a conversation about the city and the region’s 
future. He is a tall, relatively slim man with a high fore­
head, sait-and-pepper moustache and large hands, 
which he folds together when not gesturing During our conversation (m which he, unlike so many politicians, 
spoke in complete sentences) he sat on the edge ofhis 
chair, legs bent under him, giving the impression of 
somebody ready to spring

Hendnx served for eight years ̂  deputy mayor and 
chief of staffi running the city's day-to-day operations 
and aworkforce of17,000 On his watch the city ran a 
balanced budget and cut taxes for the first time in years 
He was also chairman of the reform city board of educa­
tion

Later, he spent several years as chief of operations for 
Strategic Staffing Solutions, a Detroit-based information 
technology company I knew Hendnx while he was m 
the Archer administration and came to dunk highly of 
his managerial skills, maturity and common-sense 
vision for die city

The image of Detroit affects die entire region,” 
Hendnx told the editors, but Detroit nght now is a frag­
ile place A good mayor can make a big difference, but 
Mayor Kilpatrick’s learning curve has just been too 
steep’

Hendnx was blunt about die city’s financial situation. 
‘Bankruptcy is imminent unless we get our act together 
Now that isn t  entirely bad, because die specter ofbank- 
ruptey can drive collective bargaining with die munici­
pal unions, who could find themselves faced with a 
choice between no union contract (via a judge’s ruling) or a 60 percent cut in payroll. In any event, we need to 
reduce the number of departments from 44 to 30, but 
we also need to get another 800 or so police officers out 
on the streets’

Yet can Hendnx win, especially given his relatively low 
name ID and Kilpatrick’s campaign war chest, now 
bulging with contributions from firms doing business 
with the city’ Name ID helps’ Hendnx said, ‘but only if 
it’s positive. It takes $2 million to win. My goal is to have raised $1 million by June. And if you get through the pn- 
maiy you can raise a ton Dennis Archer raised 
$500,000 die day after he won his pnmaiy”

Originally, I thought Hendrix’s campaign was a long 
shot But I now dunk it just might succeed, if only because both Kilpatrick or McPhail have a  demonstrat­
ed capacity to self-destruct

Of course, it’s a long way til die August pnmaiy, but 
the recent poll was surprising and encouraging for 
Hendnx and for anybody who hopes for a better future for Detroit

No wires required: Enjoy your music throughout the house
I y family and I love having 
i music in the house, espe- I cially at dinner time, when 

were all congregating in and 
around the kitchen 

The problem is, my digital 
music collection — about 2,000 
songs in all — resides on my PC, 
which resides in the basement Enter the Sonos Digital 
Music System
(www sonos com), a killer wire­
less music-streaming system 
that beams my tunes to any 
room (or rooms) in the house 

The DMS consists of two key 
components First up is the 
cute, compact ZonePlayer, 
essentially a 50-watt amplifier 
that connects directly to a pair

of speakers or your existing 
stereo receiver 

It also plugs into a router or 
the Ethernet port on your PC 
Wait, didn 11 say this was a 
wireless system’ It is, but only 
for additional ZonePlayers The 
first one requires a wired con­
nection to your network

This is way cooler than it 
sounds Using a single remote, I 
can queue up kids music for the 
upstairs, some peaceful jazz for 
the living room and my favorite 
playlist m the basement office

That s right the DMS can

stream different 
music to differ­ent zones It can 
also link them 
together and play 
the same tunes 
throughout the 
house

Thanks to excellent  ̂
instructions, the DMS is 
blissfully easy to set up It took 
me all of 20 minutes to set up 
the hardware, 
install the nec­
essary software 
on my PC and 
establish both 
wired and wireless connections

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Tile is great option in home
oan Lucas o f Rochester 
writes* “ Our home is a 4 0 - 
year-old ranch th a t we have 

been renovating. The kitchen and 
bathrooms are recently updated 
and now I am working on the foyer 
floor and the brick fireplace. The 
foyer floor Is the old, dark slate 
and needs to  be replaced.

“ Do you have any suggestions 
on new materials used today? We 
can't have wood because the floor 
butts up to  the wood parquet 
flooring o f the family room. Tile is 
an option, but what kind9 Is there 
any flooring material that would be 
practical and easy cleaning? We 
are em pty nesters and don't have 
much tra ffic , but I am very practi­
cal.

