Tuesday will decide how to go
about trying to convince voters
they need the money

And this time, they may ask
for even more

The board 1s expected to dis-
cuss, and perhaps vote, on ballot
proposal language for a poten-
tial August special election The
meeting takes placeat 7 pm
Tuesday 1n the township board
meeting room 1n the township
complex at Ann Arbor Road and
Lilley

This time officials are expect-
ed to split the proposal into two
req iests — one for the renewal
and wother for the increase
Supervisor Richard Reaume said
End iy officals will - ook at i
the finncial numbers to deter
mine what 1imounts to seek

We have to look at the num-
bers and figure out exactly what
we need to solve the long-term
problem, Reaume saxd That
will determine how much we ask
for That will be something board
members will have to vote on”

Voters on Tuesday over-
whelmingly ~ by nearly 500 votes
- turned down the ballot propos-
al, which asked for the renewal
and mcrease i one question
Prior to the election, officials
drew some criticism for not splhit-
ting 1t nto two questions

I probably would have
renewed, no problem, township
resident Bill Henry said “They
dudn t give us an option (on the
mcrease) I probably would have
approved (the increase) too, but
they didn’t give us the option”

The township spends some $8
mllion on 1ts police and fire
services, some 66 percent of 1ts
total budget, according to
Treasurer Ron Edwards The
millage voted down Tuesday ~
and a separate 8137 fire millage
passed 11 2001 - provide about
55 percent of the funding for the
police/fire budgets The rest
comes from other revenue
sources such as fees and state-
shared revenue

Edwards indicated Thursday
the township 1s likely to lose as
much as another $110,000 from
the state this year

The biggest downfall for
Tuesday s proposal came m the
absentee ballots, where voters
turned 1t down 1,152-781
Edwards said township officials
will have to do a better job
explaining the need before the
August vote

“We didn’t educate people
well enough,” he said “We'll
have to do a better job of that
the next time ’

The disease can affect any
organ in the body, or many at

survive That was seven years

Today Sean, 7 seems hke a

in 1cabity, Sean has never
known what most people call

Though at first glance Sean Clark 7 looks hike any other iittie boy he suffers
from the very rare mitochondrial disease His backpack contains a feeding

pump, because he can t eat solid food

time Hes spent so much tume
in the hospital, at least two
months a year,” Ann Clark
said “We went down to
Flonda for vacation not long
ago and he ended up spend-
ing the whole time 1n the hos-
pital We always have to pre-
pare m advance, so we know
there are hospitals wherever
we go”

Because of kidney prob-
lems Sean doesnt eat sohd
food, and always wears a
backpack that contains a feed-
ing tube that replemishes his

ULTRASOUND IMAGING IN ARTHRITIS

You may be famihar with ultrasound imaging in medicine The procedure finds use mn
showing  biood vessels are open how a pregnancy 1s progressing and in revealing how well
the heart pumps btood and the heart pumps blood and the heart valves open and close

The principle on which afl medical uitrasound works is that the utrasound apparatus sends
sound waves into the body These waves bounce off the body s organs and reflect back to the
ulirasound machine Programing makes It possible for the ultrasound to create images on a

The same princlples apply to joints and muscles In the last 10 years ultrasound technology
has developed so that imaging of ydints muscles bones and the pathology that develops in
themn can be seen just fike heart valves and the developing fetus Because the cost of
ultrasound while more than x ray is a tenth of that of MRI or CT scan, the countries of
Europe ever mindful of health care costs have pioneered in applying ultrasound to muscle

For example a MRI can reveal a rotator cuff tear at a cost of $1200 while an ultrasound of
the shoufder can make the same diagnosts for $90 Because Amencan medicine is becoming
cost conscious you can expect to see more use of ultrasound diagnosis n this country

The program serves a couple of purposes High
school students from throughout the Detroit area
wistt the dynamuc Focus HOPE facilities on
Oakman Boulevard in Detrort and wrtte a story
based on their expertences under the pressure of a
deadhne Areajournalists act as mentors to help
the students fashion their stornes The stories are
then judged by another group of journahsts who
select the best work for scholarships of $2,000,
$1,000 and $500 and another 12 $50 awards
‘While the scholarships are an important benefit
for the students, the real pur-
pose 1s to expose the students {o
the reahities of urban hife and a
program that takes seriously
the old adage that 1t 15 better to

Of course,
many suburban students also come from diffienlt
farmly and economuc situations and bring that
understanding to what they see at the center But
others come from affluence, comfort and securtty
that provides a sharp contrast to the lives of those
they meet at the center

The budding journahsts also meet the employ-
ees and volunteers who make Focus HOPE work
and learn the story behind the spemal partnership
between Cunningham and Josaitis, which also
grew out of frustration over suburban/city rela-
tions

Josartis was a suburban housewife mspired by
the avil nghts movement and deeply disturbed by
the deadly 1967 ot Out those strong feelings and
empathy for those caught by the cycle of poverty
came the program to short-circuit the cycle.

