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Superintendent Jim Ryan has developed a public
reputation for someone who 1s domg a sohd job lead-
g the Plymouth~Canton school distriet through
some tough tumes

At Tuesday’s final school board meeting of the year,
the people for whom Ryan works - the seven mem-
bers of the Board of Education ~ agreed with that
perception

The board gave Ryan his end-of-year evaluation,
grading um above average n nearly every area as i
they turn a collective eye toward the 2005-06 school
year

‘One of the board comments was ‘Jim Ryan 15 the
rght person at the right fime’ for the district,” board
President Mark Slavens said. “T agree wath that
assessment”

The board, as 1t does every year, assessed Ryan’s
performance 1n six categories, using a 1-5 formula
with 2“1’ the lowest and “5 the lughest A rating of
“3 equates to ‘ meeting expectations”

Ryans highest ratings were 4 2 marks m both
measuring academuc success and leadership Hs low-
est score and the only one that fell below expecta
tions, was a 2 6 rating for strategic planmng

Howevel, that grade was affected by the decision to
move work on the district’s master plan into June
while the admumistration dealt with budget problems
and other 1ssues

Ryan’s review, however, was done in May, leaving
that goal unfulfilled

“It was timing, really;” board Treasurer Judy
Mardigian saxd ‘When we set the goals last August,
we wanted the plan done this year, and with every- {
thing else gomg on we pushed 1t back to June But we !
did the review 1n May, and 1t wasn’t done f

“That doesn’t mean we don't have a plan m the
works,” Mardigian pomted out. “We are gomg to have
amaster plan by the time we get to October, and
that’ll help us make a number of key decisions”

Ryan said while hes flattered by the kind words,
he's more impressed with the dialogue that has devel-

State committee to mull 10 Commandments decision

In the wake of recent deci-
sions by the Supreme Court,
representatives of both houses
of the legislature and the gov-
ernor’s office will meet to
decide whether to place a dis-
play of the Ten
Commandments somewhere
on state property in Lansing

State Rep Bob Gosselin (R-
Troy) mtroduced a bill in
February to place a display
somewhere 1n the capitol The
bill had several co-sponsors
but a vote on 1t was postponed
pending decisions on two
cases which were decided by
the US Supreme Court last
week The nation’s highest
court ruled agamst a display m
Kentucky and approved of one
mn Texas

The two decisions will help
lawmakers in Michigan come
up with a compromise that
will be intended to keep the
state out of court Of course,
nothing 1s going to please

“People will always be able
to express themselves m their
homes, their churches, syna-
gogues and mosques There
has always been a place for
religion in the publc square
and there always will be, but
1t’s inappropriate for the gov-
ernment to put 1t there”

recerved Using that formula,
Canton would get back more
than $400,000 Livoma would
get more than $500,000 per
year, and Westland would
receive approximately
$250,000

But that was not the intent
of the tax when 1t was
approved by Wayne County
voters, noted Wayne County
Commussioner John Sullwvan,
who represents Canton and
several other communities

“I am not opposed to a per-
centage going back to each
community, although that was
certainly not the intent of the
millage as passed by the voters
of Wayne County i the past,
he said However, we must
keep 1 mind that thisis a
county parks millage, not a
local millage Each community
1s free to go to the taxpayers
and seek a local parks millage
of their own which 100 per-
cent of the funds could be used
for therr local parks”

He added that when the
mullage was last up for renew-
al, leaders 1n some communi-
t1es that have no county parks
were told they may recerve
some of the millage money for
municipal park projects, as a
means to entice the voters in
those communities Since
then, local communaities have
come to see the tax money as
an entitlement, he sard

But out-county residents
feel frustrated because they
don t understand how local
projects are selected to recerve
county funds

“I m not really sure how the
county deaides which projects
get funded and which ones

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Geologist shares love of Great Lakes with children

Charles Ferguson Barker was
looking at maps from the
National Geophysical Data
Center m Boulder, Colo , s early
2004 when the huge ndges of
rock at the bottom of Lake
Huron caught his eye

As a youngster growing up in
Bloomfield Hills, he'd spent
many a weekend sailing the
Great Lakes with his farmly, but
never imagmed the surfaces
were anything but flat. Ifheasa
geologist found that fact inter-
esting 1magine the expression on
a.child’s face if they read about

the cave stretchung from Alpena
to Amberley, Ontario under
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Charles Ferguson Bark signs
coptes of his book at Michigan

