P-CEP marching band
gearing up for national run

The metallic clang of the
mechamcal metronome echoed
through the woodlands sur-
rounding Lake Ann Baptist
Camp near Traverse City last
week as the 204-member
Plymouth-Canton Educational
Park Marching Band hunkered
down for six days of mtense
practice, performance, more
practice and a dose of fun

“Band Camp 1s going really
well,” Plymouth yumor clar-
netist Lindsay Gerst saud on the
next-to-last day of camp ‘The
staff1s working us very hard this
year but I think 1t 1s all gomng to
pay off 1n the end. We have lots
of fun, too You meet so many
people and the mstructors are
really nice and help us a lot
We're ail working together
toward a common goal and 1t 1s
very much a team effort”

That kind of sentiment puts a
smle on the face of Marc
Whitlock, now 1n hus third year
as director of bands at the Park.
Team effort 1s one of the pr1-
mary goals the marching band
staff strives to mstill in 1ts stu-
dents

“We teach them teamwork,
leadershup, ‘followship’ respect
for others, embracing diversity,

all the things we need 1 soclety,”

said Whatlock “So what does all
ths hard work we do at a band
camp m Traverse City — learn-
ng a show to play at the
National Championships —
have to do with aj0b wnterview?
The answer1s everything?

But, of course, all that hard
work and dedication also goes
mto the making of a nationally
renowned championship
marching machine — a remark-
able niche carved out by the P-
CMB over the better part of the
last two decades

The hometown musical
marchers placed m the top 10 of

the nation's most prestigious
high school marching bands for
15 out of the last 16 years while
netting 16 state championsinps
m the 25-year hustory of the
Michigan competition

And this year’s show, entitled
‘Performmng Inside Out; 15
shaping up to be another mno-
vative masterpiece, according to
Whitlock.

‘What we are trying to do 1s to
take six aspects of performing
and maximize them mdmvidual-
Iy, he explamed “It’s a nisky
adventure The first piece we do
18 called Control which 1s about
precision 1n keeping the tempo
together It1s done withouta
conductor and the performers
are as far as 70 yards apart on
thefield Smce sound travels
slower than ight, what a person
70 yards away hears will be
quite different than what the
actual pulse 1s Thats very risky
for performers and we'll have to
teach them how to anticipate
the pulse from wherever they
are on the field’

The other parts of what will
end up being a nearly 10-mmute
intricately choreographed musi-
cal production are Breath,
Tension, Chaos, Release and
Structure

“The show 1s a surprnse every
year, saxd Salem semor Chuck
Nahra, a trumpet player with
theband “It’s always a new
adventure because you never
know what's gomg to happen
next—what the staff wll add or
change Things could change
tomorrow or the next day You
might finally learn something
and they'll say you did that real-
ly well, but 1t’s done now and
wee gomng to do something
else They want to make 1t the
best show they possible can for
the audience They won't settle
for just OK They want it to be
the best that 1t can be”

Whitlock couldn’t be more
pleased with his staff this year,

The Plymouth Community Council on Aging has made
recommendations for changes to the Plymouth Sentor

The Plymouth Township Board of Trustees has already

Three township board members voted in favor of the
changes, calling the ability to pay “a matter of pride” for
seniors, while cautioming services shouldn’t be slashed
based on ability to pay

The senior van program 1s essentially a no-lose situa-
tion for both the city and township, because 1t's paid for
almost exclusively with grant money Very hittle general-
fund money 18 used to support the program

While the changes on their face seem fairly msigmifi-
cant, we're not sure we agree with township trustees who
say “anyone can afford $1.” There would have to be assur-
ances seniors who can’t afford 1t can keep on riding, while
maintaining their digmty
_ For the moment, funding for this program appears fair-
ly stable However, city officials have been dealing with
budget 1ssues for a couple of years, and the township’s
own wallet 1s considerably tighter these days

‘We don't think the changes are necessary right now, but
both mumecipalities might do well to keep them m mind
for the future

As unions decline,
their legacy lives on

In July, the Teamsters, Service Employees International
Union and the Unmited Food and Commercial Workers
umons left the AFL-CIO, complaining that the umbrella
unmion hadn’t done enough to staunch the rapid nation-
wide dechine 1n union membership

Umon membership has been n steady dechine for 20
years Nationally, only 12 5 percent of workers were rep-
resented by a union 1n 2004 In the 1950s, 35 percent of
American workers were organized Michigan 1s one of
only four states (with New York, Hawan and Alaska) with
union membership above 20 percent. In Michigan, 21 6
percent of workers are union members

