A Plymouth Ibwnship man is 
expected to turn himself in to fed­
eral authorities for arraignment 
Monday after being indicted last 
week on charges he defrauded, 
among others, a Plymouth credit 
union

Gina Balaya, a spokesperson for 
the U S Attorney’s office, said the 
arraignment for Franklin Ray is 
scheduled for 1 p m in U S 
District Court in Detroit Ray was 
named in a six-count felony indict­
ment handed up last week

Among the charges are that 
between July and December 2002 
Ray, the owner of Marlin Ilpansport 
on Joy Road, convinced employees 
at Community Financial, then 
Communily Federal Credit Union, 
to cash checks containing fraudu­
lent authorization numbers and 
provide him with the proceeds 
from those checks

Community Financial CEO Bill 
Lawton wouldn’t get into the 
specifics of the investigation

We need to keep our member 
data confidential, no matter what 
t h ^  do,” Lawton said We worked 
w i^  the authorities in the same 
way we do m any other situation 
like this ’

The six-count indictment 
charges Ray with bank fraud, four 
counts of wire fraud and interstate 
transportation of stolen property

According to the indictment,
Ray

■ Offered to co-sponsor 
NASCAR races and obtain musical 
entertainment sponsors for 
NASCAR. The indictment charges 
Ray, “for the purpose of executing 
a scheme to defraud Anthony 
Morgenthau,” offered to cosponsor 
six races for approximately 
$750,000

■  Represented himself as an 
agent for NASCAR and several 
country mu§ic performers and 
chartered three flights, worth some 
$80,000 m fees, to Pentastar Ray 
gave two credit card numbers to 
Peptastar, but the company has 
b e ^  unsuccessful m charging the 
cards, the indictment said

■  Posed as a potential buyer of a 
$28 milhon airplane ovmed by 
Pnester Aviation The company 
gave Ray a tnp, which he never 
paid for, and Ray also billed the 
company $1,400 for limousine 
services “which did not coincide 
with the chartered flight,” the 
indictment reads

■  Posed as an agent for BAM 
Racing looking to buy two planes 
worth some $35 million owned by 
Spitfire Aviation He agreed to 
wire $14 2 million as a deposit on 
the planes and pay an outstandmg 
$20,000 bill from Spitfire, which 
he never did, accordmg to the 
indictment

Gonzi told the 200 some 
Maltese, including residents 
from Livonia, Farmington 
Hills, Bedford and Plymouth, 
who attended a formd recep­
tion at the Maltese American 
Community Club in Dearborn 
that they were the country s 
best ambassadors

Let us make it a challenge 
to do our part to make Malta 
known to the widest number of 
Americans” Gonzi said “I had 
the pleasure to visit Maltese 
people m Australia and 
whether it’s the United States 
of America or anywhere in the 
world, the reputation of the 
Maltese is very high and it is 
something that you should be 
very proud of ’

Gonzi was greeted at the 
dinner reception with proda-

mations and 
gifts from local 
officials 

Carmel 
Schembn, a 
Livonia resi­
dent who left 
Malta when he

Gonzi was 18, more 
than 40 years 
ago, said ‘ This

Gonzi is the second Maltese 
prime minister to meet with 
the president of the United 
States

He was repeatedly greeted 
with standing ovations and 
rambunctious applause as he 
recounted discussions with tlie 
president that touched on the 
strengthening of American 
investments in Malta and 
Malta’s contribution to the 
relations between the U S and 
the European Union

The president also recog­
nizes that Malta has an impor­
tant role to play in diplomatic 
relationships in the 
Mediterranean, Gonzi said

“There is a political commit­
ment to do what IS necessary to

increase the business process 
between Malta and the United 
States,” said Gonzi who was 
elected leader of the 
Nationalist Party, die Christian 
Democratic Party and subse­
quently appointed pnme min­
ister in March 2004 He IS also 
the finance minister of Malta ‘ 
and has gained an extremely 
high approval rate in the island 
country

There is already in Malta an 
American business interest in 
information technology,” he 
added “Microsoft is using 
Malta as a hub for the 
Mediterranean interest As far 
as the manufactunng and 
financial semces, we believe

In a comer of her basement, 
Karla Miles works late into the 
night pieang together dresses, 
jackets and blouses Butshes 
not building her own personal 
wardrobe She’s stitching 
together a dream 

