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Bill passage clears way to let water flow

Water could be flowing much
stronger 1n the western part of
Plymouth Township by spring 2007
after a Michigan House substitute
for a Senate bill mntroduced by state
Sen Bruce Patterson passed without
dissent in the House Tuesday

State representatives voted 106-0
to pass the House version of the bill
It's due back on the Senate floor
Tuesday, where 1t’s expected to pass
If the bill becomes law, 1t would
result 1n 1 18 acres of state land at

what was the Western Wayne
Correctional Facility being given to
the township for $1 to be used as a
site for a second water tower

The land, near Five Mile and Beck,
includes the highest pont in
Plymouth Township, and 1s thought
by township officials to be 1deal for a
tower site

“It provides an excellent location
on high ground for the township s
second water tower, township
Superwvisor Richard Reaume said ‘It
will allow the township to buy water
from (Detroit) at off-peak hours and
then provide that water to 1ts resi-

dents during peak demand times,
thus lowering the overall cost of
water’

Getting the property from the state
has caused some delays 1n the proj-
ect Township officials went out for
bids this summer, but those bids
expired m September The township
asked for, and received, a 60-day
extension

The bid was eventually awarded to
Chicago Bridge & Iron, but that bid
expires Dec 31 Reaume said he
hopes to get the legal paperwork
from the state to allow the project to
start before the price of steel goes up

If the township gets the deed to
the property before the end of the
year, Reaume said, construction
could start as early as spring 20086,
with the tower becoming opera-
tional about a year later

The new tower will improve
water flow to homes and businesses
in the western reaches of the town-
ship’s water system The township's
other water tower 1s located near
the Lake Pointe supdivision

“It 18 & win-win all around,’ said
Patterson “Local business and
industry benefits Residents bene-
fit The water tower will help main-

tain steady water pressure”

Township officials hope the water
tower can be built and functional
by late spring 2007

Reaume said the tank will hold
approximately one million gallons
of water

“A mallion gallons of water pro-
vides excellent water pressure
throughout the western half of the
township,” Reaume said ‘It also
doubles as a reservolr during
power outages or other emergen-
ces

‘ They were so beneficial to
the community,’ Slezak said of
the commuttees she served
‘When you sit on some of
these commuttees, you see
youre reaching kids The
chamber worked so hard at
making this a better commu-
nity That was important to
me’

While she was serving the
community, she was also
building a strong reputation
1n the financial world The
1dea of helping people, which
blossomed 1n her when she
worked with Realtor Jim
McKeon years ago, really
appealed to Slezak.

Starting a couple of banks
simply fueled 1t

‘It was such an education,”
she saxd “We went through all
the state and federal regula-
tions, 1t was a very exacting
time Im not sure Id want to

do 1t again, but 1t was excit-
mg”

While she was learning her-
self, she was teaching her
partners Weaver remembers
having Slezak walk into his
office “just to talk for a
minute,” then simply histening
as she did all the talking, and
when she was done whatever
the problem was was resolved

“The conversations usually
went with Margaret doing all
the talking and me nodding
my head periodically;, Weaver
recalled Then she'd thank
me for taking the time to talk
You'd like to take credit for
helping develop people, but
with Margaret 1t was more

‘ Everywhere we went there
were these people - people who
have to sleep outside and peo-~
ple who have no homes to go
to - and they were telling us to
be careful, and saying, God
bless you, and thanking us It

was really moving how much
they cared and appreciated
what we were trying to do, she
sad

Fernandez said she had no
1dea there were that many
homeless people hving on the
streets of Detroit, and had not
given much thought to their
plight But her eyes and heart
are wide open now

‘Even 1 work with people
who have been through some
pretty hard times,’ she said
And night here in Canton we
see people who come i who
have very little, and we give
them a free meal It could hap-

pen to anyone

Many of the people
Fernandez met while deliver-
g coats were disabled, she
said

‘We were really surprised by
this, but this year we want to
collect Depends (adult diapers)
for people who are 1n the
streets and disabled,” she saxd
‘They need them really badly”
The restaurant will also collect
gently used coats, blankets,
scarves, hats and thermal
socks

I went to Bronner’s with my fiancee, Robin, to
buy decorations for what will be our first
Christmas tree We needed just about everything
for a tree but tops on the list was an ornament to
honor Ndeye, 6, a little gir] half a world away in
Senegal, Africa Robin and I sponsor Ndeye
through the Christian Children’s Fund We ve
heard from her through a letter but don’t know
much about the Iife she lives 1n Senegal That fact
doesn’t remove her from our thoughts and we
wanted an ornament for Ndeye

It seemed like a simple request

For those of you who haven’t been to Bronner’s, 1t’s
1 Frankenmuth and claims to be the biggest
Christmas decor store in the world Company hitera-
ture boasts 50,000 items for sale mcluding decora-
tions and gifts from 70 nations

