Township commits $1 million to underpass

Residents living to the south of 

businesses such as Busch’s Market on Sheldon Road should finally 
start planning alternate routes to 
get their shopping done 

The Plymouth Township Board 
of Trustees Ihesday night approved 
a resolution — on the second try — committing just over $1 million to 
the Sheldon Road underpass proj­
ect, the $13 2 million g r^ e  separa­
tion that’s been more than six years 
in the making

It was the final financial piece m 
the puzzle Wayne County officials 
say they need to finally get the proj­ect off the ground First proposed 
in 1999, the project has run into 
problems including changes m fed­
eral regulations, issues with land 
acquisition and other delays 

City commissioners last month 
passed a similar motion commit­ting $503,250 to the project CSXs 
share is capped at 5 percent, or 
some $600 000 County officials 
have said the county would front that mor-’y and then seek reim 
bursemenl from the railroad 

According to Assistant Wayne County Executive Alan Helmkamp, 
the decisions will allow the project 
to begin in November The project 
is expected to close Sheldon Road 
for some 22 months 

Before the vote, Helmkamp 
acknowledged the delays but urged the board lo follow through on Us 
onginal commitment 

“It has a somewhat tortured his­
tory,” Helmkamp said of the proj­
ect “I see this as a time where we 
have to see where folks are at and 
what direction we’re going to take th is”

The approval came only after lengthy discussion and included 
one failed motion The major stick­
ing point in the intergovernmental 
agreement was the payment sched­
ule, which called for 25 percent up front and another 25 percent when 
bids went out on the project 

Trustees were also concerned
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Plymouth Township board members Tuesday committed just over $1 million to the 
Sheldon Road underpass project construction on which Wayne County officials say 
should start in November
about how the township would pay the bill IVustee Bob Doroshewitz 
wanted approval made contingent 
on getting a bond issue approved 
by voters When trustee Charles

Curmi made a motion that did not 
include such a  provision, 
Doroshewitz cast the swing vote
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Go with the flow: Foundation splashes cash for new fountain in Kellogg Park

If all goes well, Kellogg Park in downtown 

Plymouth will have a new fountain in the spring, 
replacing one that toppled over and smashed into 
several pieces nearly two years ago

The Wilcox Foundation is giving the city up to $27,000 to purchase a fountain, which City 
Manager Paul Sincock said will cost approximately 
$40,000 That’s about half the ongmal estimates to 
replace the downtown landmark that came crashing 
down when a contractor tried to level it in May 2004

“Jack (Wilcox) requested in his trust documents 
that we have a fountain dedicated to family mem­
bers,” said Win Schrader, one of three directors of 
the  Wilcox Foundation ‘We have, essentially, 
offered the city 75 percent of the cost of a new foun­
tain

Wilcox, a longtime Plymouth resident who lived

the two-story Victorian home across from Kellogg Park, set up a foundation before dying in June 
2000‘Jack wanted to  do things to improve the quality 
of life in the community,” said Schrader 

The Plymouth Community Youth Advisory 
Commission held a design contest for the new foun­
tain‘ The proposed fountain won’t have the bowl the 
previous fountain had,’ said Sincock “From a main­
tenance standpoint, it was a nightmare

‘The new one will have a ring around the outside 
that will cascade water inward m a  six- to eight-foot 
arch, in addition to a center spray feature,” he said 
“It will have lighting and other amenities We’re very 
pleased the Wilcox Foundation stepped up to the 
plate to make the  improvements ’

Sincock said fund-raisers by the youth commis­
sion and other donations are expected to pay the 
remainder of the fountain cost

Arbor Road at Hix, which is scheduled 
to be closed as part of I ivonu s 
Legacy Initiative to restructure grades because of falling enrollment 

Last year, Superintendent Jim Ryan 
onginally announced a preliminary plan that would house Miller s 660 
students at the new Workman 
Elementary in Canton s Cherry Hill 
Village for one year alongside stu 
den+«i ass’gned To Workman The new 
bu iding IS expected to open n 
August j js i utiorc the 2006 07

school year begins 
However, when Livonia announced 

it was closing seven schools, 
Plymouth-Canton administrators 
envisioned another possibility

It appears this school could help us 
enormously with where to put 500 students,’ said Barbara Church 
Rodenberg, assistant superintendent 
of instruction, who noted 139 students 
currently bused to Miller from Central 
Park Estates will be m the Workman 
attendance area next year ‘We’ve had 
some discussions with the Livonia business department ’

