Library board OKs renovation

Finished 3rd floor, expanded teen area in plan

The Board of Trustees of the
Plymouth District Library
voted to proceed with the plans
to renovate the Library, accept-
ing the project bid at 1ts
monthly Board meeting last
week Plans include finishing
the library’s unfinished upper
level, creating a youth-only
area on the lower level,
expanding the teen area and
reconfiguring the mam level

The general contractor for
the project McCarthy &
Smith of Farmington, pre-
sented a package of construc-
tion bids selected from a field
of 85 firms that bid on the
project Construction 1s
scheduled to begin at the end
of May and will last roughly
18 months Library staff
expects only a few closed days
during the process

‘One of our prumary require-
ments 1s that the Library
remain open during the con-
struction and available for our
Library patrons, explained
Board President, Hugh
Harsha

Total cost of the renovation
1s estimated at $3 7 nuilion,
which will come from library
reserves No tax increase will
be needed to fund the project

“I want each kid to have the

Jackson beheves some of

What is a cardiac cathetermzation?

A cardiac cath or angiogram 1s a procedure used to take
x rays of the heart muscle and valves It shows how well
these are working the extent of the damage after a heart

The procedure uses a catheter (along thin flexible tube)
mserted through an artery (blood vessel) usually 1n the
thigh up to the heart A colorless dye 1s 1njected in the
catheter and x ray pictures are taken of the heart and
coronary arteries This 1s a nonsurgical procedure and a
patient receives a mild sedative but remains awake during
the procedure

What s the difference beiween

cardiac cath and angioplasty?

A cardrac cath 1s used to take x rays or pictures of the
heart Once done an angioptasty or batloon angioptasty
may be immediately performed

The angtoplasty procedure uses a catheter lLike the cardiac
cath with a deflated balloon on the tip and 1s 1nserted

test electrodes are placed on the chest and an intravenous
line allows the medicine to flow in the heart A special
camera to record blood flow photographs the medicine

If the people 1n this town have proven anything the last
several years, 1t’s that they’re willing to step up and work
for something in whuch they believe

The Plymouth youth commuission proved that when 1t
orgamzed some of the fund-raising and the design of the
new fountain in Kellogg Park The Friends of the Penn
certainly proved it, not only keeping the Penn Theater
from a near-certain razing, but raising enough money to
keep it as an entertaimnment venue in downtown, as it has
been for 41 years

But perhaps the quintessential story of perseverance 1s
that of Plymouth Township resident Bob Zaetta, who for
14 years now has pushed, prodded, cajoled and, finally,
convinced anyone and everyone who would histen that
Plymouth needed a one-stop-shopping memorial to
Plymouth-area veterans of wars

Fourteen years That’s an incredible display of stick-to-
1ttveness for a guy who wsn’t even a veteran For Zaetta, a
retired US history teacher, the drive started 1n 1992 with
his interest 1n the Civil War monument known as “The
Lady,” which currently resides in Riverside Cemetery

City officals told hum the memorial park wasn’t going
to happen unless he got all the veterans groups in town to
agree to move their various memorials Along with the
Civil War monument, at least four others are scattered
throughout the city a memoral rock representing World
War II veterans 1n front of the Wilcox House, a
Korean/Vietnam memorial, also near Wileox, a monu-
ment to World War I veterans n front of Central Middle
School, and a cannon representing the Spanish-American
War in Cannon Park on Farmer Street

Undaunted, Zaetta pushed on Support from some of
the veterans groups came grudgingly, but eventually
Zaetta won them over Now, though 1t’s been 14 years i
the making, the long-awaited Plymouth Community
Veterans Memorial Park took the first step toward reality
last week when work began on the $550,000 project on
city-owned property n front of Central Middle School
The project was made possible after a $450,000 donation
by the Plymouth District Veterans Memorial Foundation

Zaetta would be the first to point out the obvious It’s
not solely his accomplishment He had plenty of help His
Memorial Park commuttee walked the long road together
and got off at the last stop last week

The hope among committee members 1s the park can
be dedicated on the Fourth of July Thanks to the efforts
of Zaetta and his cohorts, that’s when the memonals will
at last have a final resting place of their own

