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Ballots 
late for 
school 
election

Municipal clerks administer­
ing ballots for the May 2 
Plymouth-Canton Community 
Sdiools Board of Education elec­
tion, which also includes a two- 
question $120 million bond pro­
posal, said absentee ballots 
should be delivered to  registered 
voters by the end of this week 

Clerks in Pljonouth, Plymouth 
Township and Canton Township 
said they didn’t  receive the ballots 
until Monday, which is almost k 
week later than  the earlier-prom­
ised April 12 delivery date 

“We worked overture stuff­
ing like mad,” Canton Tbwnship 
Q erk Terry Bennett said Thesday 
afternoon of the 3,500-plus 
absentee ballots tha t were 
expected to be in the mail by 
Wednesday “It certainly com­
pressed the tim e we need to get 
them sent out, and put us m a 
pressure circumstance to get 
them  turned around quickly” 

Plymouth 'Ibwnship Clerk 
Marilyn MassengiH said she does­
n’t  ejqiect to run into any problems 
m admmistenng the Plymouth- 
Canton election, despite the delay 
m receiving the ballots 

“If it was one of the big elec­
tions, and we had to send ballots 
overseas, tha t would have been 
bad,” Massengill said “Luckily, 
we had only four or five going 
out of state”

MassenpU said she had 2,300 
applications for absentee billots 
as o f Thesday, and expects there 
to be more prior to the election 
That’s up from the 2,000 she 
sent ou t for last year’s school 
board election, which didn’t  have 
a bond proposal 

“Even though the school dis- 
tn c t was good about letting peo­
ple know about the election, t h ^  
didn’t  send d ie absentee ballot 
application to  people 60 years 
and older on a  permanent list, 
like we do,” Massengill said 

Bennett also expecteto see 
more voters at the polls this year 

“In comparison to the kmd of 
voter turnout m other school elec- 
tioiK, the interest is up there,” 
Bennett said “Ifhmktherecertam- 
ly is an mcreased mterest m the 
people runnmg for die school 
board, as well as the bond election.” 

Plymouth Clerk Linda 
Langmesser, who also didn’t  
receive ballots until Monday, said 
she had 612 absentee ballots to 
send out as o f Tuesday, which is 
up from the 569 from last year’s 
school district election With the 
increased num ber o f candidates 
and the bond proposal, 
Langmesser was prepared for 
bigger numbers 

“You would think that with the 
money issues on the ballot, peo­
ple would be concerned enough 
to get out and vote,” she said

Speedster the stuff of dreams
Car far more than a hobby for engineer

As a small child, Gene 
Dickirson remembers having 
abig-time dream

“Ever since I was 5 years 
old, I wanted to build a com­
plete car,” said Dickirson, who 
is now 63

At age 8, while others were 
playing baseball and back yard 
games, Dickirson and a fiiend 
were buildmg push cars from 
wood and old tires, propelling 
each other around ̂ e i r  sub­
urban Las Vegas neighbor­
hood

With his interest in the auto 
industry, Dickirson eventually 
became an engineering man­
ager at Ford Motor C o, 
spending much of his 35-year 
career designing heaters, radi­
ators and air conditioners

However, when Ford offered 
enough incentive to retire m 
1988, Dickirson didn’t  see idle 
time and vacations on the 
horizon Instead, he saw an 
opportunity to fiilfill his life­
long dream

It began Feb 6 ,2000, at 
Dickirson’s Plymouth 
Township home, when he 
assembled a nine-member

team  and began the process of 
designing, developing and 
building the one-of-a-kmd 
GDT (Gene Dickirson Team) 
Speedster in his basement 
design studio

Nearly six years later, 
Dickirson’s boyhood dream 
came to fruition with a 
uniquely designed, two-seat 
red sports car assembled in 
his garage

W e designed and built 
about 2,000 components,” 
said Dickirson “This car is my 
Ph D thesis m engmeenng

“For the purchased goods

and services, it cost a httle less 
than  $100,000,” added 
Dickirson ‘However, that 
doesn t  include the 13,000 
hours of time team members 
have invested in the car At the 
Ford rate, of about $100 an 
hour, that would come close to 
$ 13  million”

Most of the time belongs to 
Dickirson, whose retirement 
really resulted in another full­
tim e job -  without pay 

“Six hours a  day, six days a 
w e ^ fo r  almost six years” said

Township hikes water, sewer rates

Plymouth Township officials 
are turning to their residents 
m an effort to keep up with 
water rate increases ̂ m g  
passed on bythe Detroit Water 
and Sewerage Department, 
and to be able to make bond 
payments on the expansion at 
the Ypsilanti Commumty 
Utihties Authority plant 

Ibwnship board members 
voted to hike the fees resi­
dents pay for water/sewer 
some 12 percent, to $5 42 per

1,000 gallons The new rates 
go into effect July 1 

Township Treasurer Ron 
Edwards said the hike was 
brought before the board to 
help cover a 6-percent rate 
hike from the Detroit Water 
and Sewerage Department 
and to cover the cost of paying 
for the expansion at YCUA 

In a report to the board, 
township planner Plante & 
Moran pointed out the town­
ship was projected to lose about 
2 percent of its water sales The 
Plante & Moran forecast sug­
gested an 18-percent mcrease,

but board members settled for 
raising rates 12 percent That’s 
why township Qerk Manlyn 
Massengill voted no 

“I voted no simply because if 
Detroit IS sending the cost to 
us, we need to be sending it on 
to  residents,” Massengill said 
“Do I want my bills to go up’ 
No, I sure don’t  (But) if 
Detroit is going to continue to 
do this every year, we need to 
pass it on so we’re not using 
taxpayer money to make up 
th e  difference ’

Reductions in federal block grant money could mean 
Plymouth-area seniors will soon be required to pay a  nd- 
ership fee to help fund the senior transportation pro­
gram

According to  Plymouth Finance Director M ark 
Christiansen, federal subsidies for the senior bus program 
have gone from $91,000 three years ago to ju s t $58,000 
this year

“In our four-year budget projection, we show a conti, 
ued decline (of funding),” Chnstiansen said “My concern 
IS the rug will get pulled from underneath us, which 
means it will be pulled from under those who use the 
service ”

The cost for the senior transportation program is 
between the city and Plymouth Township, based on 
centage of riders City residents traditionally make 
about 60 percent of ffie runs, while township residents 
ride about 40 percent of the time

Christiansen said last -year the senior transportation 
program cost the communities $139 700 However 
because of the cut m federal funding, the 2006 07 pro 
jected budget indicates a total cost of $ 111,700

This used to be a carte-blanche program, whereby sen­
iors would call whenever they wanted service,” 
Christiansen said “We can’t  afford to do tha t anymore ”

Currently, seniors don’t  pay to  ride within Plymouth 
boundaries, although they are asked for voluntary dona­
tions Rides to Canton are $6 round trip, while trips to 
Ann Arbor cost $10

