Many car owners feel a
sense of rage and helplessness
as they spend more and more
of their famuly budget to buy
fuel, Cox said, adding that
most drivers believe the situa

Truth of the matter, Cox said,
1s that they do have options,
and if drivers are gomg to save
any money, 1t's a result of therr
own behaviors

‘You can’t control what
msurance costs, or what gas
costs, and you can't really con-
trol what repairs and mainte-
nance cost But you can really
make a difference when it
comes to getting better gas
mileage Coxsaid

Most people have no clue
what 1t costs to keep a car on
the road, according to Cox,
who said the average car owner
pays more than 52 cents per
mule, just to operate a car They
can cut at least part of that
expense by combining trips
and watching how they behave
behind the wheel

The number one mistake

mmigrants and, possibly, making 1t a
crime to provide even humanitarian assis-
tance to them The bill also provides for
the construction of a wall hundreds of
mules long on the Mexican border (one
Southfield man wondered, seriously, why
they aren’t building one along that
Canadian border)

A Senate bill seems to provide the best
balance of security and fairness on the
1ssue But the real question we have to ask

PPO 1s an order 1ssued by the court
and 1t can protect you from
harassment by another person If
the person violates the PPO, its a
crime the person can be arrested for
To file a PPO, gather all police
reports you've made and have your
parent take you to the county

clerk’s office located 1n downtown
Detroit

You can ask for a “do 1t yourself”
personal protection order packet
and complete all the forms yourself,
you don’t necessarily need an
attorney The person 1s notified by
the court of the terms of the PPO If
the person violates the terms, you
can call the police

Show the respondng officer the
PPO and the documentation of how
the person violated it, hopefully the
person will leave you alone after
recerving the PPO Whatever you do,
DON'T stop telhing adults what s
happening!

Dr Ken Fink recommends taz chi to

weakness caused by MS an autoim
mune disease that affects the central
nervous system

Ruch, a Bloomfield Hills resident,
travels once a year to China to study
Eastern healing arts such as tai chi
and qigong (chee gong) It 1s thought

ta: chi, an ancient exercise and mar-
tial art, enhances energy and reduces
stress

together,” saxd Fink, an osteopath who
practiced family medicine 1n
Farmington until 1996 He also par-

na Itiumproves balance, coordmna-
tion’

VanStavern says, many MS patients
suffer from depression as well
Although the experts are out as to
whether 1t’s part of the disease or
caused by the disease, exercise helps
to reduce stress, improves mood and
regulates sleep patterns

“I recommend any sort of aerobic
exercise where you re getting your
heart rate up for 20 to 30 minutes,
swimming, low impact like tai chs,”
said VanStavern of Royal Oak “It’s
not like they have to run a marathon,
just get the heart rate up

Aerobics was one of the first activi-
ties Stephanie Amman scheduled
when the Achievement Center opened
at the MS Society two years ago Tax

I hate to be the one to break this to you, but
gasoline prices have skyrocketed over the past sev-
eral months and show hittle sign of dropping any

I had that thought 1n my mind the entire time I
spent with the 2006 Jeep Grand Cherokee Limited
4x4 Not that there 1sn’t a lot to hike about 1t - there
15 - but this 1s one of in a class of vehicles where
you have to think to yourself, “do I really need a 4x4
that’s rated for off-road driving® A few years ago,
you could afford to buy something like this for city
driving on the off-chance you might need 1t off-road
someday, but with gas prices what they are, and will
be, I might have second thoughts

This edition of the Jeep Grand Cherokee aver-
aged less than 15 mpg for me n a week of driving,
and some of that was on the freeway Not to men-
tion that my Jeep didn’t even have the biggest
engine avattable for 1t - the 5 7 hiter HEMI V-8
engine The standard engine in the Grand Cherokee
Limited 15 a 4 7 liter V-8he engine rated at 235
horsepower (176 kW) at 4,500 rpm and 305 1b-ft
of torque at 3,600 rpm It's mated with a five-speed
automatic transmission, a Tow/Haul switch
(includes 3 73 axle rati0), and heavy-duty (hybrid)
engine cooling While you won't win Daytona with
this acceleration, the power 1s adequate for normal
driving situations

The Limited 4x4 features what Jeep calls a
Quadra-Drive II system It combines the full-time
transfer case with Electronic Limited Shp
Differentials (ELSD) to detect tire shp and distrib-
ute engine torque to the tires with traction For nor-
mal driving situations, you won’t even notice 1t

If you decide you do, the
Grand Cherokee Limited 4x4 would make a good
choice It’s a nice combination of performance,
comfort and features Just be prepared when you
nt the gas station ~ because 1t’s going to hit you