“ The o the r problem Is the fire­
place. It  is gray brick, narrow and 
goes up to  a studio ceiling. It has a 
hearth, but the brick looks awful. I 
would like to  put a cover on it  to 
hide the old brick Can we use a 
stone veneer? I don't believe wood 
would do because the wails are 
paneled. Any Ideas?”

It sounds like you are taking 
on a total home makeover 
This is very exciting and you 
are correct m seeking accurate 
information before you pro­ceed It is also very wise, from 
an investment standpoint, to 
keep your home updated to 
maximize your profit for resale

The foyer: This is the grand 
entrance to your home and sets 
the tone for what lies beyond You mentioned you currently 
have slate on die foyer floor 
Slate is actually coming back in 
popularity and I’m seeing it used more and more in 
kitchens, bathrooms, and as 
flooring throughout the entire 
home Since you've had it for a 
while, it is obvious you are 
ready for a change

Based on your description of 
the parquet floor butting up to 
the foyer, I agree that selecting 
wood for the foyer would not be the best choice Tile would 
be a wonderful option As you 
mentioned, there are many 
styles and colors available to 
choose from This can be over­whelming Let me try and sort 
through the tile options avail 
able

Ceramic tile is durable and 
can be a cost effective 
choice It is usually fired, then 
glazed The glaze can be a 
matte finish or shiny It comes

in numerous 
styles and col­
ors, and can 
be installed m 
patterns, 
inlays, e tc , to create a total­
ly custom 
look The 
color is 
applied on 
the surface 
and does not 
run through the entirety of 
the tile 
Ceramic can 

be quite slippery when wet, 
although there are some tex­
tured surfaces and slip resist­
ant finishes available 

Porcelain tile looks and acts 
a lot like ceramic It offers the 
same durability and is installed 
basically the same way The big difference with porcelain is 
that the color runs through the 
tile If a tile were to get 
chipped, you would not as 
readily notice the damaged 
spot as you would with ceramic tile Porcelain tile is available 
in an unglazed finish, which 
offers the best slip resistance 
It^s typically more expensive 

than ceramic, however, this depends on your selection The 
difference can be minimal 

Since we live in Michigan and 
there is bound to be moisture 
from ram or snow on your foyer 
floor, an unglazed porcelain tile 
seems to be the best choice for 
slip resistance, durability and 
decorative flexibility Choose a 
color that works with the tones of the parquet floor This brings 
us to your question about the 
fireplace material
THE FIREPLACE

To address your fireplace con­
cerns, yes, you can cover up the 
brick Once covered, you can use 
dry wall, stone veneer, brick 
veneer and tile The possibilities are endless Based on your 
description of a paneled room, I 
would be very concerned about 
the room feelipg dark and 
heavy Covering up brick with 
stone would only add to the 
heaviness of the fireplace If the 
paneling is solid wood and in 
good condition, it is perfectly acceptable to leave it on the 
walls However you may want to 
consider removing or painting 
over your paneling to update this

room, since you are doing a 
whole house remodel

Without actually seemg your 
family room, it is difficult to 
make a suggestion that is best for 
you There are a few fireplace 
options you should consider

My initial thought is to cover 
up the brick fireplace and hearth 
with drywall, then paint it Add 
a mantel and then tile the sur­
round and hearth area. If you 
can see the fireplace from the 
foyer, you may want to incorpo­
rate the foyer tile mto the fire­
place surround for a cohesive 
look

I’m not sure if your hearth is a 
raised hearth or if it is flush with 
the floor A flush hearth would 
have to be built up a few inches 
to cover it with tile, and the 
raised hearth is fine to cover as 
is

If you decide to remove the 
paneling from the walls, the 
bnck fireplace area could be cov­
ered in wood and stained or painted This is a focal point of 
file room and you should consid­
er all options before moving for­
ward

A good finish carpenter may 
have some design ideas, but I 
generally discourage people from seeking design advice from car­
penters, painters, electricians, 
and other tradespersons These 
people are necessary for quality 
workmanship, but an intenor 
designer will consider the feasi­
bility of a design and how this 
style works with the architecture 
of your home, your furnishings 
and your lifestyle A qualified 
interior designer and an experi­
enced carpenter can work 
together to make sure the 
client gets the desired results