Ifjust a few of these young people can be as
equally mnspired to act, then the annual contest
will have provided an even greater service than the
scholarships awarded

. We receive Iiterally hundreds of pieces
% of correspondence 1n the newsroom on
any given week It 1s no small feat to sift
through the myrad letters, press releases,s
faxes and e-mails Whilesthe majority of the
stuff is pretty straightforward, every so often
something crosses my desk that genuinely
surprises me

This week was special, in that I discovered
two such 1items The first was a press release
for a Livonia company, the second a press
release from a politician announcing he was
going to do his job

helpmefindmypet com, a
Web-based enterprise the
company markets as “the
national Amber Alert for
Joe pets”

i Bauman In a nutshell, the program

an e-mail alert goes out to all other sub-
seribers within a 50-mile radius of your
home so they can be on the lookout
Donovan said his company offers free
memberships to veterinarnans, groomers,
pet supply companies and the like, and also
partners with pet agencies by offering a free,
one-year subscription to owners when they
adopt a pet
The Web site went live 1n October, and
Donovan said he hopes to build it into a
nationwide network, just like the Amber
Alert system
When I first saw the release, I was both-
ered with the 1dea of a company trying to
profit from the tragic story of Amber
Hagerman, the 9-year-old Texas girl whose
abduction and murder 1n 1996 led to the
nationwide alert system that law enforce-
ment agencies use to report when a child 1s
MissIng
Comparing a missing pet to a missing
child also seemed like a cheap marketing
ploy that needed some explanation
So I called Donovan agd asked him about
his company, and whether he had received
any criticism or had any concerns about
tying his company to such a tragic event
Donovan assured me that he was sensitive

to the 1ssue, and he in no way was trying to
profit from the tragedy In fact, he said mar-
keting helpmefindmypet com as “the nation-
al Amber Alert for pets” wasn’t even his

idea Rather, 1t was a local television
reporter who interviewed him about his
business who first comned the phrase, and 1t

just kind of stuck, he said, adding 1t was the “ *

easiest way to describe what service hus
company was trymg to provide

But 1sn’t 1t kind of crass comparing a
mssing child with a missing pet, I asked?

“Maybe not to you or I, but to many pet
owners 1t 1s almost like the same thing,” he
said “Itas a very tragic occurrence”

I wonder 1f Amber Hagerman’s fammly
would agree with him

The second nugget of news arrived via fax
Thursday from the offices of Oakland
County Prosecutor David Goreyca The fax
announced the prosecutor had scheduled a
press conference for 4 30 p m that same
day to announce criminal charges against
the driver of the vehicle that killed three
members of a Farmington Hills famly

I have no doubt that there was consider-
able interest 1n the story, as there 1s whenev-
er such a tragedy occurs And 1t 1s not
unusual for Goreyca’s office to 1ssue press
releases announcing charges in high-profile
cases

But I was confused why the prosecutor felt
the need to go before the television cameras
to make the announcement that Thomas
Willinger would be charged with second-
degree murder We all knew he was going to
be charged with something, given the fact
police allege Willinger had a blood-alcohol
level four times the level someone is consid-
ered drunk

I happened to catch a clip of the press
conference later that mght, where a clearly
emotional Goreyca was explaining how
affected he was by the tragedy as a father
and husband himself I'm sure he was, as
were we all, but T am not sure what that had
to do with determining the specific crimes
he was charging Willinger with

Call me a cynic, but 1t all seemed a bit
more politics than prosecutor to me Unlike
most of us, Mr Gorcyca has to rely on get-
ting re-elected to keep his job, and a httle
face time never hurts

The US needs to do mores
turn securty responsibilities over
1o the citizens of Traq before the
1mage of Amerncans as occupiers
costs any more hives 1n that
embattled country, Sen Carl
Levin told Observer & Eccentric
editors Thursday