On those long sailing trips to
Mackmac Island he had passed

bottom

State University at mght

Before Barker ever began
writing the book, he researched
the Great Lakes for information
about geologic features hike the
suspected meteor crater on the
east end of Lake Ontaro Barker,
however, wanted to make 1t
more than a science book. After
being rejected by one publisher
he called Anne Lews at
Mackunac Island Press She
helped him fine tune the envi-
ronmental aspect of the story

Barker's wife, Peggy, gave
feedback as well 1n addition to
posing their beagle Duncan for
dlustrations Gov Jennifer
Granholm wrote the forward
about protecting these ureplace-
able resources

Tt brought forth a great
opportunity to talk about envi
ronmental 1ssues The book
helps to never take the Great
Lakes for granted, said Barker
‘I remember sathng around the
Great Lakes m the 1970s and
bemg m Lake Erte and out of
sight of land and going through
gross soap suds and scum We've

cleaned up our act but 1t shows
things can go wrong

Simce the book was released
this spring Barker has been visit-
mg schools around the state to
spread his message as well as
share his knowledge of the Great
Lakes On Saturday, July 9 at

onday we mark the most important day
' 1 our avic calendar It s the day we cele-
 brate radicalism, rebelhion and rabble
rousing It is the day we stand up for indiidual
freedom in the face of distant tyranny It 1s the
day we celebrate the “unalienable” nights of all
men

The Declaration of Independence 1s a plea
with a ‘ decent respect to the opinions of
mankind” and a litany of royal and parhamen-
tary abuses that made 1t necessary to ‘dissolve
the pohtical bands” connecting the 13 colones
and Great Britain But even today its language,
however measured and exacting, 1s electric in 1ts
declarations of “equality” and the supremacy of
mdividual Iiberty over undue
government tyranny At the
same fime, the document rec-
ognizes the basic need for gov-
ernment to “secure” human
rights, among which are ‘ Lafe,
Liberty and the Pursuit of
Happiness ” But, as Thomas
Jefferson’s language so beauti-
fully says, ‘governments are
mstituted among men, deriving
their just powers from the con-
sent of the governed

Recently, Congress has been
wresthng with questions on the
Imits of personal freedom and government
power On June 15, the House of Representatives
voted 238-187 to amend the Patriot Act to
restrict investigators from using the anti-terror
1sm law to look at library records and bookstore
sales slips The Patriot Act 1s up for reconsidera-
tion this year and the section allowing access to
such records has been widely criticized by civil
hiberties and library groups

On June 22, the House voted 286-130 n favor
of a constitutional amendment outlawing flag
burning Courts have ruled that flag burming 1s
protected under the First Amendment to the
Constitution, so an amendment specific to flag
burning would be required to ban 1t The
amendment now goes to the Senate where 1t
needs a two-thirds approval and then to the
States where 1t must be approved by three-
fourths of the states Previous balls have never
gotten past the Senate

The flag burning amendment 1s pure pohtical
hogwash, meant to stir up swells of mock patri1-
otism

Flag burning 1s a ridiculous and counterpro-
ductive form of protest The American Socialist
leader Norman Thomas said 1t best when talking
about protesters of the war i Vietnam, ‘A sym-
bol? If they want an appropriate symbol they
should be washing the flag, not burming 1t

Radicals are better served by embracing the
flag and its meaning than destroymg it

But a special amendment to undermine the
First Amendment 1s an assault on the very flag 1t

hol of the Constitution and the Bill of Rights

US Rep Thaddeus McCotter, R-Livonia, said
Tuesday he supported the amendment because
he makes a distinction between constructive dis-
sent and destructive dissent He said he supports
freedom of expression but not destruction of the
flag

US Rep Candice Miller, R-Harrison
Township, 15 quoted m an AP story as saying,
“Who can forget Sept 11, 2001, when firefighters
1n New York pulled the flag out of the rubble of
the World Trade Center and hoisted 1t 1 defi-
ance of terror” This was her excuse for voting for
the amendment But 1t 15 an equally good excuse
for voting against it The freedom to express dis-
content with government 1s what we value, what
we celebrate Monday, even when 1t 1s expressed
mn the burning of the flag (We are not talking
about vandahsm of a public building or burning
someone else’s flag, separate laws cover that
Here the flag 1s understood m 1ts symbolic
sense ) As Miller’s Republican colleague Peter
Hoekstra, R-Holland, says in the same AP story,
the flag 1s “an enduring symbol of democracy,
Justice and sacrifice’ but “to outlaw a form of
political expression 1s to oppose the very individ-
ual hberty and personal freedom the American
flag represents”