Unmions have been a wital part of Michigan history First
as a productive mining and tumber state and later as the
nation’s most dynamic manufacturing state, Michigan
was a beacon to workers and orgamzed labor

Michigan unions negotiated good wages, health care,
vacations, retirement and other benefits for their members,
setting a standard for others to follow across the country

But times have changed Young workers are unaware of
the history of labor-management struggles Fewer young
people are going into the factories and mines where
umons made the most impact 1 hfting the standards of
hving and i1mproving worker safety

Many union jobs have been antomated out of existence
Many companies have moved jobs to right-to-work states
or out of the country entirely Compames have offered
better entry level packages to skilled workers both to
compete with other companies and to keep out unions

And while organized labor has made some strong
mroads in white-collar fields (the National Education
Association 1s the country’s largest union), most white-
collar workers are not organized

As we mark another Labor Day Monday, 1t 1s important
to understand that umons provide a balance to our econ-
omy beyond their service to their members. Economust
John Kenneth Galbraith argued that unions were a
“countervailing force” agamst the power of big business
In s view, big labor and big busimmess provided an eco-
nomic checks and balances that assured average
Amencans a fair share i the nation’s wealth.

While we celebrate the hingering days of a sweet, warm
summer, we should also reflect on what has been gained
from sohdarity and the new reality of the global marketplace
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Not heroic

I am writing to let you know how hor-
rified I am that Chief Tiderington had
that nerve to state that Officer Linton
acted “properly and heroically” when he
shot Robert Van Buren the morming of
Aug 23,2004

T am not sure what Mr Tiderington
thinks the definition of heroic 1s, but 1t
certainly 1s not shooting an unarmed
man, no matter how he resists

The fact that Mr Tidermgton suggests
that his officer acted properly 1s
appalling Citizens of Plymouth, beware,
if this 1s the way the police are being
trained by Tiderington

Witnesses at the scene clearly stated
at no time were the children at nisk, yet
Mr Linton felt it necessary to use lethal
force agamst a man who clearly
needed help While Mr Linton and
Robert Van Buren were the only people
1n the church, Mr Linton’s job was to
protect Robert, not play hero!

Compound that with the fact that at no
tume did the two officers who responded
to the call try to subdue Mr Van Buren
together, you get an overzealous, over-
anxious young officer reacting out of fear
rather than logic It 1s no wonder Mr

The attainment of these 1s the glorious misston of the
trade untons

That's from an 1898 speech by Samuel
Gompers, the first president of the American
Federation of Labor Today, this fine 19th centu-
ry rthetoric sounds  well  hike
a fine 19th century rehc

Last week, at a celebration of
the 70th anniversary of the
founding of the United Auto
Workers union, former UAW
President Douglas Fraser said
“It’s a real struggle And1t’s
more severe than 1t’s ever been
before Everybody thinks that
the toughest things were  the
toughest times were their tumes
But I don’t accept that The
toughest times are now”

Strong words from a labor
leader who joined the unon the year after it was
founded

As this 1s written, Northwest Airlines is flying
reasonably successfuilly, despite an ongoing strike
by 1ts mechanics union The heavily unomzed
American automobile industry 1s in terrible dis-
array Both General Motors and Ford have seen
their corporate bonds downgraded to yunk status

Meanwhile, the compames and the UAW are
trying to figure out how to cut health care costs
before the companies go bust and A0 angry union
membership tosses out its lead

Could 1t be that southeastern 1chigan, a major
cradle of the American industnal labor movement,
1s now on the cutting edge of a wholesale transfor-
mation of labor-management relations? You bet

And we better be

Aslong as companes control their markets —
as the American auto makers did throughout
most of the 20th century — they can pass along
to their captive customers the cost increases they
bargain with thewr unmons The price of the car
could go up or the quality go down Didn’t matter
much As a great philosopher once said, if there’s
no alternative, there’s no alternative

But the Japanese car manufacturers shrewdly
calculated that the American market was enor-
mous and the domestic car companies were fat
and vulnerable They started shipping cars made
n Japan to the West Coast 1 the 1970s, and they
began gaining market share Then they looked at
the cost of shipping and figured 1t would be
cheaper to make the cars 1n America

They built most of their assembly plants in the
south, historically hostile to unions And despite
the best efforts of the UAW, the foreign-owned
“transplant” assembly plants remain non-union

Year after year, foreign brands made mthe US