Miles says she first began 
sewing when her four children 
(now age 17,18, 20 and 21) 
were little, and found she had a 
knack for it She began creat­
ing her own patterns and 
designs, which led to requests 
from friends who wanted 
unique fashions And that led 
to Larhe, Miles’ design compa­
ny, headquartered at the 
sewing table in her Canton 
home
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“When my kids were little I 
learned how to sew so I could 
make them nicer things, Miles 
said “But people liked my stuff 
and were constantly asking me 
to make them things I guess 
that s how It all started ”

In 2003, Miles quit her full­
time job as an executive secre­
tary, but admits now it may 
have been too soon Now she 
works as a temp secretary by 
day, and by night works at her 
business

“I work late all the time I 
know no limits, but my hus­
band will tell me when it’s time 
to quit for the night,” she said, 
laughing

Miles launched larhe com, 
her online boutique, in 
February The cyber boutique 
features about 20 pieces for 
fashion-sawy career women, 
but Miles hopes to soon have a 
bncks-and-mortar boutique, 
and is looking west - straight 
down Cherry Hill Road to the 
village - for a location 

Her work week is driven

‘Some days I only work on

“I don’t  want to do too many 
of on^ thing,” Miles said 
“People don’t  want to be dupli­
cated They want something 
that no one else has So I don’t

Miles finds her inspiration 
everywhere She loves fashion 
magazines, particularly 
‘ Women’s Wear Daily” She 
said the key to making design 
personal is to take bits and 
pieces of the things she likes 
and add features that she 
thinks are umque 

When It comes to fabric, 
sometimes finding the right

accomplishment, a sense of 
pnde,” said Page ‘A lot of 
times they’re thought of as the 
troublemakers m the building, 
but when they took on the task 
and did a good job, I think it 
gives the other kids a new out­
look.

They’re responsible for the 
upkeep and maintenance,” 
added Page ‘ They go out 
every afternoon and water all 
the plants They get really 
excited about that ’

Page said while the grant 
was written with her students 
in mind, the wildlife habitat 
grew into an entire school 
project, “which made it even 
more special ”

The new habitat, which was 
constructed m the middle of 
the U-shaped building for all to 
share, has specific areas 
designed for insects, birds and 
amphibians

“We put in butterfly bushes 
to attract insects to where the 
students will see them fly by 
through their windows,” said 
Rick Plecha, the project coor­
dinator for the four habitats, 
including ones at Bentley, 
Farrand and Hoben elemen- 
tanes which were constructed 
last spring ‘We planted berry 
producers to attract the birds 
And there’s a frog pond m the 
middle so everyone can see the 
water plants and the water ani­
mals interact

‘ The kids designed a very 
user-fnendly habitat, added 
Plecha ‘There’s a nice wood- 
chip path around each of the 
areas so the kids can walk 
through each of the specific 
zones

Page said all students at 
Allen will benefit from the new

wildlife the habitat will attract 
It gives hands-on experi­

ence to the science curricu­
lum,” said Page ‘The students

“Sometimes, pictures in a 
book arent the same as seeing 
it in real life, she said “Next 
year, we hope to put some 
nesting cans in the bird houses 
How neat it would be for kids

Plecha, a fifth-grade instructor 
at Field Elementary, started it 
all with the wildlife sanctuary 
along the TVuesdell Creek 
behind Field m Canton 
Tbwnship, which is the stan­
dard to which other habitats in 
the distnct are measured 

However, because of the 
effort by the emotionally 
impaired students, Pledia is 
giving Allen’s new habitat high 
praise

“This schoolyard habitat,

among the others, stands out 
because of the contnbutions of 
Ann’s kids,’ said Plecha ‘Their 
motivation and excitement 
inspired our volunteers to go 
the extra mile, and I think we 
did

“It’s the crown jewel because 
of the teacher and her stu­
dents,” he said

Mane Morrow, president of 
the Plymouth Community 
United Way, called the habitat 
project one of the most suc­

estimates go as high as $12 
million for the cit^s portion of 
operating the PCFD, cily offi­

ichigan’s wmenes and its distnbutors 
have worked togedier for more than 35 
years to ensure that the state’s wine con­

noisseurs had direct-shipment access to 
Michigan wines All that changed with the 
stroke of a  pen from the U S Supreme Court, 
which threw out Michigan’s longstanding law 
that shielded Michigan winenes from large 
out-of-state producers while allowing them to 
deliver their product directly to consumers 