Our search began at the west entrance First i our
basket was fake icicles at $6 99 a
dozen Second was a tree skirt and
third was a small natinty scene The
ornament we were after had yet to
appear

To be fair to Bronner’s, the majority
of 1ts decorations don't depict people
atall Reindeer, snowflakes, jingle
bells and lights of all kinds are for sale
as well as ornaments of every shape
and color The biggest problem was
= that whenever an ornament had a per-

son on 1t, that person was 1nvarably as
whate as all the fake snow decorating the more 90,000
square feet of retail space at Bronner’s After an hour
we were half way through the store and couldn’t find a
dark face on a single ornament

We then saw a black couple walking around
Bronner’s with an empty shopping basket I didn’t
know what they were shopping for and didn’t ask but
the dearth of ornaments with people of color had my
mind racing Just what does a parent tell a chuld who
asks where the black Santa ornaments are?

And what about the angels that top Christmas trees
all around the land If a minornty child doesn’t see
black, Hispanic or Asian angels standing alongside the
white cherubs, does the child think only whites go to
heaven? That notion 1s sully to adults, but what do
young children think?

P'm not pohtically correct and don’t claim to have
close friends of every ethnicity, yet I was still bothered

Questions lingered

Isn t this America where everyone 1s supposed to
be equal® Don t companies spend millions of dol-
lars marketing Hip Hop culture to white youth? If
1t’s hip for white kids to act black, why can't a black
family buy an ornament with someone on 1t that
looks familiar? I m not talking about ornaments
with African themes either Im talking about

said Ferguson, who was
named Coach of the Year by
the Observer Sports Staff “We
lose some good sentors and
some depth, but next year

we're going to get better and
we Hl keep setting our goals
higher

‘Our 200 medley relay team
could be top eight (an the
state) next year”

Ferguson was an assistant at
Glenn for three seasons under
Ron Staples before taking over
the head position He also
coached seven seasons at
Livonia Ladywood and was the
boys and girls coach at his
alma mater, Wayne, starting m
1988-89 Ferguson, a 1982
Wayne grad, swam for the
Zebras under coach Jum
McParthn He 1s currently the
Aquatic Supervisor at Canton
Township’s Summit at the
Park

“I m lucky to do have a job
like this outside of teaching
and be able to coach,”
Ferguson said “And I'm fortu-
nate to be able to work 1t out

‘My parents tell me that I
always wanted to go n the
water for as long as they can
remember;” Musson said “Our
season Just ended, but I
already nuss 1t and I'm looking
forward to when I can start
swamming again for the

Distance events were
Musson’s specialty during her
early days 1n the pool, but she
quickly evolved 1nto one of the
Rocks best sprinters This past
season, she made the biggest
waves for Salem 1n the 100
freestyle and as a member of
the Rocks’ 200 and 400
freestyle relays teams

Like Heaney, Musson gave
Olson credit for the success she
achieved at the high school
tevel

‘He was my coach for the
past six years,” said Musson,
who mentioned that Olson also

Kids Count Survey focuses
on suburban Wayne County

While young children in
Detrort continue to struggle
with the devastating effects of
poverty and neglect, the recent
Kads Count Survey shows that
many suburban Wayne County
children are also at nisk

Marlene Dawvis, superintend
ent of Wayne County Regional
Education Services Agency,
compared the threat to our
community to terrorism and
called the Kids Count data a
red alert

‘What this data suggests to
me 1s that kids don t count,
she said ‘ This 1s a red alert,
this 1s the terrorism in our
own backyard Children in this
county are being terrorized

Davis participated Friday in
a panel discussion as a part of
amornng 2005 Childrens
Summut to address the 1ssues
raised by the survey The sum

The PIRGIM Trouble 1n Toyland
report offers safety gmidelines for pur-
chasing toys for small children and
provides examples of toys currently on
store shelves that pose potential safety
hazards PIRGIM’s research focused
on four categories of dangers toys
that contain toxic chemicals, pose
choking hazards, are dangerously
loud, or could cause strangulation

Toxic chemicals such as phthalates,
a class of chemicals used to soften
plastic toys and teethers, have been
linked to a range of health effects
mcluding reproductive defects and
early onset puberty Some manufac-
turers have started labehng their
products as ‘phthalate-free * PIRGIM

PIRGIM researchers found and tested
several toys that exceed 90 decibels
Prolonged exposure to sounds at 85
decibels or higher can result in hear-
mg damage

W Avod strangulation hazards. In
June 2005, [thinois became the first
state to ban the water yo-yo because
of incidents 1n which the toy wrapped
tightly around children’s necks or
caused other mjuries to the eyes, face
and head PIRGIM called on CPSC to