Church said Washington 
Elementary wouldn’t be large enough 
to house all 500 general education 
and Talented and Gifted program stu­
dentsOur proposal is to put the TAG 
classrooms at Workman Elementarj' 
for one year and move the remaining 
Miller students to Washington,’ she

Team swings golf m anager gig

Golfers wondering what it’s going to be 

like to play Hilltop under new manage­
ment only have to travel to Canton to find 
out

Tlie Plymouth Township board Tuesday night approved a five-year lease agree­
ment with Fellows Creek Canton, Inc, 
the same management team that runs 
Fellows Creek Golf Club m Canton 
Fellows Creek replaces American Golf, 
which ran the township-owned course 
the last 10 years

The new managers promised to pay 
attention to the desires of the people who 
play the course

“We’re going to find out what they re 
looking for,’ said Fellows Creek’s Dennis 
Ross “We want to improve the course 
visually, and m the way it plays ’

Township trustees unanimously picked 
Fellows Creek over Glendale Golf 
Management, LLC, run by Plymouth resi­
dent Jim Salagi Glendale had proposed a 
five-year lease with an ‘almost automatic’ 
five-year extension that scared some of the trustees off

While most of the provisions in the 
proposals were similar, the amount of 
revenue generated under each agreement 
was different

Fellows Creek offered a percentage of 
golf and food incomeGlendale’s proposal offered a percent­
age in the first year, then guaranteed 
mmimums of $260,000-$280,000 over 
the final four years

‘ It comes down to guaranteed money versus non-guaranteed money,” Treasurer 
Ron Edwards said “(But) I don t  think we 
need to go any further than five years ”

Fellows Creek will pay the township 50 
percent of the amount over $400,000 in 
gross revenue from greens fees and golf 
cart rentals, and an additional 5 percent 
of the food/beverage gross revenues

The new managers at Plymouth Township's Hilltop 
Golf Course will seek input from people who play 
the course regularly while making improvements

Based on 2005 revenue figures repos­
ed by American Golf, that would bring 
the township at least $158,000 
According to Edwards, Amencan Golf 
under-reported their revenues He 
expects the lease to generate some 
$240,000 m the first year

The challenge will be increasing play at 
the course While both applicants agreed 
the golf industry as a whole has suffered a 
12-15 percent drop, they both said rounds 
at Hilltop are off 27 percent over the last 
three years

‘There are some tee surfaces that need 
work, some playability issues on some of 
the holes and it needs consistent mainte­
nance,’Ross said “We feel confident 
when we put the program in effect, play 
will come back”

Children's party spot takes owners into next phase of life

Rick Stallings and Jane Tirey were graduate 
students at Notre Dame when they met 
Twenty-five years into their marnage, the Plymouth couple has been through ups and 
downs, for sure And starting this weekend, 
the ups and downs will be even more plentiful 

The couple opened their second Pump It Up 
— an indoor party spot featuring inflatable 
equipment — location yesterday in Canton 

If you d have told them a couple of years ago they would own not one, but two, businesses 
which are loud, hectic providers of children’s’ 
birthday parties and Cub Scout entertainment, 
they’d have said you were nuts But today, 
they’re enjoying success at one location and 
hope for foture success at another Can’t blame Stallings and Tirey for not see­
ing It coming Just a few short years ago, Tirey 
was happily retired from her career at Generd

Motors, 
where she 
worked as a 
certified pub­
lic account 
ant

Stallings was 
at the height 
of his career 
as a senior partner for 
auditing firm 
Arthur 
Andersen 
Before his 
company’s 
client, Enron, 
became a 
household 
name syn- 
onjmous 
with scandal, 
Stallings was 
certain he’d

retire from Arthur Andersen, comfortably sup­
ported by stock options in the company 

But all that disappeared in 2002 when the 
company was forced to surrender its CPA 
licenses after the company was convicted of 
obstruction of justice for shredding documents 
related to Enron The conviction was over­
turned by the U S Supreme Court in May 
2005, but Stallings, and some 85,000 of its 
employees around the world, were no less 
unemployed as a result of the scandal 

He was also no less out of his retirement, 
and all of his investments in the company were 
gone