Irish moss conjures up 1mages
of soft, lush greenery, of plants
carpeting the ground and swal-
lowing up ruins of a craggy Insh
castle

Seems like a plant you could
even uge to replace a patch of
lawn? Well, not so fast

The problem 1s that a number
of plants are called Irish moss
The only traits these plants
share are bemng moss-like and
green They dont even necessar-
ily grow n Ireland

You may know one of the Irish
mosses under the name baby’s-
tears, a houseplant whose creep-
g stems are smothered
beneath a mantle ofleaves Each
shamrock-green leaf1s only a
quarter of an mch long

But you would have to chmb

Traditional hummus 1s little
more than chickpeas tahim
garlic, lemon juice and olive
o1l Problem 1s, not enough
garhe and lemon juice leaves
the hummus flat Too much
garlic or tahum and 1t tastes
raw

I was making hummus for
my son, who 15 12 He’s not all
that picky, so I usually don’t
bother getting fancy Today the
plan was just chickpeas, lemon
Juice, olive o1l, garlic and salt I
dumped everything in the food
processor and let 1t wharl

The result was a little thick,

so I tossed i a few hot red
peppers, figuring their hiqud
content would help smooth 1t
out And for fun, I added the
zest of a whole lemon, just to
see what would happen

But still too thick It needed
water Thats when the glass of
seltzer water I was sipping
caught my eye Odd, yes
Actually, really odd But what
the heck 1poured abit m and
flipped the switch

Perfect consistency But the
taste® It blew me away The
seltzer water somehow height-
ened the flavors of the garlic
and peppers, while also addng
a quality that was - for lack of
a better word ~ effervescent

ond book was released, Patsalis wrote
pressure cooker manufacturers to
find out what upgrades took place on
the pressure cooking equipment

Patsalis said the new generation of
pressure cookers offers safety fea-
tures, imcluding a system where the
exira steam escapes, so that marinara
sauce doesn’t end up on the kitchen
blinds or floor She discovered that
many of today’s cookers house a heat
diffuser, a wire or metal pldte that
prevents direct contact between the
heat and the bottom of the pressure
cooker Most cookers have the diffuser
mcluded, but they can be purchased if
needed, Patsalis writes 1n her book

“Heat diffusers should be used
when preparing rice, bean or pasta
recipes,” Patsalis said “Starches are
heavy and fall to the bottom and the
heat diffuser helps prevent scorching
and burning”

Pressure cookers today range from
about $60 to $225 Today’s pots have
stainless steel encasing aluminum

But Patsalis has always enjoyed the
ease of the pressure cooker

“At the begmmning of any stew 1s
mure poix ~ garlic, onion, celery, car-
rots and parsley, Patsalis sard ‘Once
you start that tomato sauce or that
stew, you are on your way home”

Pressure cookers are making their
way back mto today’s kitchen, Patsahs
said “I believe theyre in more
kitchens because of the energy they
save, with two people working and
more manufacturers are putting them

While you're there, scout the
areas and locate trails, funnels,
saddles and other cornidors
leading to and from the pr1-
mary feeding and bedding
areas

With the folhage down and
no snow on the ground, visibil-
1ty 1s outstanding and foot
travel 1s easy You ean really
get a good feel for the lay of
the land at this time of year

If you're hunting private

Vawter, the retired newspaper editor, found

a way to teach compassion 1n the workplace,
but 1t took time to get there As a young sports
writer, he observed how stuttering complicated
his communication with revved-up athletes
and coaches during games He went back to
school, became a copy editor in Memphis 1n
1970, and advanced to news editor, until the

paper closed 1n 1983

Two years later, he became assistant
managing editor at The Knoxvillé News
Sentinel That was his turning point, “the point
at which [ realized I am who I am, could work
hard and could do my job well, and could
communicate the basics, so 1t really didn’t
matter what I sounded like,”he says It may not
have mattered to him, but what about the
people in his workplace? Something went
smoothly, because he served as managing
editor for 10 years