The Plymouth Area Council on Aging has recommend­
ed several changes in order to  keep the two buses on  the 
road One calls for a m andatory .$1 fare per nde, or $2 
round trip, which would generate about $15,000 a year 
And reducing the bus schedule by one hour at the end of 
the day — until 3 30 p m  — would save an estimated 
$30,000

Russ Ash o f Plymouth, a  member of the Council on 
Aging board, said the changes are necessary to ensure 
seniors continue to have transportation

“Because the funding we got for the program has been 
dwindling, this is a  reasonable way o f making up the dif­
ference,” Ash said “We’re going to  do everything we can 
to maintain the service The Council on Aging feels it s a 
necessary operation ”

Evelyn LeFever, 93, of Plymouth Township, is not only 
on Social Security, bu t is le ^ l ly  blind and physically 
handicapped because of arthritis She said neither o f the 
recommendations are optimum, b u t they are better than 
having no bus service at all

I f  I have to pay, then 111 ju s t have to cut something 
else, because I have no other means of getting around,” 
LeFever said “And, if they shorten the time — it’s hard 
now — then you’ll have to confine ah your activities ”

Ask people who live or work 
in Canton about Ford Road 
traffic, and most will tell you 
it’s bad

Township polls regarding the 
quality of life in Canton back 
up that assessment, as do traffic 
studies and intersection crash 
studies (which point to the 
intersection of Haggerty and 
Ford as being the third most 
dangerous m Wayne County)

But when the numbers are 
black and white - the hour-by­
hour count of traffic on Ford Road 
- the impact of a spike m traffic 
volume becomes more dear

According to a traffic study, 
produced for IKEA as part of 
Its site plan approval process, 
5,314 vehicles pass through the 
intersection at Ford and 
Haggerty dunng weekday peak 
hours (5-6 p m ) The signal 
just to the west of there, m 
front of the future furniture 
store, has 3,408 vehicles pass 
by it dunng the same time 
penod During peak weekend 
hours -1-2 p  m Saturday 
5,035 vehicles go through the 
Ford and Haggerty mtersec 
tion and 3,232 pass by the 
store front on Ford Road

But after the store opens, an 
additional 380 vehicles will go 
through the intersection dunng 
weekday peaks (195 entenng 
the parking lot and 185 exiting), 
and 1,400 will pass through 
dunng the Saturday peak hour 
(790 entenng and 610 leaving)

Existing levels of service at 
Ford and Haggertj' are at best 
average Level of service is 
measured in terms of seconds of 
delay per vehicle, and are 
assigned a  rating, ivith A being 
the best and F being the worst 
What It looks like on paper is a 
delay ranging from 318 seconds 
per vehicle (a C rating) dunng 
the weekday rush to 128 5 sec 
onds per vehicle (an F rating) 
during the Saturday peak What 
it looks like in real life is cars 
backed up onto exit ramps and 
stacked up at stop lights The 
overall average at the mtersec 
tion is 60 seconds of dela> dur

of delay on Saturday 

However, road improve 
m ents are expected to bring 
those numbers down to 34 6 
seconds and 42 7 seconds 
respectively (a C and D rating) 
Improvements include adding 
through lanes and an exclusive 
right tu rn  lane at east and 
westbound approaches 

The basic analysis includes 
mfbrmation on how the traffic is 
now and how the new develop­
ment will impact the existmg 
roadways,” said Canton 
Municipal Services Director Tim 
Faas It looks at whether or not 
add tional signals aic required

or more turmng lanes, or if the 
road needs to be widened ’

In this case, the answer was 
affirmatit^ on all three counts, 
and work has begun - or has been

Ib e  thing I S ,  Pawlowski s 
home IS off Hanford and 
Haggerty, north of Ford Her 
business Back Home Bakery is 
at Ford and Lilley So 
Pawlowski has to cross Ford 
Road, which wouldn t  be a big 
deal except for one new neigh­
bor - IKEA, a furniture store 
with such a large regional draw 
that It attracts some 2 million 
visitors a year at other store 
locations When the Canton

W hile the GDT team  mar­

“Our plan, all along, was to 
auction it to a  collector,’ said 
Dickirson “Our business plan 
says team  members will be 
paid from the profits, based on 
the num ber of hours they’ve 
invested m the project” 

Dickirson said the financial 
gain at auction could range 
from $250,000 to $5 million 

‘ I t’s a very limited market,” 
admitted Dickirson “There’s 
about 10 people interested m 
this kind of car who can afford 
it O ur minimum bid will be 
$350 ,000”

Dickirson noted the GDT 
Speedster is ‘a one-of-a-kind 
car, we have no plans to  go into 
production ”

However, don’t  rule out 
another Speedster, o f sorts, 
because for the GDT Speedster 
team  “the fun for us is in the 
building ”

“We want to build another 
car tha t will be similar to this, 
bu t look different,” Dickirson 
said “We want to make each 
one different, so tha t the col­

D u rin g  to u g h  ec o n o m ic  tim e s , th e  te m p ta t io n  to  
‘̂ um p-start business” a t th e  expense o f the  environm ent 
becomes even more attractive 

Calls for relaxing pollution controls, opening up envi­
ronmentally sensitive areas to  oil and gas exploration and 
th e  like gam m om entum  am ong politicians and  some res­
idents alike Such positions are shortsighted a t best, and 
hold dire consequences well beyond our state borders at 
worst

As residents o f the “G reat Lakes State,” we are  stewards 
to roughly one-hfth o f the  w orld’s fresh surface water We 
have th e  n g h t to enjoy — and  profit from, in the form of 
tourism  — our proximity to  these bodies o f water, h u t we 
also have th e  obligation to  pro tect them  from  pollution 
and misuse

Evidence o f past sm s are  easy to  spo t in  th e  form  of 
m ercury-contam inated fish an d  “no swimming” signs on 
public beaches, a  host o f invasive species playing havoc 
w ith  th e  fragile G reat L akes ecosystem  a n d  repeated  
efforts to  siphon off m illions o f gallons o f lake water to 
slake the collective th irst o f o ther parts o f the country 

But there is hope in  th e  form  o f a  law recently signed by 
Gov Jennifer Granholm th a t bans dum ping o f contami­
n a ted  dredge m ateria ls  in  open  w aters , a n d  two bills 
m aking th e ir  way th ro u g h  Congress to  fu n d  a host o f 
Great Lakes im provem ent initiatives 

W hile the state law  helps stop the  form erly shameful 
practice o f using the G reat Lakes as a  giant sewer system, 
It IS the federal initiative th a t could have a  real im pact for 
fu ture generations T he spend ing  plan  w ould earm ark  
more th an  $ 20  billion to  fix outdated  and groundw ater 
contam inating w ater and  sewer systems nationwide, bu t 
with an  em phasis on th e  G reat Lakes basin, and would 
earm ark an  additional $3  billion plus to  fund an assort­
m ent of existing and new  G reat Lakes initiatives 