I encourage you to peruse 
decorating magazines and cut 
out pictures of fireplaces that 
you like

You will begin to see a pat­
tern and a general direction to 
go for m your own home You have a wonderful opportunity 
to create an environment that 
reflects your tastes and 
lifestyle

No floor too big - or small - to clean

Keeping clean what’s under 
foot can be a daunting task -  
especially if pets and little ones 
are a part of one’s brood

Good looks aside, regular 
cleaning and maintenance will 
keep a floor looking good and can prevent expensive damage 
repairs -  or worse, the expense 
of replacement

Simple things such as fre­
quent vacuuming, floor mats at 
all exterior doors and shoe 
removal can do wonders to cut down on unnecessary house­
work and costly repairs

Beyond that, most floor cleaning and maintenance 
“challenges can be dealt with 
using one or more of the fol­
lowing tips■  Scuff marks on a vinyl 
floor are unsightly and can be a 
real pain to clean Get an art- 
gum eraser (one of those gray 
ish tan ones you used in high school) or borrow a pmk pearl 
eraser from your child Simply rub the mark and it will disap­
pearFor tough scuffs that may 
need a bit more ‘cleaning 
horsepower,” pour a sparing 
amount of mineral spirits 
(paint thinner) on a clean, white, soft cloth and rub the 
spot dean Test an inconspicu­
ous area first to be sure it does- 
n t  damage the finish

■  Here’s an idea for elimi­nating bubbles in your vinyl 
floor If they’re small, take a 
large sewing needle and poke a 
tiny hole in the center of the 
bubble all the way through the 
vinyl Lay a thick towel over 
the area and use a hot iron to 
soften and flatten the flooring 
Then stack several large books 
onto the repair to keep the for­
mer bump in close contact 
with the adhesive while it cools 
and re-bonds to the substrate

Larger bubbles (6 to 8 inches 
or more) require more sophis­
ticated solutions, and are best 
left to a flooring pro

■  Something as simple as 
vacuuming can do wonders to 
extend carpet wear

A popular falsehood is that 
frequent vacuuming will weak­
en carpet fiber and thus short­
en the life of the carpet Just 
the opposite is true

Carpet should be vacuumed 
at least once weekly and more 
frequently if possible Ground- 
in soil abrades carpet fibers, 
resulting in premature wear 
and greater stain susceptibility

■  Does your carpet smell 
like dirty gym socks’ Not a 
pleasant thought, but often a 
reality

You can try a commercial 
carpet deodorizer or you can 
go to the pantry and arm your­
self with a box of baking soda 
Sprinkle it into the carpet, 
leave it foi several hours and 
then vacuum it up

For less money and a little 
extra work, try sprinkling grat­ed potato (yes, potato) 
throughout the area. Let it 
stand for several hours, then 
vacuum The extra work with 
the potatoes is m the grating

If neither of these methods 
works, a call to a professional carpet cleaning company is 
probably your best bet

■  If you have a damaged sec­
tion of carpet or vinyl flooring, 
here is a suggestion Make a 
patch by removing the dam­
aged section and replace it 
with a remnant

If you don t  have a scrap lay­
ing around to make the repair, 
then grab a piece from a closet, 
from under an appliance or 
from beneath a piece of furni­
ture It may not match perfect­
ly, but our experience is that 
most of your guests will never 
know “the real truth ’ about 
your floor

■  Got dirty hardwood 
floors? Most cleaners you can buy at the store work fine

But if you want to save 
money, or just prefer to do 
things the old-fashioned way, 
mix up a 5 percent solution of 
vinegar and water Measure 
carefully, and don t  use any 
extra vinegar -  the acid can 
dull the finish

Keep in mind that water and 
wood don’t  mix, so when you 
mop, use as little water as pos­
sible Your mop should be

damp, not wet Do a section of 
the floor at a time and wipe the 
floor dry immediately with a clean, soft cloth Never let the 
floor air-dry You can damage 
the wood and end up with 
water marks

■  Scratches in hardwood 
flooring aren’t  quite as simple 
to deal with There is nothing 
you can do except refinish

So, for future reference, be 
sure to use a  welcome mat or 
rug at the outside and inside of each exterior door to catch the 
grit tha t might get tracked m 
and acts to “sand” the finish

And don’t  be embarrassed to 
ask workmen, children, and 
women wearing spike heels to 
take off their shoes before com­
ing m