The ranking Democrat on the
Senate Armed Services
Commuttee, who met with the
newspaper’s editorial board, saud
the situation n Iraq 1s very wor-
rying to um Progress on security
1s comung very slowly and the
numbers are gething worse with
every passing day

“The number of iolent mci-
dents 1s not gomng down,” Levin
said “We're losing one or two
troops a day”

Reports from the admirustra-
tion about the number of Iragss
n secunty forces are overly rosy
at 158,000 He saxd the number
of securtty officers who are capa-
ble, organized and have good
leadership are closer to 40,000 A
man with a few weeks’ traming
and a sidearm, he saxd, cant be
counted toward the eventuat goal
of an antonomous Iraq security
force

Putting an Iraq face on securi-
1y operations mn the country s 8
ser1ous concern, Levin said The
US has put itself i the position
of bemng percerved as foreign
occupiers, a situation he saxd
should have been avoided at all
costs

“We have given a huge club to
the people who want to kill us,”
Levin sard “We have to change
the perception of us as occupiers,
1ts a deadly perception”

He said bninging peacekeepers
or security forces from another
Mushm country, even 1 token
numbers, would go 2 long way
toward changing the way people
1 the streets view the operation
there ~

Just as troubhng, he said, 15 the
political Jandscape 1n the country

Shia Mushims have a majority
over Sun Mushims n the gov-
erriment and they beleve that
demgicracy mieans majortty rule
Checks and balances written mnto
the US Constitution prevent
mmorities from being tyranmzed
by the majority; but the Iragis
don’t have a constitution yet.

“They have t6 wrtte a constitu-
tion by August,” Levm saxd ‘I
would be surprised if they have a
constitutional commuttee by
then”

The United States cannot cre-
ate a nation n Iraq, he said, we
can only open a deor and hope
they step through on thewr own
But the longer there 1s mstabihity
m Iraq, the more hikely a civil war
becomes

“If the county disintegrates mnto
a avil war the Kurds m the north
and in Turkey, Iran and Syria will
try to create thewr own state m the
north,” Levin saxd “That will
make those three countries very
nervous’

If those three countries
become nervous about a
Kurdish state in what used to
be northern Iraq, they might
intervene militanly

On other Mideast 1ssues, he
said the Israeh pullout from the
Gaza Strip will help the peace
process along He said Israeh
Prime Minsster Anel Sharon and
Palestiman Authonty President
Mahmood Abbas have put their
Irves, political and literal, on the
line to move the peace process
along

“They’ve taken some huge
rsks,” Levin saad

He said one of the most
mmportant points of the Israel:
withdrawal from that area 1s
that property, namely large
greenhouses, are not vandal-
1zed by people either leaving or
entering Gaza He said the
destruction of the greenhouses
could be very bad for the peace
process, which he said 1s start-
g to show some promise

US Senator Carl Levin saxd
the state of politics m
Washington D Cwould be
severely damaged if
Republicans are allowed to
change debate rules m the
Senate, referring to the so-
called “nuclear option” which
would end the filibuster as a
debate tool

Levin, a five-term Democrat,
met with the Observer &
Eccentnc’s editoral board
Thursday to talk about the
state of pohitics .n Washington
and abroad He said the con-
troversy over removing the fili-
buster — unlwmited debate
the Senate — as a legislative
tactic would upset the system
of give and take that
Washington has run on for
decades

Levin sad the fiibuster 1s
the only check and balance
keeping the White House from
getting whatever 1t wants
Sometimes one party does con-
trol the executive and legisla-
tive branches and the filibuster
rule 1s all that keeps the majon-
ty from steamrollering the
nunority

Removing that rule will spell
disaster for the Senate

‘It will rip up the Senaie,”
Levin saxd “Tt breaks the rules
m order to change them It
would be hke an umpire in the
muddle of a basebali game
changing the rules md-game
as to whether a ball was m or
out It’s a power grab with neg-

‘It will rip up the Senate. It
breaks the rules in order fo
change them. It would be
like an umpire in the middle
of a baseball game
changing the rules
mid-game as to whether a
ball was in or out. It's a
power grab with negative
consequences.’

He said that a compromise,
possibly the appomtment of
former senators who could
hash out the details on judicial
nominations, could be put into
action to smooth out details
the full Senate cannot.

Levin said “If we do nothing