In the vote on the amendment to the Patriot
Act, representatives were asked to balance real
concerns about terrorism with equally real con-
cerns about civil iberties The section of the act
allowing government access to hbrary and book
store records has been a hot button since 1t was
ongmally passed The Justice Department has
said 1t hasn't used the provision but wants to
keep 1t as a tool to mnvestigate terrorism
Advocates for the amendment argue that the law
already provides a long respected process for
obtamning such information without giving the
government an open door to pry into our read-
1ng habits

McCotter said he contimues to have concerns
about the provision m the Patriot Act but voted
agamnst the amendment sponsored by Rep
Bernie Sanders, [-Vermont, because it was part
of an appropriations bill He said he thinks the
vote opposing the provision would have been
even greater 1f 1t were not part of an appropria-
tions bill but mstead part of the process of
reconsidering the Patriot Act, which 1s up for
renewal this session

Our freedom 1s a precious commodity, one
that always needs vigilant protection This 1s the
perfect weekend to reflect on just what we mean
when we honor the Declaration of
Independence

true when the siblings are the
same gender Does this seem
famihar?

The fact that you and your
husband come from single
child families needs to be
explored before we move on to
address the behawiors of your
sons Growing up withouta
sibling, you have never felt
pressure to compete for
attentton, love or an identity
This competitive “need’ 1s the
heart of sibling rivalry Since

With every passing minute, a farmly
member of an ER patient grew more
agitated and verbally threatening of
staff Shortly after the secunity dog’s
arrval, the unwélcome visitor left

Providence’s ER treats more than
60,000 patients a year Each brings a
potential for violence Accordingtoa
recent survey of emergency physicians
1 the state led by Dr Terry
Kowalenko of the University of
Michigan Medical Center in Ann
Arbor, emergency departments by
their very nature are stressful places
for patients and staff Add to that the
fact patients may be intoxicated, on
drugs or suffering psychiatric prob-
lems and the result 1s a potentially
volatile environment A total of 76
percent of ER physicians surveyed
reported experiencing at least one vio
lent act over the previous 12 months
Platts says when someone 1s out of
control, ‘Five security officers are not
enough to influence them to leave”

K-9s have been shown to be excel-
lent for aggression control, de-escalat-
g situations so they don’t have to get
physical, said Platts “We also use
them for tracking a disortented
patient that wanders off They have
keener senses than we do If someone
1s hiding behind a parked car or
shrubbery, they will detect them
That s Just one of the side effects of the
dogs They are just a great public rela-
tions tool, especially with kids
Officers had to start making daily vis-
1ts to pediatnc units

USEFUL TOOL

For critics who say K~9s have no
place 1n a hospital, Platts response 1s
his dogs are tramned daily and under
the control of handlers

“These dogs are anything but
vicious,” he said We train these dogs

crime prevention tool 1s relatively new
for hospitals You're going to have a
extreme divergence of opinion, but
this 1s a well-trained, well-behaved
dog Therr temperament 1s a criteria
for a handler

K-9 officers not only take a bite out
of erime but spread goodwill on their
patrols at St Joseph Mercy Hospital
1n Ann Arbor Originally the dogs
were brought 1n to detect bombs
about a year after Sept 11, 2001
According to Terry Donochue, manager
of secunty for satellite locations in
Canton and the hospital s 390-acre
main campus 1n Ann Arbor with
almost 7,000 employees and visitors
every day, hospitals are potentially a
target with the growing threat of ter-
rorism globally The three K 9 units
not only defuse dangerous situations
but provide a form of pet therapy

“Tt takes all day to walk from one
end to another They re celebrities,”
said Donohue, a Plymouth resident
who retired from the Westland Police
after 30 years as an officer They're
extremely well-tramned They all come
from the Czech Republic and are
trained by the Canine Academy 1n
Wayne

‘Every hospital has 1ssues with staff
safety in the hospital We always have
at least one officer in the ER 24-7 A
patient under the influence of alechol
or drugs, either they pet the dog and 1t
calms them down or they fear the dog
K-9 officers are good about talking
people down”

K-9 officers at Wilhiam Beaumont
Hospital in Royal Oak arrive for a late