And with that stroke of the pen came an 
uproar heard across the state as the Michigan 

Legislature wrestled with the 
best, most fair way to comply 
with the U S Supreme Court’s 
decision an “all or nothing” 
decision that either opens the 
doors to every winery in the 
country or closes the doors to 
every winery in the country 

The decision to change wine 
regulation in Michigan was 
not proactively made by the 
members of the Michigan 
House of Representatives, but 
was hoisted on us by an 
activist Supreme Court ruling 

After much discussion and 
debate, the House has passed 
a bill that bnngs Michigan 
into compliance with the 
Supreme Court rulmg 
Neither side received every­
thing they wanted, sacrifices 
were made by each side to 
reach the agreement without 
discarding the principles that 

matter to Michigan oitizens In the end, the 
agreement holds true to the maxim about a 
good compromise, one where neither side is 
happy, but both are still standing

HB 4959 will bring Michigan into compli­
ance with the Supreme Court ruling by regu­
lating file direct shipment of wine from man­
ufacturers to consumers The bill also guards 
against minors gaming access to alcohol via 
out-of-state shipments, protects the rights of 
Michigan wineries to sell their wine at tasting

would carry a Michigan tax stamp and be

The purchaser would be required to fax 
official identification to the direct shipper at 
the time of purchase to guard against the 
acquisition of alcohol by minors These safe­
guards would be monitored and enforced by 
the Michigan Liquor Control Commission 
and would be funded through subsequent 
licensing fees and fines

It was never our intention to curtail the 
choices of Michigan wine consumers or to 
limit the ability of Michigan’s producers to 
sell wine at their own facilities Additionally, 
achieving compliance with the Supreme

HB 4959 doesn't make everyone completely 
happy, nor should it, both sides have legiti­
mate claims that deserve to be accounted for 
on this very important issue But the bill does 
accomplish perhaps the most important objec­
tive to which any idea, policy, or law aspires it 
holds true to the pnnciples by which it was 
crafted

In doing so, it protects Michigan’s children, 
complies with the Supreme Court and allows 
Michigan wineries to ship directly to con­
sumers The passage of HB 4959 would ensure 
that this compromise upholds the mtegnty and 
the pnnciples that matter to Michigan

Remembering Rosa Parks, 
a serene woman at peace

IstiU remember how Rosa Parks looked when I 
took my seat beside her for a one-on-one 
interview in the back-row pew of IVinity Faith 
United Methodist Church m Detroit 
She seemed so serene, fragile, humble for a 

woman of such great stature She wore a long- 
sleeve cotton dress with a simple ruffie around 
the collar She had her long, gray hair pulled 
gently behind her head She smiled sweetly, held 
out her soft hand and placed it in mine 

It was July 28,1993 I know, because she 
wrote the date in a copy of her book, Rosa 
Parks M y Story, which she gave to me After 
heanng of her death Monday at age 92 ,1 did 
what I have done many times I looked at the 
words she wrote inside the book “Rosa Parks, 
To Darrell ”

Over the years, many fhends 
have asked me who stands out 
most from all the people I’ve 
interviewed The answer is easy 
It’s the woman who changed 
the course of a nation when she 
refused on Dec 1,1955, to give 
up her seat to a white man on a 
public bus m Montgomery, Ala 
It’s file woman who gently pat­
ted her hand on a church pew 
and warmly invited me to sit 
with her

After a photographer snapped her picture 
and left, Mrs Parks and I sat alone in the main 
area of the church When I had walked in, I 
couldn’t  help noticing that she was sitting in 
the back row I remember thinking that fibis 
time -  38 years after she refused to budge on 
that bus in Montgomery, Ala -  she had chosen, 
on her own free will, to sit in the back 

I’ll never forget how my time with Mrs 
Parks, 80 then, came about I had received the 
offer through Jim Netter, a Wayne resident and 
longtime NAACP member who sat pn the 
finance committee of the Rosa and Raymond 
Parks Institute for Self-Development in Detroit 
He believed -  still believes -  that Mrs Parks 
story can continue to inspire a younger genera­
tion

He arranged the interview at TVmity Faith 
United Methodist Church, where Mrs Parks 
was meeting with people involved in one of her 
favorite projects -  planning trips for students 
who would retrace the paths that slaves took to 
escape the South I remember how nervous Mr 
Netter was that he had to drive Mrs Parks from 
her home to the church