“Did we want to go out and beat the pave­
ment?” Stallings said “Vl''e deaded that wasn t really what we wanted to do So we looked at starting a company, purchasing a  franchise or 
buying a business ” The couple decided to do 
some of each

We started one company (InterSlice 
Studios, a multimedia and marketing firm) 
and bought one franchise,’ Stallings said 

The first was a natural for both Tirey and 
Stallings, as they both had extensive and suc­
cessful corporate backgrounds But the fran­
chise’ The franchise that eventually led them 
to own 16 inflatable bouncer play sets? That 
was out of the blue, they said “We didn’t  know a thing about franchises,’ 
Tirey said Audits kids parties, which 
are well, kids parties 

Stallings and Tirey consulted with a fran­
chise broker who told them, You’re going to 
hate this It s birthday parties ”

But they liked the numbers they saw for the 
profitable franchise

It was probably their youngest son, John, 
who IS now 13 years old, who had the biggest 
impact on their decision

Our son and his friends were just c ra ^  
about these things, Tirey said So John 
became the couple’s ‘CIO,’ or chief inflatable officer, and they were convinced they could 
make a go of it

We decided that if we could get one up and 
running, then hire a manager, we could get another one going, and become pretty hands 
off owners,’ Stallings said 

That s exactly what they did We worked like dogs for a year to get it 
going,’ Stallings said of the Wixom location, 
file first Michigan location they opened in May 
2004

‘What we were shooting for then, and what 
we still want, is to hear Wow’ when the kids 
come in and whining when they have to leave,’

Tirey said It worked, and the couple was soon 
able to hire a manager to help with operations 
Then they hired a second manager, who will 
help get the Canton location going Each location has two 4,500-square-foot 
arenas, where there are four gigantic inflatable 
bouncers Party goers use the arenas for 90 
minutes before heading off to a paity room, 
where they can stay for another two hours to 
enjoy food, games, gifts, or whatever the party 
calls forBasically there is no set-up no clean-up 
and the kids bum off steam before heading to 
the party room,’ Tirey said It’s a simple kind of party to plan, Tirey said 
Customers call to book the time for the party 
Pump It Up then mails the host the invitations 
to send out to guestsThe night before the party. Pump It Up will 
call the host to inquire about needs for food, 
balloons, or goody bags 

The day of the party, children arrive and 
watch a two-mmute safety video before head

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County must project on track
Wayne County officials for m onths now have groused 

and complained that construction on the Sheldon Road 
underpass has been the victim of delays caused at least in 
part by a  noncommittal Plymouth Township board and 
an even-more reluctant city commission to commit funds 
to the  project

On Ihesday night, the Plymouth Tovmship board gave 
county officials what they wanted — an agreement to pay 
slightly more than $1 million — to the  $13 2 million proj 
ect That decision comes on the heels of last month’s city 
commission vote to spend $503,250

A ssistant Wayne County executive Alan Helmkamp, 
who has been cajoling city and township officials into 
m aking decisions, had to be holding his breath as the 
township board debated the issue Tuesday The initial 
vote to approve the  m oney actually failed, only when 
trustee Bob Doroshe'witz decided to  reconsider did the 
board finally give the  county the green light, but even 
that’s contingent on the parties finding a  workable pay­
m ent plan

The township tried — but failed — to find the votes to 
m ake th e ir  agreem ent conditional on getting a  bond 
passed by voters Since the earliest the question could 
have h it th e  ballot is May, which probably would have 
delayed the project an entire year, Helmkamp could be 
forgiven for becoming increasingly frustrated

B ut m uch of the county’s frustration is self-inflicted, 
not necessarily by Helmkamp, who’s only been overseeing 
this project for about 18 months, bu t by county officials, 
who have been unable to wrangle the  necessary parts to 
get the  project — first brought forth more than six years 
ago — on the right track

Delays have been caused by property acquisition issues, 
by an  argum ent w ith the Detroit W ater and Sewerage 
D epartm ent over moving w ater m am s, and by a steep 
drop m the economy The tovmship board cut the item 
completely out of its budget, and the city decided it would 
be money better spent on local roads

The “blame game” got played a  lot over the issue There 
was even tha t silly bit a few weeks ago about whether the 
county did or did not mail a copy of the intergovernmen­
tal agreem ent to the  city To his credit, Helmkamp has 
refused to  play the game, choosing instead to focus on 
moving forward