The key to unlocking the door was alerting
others to hus stuttering at the outset 1n business
meetings, public speaking, whenever he was
tensing up He found that advising people of
his stuttering before he began speaking

formally or entered an 1nterview had

tremendous 1mpact He'd say, “I am a person
who stutters You may hear some things that
make you uncomfortable For that, I'm sorry
But let me assure you, it doesn’t make me
uncomfortable and we’ll communicate the best

we can Just have a little patience ”

Within a couple of years, things will get even more
mteresting as excess automotive capacity, and too many
models and players, chase fairly stagnant levels of auto-
motive sales in the US marketplace

Thats because Geely, Chia’s seventh-largest auto
maker, expects to bring thousands of econoboxes to the
United States within the next couple of years And
Chery, shghtly larger than Geely, plans to import a slew
of mid market models beginning in 2007, m coopera-
tion with the irrepressible automotive entrepreneur

Chery and Geely are aiming at different parts of the
US auto market. But like the previous waves of Asian
maporters — Japanese beginning m the Seventies and

latent resistance to Chinese-made goods by American
consumers

“In the beginning, things will be tricky, and theyll
have to adapt,” says Savio Chan, president of US Chma
Business Partners, a Melville, NY -based firm that
forges business ties between the two countries But
within four or five years, they 1l be fine, and they'll slow-
ly pick up steam and market share here

At the same tume, however, the obstacles facing Geely
and Chery 1n America are immense They’re already
running nto headwinds from stiff safety, pollution and
other federal regulatory requirements Retailling and
repair 1ssues are rife with landmanes for the Chinese

Political resistance might yet surface as thousands of
GM and Ford workers continue to get their walking
papers over the next year or two, at the same time that
the news carries 1mages of the first Chinese imports hut-
ting Amernican shores In fact, just this week, Geely-
USAs head, John Harmer, told an audience of automo-
tive dnalysts that he and Geely are seeking support from

for abroad-based pubhc-relations effort to deal with
the protectionism 1ssue

And the vaunted Chinese ability to undercut Western
wages doesn’t mean as much as one might assume, even
i the US market, because automation has slashed the
labor content of manufacturimg worldwide “They can
come m with relatively iexpensive vehicles, but the
world 1s getting so efficient at making vehicles every-
where that the labor cost advantage no longer 1s so
great,” says David Cole, executive director of the Center
for Automotive Research at the Unwversity of Michigan

Besides, each of the Chinese auto makers 1s batthng its
own mndividual gremhins Geely, because of how nefar
ously 1t handled previous importation of scooters to the
US market, and Chery because of the debacle created
by Bricklin’s pullout from the Yugo venture 1n the late
Eighties, after he had spearheaded the importation of
the tiny, featherweight cars made n Yugoslavia

Theres no doubting the potential of the Chinese auto
industry of which Chery and Geely are just a small part
Vehicle production is leading the entire boom m
Chinese manufactuning While China produced a mere
220 000 cars 1 1993, by 2004 that number had
Jumped to annual output of 2 34 miihon untts And

The Geely was featured for the first time at this year’s Auto Show.

1 2004, mcreasmg fourfold from 19905 5 5 milhon,
according to the National Bureau of Statistics of China.
Such 1s China’s new thirst for gasoline that its growing
demand for imported o1l became one of the major fac-
tors m the trebling of world petroleum prices over the
last two years

But not all of this increase 1n automotive output 1s
geared to domestic consumption - even for a national
population that has reached 1 3 bilhon or for an econo-
my that has become a global juggernaut Car registra-
tions now are expected to grow only steadily, rather
than exponentially, over the next decade Other Asian
countries already are importing Chinese made vehicles
by the thousands, some of them manufactured under
jomnt ventures between the Chinese industry and GM,
Volkswagen and other Western auto compantes For the
first time in 2005, China emerged as a net exporter of
vehicles, with 1ts 173,000 unts sent abroad represent-
ng a 27% ncrease 1 nuports from the year before

So all of thus has created a major question that now
hangs over the global auto industry When will China
begin making a difference mn the North American vehi-
cle market