W ith the w ar raging on m  Iraq  and federal dollars at a 
premium, it will not be easy to  get these bills signed into 
law, particularly by a  p resident who is widely perceived as 
“pro-business” even a t th e  expense o f th e  environm ent 
But we should all do our p a r t to  drive hom e the point th a t 
while the G reat Lakes m ay be ours to enjoy and  protect, 
we cannot do it alone

doing som ething else

The TV-TurnofF Netw ork (formerly TV-Free Amenca), 
an organization that encourages people to  w atch less tele­
vision, also found th a t ch ild ren  under th e  age of 6 are 
watching about two hours a  day and th a t nearly 100 per­
cent o f Am erican households w ith young children have at 
least one TV

These s ta tis tic s  seem  to  exp lain  w hy telev ision  has 
becom e such  a m ajor in flu en ce  on  o u r society W hile 
there is certainly some quality program m ing to  be found, 
the television is all too o ften  a  vehicle for com m ercials 
and inappropria te  con ten t, a  topi to  play violent video 
games and a baby-sitter

the fam ily In  th e  average A m erican household, th e  tel­
evision is on  about f j i  ho u rs  a  day, and  ab o u t 40  p e r­
cen t o f  A m ericans say th e y  always w atch  TV d u rin g  
dinner

Many studies suggest th is is n o t a  healthy trend , partic­
ularly for children,-whp on average will spend more tim e 
in frqnt o f a TV than  a t  school th is year N ot only is exces­
sive TV viewing linked to  childhood obesity and  poorer 
performance in  the ckssroom , it  also increases youth vio­
lence, according to the U  S Surgeon General According

I am disappointed to hear there are peo­

vote ‘ no’ on the bond due to valid con­
cerns that I have Your readers have asked 
for an explanation of my concerns I have 
many In the past, I have always blindly 
voted ‘yes” for any additional funding for 
schools As a  candidate, I felt it was my 
duty to study and understand the bond so 
that I could speak thoughtfully about it 

One of the Concerns I have is m 2003, 
Dr Ryan proposed moving to a 750-pop- 
ulation model elementary school We 
now call that model Workman 
Elementary School It is slated to open m 
the fall According to the 2003 Bond 
Steering Committee Report, ‘The 
administration felt that it needed the 
opportunity to identify, through experi­
ence, the benefits and challenges of this 
size elementary school, before imple­

There are some items on the bond that 
are very im portant The new Tedi Center, 
the new middle school and the additions 
to  the current middle schools are all great 
ideas Dr Ryan has at least 20 more pitch 
meetings scheduled over the next couple 
of weel« I encourage the community to 
take the time to attend a meeting and 
make decisions for themselves Of course, 
I am a proponent of additional funding 
for our children, just not the way it is out­
lined in the current bond proposal 

As far as the bond is concerned, I am 
only one vote of thousands However, as 
a candidate, if I am elected, I will scruti­
nize each issue and weigh credible mfor

In some waj^, the battle over what to do about 

Michigan’s Single Business Thx resembles the 
Vietnam War Nobody is quite sure how it all start­

ed Nor IS it clear what we should do, or how we can

The state Board of Canvassers last week 
approved the wording of the petition, obliging 
supporters to collect 254,206 valid signatures by 
May 31 to put the measure on the ballot.

Last week, Granholm upped the ante She sent 
a  challenge to Senate Majority Leader Ken 
Sikkema (R-Grandville) and House Speaker Craig 
DeRoche (R-Novi) to sign an “Agreement to

Saul Anuzis can feel something in the air 
It’s the winds of change as he delves head-first 

into the 2006 political season as chairman of 
the Michigan Republican State Committee 

‘The economic environment, the mood of the 
people in Michigan, is very negative,’ said 
Anuzis “People are looking for change, t h ^ r e  
looking for leadership”

Anuzis, 47, is setting the stage and gearing 
minds to the state’s single largest issue 

“Jobs, jobs, jobs, It s tha t simple, said Anuzis 
“The last three polls showed over 70 percent of 
the people in Michigan’s No 1 concern is jobs 
and the economy"

The Detroit native notes Michigan’s unem­
ployment rate, which teeters between 6 6 and 
7 1  percent -  one of the highest in the country 
for a state unaffected by th e  hurricanes last year 

“We were the only state in the country that 
lost jobs last year,” said Anuzis, “And, the only 
state to lose jobs three years in a row Michigan 
continues to  be on the losing track.”

Anuzis argues that the le^ e rsh ip  is lacking in 
Lansing and the state is prohibitive for busi­
nesses in terms of regulatory issues, permits and 
taxes

Yet, the Michigan Economic Development 
Corporation, a partnership between the state 
and local communities, reported this week a 
plan is in place to create and/or retain 14,297 
jobs statewide through MEDC incentives 

The report states more than  $516 million has 
been secured m private investment in the five 
listed projects .^ m a  Iron & Metal in Alma, 
General Motors m Ypsilanti and Warren, Hess 
Industries Inc m  Milton Township, Otsego 
Paper Inc acquisition o f the former Menasha 
Paper facility m Otsego, and Second Chance 
Armor m Central Lake Township 

“The state continues to  attract investment 
from global companies and local developers that 
create jobs and good places to live and work for 
our citizens,” said Gov Jennifer Granholm in the 
MEDC news release ‘The fact that these com­
panies are choosing Michigan over competing

sites in other states proves that 
thq^ value our highly-skilled 
■vrorkforce and competitive busi­
ness climate ”

Anuzis said Dick DeVos is the 
person who can lead Michigan 
in the nght direction, economi­
cally DeVos, a Grand Rapids 
businessman who is credited for 
rebuilding Grand Rapids, has 
started his gubem atonal cam­

paign Anuzis said DeVos’ campaign ads are 
simply to gam name recognition in the Detroit 
area, where many are not yet familiar with him 

Anuzis said the state’s Republicans are confi­
dent they will keep the m ajonty o f seats m  the 
state House and Senate and are also hopefiil a 
Republican governor will be elected in 
November

Anuzis, whose parents immigrated to Amenca 
from Lithuania after World W ar II, has been a 
political guru since attending college at the 
University of Michigan-Dearborn In 1980, he 
was elected as the youngest delegate to the 
Republican National Convention, held in 
Detroit tha t year Attending President Ronald 
Reagan’s first inaugural speech was one o f the 
highlights o f his life

Anuzis was elected third vice chair of the 
Michigan Republic State Committee and served 
SIX years as a MRSC member and two term s as a 
congressional distnct chairman He managed 
Dick Posthumus’ state Senate campaign in 1982 
and worked for the House Republican 
Campaign Committee, the Senate Republican 
Campaign Committee, and finally as chief of 
staff to then Majonty Leader P o ^ u m u s