■  There is only one way to 
properly repair a damaged sec­tion of hardwood floor

Be prepared to replace any 
stained or damaged wood and 
then sand and refinish the 
entire floor In the greatest per 
centage of cases, any other solution will leave a noticeable 
patched area

■  Want to keep ceramic tile from looking lousy? Don t  use 
abrasive cleansers They literal­
ly ‘sand’ off the finish Check 
the labels of the products you 
use It will amaze you how many contain abrasives

A mild soap and water solu­
tion is usually all thats needed 
to keep most floor tile looking 
good Be certain to nnse the 
area thoroughly and dry and 
polish with a clean cloth

■  And remember, when it 
comes time to choose new flooring, make sure that you 
consider appearance and how 
practical it is for your family

A durable, easy-to-clean fin­
ish may not necessarily be the 
most “plush” choice, but it may 
end up looking best consider­
ing Fido and the children or 
grandchildren

Fortunately, with today’s 
wide product selection, you won’t  need to trade style for 
practicality

You will have to look at that 
floor every day of your life, and 
regardless of what makes best 
economic sense, it is important that you’re comfortable with it

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Microwaved water can be 
a serious hazard at home

About three years ago I 
watched a  television show 
th a t reported that three 
homeowners suffered serious 
damage to  their eyesight and 
faces from liquids heated m  a 
microwave oven 

These people were not doing 
anything dif­
ferent than  
what many 
millions of 
Americans 
have done m 
their
microwaves 
They were 
boiling water, 
just as I have 
done many 
times

As a  m atter 
o f fact, the 
instruction 
books used to 
inform con­

sumers th a t to  clean the inside 
of the microwave, ‘boil a  cup of 
water and let it steam up, this 
will help to  loosen any debris 
on the inside walls and make it 
easier to  clean 

I wrote about this television 
story and I pointed out Why is 
this information coming out 
some 30 years after the 
microwave was invented? I 
explained that microwave 
ovens were a  new thing back in 
1970 and people had an under­
standable fear of them 

I asked why manufacturers 
didn’t  know this boiling water 
danger back then I believe 
manufacturers knew, bu t had

they said anything, it  would 
have created such negative 
publicity they would not sell

The microwave oven was the 
newest rage, and you wonder 
how m any homes have them  in 
their kitchen today The m anu­
facturers knew w hat they were 
doing in  marketing this new 
invention as tim e has proven

I have been an  expert on this 
product since the day they 
came ou t for hom e use, and 
before I  go any further, le t me 
say th a t your microwave oven 
is not hurting you

I spent years teaching the 
appliance industry nationwide 
on how these things work and 
how to  repair them  There is 
only th is one danger Don’t  
boil anything m  the microwave 
oven I’ll explain it my way 
rather than  the scientific 
m ethod W hen you place a  cup 
of w ater m  th e  oven and the 
w ater reaches 212 degrees, the 
water has reached the boiling 
point The energy of boiling 
shows up in  bubbles as you see 
them  rise to the surface The 
bubbles are created by the 
roughness o f  th e  vessel interior 
walls which cause a  lot of bub­
bles O ne bubble hits a rough 
surface and breaks up into 
more bubbles and the cycle 
continues

Here’s how the problem 
occurs You boil something in a 
perfectly sm ooth interior wall 
container and the boiling ener­
gy which again tu rns to a  bub­
ble, does not break into a

bunch of bubbles I t stays as 
one big bubble and contmes to 
grow larger and sits on the bot­
tom of the container At this 
point it is called super heated 
energy You don’t  hear it, you 
don t  see it

You reach in the oven, grab 
the handle and pull it  out 
towards you The movement of 
the container now moves the 
bubble against the inside wall 
of the container and you have 
this sudden burst of energy all 
exploding at the same tim e It 
doesn’t break the container, it 
simply comes out of there all at 
one tim e and hits you m  the 
face Why the face?