He and I shared a laugh about that situation 
when I phoned him, after hearing of Mrs 
Parks’ death, to thank him for setting up that 
interview He recalled what went through his

mind as he was dnving the Mother of the Civil 
Rights Movement to the church “Don’t  let me 
be the one to have an accident vnth Mrs Parks 
in the car” Indeed

I remember how Mrs Parks sat with her 
hands resting in her lap during the half-hour 
that she and I spent together She exuded a 
serenity, an inner peace, that never hinted at 
the hatred and injustice that she had seen and 
experienced As a child, she and her family 
members sometimes slept in their clothes in 
case they had to flee from Ku Klux Klansmen 
who were sweeping through the South She 
sometimes had sleepless nights and remem­
bered her grandfather sitting by a fireplace with 
a gun -  ready to try to defend his family, if nec­
essary

Mrs Parks never set out to become an 
American icon She never sought fame or glory 
She only wanted what her mother, Leona 
McCauley, and other African-Amencans want­
ed “My mother believed in freedom and equali­
ty, even though we didn’t  have any,” Mrs Parks 
told me

She talked of how she was troubled today by 
violence among young people When I asked her 
what she would say to them, she responded, 
“Don’t  kill people or hate people Value human 
hfe”

I remember Mrs Parks being so soft-spoken 
that, at times, I found myself leanmg toward her 
so that I \\’ouldn’t  miss a word I remenAer that 
her biggest smile came when she talked about 
her mother, how much she respected and loved 
her She also fondly recalled attending a Mount 
Zion Afiican Methodist Episcopal Church that 
had been founded in Alabama by former slaves 
“I loved that church,” she told me

I ve reflected many times on the time I was 
pnvileged to sit alone with Mrs Rbsa Parks 
This week, I’ve thought about the most vivid 
image of her that will remain with me That 
image doesn’t  come from some picture of her 
sitting on a Montgomery bus It doesn’t  come 
from any of her public appearances

When my talk with Mrs Parks had ended, I 
walked out of the church without my copy of 
Rosa Parks M y Story I had become so 
engrossed m our conversation that I forgot it A$ 
Mr Netter and I stood outside, Mrs Parks came 
out the front door He recalled, and I clearly 
remember, how it seemed she was running, and. 
she was waving her book -  m y book -  in the air 
That’s the image I will most remember

After heanng of her death, I looked again 
inside that book. I read those four words “Rosa 
Parks, To Darrell ”

As a demographer, people­

That’s why, he said, that he 

and the United Way for 
Southeastern Michigan are a

for their foundress Blessed Mary Angela 
Traszkowska

On Nov 21,1855, Mary Angela, who 
was known as Sophia at the time, and her 
cousin ^othiide dedicated themselves to 
doing the work of Jesus Chnst as the 
Congregation of Sisters of St Felix of 
Cantalice in Poland As the poor, orphans 
and homeless struggled under Russian 

dominance, the 
nuns cared for 
their bodies and 
souls

The Fehcian 
Sisters m Livonia 
have followed in 
their footsteps 
treating the sick at 
St MaryMercy^ 
Hospitd, teachmg 
at Madonna 
University,

Ladywood High School and the 
Montesson Center of Our Lady, tending 
to children at St Mary Mercy Child Care 
Center, and caring for elderly at 
Marywood Nursing Care 
Center/Marybrook Manor and the Senior 
Clergy Village, and the dying at Angela 
Hospice The institutions located between 
Schoolcraft and Five Mile, Levan and 
Newburgh exist today because of the fore­
sight of Mother Mary DeSales Tocha who 
purchased the 320 acres The provincial 
minister was merely continuing the work 
of their foundress and sisters before her 
In 1874, they’d responded to the needs of 
orphans by traveling to Polonia, W is, 
before moving the Motherhouse to 
Detroit in 1882 and then Livonia in 1936

SERVICE TOOTHERS
Over the years, the Felicians have built 

and renovated to meet the needs of peo­
ple m the communities they serve On 
Nov 12, they’ll celebrate their accom­
plishments with a Mass presided over by 
Cardinal Adam Maida in the Presentation 
Chapel followed by dinner at Laurel 
Manor

Today, more than 2,000 sisters serve m 
North Ajnenca, Poland, Brazil, Kenya, 
Ukraine, and Europe