For all his good intentions, now Helmkamp must make 
sure th e  project finally gets off th e  ground For some 
unfathom able reason, CSX Railroad officials have been 
loathe to  sign an in tergovernm ental agreem ent bu t 
Helmkamp told all parties the county would lay out CSXs 
$600 000  share if the railroad failed to pony up

W ith the property acquired, the water issue settled and 
all paying parties back on board, th is project needs to 
begin th is construction season The county finally got 
v ^ a t  It w anted

 ̂Now the blame game has to stop, and county officials 
m ust get this plan back on track

Media not independent
In his column (“Despite reputation, 

journalists play a vital role in freedom, 
Observer, Jan 1) Kurt Kuban writes without independent media wc would be 
at the mercy of what our leaders tell us 
What independent media?

We have very little of traly independent 
news media Most of it is very much not mdependent It appears most of the inde 
pendent media he is talking about are dan 
destmely monopolized, mudi dependent 
on hints, coercion and otherwise mtimida 
tion from one source managing the distn- 
bution of mformation of vital importance 
to the public deadmg what the public may, 
should and should not know 

How else can one describe the situation 
when one person owns and con trols more 
than 50 outlets of news media organiza­
tions, and he or she, with more of the like, 
cooperate m fooling the public at will’

We are at the mercy of what they tell 
us Journalists are given, or otherwise sense, the limits of their freedom m hon­
est reporting They know non-compli­
ance with the wishes and designs of con­
trollers of the supposedly independent 
media may bring upon them unpleasant 
consequences, such as dismissals or ter­minations of their reporting services 

The examples of reporting cited by Mr Kuban are mostly of lesser importance 
He cites some instances of what the news 
media tell us that otherwise we wouldn t  
know He doesn’t tell us what the “inde 
pendent media withhold from us that 
we need to know

This country’s public is certainly not among those most honestly informed 
Public opinion is cleveily manipulated by 
not so independent, most news media

important show for our region I am not 
referring to the Super Bowl, that’s coming in 
25 days I am refernng to the 2006 North 
American International Auto Show Each year it’s 

an important event for Detroit but this year it takes on even greater importance 
Whyi  ̂In case you have missed it, the Big Three 

-  Ford, General Motors and to a lesser extent 
DaimlerChrysler -  are reeling with their North 
American operations They are not making any 
money and in GM’s case recording large signifi­cant losses The word bankruptcy, vehemently 
demed by GM’s executives, keeps cropping up in 
conversation They are attacking their cost struc­

ture with a vengeance but when 
all IS said and done, after costs 
are m line, it’s product and qual­ity that counts If the consumer 
doesn t buy the product and if it 
IS not quality, costs don’t  mean a 
thing This year’s show is about 
product

Believe me, it’s there, not only 
from the domestic automakers 
but the imports as well Outstanding product, better fuel 
economy and excellent quality 
The argument has been made 

that the domestics did not have the product con­
sumers will buy They have heard the message 
and responded You will see it in production vehi­
cles as well as the concepts on display Here are some of the new product and concept 
vehicles that made an impression on me 

General Motors is introducing the 2007 
Cadillac Escalade which will be on sale in the first 
quarter o f2006 It’s a full size SUV with a new V- 8 engine, new interior styling and a unique 
instrument panel featunng gauges that are con­tinuously white LED backlight The Escalade 
ESV IS comparable but 21 inches longer so it has 
more seating room as well as cargo room It goes 
on sale this summer

Buick IS showing its Enclave crossover 2008 
concept vehicle Crossovers harken back to the 
station wagons of old but are much better They 
have the comfort of a car nde and the space of an 
SUV They are more fuel efficient The Enclave is 
a roomy six-passenger vehicle with an innovative 
sunroof that extends almost the entire length of 
the vehicle

In the muscle segment, GM introduced a 
retooled Camaro concept vehicle How many of us m my age bracket remember the old Camaro’
I had one and enjoyed it Now GM is bringing it 
back as a concept vehicle 

Not to be Ignored in the hybnd vehicle seg

ment, GM introduced the 2007 Saturn Vue 
Green Line and the 2008 Chevrolet Thhoe The 
surprise was the very competitive pncing of the 
Saturn Hybrid, less than $23,000 