Anuzis became involved in the telecommuni­
cations business and focused on his family -  
wife Lina and four sons Now, he’s back on 
Michigan^ political scene and moving full speed 
ahead on the notion that change is in the air 

“People continue to be more and more dissat­
isfied and upset about the lay o f the land,” he 
said “They’re looking for change, they’re look­
ing for an alternative”

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Forum attempts to address 
water department concerns

Last month, Gov Jennifer 
Granholm vetoed a bill to 
create a regional advisory 
board to oversee the Detroit 
Water and Sewer 
Department for the second 
tim e in three years 

Both bills were introduced 
by state Sen Laura Toy, R- 
Livoma, who has complamed 
about the rates charged to 
suburban customers and 
about management of water 
departm ent contracts 

On Thursday, April 27, 
DWSD and the Southeast 
Michigan Conference of 
Governments will hold a 
daylong forum on issues 
related to  operations of the 
water and sewer department 
More than  600 people have 
been invited to attend, 
including suburban officials, 
state legislators, state admin 
istrators and county offiaals 
from Genesee, Oakland, 
Macomb and Wayne coun­
ties Seating is limited to 150 

The 2006 Regional 
Forum Partnering for the 
Future runs from 9 30 a m 
t o 3 p m  at the Ford 
Conference and Event Center 
on Village Road in Dearborn 

“I think the driving factor 
is we’ve been tr3nng to talk 
about the successes of work­
ing with our suburban cus­
tomers and that just hasn’t  
caught attention from a lot of 
people,” said George 
Ellenwood, public affairs 
manager of DWSD W e’ve 
heard from suburban cus­
tomers, why aren t  you talk­
ing about the partnership, 
why aren’t  you talking about 
groups that are generating 
new model contracts for 
water and wastewater con­
tracts The answer IS we ve 
talked about them, but they 
haven t  been sexy’

';^ e  conference will begin 
witn a welcome from Victor 
Mercado director of DWSD, 
and Paul Tait executive 
director of SEMCOG The 
keynote address will be deliv 
ered b y U S  District Judge 
John Feikens, who since 1977 
ha^been responsible for 
ovetyight o f water quality 
and pollution problems and

created the Southeast 
Michigan Consortium for 
Water Quality

Jo Anna Tfrierweiler of 
Project Innovations, the pro­
gram facilitator, said that the 
DWSD has done ‘an amaz­
ing job of reaching out to its 
water and wastewater cus­
tomers (the communities to 
which It sells water and 
sewer services)

“They come together and 
talk about hard issues,’ she 
said “They see that as a place 
where they can come togeth­
er and place issues on the 
table and have mutual 
respect Even m  their owm 
communities, that informa­
tion doesn’t  make its way 
into the speech patterns of 
their elected officials ’

The forum will include 
several suburban partici­
pants, including Shern Gee 
of the Oakland County Drain 
Commissioner’s office and 
Tim Faas from Canton 
Forum topics include region­
al security, effiaency and 
interoperability and regional 
collaboration

“We'll have members of the 
Water Consortium of 
Southeast Michigan who’ll 
give a report on what has 
been accomplished in the 
consortium,” Ellenwood said 
One project they ve been 

working on is understandmg 
how water and sewer rates 
help finance water and sewer 
systems

Organizers hope that the 
morning informational ses­
sions will lead to interactive 
afternoon sessions where 
participants will share ideas 
on how to move forward

Our goal IS to bring out 
side information into the 
room so that people could 
hear what other leaders or 
experts are thinking about or 
talking about so that the 
afternoon sessions will have 
interactivity,” Therweiler

said
The discussion of regional 

collaboration will include 
participants who operate 
regional ivater systems under 
different models than 
Detroit’s system, which is 
owned and operated by the 
city of Detroit and sold to 
local communities with an 
advisory board appointed by 
the mayor of Detroit

“So frequently, these other 
models come up and people 
don’t  have enough informa­
tion,’ Therweiler said 
“People sometimes push 
back and say why are you 
bringing them  in Well, it is 
the elephant, so le t’s bring 
them in and talk about it ”

The luncheon speaker will 
be Jack Hoffbuhr of the 
American Water Works 
Association, who will bring a 
national perspective to water 
and sewer problems

The security session will 
discuss very aspects of water 
safety

“That question frequently 
comes up Is there a nsk that 
someone could pu t some­
thing microscopic m  the 
water upstream and kill us 
alP  lYierweiler said “The 
answer is no, but there are 
risks, health risks that people 
need to be aware o f”

Ellenwood said Detroit has 
been a leader in protecting 
the water system and provid­
ed the model for Sandia 
National Laboratory’s water 
security program used 
nationally

Ellenwood and Therweiler 
said the forum is trying to 
bridge a gap between politi­
cal leaders and people work­
ing m the field

“One challenge weve 
encountered in customer 
outreach is that it’s very diffi­
cult to have operation^ and 
political people together, not 
because friey don t  interact 
well, but they have very dif­
ferent needs m terms of 
information ” Ellenwood 
said

Tnerweiler said Toys office

Guild, Capuchin brothers remember priest

Her late brother grew up to 
have a happy life and a  large 
family His story was also told 
on the television program, 
Unsolved Mysteries

As for Gleeson, Father 
Solanus made a lasting impact 
on her life “My father used to 
take us to see him  Father 
Solanus used to sit at his desk, 
and there were people gath­
ered around the room wanting 
to talk to him He was so pious, 
and took time for every one”

PRAYERFUL GUILD
Father Solanus Casey died in 

July 1957 and is buned  at St

Bonaventure Three years later, 
the Father Solanus Casey 
Guild was formed to keep alive 
his memory and spirit, and 
further his cause for canoniza­
tion as a saint. Today members 
are all over the world

Gleeson, now of Bloomfield 
Hills, formed a local circle of 
the guild m her home Thirty 
years later, the circle continues 
to meet, at the Monastery of 
the Blessed Sacrament m 
Farmington Hills Members 
pray and listen to new stones 
of healing attnbuted to prayers 
to Father Solanus for interces­
sion

While such healings as her 
brother expenenced can only 
be proclaimed a miracle if 
F a^ e r Solanus is canonized, or 
declared a saint, Gleeson has 
no doubt that is what hap­

Brother Richard Merlmg of 
St Bonaventure is guild direc­
to r Brother Richard came to 
the friary a few months before 
Solanus died He also remeni- 
bers a visit with him as a  child 
Father Solanus prophetically 
told his mother his brother 
would be okay after an auto 
acadent and talked about 
what it was like when he 
entered the monastery — 
something Brother Richard 
recalled later when he himself 
felt called to service

REMEMBERING
“When those who had been 

healed came back to thank 
him, sometimes tears would 
come out of hxs eyes and he 
would say, ‘don t  thank me, 
thank the Lord/” he said of 
Father Solanus