Remember th a t microwave 
ovens for the first 15 years were 
being sold as countertop mod­
els You took whatever out of 
the oven and you were looking 
down on it and maybe th a t’s 
why we never heard about this 
happening Then came along 
the new microwave which 
installed under the cupboards 
and over the kitchen range I t’s 
a  different story now isn’t it? 
All items are now at eye level 
and unless you’re 7 feet tall, 
you aren’t  seeing anything 
until you pull it out

pens and how it happens* so 
don t  let it happen to  you

w hat will happen in fabric and furniture,” Orban 
said

Don t  be afraid to  be creative, she says “Very 
few people will go into oranges, peaches and yel­
lows,” Orban said Those colors look awesome 
with greens ”

Many homeowners look to bnghten  up the 
paneling in a room or their wallpaper needs to  
be refreshed with a  little color o f  an arrange­
ment, Orban said

Orban points to  a  wild birch twig wreath 
T hat brings a  real outdoors feel to  the home 

and it’s great over the fireplace,” O rban said
Then there’s the daisy wreath with the color of 

yellow to  fire up a  sagging spirit “You can use 
that in  a  garden room with lots of windows,” 
Orban said You can see the daisies and see the 
tw igs”

In  wreaths and swags, fuchsia, pink, lavender 
and yellow are popular colors, and O rban likes 
to present periwinkle and blue with those colors
ADD COLOR TO NEUTRAL ONES

The neutral colors of beige, taupe, cream or 
white allows you to “introduce ju s t about any 
color m  that room,” O rban said

Orban pulls out an arrangem ent and shows 
the accompanying fabric o f  a  chair She “pulls 
out” (dramatizes) blues and gray greens m  the 
fabric with her arrangem ent and adds wines

most popular are the wines, burgundys, creams 
and sages,” Orban said

W ith fresh cut flowers, “you can go in  a  thou­
sand different directions,” said John Milan, 
design team  manager a t Keller & Stein in 
Canton

Customers still love their traditional tulips, 
daffodils and irises Even if  they grow these 
flowers in  the yard, they w ant file flowers from 
the florist as a  harbinger o f  spring “They w ant 
to push (the bloom) up  a  m onth or two, and 
they want the blossoms now,” Milan said

Vases remain popular Using a  vase with a 
smaller neck may m ean using fewer flowers, but 
the eye focuses on the single flower and, by 
using fewer flowers, it m eans you can have fresh 
flowers more frequently, Milan said “It’s m ore 
simplistic putting m one o r two a t a  time, bu t it’s 
easier, quicker and more cost-effective,” Milan 
said

Milan also teaches classes on floral design at 
Keller & Stein “So many people try to  match 
flowers to  the room,” M ilan said “They want 
brighter colors We ask them  w hat flowers they 
do like, and it helps to  know the color wheel, 
and what colors complement other colors 
Orange and hot pink is n o t good If  you w ant 
orange, you want purple

“One of the biggest trends is flowers cultivated 
in lime green or chartreuse, M ilan added Even 
roses are marketed in a  lime green color, one of 
the hottest flowers this year, he said “The eye 
goes for green and chartreuse T hat puts a pop

on the table real quick ” %

Flowers & Gifts in Farm ington Hills, says con- *

Harold asks, “We have just 
discovered water (moisture) 
underneath our new house and 
need your help and advice

I used a plant moisture 
meter instrum ent under the 
house as there was no evidence 
of puddles, but something we 
stored underneath the house 
had a  musty smell The mois 
ture m eter measured ‘wet On a 
scale of 10 it measures an 8 The 
dial reads dry 1 to 3, moist 4 to 
7, and wet 8-10 I pu t the metal 
rod into the ground only 2 inch­
es, which tells me that the water 
is just beneath the surface

‘My questions are If there is 
proper ventilation, do we have 
anything to worry about as far 
as deterioration of the founda 
tion, walls etc ? Is there any 
thing that can be done to cor 
rect this permanently’ Could 
this cause mold on the walls m 
our home’

Anything that you can sug­
gest to  help us would be appre­
ciated

The obvious question is 
W hat were you doing storing

something in the crawl space 
under your home? And if it was 
something other than a fine vin­
tage wine, then the fact that it 
has a musty smell doespt sur­
prise us

While we suggest that ypu 
make every effort to keep the 
crawl space under your home 
dry, it would be unrealistic to 
assume that this area is too 
damp just because something 
that you have stored there 
smells musty

Furthermore, although clever, 
we believe that the plant mois­
ture meter may not be the most 
reliable testing device in this sit­
uation, especially since you are 
dealing with such a vast area