“If It wasn’t  for our foundress, we 
wouldn’t  be here today and the city of 
Livonia wouldn’t  have all of these facili­
ties,” said Sister Mary Renetta Rumpz, 
provinaal minister A member of the 
order for 45 years. Sister Renetta taught 
m schools in Orchard Lake before joining 
the staff at St Mary Mercy Hospitd She 
left in 2000 as president after being elect­
ed to oversee the sisters in Michigan,
Ohio and Indiana and serve as corporate 
president of the institutions

arnved I got lucky playing with all the 
names and touring I was out with Miles 
Davis, Dave Brubeck and working all of 
the jazz rooms I was at the right place at 
the right tim e”

When members of his Australian Jazz 
Quartet/Qumtet (AJQ) decided to remain 
in their native country after completing a 
1958 concert tour there, Brokensha 
returned to Detroit to play on the Soupy 
Sales television show for seven years 
Afterward, he performed industrial music 
for the car shows while performing with a 
quartet at Jack Brokensha’s, his club on 
Lothrop in Detroit

“I always had ajazz quartet since 1946 
no matter what industrial things were 
going on to make the money,’ said

Child Lrfi Behind aud our fail­

Leading educational 
researchers who met recently 
at Teachers College (Columbia 
University) provided the most 
accurate picture so far of the 
chronic failures of our system 
Teachers College has launched

their first major researdh pres­
entation The thrust of the 
campaign is to close the gap m  
opportunities and achieve- 
meitts between advantaged 
and disadvantaged students 

Why are you writing about 
this, you ask me? Because each 
of us, according to Henry M 
Levin, professor of Economics 
and Education at Teadiers 
College, must understand that 
“Educational inequity is first 
and foremost an issue of justice 
and fairness, but research find­
ings show that it IS also an 
issue that affects all of us in 
our daily lives and will affect 
our children even more so ” 

Consider the findings pre­
sented at the symposium 

■  A high school dropout 
earns about $260,000 less 
over a lifetime than a high 
school graduate and pays 
about $60,000 less in taxes 

■  Annual losses exceed $50 
billion in federal and state 
income taxes for all

Calendar girls shed some garb 
to help a friend in true need

A group of north Oakland County women 
came to the aid of a  friend in need with kind 
words, encouragement and something less 
than full wardrobes

The women, ages 45 to 93, have posed semi 
nude for the 2006 Sassy Ladies’ calendar to 
raise money for a friend who needs very 
urgent, very expensive transplant surgery 

Teresa Tersigm of Ortonville has been diag­
nosed with pnmary biliary cirrhosis, an auto­
immune disorder that requires her to get a 
new liver Her health care provider isn’t  going 
to pay for the entire cost of the procedure and 
that’s just the beginning 

According to  calendar coordinator Louise 
Bisogm of Coldwell Banker Schweitzer in 
Clarkston, (both she and Tersigni work in the 
same building and are members of Psi Sigma 
Beta Soronty) -the surgery is going to run 
around $15 million But after that, the bills 
are just going to keep coming 

‘ It’s not just the surgery, it’s the medica­
tion,” she said “With the medication each 
month, plus the testing, there’s $6,000 the 
insurance company won’t  pay After surgery, 
she’s going to need $850 a month in medica­
tion for the rest of her life ”

With the need in sharp focus, Bisogni and 
co-orgamzers Judy Addis and Linda Walsh- 
Lapinski — both work at Coldwell —• started 
thinking about how they could help their 
fhend She had seen the Bntish movie 
“Calendar Girls, about a group of women 
who make a nude calendar to raise money for 
a cancer ward, and knew about a Florida 
group who tried much the same project 

For it to work, she said, they had to get the 
widest possible appeal

“We tried to gather people from several dif­
ferent organizations,’ Bisogm said 

They also laid down some hard and fast 
rules Each model had to sell a minimum of 
10 calendars and they had to pay for them up 
front to cover their printing costs There 
would also be strict controls on the editing 
process

‘None of the models could have any say 
about the pictures,’ she said “A committee 
decided what was going to run and what 
wouldn’t ”

She said they also decided they wouldn t  go 
for the easy ones and did not approach any 
younger women for the project As it turned 
out, there was no shortage of models to work 
with — they ended up turning people away 

Clarkston resident Sheila Ritter is one of 
the models in the calendar She and a few 
others appear in the car wash photo, shot at 
Ritter’s husband’s business