Ford is also aggressive in its product announce­
ments Lincoln introduced the MKX, described as a luxury crossover vehicle and a new luxury 
sedan the Lincoln MKS These are two very 
impressive vehicles The MKX has some very 
excellent features such as a panoramic sun roof, 
heated as well as cooled seats and adaptive front 
head lights The crossover segment will be very 
competitive and this vehicle should do well The MKX in the luxury sedan segment will go head to 
head with Cadillac and the imports such as 
Lexus, BMW and Mercedes These vehicles are 
not standing still so the stakes for success remain 
high

Ford introduced its crossover vehicle, the Edge 
It has some of the same features as the Lincoln 
such as the panoramic sun roof but not all the 
luxury of a Lincoln

What’s interesting is that General Motors has 
introduced many new SUVs, Ford is projected 
that in 2006 the crossover vehicles, CUV, will out 
sell SUVs CUVs sold more than two million 
vehicles in 2005 For Detroit s sake let s hope that 
both Ford and General Motors are correct and 
that many SUVs and CUVs are sold 

Chrysler introduced the Impenal concept It is 
building off of the success of die Chrysler 3COM 
It’s very impressive Introduced as a concept was 
the Challenger As with General Motors, Chrysler IS reaching back into ite successful past for its 
concept vehicles updating them with style, per­
formance and fuel efficiency as appropnate 

Jeep introduced its all new 2007 Jeep 
Compass, a SUV that has performance, styling, SUV functions and fuel economy at the pnce of a 
small SUV Its  built on the concept SUV, the Jeep 
Compass It will be available this fall 

In my opinion, Detroit has gotten the message 
and has product that should meet the publics 
desires because product and quality make a car 
company successful Certainly costs have to be in 
line but product is the answer 

I highly recommend a visit to this year’s auto 
show and be prepared to be dazzled The show 
begins Saturday and ends Sunday, Jan 22 The 
price for adults is $12, seniors is $6, ages 7-12,
$5, children 6 and under are free

Over the Chnstmas holiday, that’s exactly 

what the pluclty 9-year-old Plymouth girl got 
Andn, who expenenced congestive heart 

failure at 9 months old and has battled heart problems ever since, started the New Year off 
the way her family had hoped — with a new 
heart Andn came home from Children’s 
Hospital Dec 30 ,justl3  days after the sur­
gery her parents are praying for saved her life 

Andri’s homecoming, greeted by a couple of 
hundred people (some of

■
 y whom had never even met

her), ended — at least for now 
‘ I  — some of the most anxious 

f moments in the lives of her 
parents, Angela and Bnan 

After mu(h consultmg with 
doctors, and prayer with God, 
the Hills last summer deaded 
to add Andn to file vmtuig list 
for a new heart She had a bout 
with nsing blood pressure that 

kept her name off the hst until Aug 29 
At that point, Angela Hill was given a beeper with which medical professionals 

would contact her if a heart became available There wasn’t  much choice, Andn had been 
diagnosed with restrictive cardiomyopathy, a 
heart disease that, among other things, keeps 
the heart from relaxing between beats 

Doctors and nurses told Angela Hill when they gave her the beeper f ii^ d  try some ofiier way to contact her m person, but file beeper still 
setfied on Hill’s belt like a weight When I talked 
to the H iHs this summer, I \ras struck Ity the 
anguish barely disguised behmd the teais that 
welled in A n n a ’s Hills eyes just talking about it 

Emotiondly, it’s very hard,’ Hill said at the 
time ‘It’s harder for us as parents You look 
at Andn, and she looks heathy, but the doc­
tor is telling us she’s sicker than she looks ” 

Not anymore Andn made it home just 13 
days after the transplant, a mask covenng her 
mouth to ward off airborne elements, as sur- 
pnsed as her mother at the welcome she 
received when she drove up to the family’s 
Arthur Street home 

Fnends, relatives, strangers, even some 
news media, gathered to welcome her home, 
to wish her well It was an outpounng of love 
that caught the family by surpnse

I m so overwhelmed by everybody, I can’t believe it, Angela Hill said with tears in her 
eyes We re very lucky to have a great sup­
portive school and community I never imag­
ined thisMaybe it would have been tough to imagine

but it’s probably not so surprising Members of 
Andn’s school community at Our Lady of 
Good Counsel ran bake sales, fund-raisers and 
developed the ‘‘Believe in Miracles” bracelets 
to financially support the Hill family