He was a happy person, 
Brother Richard added, who 
enjoyed playing the violin

“One of Father Solanus’ 
emphasis was when people 
came and asked for blessings, 
he would often say to them  
OK, if  you are aslung some-

thing o f God, be willing to do 
something for him ”

Perhaps that’s why when the 
Capuchin Soup Kitchen was 
established dunng the 
Depression there was never a 
lack o f food or help His con­
cern for the hungry inspired 
the soup kitchen, and many 
people helped provide for it ‘ If 
Father Solanus asked for 
something people just 
responded so well ’

Brother Richard works with 
Brother Leo Wollenweber, 
vice-postulator for the Cause of 
Canonization o f Father 
Solanus Casey, to research his 
life and candidacy for saint­
hood

Brother Leo, now 89, lived 
with him  from 1940 to 1945 
“He was a very kind o f quiet, 
humble, very hum an man with 
a good sense of humor He had 
a wonderful faith and trust in 
Good, a goodness that he 
shared ”

W ith the intercession of 
Father Solanus, ‘ medical con­
ditions just seemed to be cured 
overnight Many doctors were 
quite surprised ”

If  Father Solanus is named a 
saint, he would be the first 
Amencan- bom  male saint, he 
said

A big step was taken m  July 
1995, when he was declared 
Venerable by Pope John Paul 
II A saint must also be beati­
fied and canonized by the 
church in Rome

NEW REPORTS
Unusual healings before and 

after death must be attnbuted 
to  a candidate for sainthood 

Today, reports are still being 
made, he said “Many people 
come to  pray at his tomb They 
send us reports ’

“W hat we have to do is col­
lect enough medical informa­
tion,” said Brother Leo “That 
IS very difficult to get with all 
the privacy issues, and some­
times doctors are reluctant to 
speak out, and so on ’

For Rachel Lent o f I 
Bloomfield Township, having 
Father Solanus declared a  se^nt 
would be wonderful news She 
saw a television program on 
him, and contacted the ^ i l d  to 
see if she could help in  -ffie 
effort But she’d  be ju st as 
happy if  more people knew 
about him

‘W e need it nght now W e' 
need something to hang on tp,” 
she said “There are so many 
wonderful things that happen 
and we ju st don’t  know abouit

A holy life: Solanus Casey memories
Father Solanus Casey was bom  Bernard 

Francis Casey to Irish immigrant parents on 
Nov 25,1870 He grew up on a farm in 
Wisconsin, the sixth of 16 children He worked 
at other jobs for economic reasons before begin­
ning studies for the priesthood 

He entered St Francis Seminary High School 
m Milwaukee W is,a tage21  He then joined 
the Capuchin Franciscans, a Roman Catholic 
religious order inspired by the ideals o f St 
Francis of Assisi, who lived simply and served 
the poor He received the religious name of 
Solanus

After his ordination m  1904, Father Solanus 
served in various appointments m  New York 
Because of low academic rankings as a  student, 
his pnestly duties were restricted But while ful­
filling humble duties such as doorkeeper, he 
became known for his great chanty toward oth­
ers and as a model of religious observance 

In 1924, he was assigned to St Bonaventure 
Monastery in Detroit Serving as porter, he

again became known for his ministry to  others, 
especially the sick and troubled |

His concern for the poor inspired the  Detroit 
Capuchins to establish their d iantable Soup i 
Kitchen, which continues today And, many 
reports of cures from maladies, conversions of 
fallen away churchgoers and favorable resolu­
tions to problems were attributed to his prayers 
of intercession

In 1946, superiors sent him to a friary in 
Indiana, desiring to give him  a well-earned ] 
retirement There he received about 200  letters 
a day He attempted to answer them  all, b u t in 
his 80s and infirm, the fhars had a m bber 
stamp made of his signature He was diagnosed 
with skm cancer and sent back to Detroit in \ 
1956 to be near expert medical care i

Father Solanus died at the age of 86 on July 
31,1957, at the same day and hour o f his first 
Holy Mass 53 years earlier He is buned  a t St 
Bonaventure Monastery in  Detroit

The wear and tear o f l 6-year 
National Hockey League veter­
an was visibly evident in the 
visitor’s dressing room Monday 
night a t Joe Louis Arena 

Mike Modano was wearing 
three ice packs -  one on his 
shoulder, another on his knee, 
and yet a third on his foot, 
co u rte ^  of a slap shot from the 
blue line taken off the boot 
from a Red Wing player 

In NHL lingo, that const- 
tu tes two lower body and one 
upper body injury 

Despite the bumps, bruises, 
broken bones and scars, 
longevity has been the 35-year- 
old Westland native’s mantra, a  
survivor 16 demanding and ng- 
orous 82-game seasons, not to 
mention numerous Stanley 
Cup playoffs, the World 
Championships and three 
Olympics

Monday’s game with the Red 
Wings was virtually meaning­
less as the two teams had 
already locked up the top two 
seeds m  the Western 
Conference

But the sting of a 3-2 loss, 
after the Stars failed to  protect 
a two-goal advantage in the 
final seven minutes, hurt none- 
the-less

“We have to be better at pro­
tecting leads," said Modano, 
the Stars’ captain who leads the 
team  with 77 points on 27 
goals and 50 assists “ITiat’s 
one o f the things we better 
improve on soon or it is going 
to cost us It was a fun game to 
play in, but obviously the out­
come wasn’t  what we wanted " 

Dallas coach Dave Tippett 
obviously was miffed after the 
Stars controlled play through 
the first two periods He 
th o u ^ t  the play ̂ t  sloppy 
and certain players didn’t  give 
an honest effort 

Modano couldn’t  disagree 
“We were skating well, a lot 

of up-and-down action and 
some great plays by both 
teams, he said “Its  one of 
those things I ts  a sore spot 
when you lose a two-goal lead, 
bu t then  again it s a tough time 
to stay focused when there s 
nothing on the line But it’s still 
no excuse whether it’s now or 
November

“W hen the game is on line 
you’d  like to think it be kind of 
different ’

Modano, a six-time NHL 
All-Star, always looks forward 
to coming home, visiting his 
family, and putting on a good 
show

Although his dztd Mike Sr 
contends, ‘ I’m way past that 
stuff now,” his son always 
knows there%; another voice out 
there evaluating his play 

“Dad (Mike) will still make a 
comment or two if I’m  not 
skating or working hard,” Mike 
said “My mom (Karen) stays in 
the background She’s a silent 
cn tic”

Modano, a  bachelor, has 
m ade Dallas his year-round 
home, but always looks for­
ward to pend ing  time with his 
parents, both retired, along 
with his sister and other f ^ i l y  
members

“In  past years I got to come 
home a day early, get home for 
dinner and have and a  home-

cooked meal, b u t with all the 
late travel the year has been 
rough,’he said

Modano has certainly vali­
dated his being the No Ipick  
in the 1988 NHL draft after 
starring in the W estern Hockey 
League for three seasons for 
Prince Albert Raiders (where 
he left home to  play a t age 16 
after attending Livonia 
Franklin High School for three 
semesters)