Nonetheless the fact that the 
moisture meter measures 8 isn t 
alarming Excessive dampness 
in the crawl space could result 
in mold or mildew on the walls 
in your home especially if there 
is poor air circulation through­
out the house

Since construction of your 
home was subject to current 
building codes, there should be 
adequate ventilation m the 
crawl space to minimize the 
amount of moisture there

However, even with proper 
ventilation there are several 
other steps that you tnust follow 
in order to keep the spacedry 

First, make sure that all of the 
soil that surrounds the perime­
ter of your home is graded or 
sloped away from the founda­
tion for at least 3 feet This will 
prevent surface runoff from 
traveling under the home 

Second, if your home doesn’t 
have rainwater gutters we sug­
gest that you make this one of 
your pre-winter home improve­
ment projects and install them 
around the entire house 

Its  also important that all 
rainwater downspouts be con­
nected to a drainage system that 
will take the water out to  the 
curb and into the city storm 
drain system

And finally, be conscious of 
your watering habits around the 
perimeter of your home Too 
much water or sprinklers that 
spray up against the house will 
keep your crawl space damp due 
to capillary action 

If  you do the preventive 
maintenance as we suggest, 
your entire home not only your 
foundation will be better for it

Last year, MRI’s were as com­

Hemmelgarn was equally

Brian really hits his spbts 
well and he throws a heavy ball, 
so he’s very effective against 
fastball-hitting teams,’ said 
Canton coach Scott Dickey “He 
keeps team s off-balance with 
his curveball, too, because it’s 
about 15 miles per hour slower 
than his fastball ”

The Chiefs have now won 
four m  a  row since their season­
opening doubleheader setback 
to Dearborn Divine Child 

“We played well in  the second 
game against Divine Child, but 
you could really see improve­
ment Saturday against Swartz 
Creek The fact that we came 
back and won the first game 
agamst Brother Rice gave the 
kids a  lot of confidence ’ 

Brother Rice jumped out to a 
1-0 lead m  the first mmng of 
game one before Canton 
rebounded with a  pair of runs 
in the second and another m 
the fifth The Warriors knotted

Offensively, the Chiefs were

Last year, if Brother Rice 
would have scored those two 
runs to tie it, we would have 
had our heads down and maybe 
folded,’ Dickey said But this

If  you re hunting in southern 
Michigan this spring, your best 
bet is to hun t private property 
While there are birds on state 
land, including Bald 
Mountain, Pinckney, Waterloo 
and the Lapeer state  game 
areas, the best hunting and the 
highest concentrations of birds 
is on private land 

If  you have a  license, but 
haven t  locked down a  hunting 
spot by now, don’t  despair 
Landowners seem a  lot more 
willing to  allow hunting for 
turkeys in  the spring than for 
deer m the fall I ve had pretty 
good success knocking on 
doors m  the spring 

The season begins Apnl 18 
and runs through the month of 
May It’s broken into separate 
hun t periods w ithm  the season 
and hunters are selected by

computer for one hu n t period 
This allows m ore hunters to 
participate, w ithout everyone 
being afield at th e  same time 
W ith upwards o f 90 ,000  cam­
ouflaged hunters participating 
m the hun t each spring, that’s 
a  pretty good idea

The area open to  hunting — 
the Lower Peninsula, except 
the extreme southeast corner, 
and a  small section of the 
south-central Upper Peninsula
— is divided into 31 turkey 
management units This allows 
wildlife biologists to  micro­
manage the population by con­
trolling the num ber of licenses
— and ultimately how  many 
birds are harvested — issued 
for each area

W ith the season ju s t around 
the comer, savvy turkey 
hunters are already spending 
tim e in the woods

Pre-season scouting is the 
key to a  successful hun t Drive 
back roads and two-tracks in

your area and watch for 
turkeys in the fields and along 
the woods edges W hen you 
locate birds, ask for permission 
to hunt that property

If  you’re hunting state land 
or have permission to  hunt pri­
vate properly walk the proper­
ty and look for turkeys or for 
signs that turkeys are present 
Tail and wing feathers, drop­
pings and scratch marks in the 
leaves are all telltale signs that 
birds are around Now, all you 
have to do is figure out when 
they are coming through and 
where they are roosting and 
feeding

Turkeys like to  roost m  big, 
tall trees located on hills or 
high spots or along open water 
Walk these areas and look for 
signs