‘A fnend asked me to be a part of the 
group,” she said “We all had to be talked into 
it, this IS not something any of us had ever 
done before Its a good cause, I decided ‘why 
not’””

In the end, she said, everyone had a lot of 
fun putting the calendar together Since the 
calendar was published, Ritter said eveiyone 
she’s talked to about the project has been very 
positive

The calendar came off the presses Sept 21 
and they’ve already raised $12,000 for the 
cause Bisogm said she expects the calendar 
to bring in around $17,000

store fat Studies indicate that 
those people with high levels of 
cortisol are more likely to store 
fat m unhealthy locations of 
their body This unfortunately 
can lead to a heart attack 
So remember, if you want to 
lighten up, you may have to 
mellow out The next time 
you^re ready to lash out, think 
about cortisol It’s for your 
health -  both mentally and 
physically'

Dr Ruth Lerman was 38 the first 
time she was diagnosed with breast 
cancer m 1994 Five years later, she 
discovered the second incidence then a 
third about one year ago 

Today, the West Bloomfield internist 
encourages her patients at William 
Beaumont Hospital to do regular self­
exams and take advantage of mam­
mography and high tech diagnostics, 
but not to forget the rest of their body 
and spint After the second time she 
discovered a lump, Lerman took up 
yoga then began teaching the posi­
tions while incorporating self-breast

“There’s a need for treatment of the 

whole patient,” said Lerman, who spe­
cializes in diseases of the breast 
“Some women can’t  fathom they could 
be better afterwards Even women 
with a good prognosis it stops them m 
their life force a while It’s notliing I 
would have ever diosen They want to 
restore a  sense of wholeness and 
peace”

To help herself through the life- 
changing journey after discovering 
cancer a second time, Lerman went 
th ro u ^  psychotherapy, joined a sup­
port group and spent time writing 
down her feelings m a journal Silver 
Linings allows her to use her experi­
ence to help others

It is very common and not often 
recognized that finishing treatment 
can be very difficult,” said Lerman 
“From the beginning a woman has lots 
of support \ ^ e n  she’s done with 
treatment it’s the beginning of learn­
ing to live the rest of your life All of a 
sudden the support can fall away 
Silver Linings picks up when she’s 
done vvoth medical treatment Women 
very commonly gain weight dunng 
treatment They haven’t begun to deal 
with body images, sexuality issues 
because she’s been busy saving her 
life’

Silver Linings helps women set 

goals to increase physical activity, 
improve nutntion and use spirituality 
or religion to help themselves heal

Copland, an M D at the 
Comprehensive Breast Centers 
in Ann Arbor, reads and inter­
prets mammograms 
Unfortunately October is not a 
busy month for mammogra-

phers Many women are scared 
that breast cancer is terminal 
That’s no longer the case Most 
women diagnosed with breast

Neither does a diagnosis of 
breast cancer automatically 
mean that a mastectomy is 
required Breast conservation 
surgery, together with 
advances m radiation and 
chemotherapy, have made 
mastectomy a much less need­
ed procedure The whole point

of screening mammography is 
to find the disease early 
enough to avoid the necessity 
of the dreaded surgeries 

Copland encourages women 
not to hesitate about calling to 
set up an appointment for a 
mammogram today If a 
woman is between the ages of 
35 and 40 and hasn’t  had a 
baseline mammogram, she 
needs one If over 40, she 
needs one every year in addi­
tion to regular self-breast 
exams

Most&rnace filters are inexpensive, 
disposable and easily replaced There is 
no good reason to neglect them On the 
other hand, clogged filters reduce airflow 
through the heating/coolmg system, forc­
ing the unit to work harder Severely 
clogged filters can cause the unit to over­
heat and can lead to premature compres­
sor damage in air conditioning systems 

Check your furnace filter monthly In 
fact, some people say that if you are going 
to go to the trouble to pull it out and look 
at it, you might as well go ahead and 
replace it If you use the more expensive 
disposable filters designed to filter out 
allergens and extremely small particles, 
you may want to hold the filter up to 
make sure light still comes through it eas­
ily, but even these filters should be 
replaced at least every three months 

Self-charging electrostatic filters that 
require no dectricity are available They 
filter out extremely small particles and 
last for several years This type of filter 
should be cleaned by rinsing from the 
clean side once a month