Something new: A different type of screwdriver

About four years ago, we met 
with an engineer and inventor 
who said he had designed a new 
type of screw head one he said 
that voi Id rcvolutioni7e screws 

as we knov them
He pulled his new di ver bit out along with a handful of 

screws and it was unlike any 
thing we had ever used The 
driver tip looked kind of like a 
cross between a Phillips and a 
square head

What makes this new style of 
screv dn'' er differs^ is tha+ it 
has been designed with eight 
points of contact, which is dou­
ble that of either the Phillips or 
the square head The Phillips 
has four points of contact within 
the screv head, and the square head also has four points of con­tact within the screw head 

The Phillips IS certainly quick 
and easy to use The tapered tip 
makes it very forgiving for the 
novice (or anyone, for that mat 
ter) when attacking a screw

from almost any angle
However the taper that 

makes the Phillips easy to msert 
is the same thing that makes it 
hard to hold in high torque situ 
ations where a great deal of 
pressure is needed to install the 
screw as m hardwood or metai

W tnolongu bu) slotted screws For the important jobs 
that require positive fastening, 
we have gotten used to using the 
square head There is no slip 
out (cam-out) and no operator 
force requii ed to hold the tip m 
the screw slot (to get a t i ^ t  high-torque connection)

Unfortunately, square heads 
shear very easily and we find 
ourselves going through tips by 
the dozens Basically, the very 
corners of the square-shaped bit 
wear down in no time When 
this happens, the tip slips and 
stnps (rounds out) the inside of the screw and makes it almost 
impossible to remove

With square heads, it is 
imperative to change the bit reg 
ularly so this won t cause a prob

lera Otherwise the square drive 
IS a great tool
TECHNICAL

H Phillips -  The Phillips tip 
has tour points of contact with

■  Square head -  The square 
head tip also has four points of 
contact (one at each of four cor­
ners) These points of contact 
are diagonal to the screw axisDiagonal force isn’t  as strong 
as perpendicular force and shear 
can occur under high torque 
The good thing is that the 
square tip has almost no raper 
and therefore doesnt slip or 
cam-out

So, the Phillips is really quick 
and easy to use But it’s no good 
for high torque jobs 

The square head doesn’t 
require a truck dnver’s power to 
send a screw home hke the 
Phillips does and the square 
head does high torque driving 
tast and tight

But because theieisn t a lot of bite or gnp surface with a 
square head, it takes about 10 
bits to do the job you would 
expect from one The new screw tip looks like a 
cross between a Phillips and a 
square head -  actually, four htfle

Refhgerators aren’t  designed to 
operate in temperatures below 55 
degreesYes, there are refrigerators recently 
introduced into the marketplace that 
will perform this task, and they are 
expensiveHomeowners called and told me 
that the food m the freezer was thaw­
ing The simple answer has been that 
the control in the refrigerator meas­
ures the temperature m the garage and so it shuts off the product for a

long period of time Food will then 
thaw out m the freezer sectionAnother thing that happens is the, 
cold causes the oil in the compressor 
to congeal and break a valve inside 
the compressor This can result m a 
$600 repair billThe best remedy is to pull the plug 
during the cold winter months and 
operate the refrigerator during safe 
temperature periods

My last point on this subject leads 
to the high energy cost of operating 
the refrigerator m the garageKeep m mind that dunng the hot 
days of summer, the refrigerator will 
run non-stop ll ia t’s a lot of money 
just to keep the pop cold Use ice - 
cubes, it’s cheaper Stay tuned

Beverly asks “The bathtub 

knobs for hot and cold water 
are separate and then there is a 
stopper to allow the water to 
go to the shower When the stopper IS pulled up, the show­
er works, but there is still 
water coming through the 
spout in the tub How can I 
stop this water from going into 
the tub and redirect it to come 
from the showerhead?”Your showerhead and tub 
spout are connected to the 
same pipe When you toggle 
the valve lever on the spout (the diverter valve) you redi­
rect water from there to the 
showerhead Once in the redi­

rected position, this type of 
valve often leaks to some 
extent

However, if you are expen- 
encing excessive leakage you 
may want to replace the tub 
spout, ending up with a new

reason Kasbowjomed the 
Unification movement while 
attending Wayne State 
University in Detroit“What you’re reading m the