As a  20-year-old with the 
Minnesota N orth Stars, he 
played in the 1990 Stanley Cup 
finds In 1999» he earned a 
Stanley Cup title

He has become an icon in 
Dallas, a football town that 
worships Its Cowboys

Much like Steve Yzerman is 
to Detroit, Modano has 
become the face o f the Stars’ 
franchise, recently signing a 
five-year deal (for $6195 mil­
lion a year) after a bitter NHL 
lockout in 2004-05 (whidi c o s t« 
him millions)

In 1,179 regular season NHL 
games, Modano has 485 goals 
and 689 assists, which ranks 
him second all-time among 
U S born players

He IS also the Stars all-time 
franchise leader in goals, 
assists, points, games played, 
game-winning goals, power 
play goals and shorthanded 
gods

Modano has d so  taken an 
active role m  his community, 
recently to help raise $160,000 
for Hurricane Rita and Katnna 
relief efforts

In the summer o f2000, he 
established the  Mike Modano 
Foundation, a  non-profit 
organization dedicated to rais­
ing money to  improve the qud- 
ity o f life and assist underpnvi- 
leged children m  th e  Ddlas 
area

Despite d l  his accolades, 
success on the ice and commu­
nity involvement, the  NHL 
career for No 9 hasn’t  been 
to td ly  smooth sailing

After a  lackluster 2003-04 
season where he had his lowest 
point production (14 goals and 
30 assists, a  minus-21),
Modano spent the 2004-05 
locked out by N H L owners, 
playing golf, shuttling between 
his home m Dallas and cruis­
ing Mexico, before embarking 
on a late season stm t repre­
senting the U S in the World 
Championships

' Testa recalls new hires in several

4ust not showing Drum has also

observed this phenomenon at several 
levels in his company “One 
administrative person called that day and 
had another job,” he remarks “That set 
us back a couple o f weeks ” A person in 
business development at a competitor’s 
firm accepted a position, then called a 
week later, happy with a competing offer 
at his current company One office 
manager withdrew a week pnor to 
starting because of a death m the family 
In each case, he says, “We had to start 
(over) from scratch ”

Cynde Bock, who handles HR at 
Kocina Marketing Cos in Minneapolis, 
remembers the new grad who never 
surfaced after grasping the fact that 
Minneapolis is 800 miles from her 
relatives in North Dakota

Then there’s the disingenuous new 
hire who claims cancer surgery pnor to 
hinng, promising to call when she’s 
improving He waits and waits She 
doesn’t cd l 
‘LIFE HAPPENS’

When these incident recur, Bock 
ostensibly keeps on even keel “I try to 
approach them from the perspective that 
something happened,” she states “Life 
happens to people No one gets all bent 
out o f shape We just continue the 
process as planned ”

Others have more overtly negative 
reactions Testa descnbes die situation as 
“very unsettling When they don’t show 
up, you go to Plan B — filling gaps by 
calling some other candidates or f in in g  
internal people who could fill the slot ”

Cynde Bock meets with new employee L iz z  Stendera for training.
Reactions vary depending upon the type 
of position, department to be filled and 
plans that were made “There are some 
positions that are truly mission-cntical,” 
he notes “The complications sometimes 
npple throughout the company ”

Drum mentions that the problem is 
particularly difficult in a small company, 
where all positions are cntical “I had to 
stretch current employees thinner, and 
no one’s happy about that,” he recalls 
“Also, there’s a bit o f frustration It’s 
almost a slap in the face when a person 
who agreed to come doesn’t ”

In some cases, there can be real 
repeated psychic toll “Every night 
before a new employee training 
session,” Bock discloses, “I have the 
same nightmare -  nobody comes' Thank 
goodness that has never happened Since 
die first time I had this nightmare. I’ve 
made a point o f contacting new hires the

previous week to remind them of 
training times, matenals for taking notes 
dress code, etc This helps increase the 
probability that all new employees are 
present at training -  and it defimtely 
helps me sleep much better the night 
before ” Bock endorses the personal 
touch to help assure new hires that a 
company remembers them

Other companies are more insistent 
A  person in HR at Mmdbndge Software 
“sends an e-mail, calls the day before 
and confirms to make sure there’s no 
miscommunication ” Drum’s company 
makes telephone calls every three days, 
“staggenng questions about information 
we need and ask(mg) how it’s going 
with the current boss ”

Lexus has made its web site the most useful for new- 
vehicle shopping among all auto manufacturers, with 
Pontiac and Suzuki finishing in second place, according 
to a semi-annual survey by J D Power and Associates 

The other top performers m order were Hummer, 
BMW, Kia, Saab, M ^da, Subaru and Mercury The 
worst ranlangs were achieved by Volkswagen, then 
Audi, third-worst was Mercedes-Benz, then (i)hrysler 
Saturn, Infiniti, Volvo, Nissan, Mini and Jeep rounded 
out the bottom ten makes, in reverse order, in J D 
Power’s research

At a time when 57% of new-vehicle buyers visit at 
least one manufacturer web site before buying a new 
vehicle -  and most visit several manufacturer sites -  
how an auto maker performs online is more important 
dian ever In marketing terms these days, you could 
almost say it’s crucial

“Our improving performance is part of a dedicated 
philosophy and focus that’s simple When the majority 
of auto shopping is happening on the web, you d better 
make sure that your web site is built to facilitate that 
the best way you can, said Mark-Hans Richer, market­
ing director for Pontiac

Lexus, the Toyota luxury brand, “scores at the top by 
upsetting the fewest shoppers, ’ says Dennis Galbraith, 
senior director of digital marketing for Westlake 
Village, Calif-based JD  Power Only 6% of Lexus com 
visitors in this survey rated it poorly, the strongest 
result ever noted for lack of disappointment in any site 

On the other hand, the lowest finishers m the survey 
were troubled by slow speeds, Galbraith said 

Lexus provides information at quick speeds for 
users whether they’re on a broadband or a dial-up con­
nection, Galbraith noted “Fundamental for us since 
the beginning has been to try to make the site as robust 
as possible but not limit the average consumer’s abihty 
to get information quickly,” says Robin Pisz, national 
interactive and relationship-marketing manager for 
Lexus “We’ll be serving up lot smore multi-media on 
the site in the future, such as videos And with our 
audience being predominantly broadband, we can pro­
vide them with more of that type of experience ”

The brand also stnves for ‘ simple, straightforward

web design” that is fnendly to its market pf mostly 
boomer and older consumers,’ Inouye said That 
includes larger vehicle images, better fonts and other 
improvements to optimize the fact that the resolution 
of computer screens is improving “Older consumers 
want to see details,” she said

Galbraith also complimented Lexus’s deasion to 
provide ample definition of technical terms “It’s like 
reading something complex with an imbedded diction 
ary to help you,” he said