A good way to  locate a  roost­
ing area is to get up on a  ridge 
or hill at dusk and dawn and 
listen for birds flyirtg up or 
down from the roost \

I f  your property doesn’t  hold 
any potential roosting sights, 
watch the openings and  fields 
th a t hold either leftover grain 
from  last fall’s harvest or those 
th a t are already greening up 
for the coming growing seasdn 
Both of these areas will attract

Sit at a  distance where you 
can watch such areas with 
binoculars and learn when

Anytime you’re scouting, do

an absolute majority of 50 per­
cent plus one vote is needed 
Only two of the cardinals have 
ever been in  a  conclave before 
All the rest were appointed by 
Pope John Paul II before his 
death on April 2

I t will be no easy task to 
have to succeed Pope John 
Paul II, said West He raised 

Vthe bar on w hat it means to  be 
the universal pastor The new 
pope has to  have the energy A 
non-negotiable is th a t he m ust 
be plural lingual Pope John 
Paul II knew eight languages 
and was able to  m aster about 
10 more

He m ust be willing to take 
the Papacy on the road Pope 
Pius X II rarely came out of the 
Vatican He was a  recluse I 
don’t  th ink th a t s going to work 
here We saw through the 
pope s death how much of an 
impact he had on the world 
He modernized the Vatican 
with one of the better Web 
sites, used TV in  an unprece­
dented way and  was able to 
communicate with people to 
the edges of the world through 
TV and radio ’

The new pope will have 
many challenges ahead of him  
including the dwindling num ­
bers of m en entering the 
priesthood West says, the solu­
tion m ust be found locally 
Parents frequently don t  want 
their children going into a  reli­
gious order because families 
are smaller today He was the 
oldest o f  eight so his parents 
weren’t  worried abdjit having 
grandchildren At Our Lady of 
Sorrows, W est is working one- 
on-one with a  couple of men 
considering the priesthood

‘The cardinals will be look­
ing for a  spiritual leader, some­
one who can radiate his faith 
and articulate his faith, and 
very m uch a t ease with all dif- 
ferent.kinds o f  audiences,’ said 
West Pope John Paul II broke 
boundaries with Jews and 
Muslims We need someone 
familiar with world religions 
and how we need to  be able to 
have some dialogue between 
u s ’

In addition to  being pastor 
a t Our Lady of Sorrows, West 
is the ecumenical and m ter- 
faith advisor for Cardinal 
Maida Since the death of Pope 
John Paul II he’s received let­

ters from Islamic and Jewish 
leaders, m ourning the loss of 
the pope who brought people 
of all faiths together

In a multi-eultural society 
we can’t  be fighting old battles 
Pope John Paul II was the first 
pope to visit a  mosque and syn­
agogue, said W est who goes 
into a mosque almost every 
week as part of his job On May 
2, he and Rabbi Danny Nevins 
of Adat Shalom Synagogue in 
Farmington Hills are leading a 
Farmington Area Interfaith 
Association pilgrimage to 
Rome for an audience with the 
new pope and then will visit 
major synagogue sites in 
Jerusalem

‘Cardinal M aida was the first 
archbishop o f Detroit to  go 
into a mosque I don’t  think 
the people who elected 
Cardinal Karol Wojtyla (then 
Archbishop o^Krakow) m 1978 
knew all of his talents, but they 
did know he had the courage to 
stand up to  communism ”

On West’s desk are biogra­
phies about cardinals gather­
ing to select the next pope 
including John L Allen, J r ’s 
book Conclave The Politics, 
Personalities & Process of the 
Next Papal Election’ published 
by Doubleday in  2004 West is 
reading them  to  acquaint him ­
self with the electors Until a 
new pope is chosen, he and 
parishioners a t Our Lady of 
Sorrows along with the rest of 
the metro Detroit area will be 
praying for The College of 
Cardinals to choose a  successor 
who is capable of leading the 
church in the 21st century

“Pope John Paul II broke the 
455 year Italian monopoly on 
the Papacy W ho knows what 
surprises there will be’ ,” said 
West ‘I th ink the office of 
pope has so broadened m the 
last 50-years The pope is also 
a  civil servant, an  observer at 
the UN, a  diplomatic leader 
He has to  try  to  bring the 
whole church together, 1/6 of 
the world’s population In the 
U S we tend to  be focused on 
ourselves We’re a  growing 
church The church isn’t dying 
m the U S  For us the engine is 
the parish and diocese ”