Pontiac com’̂  strength is “easy navigation,” 
Galbraith said, including a ‘ flyout design that allows 
visitors to delve into model details directly from the 
home page “We think through the site the way a shop 
per would,” said Richer

For example, the site recently moved to the home 
page its link to information about trade-in appraisals 
“In the past we buned it somewhere m the site because

Richer conceded friat, ‘ not long ago, marketers were 
trying to add more steak than sizzle online We still 
believe in sizzle,” he said (And the fact that 
Pontiac com can feature a model as mtnguing as the 
new Solstice roadster on its site helps a lot m the sizzle 
departm ent) “But first and foremost, web-site activity

is about shopping You have to take care of that before 
anything else

Pontiac’s greater focus on the web is underscored 
these days by its partnership vvqth Google In a promo­
tion that’s been going on about a month now, Pontiac 
refers to Google in its TV ads, making it the first major 
marketer to refer to the king of search engines in its 
mainstream advertising, Richer said And in local 
advertising, dealer groups urge viewers to “Google 
Pontiac

‘ Its already driving a certain level of behavior and 
compansons that work in our favor,” Richer said 
“Leads are up 50% and search queries are up 100% 
because of i t ’

Saturn s showing in the study underscored the fact 
that ease of web use and a brand s larger marketing

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Baking with the CIA: wake up to waffles CALENDAR

HYDE PARK, NY (AP) -  A 
day that begins with a cnsp, 
golden waffle is destined to be 
good The aroma alone has the 
power to perk up the sleepiest 
of mornings 

The Culinary Institute of 
Americas u ltra-b^t vraffles, 
made from a few basic ingredi­
ents, are equally delicious hot off 
the iron or made ahead and 
frozen for a qmck weekd^ break- 
fest Just store fhem m the freezer 
m zip-lock b a ^  and pop them m 
the toaster \\henever you like 

Waffles are no more difficult 
to make than any other gnd- 
dlecake Like pancakes, they 
benefit from minimal mixing 
because of the proteins in the 
flour When flour is moistened 
and repeatedly stretched by 
mixing, the proteins turn into 
strands of gluten 

The longer the gluten is 
worked, the tighter the strands 
become, resulting in a tough, 
rubbery waffle Using a gentle 
hand to stir the wet and dry 
ingredients together helps to 
keep them  tender 

Bruce Mattel, associate pro­
fessor in culinary arts at The 
Culinary Institute of America, 
suggests taking an additional 
step to ensure an airy waffle 
“Rather than adding whole 
eggs to the batter, separate the 
eggs, whip the whites to a soft 
peak consistency, and fold 
them  in at the end ”

Without the charactenstic 
gnd-like pattern to cradle hot 
syrup and melting butter, a 
waffle wouldn’t  be a waffle 
That IS  why a waffle iron is 
essential for making this type 
of gnddlecake

Available m a  variety of shapes, 
sizes and depths, waffle irons 
range m cost fix>m $20 to $300 
Most varieties have nonstick sur­
faces (a must for trouble-free 
waffle making) and a sensor h ^ t  
to indicate that the iron is pre­
heated and ready to use 

Higher-end models include 
features such as dial ther­
mometers, digital countdowns 
and removable dishwasher- 
safe plates The additional 
bells and whistles” are nice, 
but not necessary for produc­
ing a good waffle 

Before using a new waffle 
iron, refer to ffle manufactur­
er’s directions -  each one works 
differently Most take about 4 
to 5 minutes to  bake a waffle 
The amount of batter needed 
for each waffle depends on the 
shape and size o f your iron 

The CIA’s recipe using a 
standard 7-mch round iron is 
enough to make 8 waffles 
Start by making a sample waf­
fle to determine how much 
batter you need and how long 
it takes to bake 

Be sure not to lift the lid dur­
ing the first few minutes of 
baking, or while it is steaming, 
a steaming iron is the best indi­
cator that the waffle hasn’t  fin­
ished baking Also, if you have

to force the waffle iron open, 
you can rest assured that the 
batter still needs time to bake 

Tb keep finished waffles 
warm, place them  in a  single 
layer Erectly on the rack of a 
200* F preheated oven

Sift together the flour, salt, 

sugar and baking powder into a 
large mixing bowl Make a well in

Whisk together the egg yolks, 
milk and melted butter in a sep­
arate bowl Pour the wet ingredi­
ents into the well of the dry 
ingredients, stimng until just 
combined The batter will be

Like carbon monoxide, you 
can’t  see, smell or taste radon, 
but the gas m aybe a problem 
in your home

It results from disintegrating 
uranium in the earth -  soil, 
rock and water Although 
radon can be found all over the 
United States, it is especially 
prevalent m the Rodues, the 
Midwest and New England 

It can get into any type of 
building -  home, office, school 
-  and result in a high indoor 
radon level

However, most people are 
likely to get the greatest expo­
sure at home, where they 
spend most of their time 

It typically makes its way 
into homes through cracks in 
concrete floors or basement 
walls and floors, gaps m sus­
pended floors, gaps around 
service pipes and cavities 
inside 'v^ls 

According to the 
Environmental Protection 
Agency, radon is estimated to 
cause about 21,000 lung can­
cer deaths per year W hat’s 
more, if you smoke and your 
home has high radon levels, 
your nsk o f lung cancer is 
especially high 

Nearly one out of every 15 
homes in the United States is 
estimated to have elevated 
radon levels

Is radon present in your 
home’ The only means to 
determine if radon is present

and to what extent is through 
testing

Fortunately, testing is inex­
pensive and easy and should 
only take a few minutes of your 
time Low-cost, do-it-yourself 
radon test kits can be found at 
many hardware stores or home 
centers or obtained through 
the mail

I f  you are buying or selling a 
home, or you don’t  choose to 
perform the test yourself, you 
can hire a  qualified testing 
firm Contact your state radon 
office for a list o f qudified 
testers

There are two general ways 
of testing for radon short­
term  and long-term testing

As the name implies, short­
term  testing IS the quickest 
way to test The collection 
device -  a  charcoal canister or 
other type of system -  remains 
in your home for two to  90 
days

Since radon levels can vary 
from day to  day and season to 
season, a short-term test isn’t  
likely to produce a reliable 
year-round average level

A long-term test remains m 
your home for more than  90 
days

STEPS
'The EPA recommends the 

following testmg steps
Thke a short-term test I f  the 

result IS four picocunes per 
liter of air or higher, take a  fol­
low-up test to  be sure

Follow up with either a long­
term  test or a second short­

term  test For a better under­
standing of your year-round 
average, take a  long-term test 
If  you need results quickly, 
take a second short-term test 

I f  tests demonstrate that 
your home contains levels of 
radon that are equal to or 
greater than four picocunes 
per liter of air, you should take 
action to reduce the levels 