The buyer enters the house 
and in those short minutes 
tries to imagine living there 
There’s the living room Is it 
comfortable for watching tele 
vision7 Can the buyer imagine 
family gatherings m the dining 
room7

There’s a  very short tim e 
frame to make an impact,” said 
Darla Rowley of Royal Oak.
There’s many things the seller 

can do make the house more 
attractive to  buyers ’

This year, Rowley launched 
Impact' Interior Design 
Solutions, one of many profes­
sional staging consultation 
firms in metro Detroit that 
help sellers prepare their bouse 
for the market 

Currently, there are more 
than 3,000 accredited stagers 
nationwide

Someone who has lived in 
their house for many years 
can’t  always see the changes 
that can really increase the 
value of their home.” Rowley 
said

Spending a  few hundred or 
few thousand dollars on 
improvements, and a  little 
time, can mean many more 
thousands in profits 

It helps with marketing 
time, the house must be both

agent nor does she profit from

‘I f  I suggest bringing m  a 
painter, I have no vested inter­
est with the painters, Rowley 
said

Her job is to  think like a 
buyer and make sure the seller 
does too

There’s some simple things 
sellers can do right away,” 
Rowley said ‘ For instance, 
remove the family photo­
graphs Buyers need to  imag­
ine their own lives inside the 
house, not the lives of the sell­
ers ’

DeForrest said stagers ease 
the burden of real estate agents 
who sometimes must inform 
sellers their homes need

It’s an art form that captures 
our attention before its  finished 

But if you haven t  been to a 
glass art demonstration in a few 
years, you re m  for a  surprise 

“It’s not unusual to have as 
many as 13 people working on 
one piece today Its  wild to 
watch, its like a dance, said 
Ferdinand Hampson, owner of 
Habatat Galleries and founder of 
Michigan Glass Month, which 
runs the month of April m gal­
leries and studios throughout 
metropolitan Detroit The lead 
event, the 33rd Annual 
International Glass Invitational 
Exhibition, opens Saturday with 
a reception at Habatat Galleries

B lo w n  a w a y
in downtown Royal Oak The 
judged show features pieces by 
90  artists“It used to be that one person 
was the designer and the execu­
tor of the piece, that was the 
character of it, and that was the 
special thing about it ’

But the rules have changed, 
and Michigan Glass Month 
makes it easy to see how Many of the more 40 venues exhibiting 
glass art m April are also hosting 
free demonstrations of the 
process

Of particular interest is Seattle 
glass artist David Bennet, who 
not only works with a  team but 
also incorporates metal welding 
into his works The internation­
ally known artist is slated to 
demonstrate his innovative tech­nique Fnday and Saturday at 
epiphany studios in Pontiac

‘ He does figurative pieces, and the metal work really gives you 
the feeling of the muscles m the 
human body,’ said Hampson

The use of metal and multi- 
media in glass art is a hot trend 
with roots m Detroit, he added. 
Herb Babcock, glass department 
chair at the College for Creative 
Studies, and Albert Young, 
owner of Michigan Hot Glass, 
pioneered a tradition of working 
with metal

‘The other trend is in the 
realm of the decorative arts, 
Hampson said “A number of 
artists are simply using glass m a 
traditional mode, but honing 
their skills to such a degree that 
they are truly making amazing 
pieces ”New rules in the glass studio 
has rendered the creative process more friendly to female artists, 
too

Because of the physical nature 
of the process of making glass m 
the beginning, it was almost exclusively a territory for men,’ 
Hampson said ‘But as time has 
passed, there is more and more 
teamwork in the process, and

now wpmeh can 
make glass at the

The boys of Velvet Revolver just want,

never be able to crawl out of I had 
lost my wife and children (the couple 
have split and reunited several times 
due to his admitted addiction) My old 
band STP had fallen apart, and now the 
specter of losing my freedom loomed over me like dark, heavy wet blankets 
The only thing positive m my life was 
the new band

The song, symbolizes new blood and a 
new start, Weiland said 

‘ I think the reason so many younger 
people are listening to (the album) is 
because it s real,” Sorum said We 
weren t  out to make an adult rock

with a full array of duck, chicken, pork,