There aî e many methods of 
reducing radon levels In gen­
eral, all mitigation methods 
include some form of sealing 
or ventilation

PREVENTION
In addition, some techniques 

prevent radon from entenng 
your home while others reduce 
radon levels after it has 
entered

Among the most effective 
preventive methods is to patch 
cracks and gaps using caulking 
and vanous other types 6f 
patdiing compounds 

Another method, “soil suc­
tion,” prevents radon from 
entenng your home by draw­
ing It from below the house 
and venting it through a pipe 
(or pipes) to the air about the 
house where it is quickly dilut­
ed

Some methods are “passive” 
and simply depend on natural 
ventilation, while other “active” 
methods involve the use of a 
powered exhaust fan, which 
should run continuously 

An effective method to 
reduce radon levels in homes 
with a crawlspace mvolves cov­

ering the earth with a high ■ 
density plastic sheet A v e rt 
pipe and fan are used to dr aw 
the radon from under the s heet 
and vent it to  the outdoors 

Higher levels may requii e 
more complex measures i f  
such is the  case, the EPA rec­
ommends hinng  a qualified 
radon mitigation contractor 

Begin by checking with your 
state radon office Many states 
require radon mitigation pro­
fessionals to be licensed, certi­
fied or registered 

I f  you choose to perform 
the work yourself, get infor­
mation on appropriate train ­
ing courses and  copies o f the 
EPA’s technical guidance doc­
um ents from  your state radon 
office

The good news is that radon 
reduction systems have proven 
to  be effective In fact, some 
systems can reduce radon lev­
els by up to 99 percent 

The cost for repairs neces­
sary to  reduce radon ranges 
from about $800 to $2,500 
(with an  average cost of 
$1,200), depending upon the 
size and design of your home 
and which r ^ o n  reduction 
methods are required

With spnng here we start 
spending more time outside, 
and of course we need to look 
a t those fix-up projects that the 
winter has left for us 

Here are a few tips to help 
you get through the spnng 
clean-up, fix-up time 

■  Get the debns out of your 
gutters Leaves, twigs, seed pods 
can hold moisture in your gut­
ters, which can cause premature 
detenoration of the gutters 

In addition, the added 
weight of the water can cause 
sagging of the gutters to the 
point where they can fall off 
the house

Use extreme caution while 
workmg on ladders The most 
common mjunes on jobs are the 
result of unproper ladder use 
Be sure you follow common 
sense rules when using a ladder 

If  you are considenng buying 
a ladder, I strongly suggest 
buying ̂ e  heaviest duty ladder 
you can afford and avoiding 
metal ladders 

Though metal ladders are 
lighter m weight and usually 
less expensive than  wood or 
fiberglass ladders, they are 
usually not as strong and they 
conduct electncity 

All too many people have 
been seriously injured or killed

Ask
Dad

when they have made contact 
with a live electnc wire while 
using a metal ladder

■  Just about all concrete will 
crack at some point. If  you have 
noticed some cracks m  your 
drive or walks, repair them by 
using a high-pressure hose noz­
zle to clean away dirt and debns

Let them dry, and seal them 
with a good-quahty concrete 
Caulk such as Sika sikaflex 
polyurethane caulks, available at 
most home improvement stores

■  Visually inspect the out­
side of your house for any loose 
caulk, peeling or chipping 
paint and deteriorated mortar

“T\ick pointing” -  pushing a 
thin line of m ortar into the 
damaged area -  can usually 
replace missing m ortar There 
are also several caulks available 
that match m ortar fairly close

Before painting damaged 
areas, scrape or sand areas 
where the paint is peeling Use 
a good-qudity pnm er over the 
repair before adding the paint

If there is water stain on the 
wood, coat it with a good seal-

er-pnm er such as Kilz
■  Hose down the air condi­

tioning condenser coils to remove 
soil, leaves and other debns This 
will help your air conditioner 
work more effiaently

It’s also a good idea to prune 
away any tree branches that 
may restrict the airflow around 
the condenser unit

■  Look over your deck for 
any loose nails Pull them and 
replace them  with deck screws

Replace any badly warped or 
cracked boards

Clean dirt and other debns 
from between the deck boards 
and wash the deck, using a 
good deck bnghtener and a 
power set to  a LOW PRES­
SURE setting

■  Replace any worn or broken 
parts on your lawnmow^r and 
edger, such as wheels and starter 
pull cords Have file blade sharp­
ened and change the oil

Spnng IS a great time Go 
out and get those jobs done so 
you can sit down and enjoy the 
vrarm weather

Exhibit revisits the history of photography

Digital technology marl« a turning point in the history 
of photography, and has had a tremendous impact on the 
art form

Such a revolution in photography has prompted the 
University of Michigan Museum of Art to undertake a his­
tone survey of the art form 

Rethuikmg the Photographic Image The Best o f  
Photography Irom the George Eastman House Collection 
opens Apnl 22 and continues through June 25 at the 
museum, located on the university’s campus in Ann 
Arbor

“This is a great time to take another look histoncally at 
photography, said James Steward, UMMA director and 
manager of the exhibit project 

Rethinking was curated collaboratively by UMMA and 
New York’s George Eastman House, home to one of the 
most comprehensive collections of photography and film 

The museum’s annual Sloan Memonal Lecture coin­
cides with the exhibit, Sandra Phillips, senior curator of 
photography at the San Francisco Museum of Modem 
Art, IS slated to speak about key moments in photography 
history at 3 p m Sunday, May 7, at the museum 

But UMMAs take on A e more than 100-year-old art 
form won’t  merely trace stages in technology, technique 
and aesthetic

“We are challenging broadly held perceptions about 
photography, in particular that it is more truthful than 
other art forms There s a  sense that (photographers) are 
documenting something that is absolutely true They are 
conveying a truth, but, sometimes, it is an emotional tm th 
and not a demonstrable tmth,” Steward said, adding, “We 
know better now’

Steward’s point is In light of the digital age, it’s clear to 
everybody now how much photographic images can be 
manipulated by an artist “And, what we re really showing 
IS that has always been tm e ”

In other words. Rethinking aims to survey and take a 
second look at photography with a revisionist sensibility 

Notable works include Matthew Brady’s portrait of 
Abraham Lincoln and iconic pieces by such photogra­
phers as Ansel Adams, Alfred Stieghtz, Margaret Bourke- 
White, Manuel Alvarez-Bravo and Lewis Hme 

Divided into four sections, Rethinking tracks cultural 
and stylistic transitions m the art form, mcludmg the 
joum distic and activist imagery created by photographers 
m  the 1950s, ’60s and 70s

Likewise, the exhibit showcases works representing the 
difficult origins o f photography up to the present day In 
fact, about 50 o f the 250 images showcased are contem­
porary

“W hat’s interesting is that there’s been a recent embrace 
of those early, very difficult techniques,” Steward said of 
more recent photography, adding such a trend might be a 
backlash agamst digitd technology
