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District may 
move board 
elections to 
cut costs

Plymouth-Canton school 
officials will soon consider 
moving school board elec­
tions, which are currently 
held in May, to November to 
save money. 

The biggest plus, according 
to Board of Education 
President Barry Simescu, is 
cost. 

"Sharing the cost of the 
election with the communi­
ties (which encompass the 
district) that have elections 
at the same time is a real 
benefit, especially with our 
budget situation," Simescu, 
said. "We would be able to 
share costs with at least one 
community every 
November." 

A law that went into effect 
in January 2005 gave munic­
ipal clerks the responsibility 

" of running school district 
elections, taking it out of the 
hands of the school districts. 
When Plymouth-Canton 
Schools ran its own elections, 
it cost the district "between 
$15,000-$20,000" according 
to Patricia Brand, assistant 
superintendent of business 
services. 

Since then, the costs have 
skyrocketed as Plymouth-
Canton gets billed by Canton 
Township, Plymouth 
Township, Plymouth, 
Northville Township, 
Superior Township and 
Salem Township because the 
district has residents in all six 
communities. In May 2005, 
the first election conducted 
by the clerks, they collectively 
billed Plymouth-Canton 
Schools a total of $38,000 
for their services. That figure 
could easily have been dou­
bled, except for the fact 
Schoolcraft College also had 
a question on the ballot and 
split the cost. 

In May 2006, with a bond 
proposal and school board 
election on the ballot, the 
cost by the six clerks totaled 
$98,000. 

"It's hard for us to even 
budget for elections any­
more," said Brand. 

Simescu said there are a 
couple of negatives for 
changing school elections to 
November. 

"One of the concerns is our 
ballot questions would be on 
the back page of a long ballot, 
especially in presidential 
years," Simescu said. 
"Another difficulty would 
have newly elected board 
members coming on at the 
middle of a school year, 
instead of the beginning like 
they currently do."

A t e s t o f f a i t

Not long after Chas and Amy 
Burley came back from a vaca­
tion trip to Florida in the late 
summer of2005, Chas began suf­
fering from a lot of pain in his 
side. 

For awhile, they passed it off as 
nothing. His mom told him to 
drink some ginger ale or take 
some Pepto Bismol. Soon, the 
pain betame too insistent to 
ignore, and Chas Burley finally 
made the trip to the emergency 
room. During the examination, 
doctors discovered Burley's 
spleen had swollen to twice its 
normal size. 

The eventual diagnosis was 
devastating: Chas Burley suffered 
from acute lymphocytic 
leukemia, a fast-growing cancer 
of the white blood cells. 

Though frightened by the 
diagnosis at first, the 31-year-
old Burley, who lives in 

Westland with his wife of 11 
years, Amy, decided quickly to 
put his fate where he deeply 
believed it belonged: with God. 
Burley, who got a one-week 
reprieve from the hospital this 
week, talked about his progno­
sis from the Livonia home of his 
mother-in-law, Sue Eichstadt, 
who is a nurse at Providence 
Hospital. 

"It was scary at first," admitted 
Burley, who is on leave from his 
job at Home Depot. "I put all my 
faith in God, and I just let it be in 
His hands." 

That seemed to be a good 
strategy initially, since the can­
cer went into remission within 
some six weeks. But the Burleys 
got more bad news last month 
when Chas found out it had 
returned, and with more of a 
vengeance, getting into his spine 
and limiting Chas' ability to 
walk and get around.

State budget mess 
could be disastrous 
for school district

Plymouth-Canton Community Schools administrators 
are bracing for a reduction of state revenue that could 
reach into the millions of dollars as state officials project a 
budget deficit upwards of $800 million. 

Patricia Brand, PCCS assistant superintendent for busi­
ness services, spent Thursday and Friday in Lansing 
attending the Michigan School Business Officials Financial 
Strategies Conference, where the news to school districts 
wasn't good. 

"It's safe to say we could be facing $2-$4 million in cuts," 
Brand said. 

Plymouth-Canton Schools this year received a state foun­
dation grant increase of $210 per student, raising the dis­
trict's allocation to $7,410 per pupil. However, Brand said the 
state could take away anywhere from $224 per student -
more than the increase given to PCCS - to a smaller amount 
to help the state balance its budget. In either case, Brand 
said, the results could be financially disastrous for Plymouth-
Canton Schools. 
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"Our year is 75-80 
percent concluded, and to 
think we could make 
changes of that magni­
tude is unrealistic," she 
said. "Staff reductions 
won't garner a great 
reduction this late in the game. Besides, what we'd pay in 
unemployment would make it a wash." 

That sentiment is echoed by Superintendent Jim Ryan, 
who is expecting to hear the final numbers from the state 
sometime in February. 

"We can look at spending the rest of the year, such as any 
hires we have yet to make and health care costs, but the 
reality is there's not much we can do for the remainder of 
this school year because it's comes so late," Ryan said. 

However, if the state foundation cut is a stiff one, Ryan 
said next year's budget will see some harsh realities. 

"The next cuts will directly impact the classroom," said 
Ryan, who declined to give specifics on what that could 
entail. "Everything is on the table, from instructional needs 
to support." 

Ryan points to $7 million in budget cuts the school 
board enacted the past four years. 

"We instituted pay-to-participate for athletics, split class­
rooms to reduce the number of teachers hired, as well as 
eliminating most district-sponsored field trips," Ryan said. 
"We're constantly trying to come up with cost savings, like 
our new telephone system and our participation in a con­
sortium for gasoline." 

Brand said the financial challenge stems from the state 
failing to collect enough tax revenue to fund expenditures, 
partially a result of the state cutting taxes the past few 
years. Brand also noted we're seeing the effect a downward 
economy has on Proposal A, a funding mechanism which is 
driven by sales taxes.

Honoring sacrifice

As a history teacher at 
Plymouth High School, Beth 
Savalox knew she wasn't doing 
her part to help support U.S. 
troops fighting in Iraq - and 
felt it important to do some­
thing ... anything. 

"I teach the Vietnam War, 
and I realize the loss of the 
homefront support tends to 
sink a military effort," said 
Savalox, who lives in 
Plymouth. "I felt like I wasn't 
doing anything, and I felt bad 
about that." 

During a recent girls' week­
end, Savalox, her sister, Renee 
McKarge of Plymouth 
Township, and several other 
women- with political beliefs 
ranging from ultraconservative 
to ultraliberal - had some spir­
ited conversations about the ' 
conflict in Iraq. 

"But, what we all agreed on 
is we are at war and we haven't 
done anything to help," said 
McKarge. "There's one seg­
ment of the population that's 
sacrificing, and their families 
are carrying the load for the 
whole country, while we go on 
with our daily lives." 

Savalox met some key volun­
teers from the Headquarters 
and Service Company of the 1st 
Battalion, 24th Marines 
Regiment based at Selfridge 
Air National Guard Base, who 
suggested they could help 
sponsor a luncheon for family 
members of the 24th Marines, 
where they would receive an 
update on the status of their 
sons and daughters serving in 
Iraq. Savalox contacted about 
two dozen friends and family 
members by telephone and e-
mail, and it didn't take long 
before they raised about 
$1,500 for roasted chicken, 
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green beans and salad served 
to nearly 100 family members 
of the 24th Marines at Giulo's 
Cucina Italiana restaurant in 
Livonia on Saturday, Jan. 13. 
Many of those same people 
made cookies, cakes and 
brownies for dessert. 

The families - including 
Larry and Carole Oliver of 
Plymouth, whose son, Steven, 
is a cook with Charlie 
Company of the 24th Marines 
- listened as Maj. Shannon 
Wiley give an update on the 
nearly 1,100 Marines from the 
24th who arrived in Iraq Sept. 
22, and hopefully will be home 
April 22. 

"They've been overwhelmed 
with packages and mail, and it 
almost takes a fleet of trucks to 
bring it in," Wiley updated 
family members. "They get so 
many Care packages that I'm 
expecting half the Marines to 
come back a little tight in their 
uniforms. 

"It's the halfway point, but 
you want to look at it as the 
downhill side," he said. "They 
still have to be vigilant, have to 
work hard and do the same 
things they've been doing for 
the last 31/2 months until they 
get home." 

^ Wiley said the gatherings 
like the one organized by 
Savalox and McKarge are great 
for support and morale of the 
families. 

"It pays huge dividends if 
you take care of families back 
here," Wiley said. "The Marines 
over there know their families 
are taken care of and they can 
focus on their jobs. It's a great 
source for the families to find 
out what's happening in the 
battalion, and gives them a 
chance to bond and build new 
friendships." 

Carole Oliver said being a 
Marine Reserve and serving 
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his country is something 23-
year-old Steven always wanted 
to do. 

"The day he joined he came 
home and had tears in his eyes 
and said, 'I just had to do it,'" 
said Oliver. "It was his calling, 
he felt it in liis heart. 

"He's very proud to be a 
Marine, and we're proud, too," 
she said. "We just want him to 
come home safely, and I just 
want there to be purpose to 
why he's there." 

Larry Oliver said the 
Marines have helped his son 
grow. 

"I think he will come back 
more mature, but more than 
just the time he's been in the 
Iraq," said Larry Oliver. "It will 
be years of maturity." 

Steven Oliver, a graduate of 
Canton High School, was with 
the Headquarters and Service 
Company before being trans­
ferred to Charlie Company to 
be a cook. 

"He sees those guys going 
out to sacrifice every day, and 
he can provide a warm meal 
for them," said Carole Oliver. 
"That's a lot of motivation for 
him. 

"What I don't like is he helps 
chauffeur the commander in 
downtown Fallujah," she said. 
"I wasn't too crazy about that. 
But, as time goes on, you get 
used to it. That's their mission, 
that's their choice." 

Oliver said she knew early-
on her son was destined for a 
military career. 

"This is the same kid who 
used to watch M*A*S*H* on 
television every day, and 
watched the movie Top Gun 
since he was a kid," she said. 

McKarge said she was able 
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to get as much satisfaction 
from the event as the Marine 
families. 

"I was amazed at the amount 
of appreciation the families 
had for somebody recognizing 
and supporting them," 
McKarge said. "It felt good to 
do something and know in 
your heart you've contributed 
something. I have never 
remembered feeling so good 
about doing something." 

Savalox said she felt gratified 
and happy to contribute to the 
families of the 24th Battalion. 

"What struck me the most is 
the fact they kept thanking us, 
like we did something special, 
when it's they who are giving 
the ultimate sacrifice," Savalox 
said. "I felt like it wasn't 
enough. 

"There's so much more we 
could be doing, and I realized 
the next step is when they come 
home and how to properly wel­
come them," she said. "They 
deserve a heroes welcome."

Educator Sharon Strean was 
concerned to see declining test 
scores among boys at 
Plymouth-Canton Educational 
Park, especially in reading and 
writing. 

"It was particularly signifi­
cant in writing," said Strean, an 
assistant principal at PCEP 
assigned to Salem High. "It 
became very worrisome to me. 
The question is why is that 
happening?" 

Strean noted that boys' edu­
cational problems are of grow­
ing national interest, as evi­
denced by media coverage. She 
spoke Thursday, Jan. 18, to 
members and guests of the 
Plymouth-Canton branch of 
the American Association of 
University Women, at a meet­
ing at the Plymouth 
Community Arts Council 
building. 

"There's a physiological rea­
son for these things," said col­
league Pam Dean of Canton, 
who teaches English/language 
arts at Salem and introduced 
Strean. "Sharon is quite the 
expert." 

In the 1970s, the prevailing 
wisdom was that environment 
mattered the most, Strean said, 
but more recently many 
experts have begun to look at 
physiology. "Testosterone is 
testosterone. It affects how you 
learn." 

She noted that boys are sig­
nificantly more likely to com­
mit suicide and make up two-
thirds of Plymouth-Canton 
special education students. 
"They receive the majority of 
the Ds and Es in school," and 
account for 80 percent of disci­
pline referrals. 

Females talk three times 
more than males, Strean said, 
and tend to be better listeners. 
Girls and women are better in 
group settings, while their 
male counterparts are more 
results-oriented. 

"I'm not trying to change 
anybody," she said, agreeing 
stereotyping should be avoid­
ed. "I just want to understand." 

Research shows females are 
better at using both sides of 
their brains and multitasking, 
Strean said. 

Strean recommended two 
books: The Minds of Boys 
(2005) by Michael Gurian and 
Kathy Stevens and The Female 
Brain (2006) by Louann 
Brizendine, M.D. Some 
schools, such as in Livonia, are 

. trying single sex classes to see 
if they help students succeed, 
she said. 

"Boys are hugely interested 
in video games," Strean said. 
Such "screen time" is a factor in ' 
attention deficit disorders. 
"There's permanence to that. It' 
doesn't go away." ; 

Strean urges parents to read ... 
to children, have them go out , 
and play, and enjoy such boardv'. 
games as Scrabble. Video 
games appeal to boys because 
defeat is singular and private, 
and they don't have to worry 
about looking weak. 

"They don't like sedentary 
jobs," she said of males with 
high testosterone. "They have 
to keep moving." , 

Males tend to have stronger 
right brain use, with 
spatial/mechanical ability, she 
said. "It isn't just a phenome­
non in America." All of us are 
on a continuum, she agreed, 
and individual differences are 
significant. 

Boys tend to be less able to 
memorize. Teachers of boys 
should consider: talking less 
and doing more; using lists, 
pictures and graphs; allowing 
for movement in the classroom; 
offering visual stimulation and 
predictable structures, along 
with competition and games. 

Strean discussed the "boy 
code" which makes life particu-^ 
larly hard for more sensitive 
boys. "They have their own 
social group" at PCEP, she said, 
are bright and excel in many 
activities. 

"These are the young men 
who have to be most protected 
in their early stages," she said. 

Strean also touched on nutri­
tion and learning, including 
the importance of drinking 
water to achieve academically. 
"There's lots we don't know, 
but what we're taking in is hav­
ing an effect." 

She also urges people to be 
mentors to youth. "It can make 
all the difference. We all have 
power to effect tremendous 
change."

He's done his feats of 
prestidigitation as the opening 
act for Robert Townsend and 
Harry Blackstone Jr. at the 
Fisher Theatre and on televi­
sion. The late Bob Talbert 
called his performance on the 
best acts in Detroit. 

But the Plymouth resident 
has a problem. He's allergic to 
his assistants - six white doves 
- so he's become a man with a 
mission of finding someone 
who will care for his birds. 

"I'm not giving the birds 
away; I'm looking for a good 
family, a good safe home with 
people who can feed them, 
give them water everyday and 
do cage maintenance," said 
Heine, who's an instructor at 
the William D. Ford Career 
Technical Center in 
Westland. 

Heine has had birds since he 
was 10 years old. That's when 
he found out he was very aller­

gic to rabbits. Since he couldn't 
use rabbits in his act, he sub­
stituted the doves. 

That seemed to work, but 
five years ago his allergist sus­
pected his allergies may be 
because of the birds. A wheezy 
fall led the allergist to suggest 
he move doves out of his living 
environment, saying Heine 
would "see a tremendous 
improvement in his breathing." 

This isn't the first time 
Heine has found someone to 
care for his doves. The owner 
of a flower shop in Plymouth 
cared for his birds for a limited 
time and it worked out well. 
Heine hopes the same will be 
true this time. 

He will pay for all of the sup­
plies - bedding, food - and vet 
bills and will provide a cage. 

The cage houses three birds 
in each of its two compart­
ments. The order - which bird 
goes where - is important 
because they groupings are like 
families, Heine said. Leg bands 
are colored coded to determine 
which birds go together. 

"The cage is designed with 
screens to keep feathers and 
seed inside, it's custom built to 
minimize things from getting 
out around the house," he said. 
"It's almost an aviary." 

He will need able to come 
and get his birds for perform­
ances. He does 20-30 shows a 
year. 

"I won't show up unan­
nounced and it won't be a 
weekly thing, at the most, a 
few times a month," he said. 
"I'm not going to be interrupt­
ing them daily, but I do need 
access to my birds." 

Vacations are no problem 
either, since it's extremely easy 
for him to stop by and feed and 
water and do a quick bedding 
change, he said. And if some­
thing happens to a bird, it's 
"not a big deal." 

"I'll go out and get another," 
he said. 

The birds do make noise, but 
"not a hostile noise, a beautiful 
noise," Heine said. They need 
light, but when the lights are 
turned off, they stop cooing 

and remain silent in the dark. 
If they are in an area where 
they need to be made quiet, the 
cage can be covered with a 
cloth. 

"When the sun comes up, 
there's a beautiful cooing, 
they're a natural alarm clock," 
he said. "They also make a 
laughing sound. It's one of the 
coolest things." 

His doves can be treated as 
pets. They're very docile, very 
calm creatures who can be 
handled and are "totally people 
friendly." 

And caring for his birds 
comes with a perk - at least 
one free magic show a year. 

Heine would like to keep his 
birds in the western Wayne 
County area. People interested 
in caring for them can call him 
at (734) 454-9392. 

"It's important I find a fami­
ly that understands how 
important these birds are," 
Heine said. "They also have to 
be an animal lover first."

"We all knew that when we 
faced a downturn we would 
have significant challenges 
maintaining our expectations 
when it came to funding edu­
cation, prisons, roads and 
health care," Brand said. "The 
state didn't see it coming as 
drastically as it is. 

"Even with the foundation 
grant increases we received in 
the past, it didn't cover expen­
diture increases we can't con­
trol, like retirement rates and 
utility costs," she said. 

School board trustee Steven 
Sneideman, one of three mem­
bers on the district's finance 
committee, said the school 

board was warned cuts could 
come, even when the state gave 
the $210 per-pupil increase. 

"We've started discussing 
what alternatives there are, 
and something concrete will 
come with the upcoming 
budget talks," Sneideman 
said. "Then, we'll have to 
decide how seriously we have 
to look at different alterna­
tives to save money for the 
district. 

"This district has made a lot 
of cuts, and it's difficult to 
make more and find more dol­
lars," he said. "I'm very con­
cerned about making whole­
sale changes before they're nec­
essary, and undo the great 
things we've done in this dis­
trict."

"It was freaky to find out it 
came back," Chas said. "This 
time, it took my legs out and 
attacked my nervous system. 
Through the power of prayer, 
my legs have come back. I can 
stand, pivot and sit. 

"I don't quite have walking 
down yet," he added with a 
slight chuckle. "But I believe 
that's going to come." 

The family is relying heavily 
on its faith as Chas battles t*he 
leukemia. His parents, Bill and 
Jeri Burley of Plymouth, 
adopted Chas when he was 13. 
He is their only child, and the 
news he had leukemia hit them 
hard. 

"When he was 13, Chas came 
into our home and filled our 
lives," said Jeri Burley, a retired 
state racing commission 
employee. "When you hear 
your child is diagnosed with 
leukemia; it's the worst thing 
you can hear. You hear it a sec­
ond time and the wind just 
gets knocked out of you. 

"We decided to listen to 
God," she added. "We're not 
going to lose our son." 

During treatment the first 
time around, Chas was sub­
jected to some eight spinal 
taps. When he relapsed last 
month, doctors put him in 
Southfield's Providence 
Hospital. They're treating him 
through intravenous means, as 
well as treating the spine 
through an Omaya reservoir, a 
device inserted just beneath 
the scalp. 

While those treatments con­
tinue, the family has organized 
a bone marrow drive in hopes 
of finding an unrelated donor. 
The drive takes place 1-4 p.m. 
Sunday, Jan. 28, at the Revival 
Outreach Center, 16115 Beck in 
Northville, where Jeri Burley 
now works. 

Family members say doctors 
have told them it's the only way 
to keep the cancer from relaps-

he believes the bone marrow 
drive will help not only his son, 
but other people, as well. 

"As much as I'd like to do 
that for my son, I can't," Bill 
Burley said. "We're looking for 
someone else to do that, and 
we believe there will be some­
one. It's a test of faith. 

"There are so many poten­
tial donors," he added. "We're 
hoping not just to find a 
donor for Chas, but for other 
people who need one. 
Somebody's going to benefit 
besides Chas." 

Chas Burley knows death is a 
possibility, but he doesn't 
believe it'll happen. 

"I don't believe God put me 
on this earth to die at 31," 
Burley said. "My faith is rooted 
very deeply. I've been saved by 
the grace of God and whatever 
happens is in His hands. 

"This thing beating me... I 
just don't see it happening."

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Treasurer's office will help 
prevent tax foreclosures

Tis the season for foreclosures... 
But it doesn't have to be. Not if you as a home­
owner do everything you can to make sure you 

don't lose your home. In case you didn't know, 
Wayne County leads the nation in property tax fore­
closures. There are many reasons for this troubling 

distinction, and the decline of the 
auto industry — which has result­
ed in the loss of thousands of jobs 
— is.certainly a major contributor 
to the decline of the local economy. 

But the loss of jobs related to a 
once-thriving industry is still only 
part of the problem. Another 
equally serious part of the problem 
is, well, personal responsibility. If 
you own a home, then you should 
know that property taxes need to 

be paid on that home. If you are unable to pay those 
taxes, or if you believe you will be late, then it is up to 
you to seek help and/or contact the Wayne County 
Treasurer's office for assistance with your problem. 

Believe it or not, the treasurer's office is not the 
Grim Reaper and has no interest in snatching your 
property. Our strong preference is that Wayne 
County residents keep their homes and not lose 
them to property tax foreclosure, and our office is 
doing whatever it can to make this a reality. 

But to do this, we need your help. If you're in 
trouble, we need to hear from you and we need to 
hear from you soon. You can contact us one of sev­
eral ways: By mail at The Office of the Wayne 
County Treasurer, Taxpayer Assistance, 400 
Monroe, Suite 530m Detroit, MI 48226; by phone 
at (313) 224-6105; or online at www/waynecoun-
ty.com/treasurer . 

• How to avoid foreclosure 
1) Always pay your taxes on time. 
Property taxes are always due in July and 

December of each year. Current taxes are 
payable to your local treasurer's office in the city 
where your property is located. You need to con­
tact your local treasurer's office for further infor­
mation on current property tax billing dates. 

2) There are different ways to pay your taxes. 
Your property taxes can be paid in one of three 

ways: online, in person or by mail. Payment for 
delinquent taxes can be paid by personal check (cur­
rent delinquent tax year only), certified funds, cash 
in-person, or on-ine by an electronic debit from your 
checking or savings account. Our office does not 
accept credit card payments. If your mortgage com­
pany pays your taxes out of an escrow account, be 
sure to check to make sure that they are making 
timely payments. Ultimately, you are responsible for 
timely payments, not your mortgage company. 

3) When am I late? 
Officially, if you did not pay your 2004 property 

taxes by March 1,2005, then those property taxes 
are now recorded as delinquent and a $15 collec­
tion fee was added Oct. 1, 2005, to each delin­
quent parcel that is listed under your name. Also, 
it is now the responsibility of the Wayne County 
Treasurer's office to collect the delinquent taxes and 
interest immediately kicks in at 1 percent per 

month. There is also a 4 percent administration fee. 
4) When am I really late? 
Unpaid property taxes become delinquent March 

1 of each year and are forwarded to the county 
treasurer for collection. State law requires a 4 per­
cent administration fee and 1 percent per month 
interest. For example: Unpaid 2004 property taxes 
were forwarded to the county treasurer as delin­
quent March 1,2005. On March 1,2006, unpaid 
2004 delinquent taxes were forfeited to the county 
treasurer. State law requires the addition of a $175 
fee and $26 in recording fees. Interest is increased 
from 1 percent per month to 1.5 percent per month 
retroactive to the date the taxes became delinquent. 

5) But seriously, when am I really, really late? 
If your 2004 property taxes still aren't paid by 

March 1,2007 (this year), then circuit court enters 
a judgment of foreclosure against your property. 
The only way to retain ownership of your property 
at this point is to pay all of your delinquent prop­
erty taxes, including fees arid interest, by March 
31,2007 If you don't? You're out of luck. This is 
your absolute last chance to get your property 
back. Period. As of April 1, your property will be 
foreclosed, and you will lose all rights as owner of 
what used to be your property. Title to your prop­
erty will be passed to the county treasurer. 

So what happens now? 
During the months of September and October 

2007, your property will be sold at auction. 
Former owners are allowed to register to bid on 

their property, however they must follow the same 
rules and regulations as every other bidder. There 
will be no special privileges or allowances granted 
to anyone simply because they are the previous 
owners of a property about to be auctioned. 

• Options if you are facing foreclosure 
1) Hardship extension — except for a verifiable legal 

challenge proving that you do not owe the amount of 
delinquent taxes the county says you owe, applying for 
ahardship extension is just about the only way to hold 
onto your house while attempting to get caught up on 
your delinquent property taxes. Important: If you 
believe you will need to apply for an extension, 
please keep in mind that this is only an extension, 
not an exemption. Even if you are granted an exten­
sion on the time allowed to pay your taxes, you are 
really only delaying the inevitable, and you will also 
be required to continue paying interest charges 
throughout the duration of the extension. 

2) Contact the treasurer's office. 
If you are facing foreclosure, trying to hide and 

act like it will all somehow go away is the worst 
thing you can do. What you need to do is get some 
help, and quick. One thing you can do is contact 
the Taxpayer Assistance Section at (313) 224-
6105. Taxpayer Assistance is an in-house division 
at the treasurer's office dedicated solely to assisting 
taxpayers in any way it can. Once you have sought 
assistance, you may find out that it's not as bad as 
you think. But if you decide to ignore the problem, 
it will most likely turn out much worse than you 
could have ever imagined.

McNamara team vindicated 
with end of investigations

In 1989,1 was thrilled to be given the oppor­
tunity to work as a public servant for Wayne 
County Executive Edward McNamara. Since 

childhood, I considered public service as a way 
to give back to the country that had adopted 

me. By working for Edward 
McNamara, I learned that 
public service is not a career 
but an obligation of trust. 
With his leadership, the 
majority of us tried and 
strived to make life better for 
the people of Wayne County. 
We tried to serve with integri­
ty and hard work. 

We worked long hours and 
were always cognizant of the 

public trust in us. To the best of our ability, we 
tried to be good public servants. Our dynamic 
team worked tirelessly at the county until Nov. 
22,2002, when the FBI and State Police raided 
our office accusing us in the media of corruption. 

Since the raid, our lives have been challenged, 
our names have been sullied, our careers took a 
different route and our integrity has been ques­
tioned. Newspapers and the media proclaimed 
us guilty of corruption. Some politicians tried to 
put distance between themselves and 
McNamara and his team for fear of being 
labeled corrupt. Others used the horrible head­
lines against McNamara to further their career. 

The term "innocent until proven guilty" did 
not apply to McNamara and his staff. We were 
all guilty until proven innocent. For me, the 
four years of hell is over. We lived a life of 
uncertainty and fear. We went to sleep worrying 
what the headlines might be the next morning. 
We all wondered if the FBI was going to knock 
at our doors with a subpoena. We were anxious 
about our future. Although we knew we did not 
do anything wrong, we started to think of what 
if we can't prove our innocence. 

Last week, through a small article in the 
Detroit News, we learned that the U.S. District 
Attorney dropped the charges against former 
Wayne County Executive Edward McNamara 
and his staff. This week we woke to a new reali­
ty, a reality without nightmare. This article 
brought to us a little sense of relief, anger, hope, 
vindication and a twinge of pain for the now 
deceased Mr. McNamara and his wife Lucille; 

After four years of living with this hell, we 
no longer have to worry about criminal 
lawyers, FBI, bad news headlines, the stare of 
people and constant suspicion. We now can 
look toward the future without the fear of 
investigation hovering over our head. 
Although there are no front page stories 

declaring us clear, we now can rest that there" 
will be no more headline stories declaring us 
corrupt. We no longer have to have a criminal, 
attorney on retainer. So those of us who were 
under investigation are thrilled with the out­
come. Our life of uncertainty and is over. We ., 
now also hope that no one else go through the , 
same trauma as we did. 

But with all the jubilation, we cannot help , 
but feel the sadness for our beloved Mr. 
McNamara and his family about the timing of 
this declaration. It would have been wonderful 
had the news come before he died last 
February. He served this community with 
honor and distinction yet the cloud of the ,, 
investigation cast a shadow that followed him 
until his death. We are sad and, yes, angry that 
a man of honor who brought vision and selfless 
public service to this community died before 
his name was cleared by federal officials. 

For over 50 years, Mr. McNamara dedicated 
his life to public service, building communities 
and making Livonia and Wayne County a great 
place to live. His fingerprints on the develop­
ment of our region can be found all over Wayne 
County. After saving Wayne County from bank­
ruptcy, he worked on making it economically 
viable. Through his vision, we now have a great 
airport, two stadiums in downtown Detroit, a 
wonderful park system, a state of the art 
morgue, a juvenile building and a juvenile sys-
tern that helped children rather than recycle 
them to the adult correction facilities. 

He was a leader who broke through barriers 
and worked with everyone. Although he was a 
strong Democratic leader, he extended his 
hand to work with his Republican rivals to 
accomplish his goals of building a healthy 
county. He was the consummate public ser­
vant, yet some viewed him as too powerful and 
went out to destroy him and his reputation. 
They worked with the media and federal offi­
cials to ensure that his power was diminished. 
Fortunately for us, McNamara's legacy was 
never and will never be destroyed. His legacy is 
far reaching and leaves an unsurpassed imprint 
on Wayne County and the state of Michigan. 

As we put this misfortune behind us, we can 
remember one of the most important lessons we 
learned from Edward McNamara is the capacity 
to overcome adversity. Although those who went 
out of their way to destroy Mr. McNamara and his 
legacy failed, I dread that one of the long-term, 
effects may be that bright young people will be 
discouraged from entering publicservice careers.

For many, Roth IRA may be better than a 401(k) 
Q: My employer offers a 401(k) plan 
with no matching contribution. I'm 
not sure whether it would be better 
to contribute to my 401(k) plan or a 
Roth IRA. I cannot afford to do 
both;. What would you recommend? 
Bob 

A: Dear Bob: 
I am a huge fan of Roth IRAs 
and I generally recommend 
that if possible people take 
advantage of Roth IRAs. When 
someone does not have an 
employer match, my general 
advice is to fully fund the Roth 
IRA and then if you can save 
more money for retirement to 
then use the 401(k) plan. 
A 401(k) grows tax-deferred 
while a Roth IRA grows tax-
free. In a 401(k), you do receive 
a double tax benefit in the fact 
that your contributions are 
invested pre-tax and all of the 
income grows tax-deferred. 
However, always remember 
that when it grows tax-deferred 
it means you are eventually 
subject to taxes. In a Roth IRA,

you never pay income tax on 
withdrawals after age 59. That 
is why if someone is eligible for 
a Roth IRA and if they have a 
long-term horizon, I lean 
toward fully funding the Roth 
IRA first and then going into 
the 401(k) plan. 
The one exception to the rule is 
if your company matches your 
401(k) contribution. If your 
company offers a match, I 
would contribute up to the 
match and then invest into the 
Roth IRA. If I could save more, 
then I would go back to the 
401(k) plan. 

Q: I was listening to your radio 
show and you were discussing 
equity-indexed annuities. I was 

thinking about purchasing one and I 
want to know what 1 should look for. 
Carla 
A: Dear Carla: 
I like equity-indexed annuities, 
especially for a conservative 
investor who wants to do better 
than CDs without taking , 
unnecessary risks. However, 
not all equity-indexed 
annuities are the same. 
Unfortunately, there are many 
pitfalls that investors have to be 
concerned with. It is sort of like 
mutual funds - there are good 
mutual funds and there are bad 
mutual funds. The same thing 
applies to equity-indexed 
annuities. 
To me, some of the issues that 
you need to concentrate on are 
fees. In any investment I make, 
I always concentrate on fees. 
High fees always equal low 
returns. The equity-indexed 
annuities I like are no-load 
which means 100 percent of 
your money goes to work for 
you at all times. Unfortunately,

a good job of hiding fees, 
therefore buyers must use 
caution. 
In addition, you need to be 
concerned with the cap rates. 
The cap rates determine what 
rate of return you receive. In an 
equity-indexed annuity, there 
are two elements that 
determine return. The first is 
the guaranteed return. The 
second portion is if the stock 
market does well. If the stock 
market does well, you get an 
additional return. The beauty 
of the equity-indexed annuity is 
that if the market performs 
poorly, at a minimum you still 
receive a guaranteed return. 
The higher the cap rate, the 
better it is for investors. 
Generally, with equity-indexed 
annuities, you cannot buy them 
directly, you must go through 
an agent. A local agent who I 
have confidence in, and one 
who only represents no-load 
investor friendly equity-
indexed annuities is Hutton 
Financial, (800) 870-4444. 

Q: I would like to invest $10 a week 
automatically into a gold mining 
stock as a hedge against inflation. 
Can you tell me a brokerage firm 
where I can make this type of 
investment? 
Joe 
A: Dear Joe: 
There are a couple of options 
that you can consider for your 
investment. First, if you belong 
to a credit union you should 
consider contacting the credit 
union. Most credit unions have 
programs that allow you to buy 
individual stocks for very low 
minimums. In addition, one of 
the things I like about credit 
unions is that credit unions 
have very low fees. As I have 
always mentioned, low fees 
equal higher returns. 
Another company that you can 
consider, is 
www.sharebuilder.com. 
Sharebuilder.com also offers a 
program where you can invest 
small amounts into stocks on a 
regular basis. 

Another alternative if you 
would like, is to consider a 
mutual fund. Some mutual 
fund companies such as T. 
Rowe Price offer programs 
where you can invest as little as 
$50 a month if you sign up for 
their automatic investment 
program. The beauty of using a 
mutual fund is the fact that you 
will get professional v 

management and 
diversification. Furthermore, 
using a company like T. Rowe 
Price, you will have lower 
transaction fees. One last note 
and that is, the strategy of 
investing a set amount on a 
regular basis, known as dollar 
cost averaging, is the best way to. 
build up a portfolio. Good luck!

I* ^ any people find comfort in food, 
fill Comfort eaters tend to skip meals 
i f lor overeat, or focus on other tasks 
while eating. Comfort eaters turn to 
food to address negative emotional 
issues. Often, such eaters aren't fully 
aware of their behavior. Emotions or 
situations may trigger some people to 
eat even when they are not hungry. 

Losing weight successfully requires 
having the proper 
mindset. In order to 
avoid comfort eating, 
it's important to be 
aware of your eating 
behavior at all times. 
Do you think about 
how hungry you are 
when you eat? Is it time 
for lunch or dinner? If 
not, you may just need 

twmwwwmmwsm** a s n a c k Or you may 
just be feeling a craving 

that will pass. Try drinking some water 
and then see if you're still hungry. 

Also, consider your feelings. Maybe 
you're thinking about food because 
you're bored, upset, angry or stressed. 
Try addressing any emotional issues 
first. For example, participate in a 
leisure activity, such as a relaxing bath 
or listening to music. Then decide if 
you're feeling physically hungry. 

When you do eat in response to 
hunger, take time to focus on your meal 
and avoid distractions. Pay attention to 
your food selections and portions, and 
enjoy your meal. Be aware of your 
body's signals telling you when you're 
full, so eat to satisfaction rather than 
discomfort. 

Lots of mindless eating happens after 
dark. Do you, like many people, look 
forward to that moment in the evening 
when you get to kick up your feet and 
relax? If so, you might find nighttime 
munchies a part of your daily routine. 

Do you feel as though you cannot sit 
down and relax without a snack? There 
are some measures you can take to 
break the habit of late-night snacking 
on high-fat/high-calorie foods. Try eat­
ing more frequently throughout the day. 
Aim for five to six small meals/snacks 
per day to help curb your appetite. 

Also, if you don't have junk food 
around the house, there won't be any 
for you to eat late at night. When you go 
grocery shopping, choose healthy 
snacks and bypass the junk. Keep low- . 
fat snacks such as fresh fruits and veg­
etables, pretzels and reduced-fat string 
cheese sticks on hand. Remember, it 
only takes an extra 100 calories a day to 
put on 10 pounds in a year. 

Take up a hobby or become involved 
in some other activity while relaxing in 
front of the television. Work on arts and 
crafts, play with a pet or have a signifi­
cant other or friend give you a massage. 
Breaking the habit of late-night snack­
ing by developing new healthy habits is 
a measure that will certainly help you 
take off those extra pounds. 

If you're exercising to help you lose 
weight, congratulations. However, even 
though you have a great exercise rou­
tine and you're sticking to it, you may 
eventually hit a plateau. 

It's natural for our bodies to adjust to 
any routine over time, whether it's eat­
ing the same foods or doing the same 
exercises all the time. So it may be nec­
essary to change your routine in order 
to boost your body back into weight 
loss. 

In general, you should probably 
change your routine about every six 
weeks, and you can change it in a vari­
ety of ways. 

One way is by changing the duration 
of your program. For example, try 
adding an extra five or 10 minutes to 
your session.

Kevin Boyle says he's always 
been drawn to stories about 
working people, the labor move­
ment and immigrants.

Sarah Ormond, adult services 
librarian at the Baldwin Public 
Library in Birmingham, knew that 
choosing a book for Everyone's 
Reading in 2007would be a big task. 

The 2006 selection, a non-fiction 
book about diving, had drawn more 
participants than expected into the 
annual adult reading program offered 
by many libraries in the tri-county 
area, 

"Who'd think you'd get a bunch of 
women to read about scuba diving 
and World War 11 wrecks?" Ormond 
said, adding that last year's book, 
Shadow Divers, was unexpectedly 
"very popular." 

"We thought we'd have large shoes 
to fill here." 

Luckily, Ormond had read a col­
umn by Observer managing editor 
Hugh Gallagher in December 2005 
and immediately e-mailed the other 
Everyone's Reading committee mem­
bers. The group, made up of librari­
ans from participating libraries in the 
tri-county area, annually chooses one 
book for the program. 

In his column about community-
wide reading programs, Gallagher 
proposed̂ 4rc of Justice, by Kevin 
Boyle, as a "high school read for the 
metro Detroit area." 

The nonfiction work tells the story 

of a black doctor who moved his fam­
ily to a working class white section of 
Detroit in 1925. Gallagher pointed 
out that Boyle "describes the elements 
that have helped create our sadly 
divided and antagonistic metro area." 

"It is a book that every high school 
student shciild read, discuss, under­
stand, to appreciate why the place 
they call home is what it is," Gallagher 
wrote. "It's a good read and an impor­
tant one as well." 

That's all Ormond and her com­
mittee needed to know. 

They contacted Boyle, told him 
about Gallagher's column and the 
author agreed to participate in 
Everyone's Reading 2007. 

"I really think that Hugh 
Gallagher's column was so important 
... it convince i e, group of librarians -
and it convl••.> -:ed the author," Ormond 
said. 

She said the committee members 
all knew of Boyle's book, but hadn't 
necessarily read it when they contact­
ed the author. 

"I recommended it without having 
read it," Ormond said. 

They're glad they began planning 
the 2007 program more than a year 
ahead of time, given the popularity of 
last year's book.

ily from Detroit's Black Bottom to 
a bungalow in a working-class 
white section of Detroit in 1925. 

Sweet realized he would be faced 
by hostility, as had others before 
him in other white sections of the 
city. He, his wife and friends were 
armed when a white mob formed 
outside and began throwing rocks. 
A shot was fired from inside the 
house and a man was killed. 
Sweet, his wife, Gladys, and nine 
others were charged with murder. 

The NAACP took on the case as 
a cause celebre, as it was already 
pursuing a case for fair housing to 
the Supreme Court. It hired 
famous trial lawyer Clarence 
Darrow to head the defense. 

Boyle, an Ohio State University 
history professor, had written 
books on labor history. 

"I had started teaching courses 
in civil rights history, enjoyed 
doing it so much I decided I want­
ed to write something on civil 
rights history," he said. "But I did­
n't want to write about Alabama in 
the '50s. There were others who 
had written about that." 

GREW UP IN DETROIT 
Boyle grew up on the east side of 

Detroit and was aware of the 
Sweet case and of Detroit's long 
history of racial tension. 

"I grew up in an all-white neigh­
borhood," he said. "As I was 
becoming a teenager, it began to 
change. I saw racial tensions 
played out at the neighborhood 
level." 

Boyle began his research with 
the NAACP papers, but he soon 
became drawn to the personal his­
tory of Sweet and his attempt to 
rise to respectability and a middle-
class lifestyle. 

"I visited Barstow, Fla., where he 
was from, went to Wilberforce 
University, went to the house on 
Garland where this took place. I 
was following Dr. Sweet's path," 

1 had started teaching 
courses in civil rights history, 
enjoyed doing it so much I 
decided I wanted to write 
something on civil rights 
history. But I didn't want to 
write about Alabama in the 
'50s. There were others who 
had written about that/ 
Kevin Boyle, 
author of Arc of Justice: A Saga of Race, 
Civil Rights and Murder in the Jazz Age 

Boyle said. 
Boyle's history reads with the 

emotional and dramatic detail of a 
novel. He begins with the deadly 
confrontation of Sept. 8,1925, and 
then goes back to tell the story of 
Sweet that mirrors the story of 
other hardworking, striving 
African Americans to make their 
place in America. 

Sweet was representative of a 
group of African Americans that 
NAACP leader W.E.B. DuBois 
called the Talented Tenth. DuBois 
exhorted this group to take up 
leadership for others. 

"Think of the burden it places on 
you," Boyle said. "He came from a , 
humble black background; He 
pushes himself up. The Talented 
Tenth places an extraordinary bur­
den. You're a representative of 
your race, a leader of your race, It's 
not something whites feel — 'Oh, 
now I'm. a doctor so I'm a leader of 
my race.'" 

Sweet was also a member of the 
African Methodist Episcopal 
Church. The A M E church put an 
emphasis on achievement. 

"What that culture is is the clas­
sic American dream. If you work 
hard, get an education, you can 
rise as far as your talents take you," 
Boyle said. "It dovetails with the 

Talented Tenth — as you climb, 
you have the responsibility of hav­
ing others follow in your foot­
steps." 

Boyle said one of the reasons the 
NAACP took on the case was 
because the Sweets were 
respectable, educated people. He 
said the case was important for the 
NAACP's black leadership, under 
James Weldon Johnson, to assert 
itself. 

KU KLUX KLAN 
White residents in the city of 

Detroit were already moving into 
white-only neighborhoods. A 
major force in the city's politics 
was the Ku Klux Klan. * 

"In the '20s, the Klan had a 
greater influence in the North 
than in the South," Boyle said. 

The city had 35,000 Klan mem­
bers and many more that were 
sympathetic to the cause. 

"It wasn't just anti-black. It was 
anti-Catholic, anti-Semitic and 
anti-immigrant. It was a way of 
slashing out at all sorts of people," 
Boyle said. 

On the other hand, the city also 
had a group of progressive white 
politicians and activists, many 
from the Catholic and Jewish com­
munities. A young jurist, Frank 
Murphy, was the judge for the 
Sweet trial. Murphy went on to 
become mayor of Detroit, governor 
of Michigan and a U.S. Supreme 
Court justice. 

But the news media of the day 
reflected the general prejudices of 
the white majority. Boyle said the 
News was staunchly conservative 
and business-oriented, the Free 
Press was "arch conservative and 
race baiting" and the Hearst-
owned Times was "a scandal 
sheet." 

"None of the papers took a pro­
gressive line," he said. 

This spilled over into news cov­
erage. Boyle writes of a Detroit 
News reporter who witnessed the 
events on Garland Street and 
returned to the office and filed an 

accurate account. The editors at 
The News spiked his story in favor 
of the biased police account being 
run in the other two papers. 

A MASTER OF CONTROVERSY 
The most famous figure in these 

events was Darrow, an often con­
tradictory and baffling character 
who was probably the most famous 
trial lawyer in American history. 

"The book takes an upturn when 
Clarence Darrow enters the stage," 
Boyle said. "He was the greatest 
criminal lawyer of his time or ever. 
He was a master of controversy." 

It was Darrow's fame the led the 
NAACP to seek him out as a 
lawyer. It is Darrow's eloquence 
that puts into perspective the 
events on Garland Street. 

"Darrow didn't know much law, 
he admits as much himself," Boyle 
said. "He was a propagandist, a 
manipulator. This wasn't about 
legal technicalities." 

Boyle's book presents excellent 
portraits of Johnson, the president 
of the NAACP and a poet, who 
Boyle said "reshaped the NAACP" 
and Walter White, Johnson's right-
hand man and successor, who was 
an African American with white 
skin and blue eyes, which he used 
as an entree into white society. 

The saddest figure is Sweet, 
himself. 

"He accomplished extraordinary 
things," Boyle said. "Were he 
white, he would be a representa­
tive of the American dream. But he 
was deeply scarred." 

Boyle said his book is a tragedy, 
not a victory. He said the Sweet 
case didn't end segregation, which 
continues today. 

"Any author would love to think 
readers would have a different 
attitude," he said. "But the best you 
could hope is that the book would 
raise questions about segregation." 

Those issues will be what every­
one is talking about when every­
one is reading Arc of Justice.

A smoker's lung was a "huge attraction" 
when the Our Body exhibit opened at 

the Detroit Science Center on Jan. 13, 
according to Lynn Simmons, a Pi 

Society docent. 
I Simmons relied on her science 

w 4 background as a former elemen­
tary school teacher not only to 
answer questions about the 
blackened organ but the 20 

, human specimens and 135 
,f * anatomical displays of bones and 

body systems in the exhibit. The 
science center requires Pi Society 

docents to have a background in a relat­
ed professional field. During her years as a 

volunteer, Simmons spent many hours 
explaining the digestive system on an 
anatomical model permanently displayed on 
the first floor of the science center. 

She carries a 25-feet long piece of twine 
in her pocket to demonstrate for visi­

tors the length of intestines in the 
human body. An audio tour avail­
able with the Our Body exhibit 
supplements the presentations 
with facts about the intestines, 
processing about 2.5 gallons of 

J ? \ food, liquids and bodily waste 
r ^ ' ^ Q every day. 

"I'm so excited this exhibit is 
here," said Simmons of Clarkston. 
"I've always been fascinated about 
how the pieces of the body go 

Y i \ together. People want to know 
how parts of their bodies work. 

They don't know how we breathe or 
how our heart works or the digestive 

system. Seeing it in a book isn't the same 
as seeing how it all goes together. 

"The smoker's lung was a point of discus­
sion for families, children telling their par­
ents why they need to quit smoking, parents 
telling children why not to start smoking." 

WAY TO LEARN 
The science center spent nearly $5.8 mil­

lion to present Our Body: The Universe 
Within in 12,500 square feet on the fourth 
and second levels. Simmons thinks the 
exhibit is an easy way for parents to talk 
with their children about the body. Exhibit 
organizers recommend that parents plan­
ning to bring their children determine if the 
material is age appropriate as the specimens 
not only reveal muscles, blood vessels, ten­
dons and organs, but genitals. They suggest 
reviewing the content on the Web site first 
(www.ourbodytheuniversewithin.com) then 
discussing the visit with children to prepare 
them. The Prenatal Gallery underscores the 
term Miracle of Life as it features human 
fetuses in different stages of development. 

"When you're trying to open discussion 
between parents and children or grandchil­
dren, the body is a very sensitive thing to 
talk about," said Simmons. "A little girl was 
there with her grandmother and her mother 
was pregnant. After visiting the Prenatal 
Gallery the little girl now knows how big the 
baby is and what her mother is doing to take

care of the baby." 
Dressed in white lab coats, docents are 

available to answer questions about the 
human specimens preserved through a poly­
mer impregnation process that removes all 
fluids and fats from a cadaver and replaces it 
with plastic. All of the bodies were donated 
to a Chinese foundation to promote educa­
tional and medical research of the human 
body. 

After 40 years as a medical examiner, Dr. 
Walter Hoffman thought he understood the 
complexities of the human body, but found 
himself taking photographs. 

"It's the way the bodies were dissected," 
said Hoffman. "One is sectioned longitudi­
nally. You can see the organs like I've never 
seen before. On another where the muscles 
are flayed out, you see how all the muscles 
relate to one another, triceps, abs, how when 
you pull on something and the muscle con­
tracts you see what bone is moving with that." 

LIFESTYLE CHANGES 
Hoffman hopes the exhibit nudges visitors 

toward a healthier lifestyle. As medical and 
anatomical consultant for the exhibit, he 
oversaw the placement of specimens includ­
ing the examples of liver cancer and an artery 
with atheroscolosis. In several instances, a 
diseased specimen such as the gray liver is 
positioned next to a healthy pink organ. 

"You can see what happens if you smoke, 
drink, if you really don't take care of your­
self. Once you do major damage to your body 
we can help, but can't restore it," said 
Hoffman, who began his career as a medical 
examiner in Wayne County. "People have to 
begin to take responsibility for themselves. 
They can't start at age 60. Hopefully the 
exhibit will educate people to take care of 
their bodies." 

Through the fourth floor exhibit and audio 
tour, visitors learn about the muscular, 
skeletal, circulatory, digestive, respiratory, 
nervous, and reproductive systems before 
heading for Micro World two levels down. Pi 
Society docents such as Rita Sol invite visi­
tors to view dozens of slides of cells in the 
body and pick up informational material 
including Web sites that make learning 
about the body fun. 

"On Sunday, kids as young as 6 wanted to 
know how the slides get made," said Sol, a 
Bloomfield Hills resident who recently com­
pleted a master's degree in computer science 
at Wayne State University. 

Tickets for the Our Body exhibit (pro­
duced by the Universe Within Touring 
Company) are $24.95 adults, $22.95 seniors, 
and $19.95 children, and include science 
center admission. Children ages 12 and 
under must be accompanied by an adult.

Organ donation campaign urges all to 'show your heart' 
Secretary of State Terri Lynn Land is 

reminding residents that the state's new 
organ donation campaign has begun and 
everyone adding their name to the donor 
registry receives a heart sticker for their 
driver's license or state identification card. 

The heart sticker is placed on the front 
where it's easily visible to law enforce­
ment, emergency responders and hospital 
personnel of the person's wish to be a 
donor. Michigan law supports residents 
rights to make their own donation deci­
sions. No further consent is required once 
enrolled on the registry. -

"Organdonationcarib'eatough subject 

to talk about, but its benefits are literally 
lifesaving," said Terri Lynn Land. "That is 
why we're eliminating any barriers to 
enrolling and making the process as sim­
ple as possible. A single donor can save or 
enhance the lives of up to 50 people." 

The Michigan Organ Donor Registry is 
a confidential database of residents who 
wish to be organ donors and is maintained 
by the Department of State. Anyone wish­
ing to add their name may do so online at 
www.Michigan.gov/sos or at any Secretary 
of State office. 

Public Acts 140-143 of 2005 authorize 
the department to place a heart insignia 

on the front of the driver's license or state 
I.D. card. 

Land explained that it is important for 
anyone who has added his or her name to 
the registry in the past to re-enroll. This 
will ensure that their donor registration is 
current and that they receive the heart 
sticker. 

Gift of Life Michigan, the state's author­
ized organ recovery organization, accesses 
the donor registry to assist hospitals in the 
recovery and transplantation of organs 
and tissue.

They found the blood pressure 
in both groups dropped the 
same amount̂  but the benefits of 
the short walks lasted longer. 
The benefits lasted 11 hours for 
those who took the short walks 
compared to just seven hours for 
one long walk. The excuse of "I 
don't have time to exercise," just 
won't cut it anymore! It is as 
easy as parking farther away 
from the supermarket or office, 

. or taking the stairs instead of 
the elevator. Some simple steps 
to good health! 

Sharon from Taylor suffers from 
migraines and e-mails asking for the 
latest information on the painful 
condition. 

Sharon, science is still trying to 
figure out some of the things ' 
that can trigger a migraine 
attack, but there are some 
interesting clues that they have 
come up with so far: For 
instance, kids who have parents 
that are migraine sufferers are 
50 percent more likely to get the 
headaches themselves. 
The various causes behind 
migraines are known as 
Triggers. They include things 
like alcohol, lack of sleep, missed 
meals, food preservatives like 
MSG, arid especially too much 
stress! Women get migraines 
more than men and usually 
during their peak reproductive 
years. That's why some doctors 
are focusing on hormones as a 
key factor, but with so many of 
the triggers I mentioned, 
pinning down an exact cause 
can be tricky. 
A great way to track your 
triggers is by keeping a diary of 
the symptoms. Note things like 
when you get the headaches and 
keep track of what you think 
may have caused the migraine. 
Knowing what to avoid can be a 
great way to cut the frequency of 
the painful headaches.

ONE PERSON, 
TWO JOINT PROBLEMS 

Physicians like to make a single diagnosis to explain all the pain. In arthritis, it is 
possible, even likely, that understanding the problem requires the doctor to identify that 
two different conditions are present. 

That point comes up when you have two or even three joints in pain. Your physician 
keeps in mind that you may have more than one joint problem. In my practice, the most 
frequent combination occurs in a person with rheumatoid arthritis who has a flair of that 
arthritis in the wrist, but has a knee problem secondary to osteoarthritis. 

Making a distinction of which arthritis causes the joint pain is important. If only one 
joint, say the wrist, reflects a flare of rheumatoid arthritis, then a joint injection rather than 
a change in medication is likely the treatment of choice. Treating the osteoarthritis of the 
knee would take a non-steroidal medication for pain, with drainage of the knees and an 
injection of cortisone if the knee is fluid filled. 

Another frequent combination is a painful knee and an associated anserine bursitis. 
These two conditions concur because a strain on the bursa can lead to osteoarthritis of 
the knee, and/or the knee osteoarthritis can cause strain on the leg precipitating the 
bursitis. 

Each condition needs to receive its own treatment. Resolving either the arthritis or the 
bursitis will not make the other problem disappear. In such cases, your doctor must have 
double vision.

beds exist for women and children victims of 
domestic violence, said Bizoe. Last summer, 
First Step residents had to sleep on cots in 
the living room at times. 

"We generally house 42 people," said Bizoe. 
"Women are having a harder time finding a 
job that would allow them to find an apart­
ment and leave." 

First Step's nearly $2.4 million budget cov­
ers services not only for victims of domestic 
violence, but sexual assault in 36 Wayne 
County cities through its offices in Plymouth, 
Redford, Taylor, and Downriver. In addition 
to a community response program with staff 
following up on every domestic violence 
police report, First Step provides advocates 
in district courts in Westland, Dearborn and 
other.areas to assist women and advise about 
personal protection orders. 

In 2005, about 12 percent of their funding 
came from donations, about 8 percent from 
Plymouth United Way and United Way of 
Southeast Michigan, more than 7 percent 
from foundations, 5.1 percent from state and 
other revenue, 58 percent from federal pro­
grams to eliminate homelessness and block 
grants, and 9 percent from volunteer servic­
es. 

"Having a shelter and a 24-hour helpline 
gives families an opportunity to leave their 
situations and sometimes that saves their 
lives," said Bizoe. "By going to court we're 
holding batterers accountable legally. We 
work really hard with women to meet chil­
dren's needs, provide counseling, teach them 
appropriate anger techniques and how to 
handle their emotions, and just telling chil­
dren domestic violence is not right. It is not 
the norm for.families. We believe there is a 
better life." 

NIGHT OUT 
Every time this year, Duggan says he gets 

nervous about selling tickets to the benefit 
that supports women and children in search 
of a life without abuse. Still, the Livonia resi­
dent is excited about this year's night out. 
Before the event, raffle tickets are being sold 
to win a two-year lease on a 2 0 0 7 Ford 
Freestyle from Bill Brown Ford, a 2 0 0 7 
Pontiac G6 from Sellers Buick, Pontiac, 
GMC, or $5 ,000 cash. Tickets are $ 2 0 and as 
an extra incentive DOC's Sport Retreat and 
Giulio's Cucina Italiana are offering a buy 

one dinner, receive one free (a $30 value) 
with some restrictions. 

"We still have 30-35 tables left," said 
Duggan. "We have fewer tables this year to 
make it easier for people to get around. Last 
year, we had about 1,800 people and we're 
hoping for the same this year. I'm excited. It's 
fun seeing how people of all ages have fun 
dancing and those who don't like to dance 
have! fun at the casino. This year we have 
Elvis, not the real Elvis, and Burton Manor is 
doing their delicious food." 

Art Cole admits he mostly watches the 
dancers. His enjoyment comes from seeing 
people in the community. His company, Cole, 
Newton & Duran, CPAs of Livonia, is one of 
the sponsors. The longtime Livonia resident 
first attended the dance 13 years ago. 

"It's a great cause and they helped a family 
member of mine at one time," said Cole. "It 
gives us the chance to give out a number of 
tickets to staff and clients because we get six 
tables (of tickets as a sponsor). The majority 
of my staffers go and bring their spouse so 
it's kind of a nice break during tax season to 
see each other out of the office."

Focus:HOPE, the Detroit-
based civil rights organization, 
with an Exemplary Public 
Interest Contribution (EPIC) 
Award recently in recognition 
of its success in opening 
employment opportunities for 
minorities and women over the 
last 25 years. 

The award is presented each 
year to a select few organiza­
tions that support equal 
employment opportunities 
and work with federal con­
tractors. Since 1981 when it 
opened the Machinist 
Training Institute (MTI), 
Focus:HOPE has received 
more than $22 million in 
funding from the U.S. 
Department of Labor to sup­
port training in the areas of 
manufacturing, engineering 
and information technology. 

"EPIC Award winners such 
as Focus:HOPE can take great 
pride in their efforts to provide 
access to equal employment 
opportunities to women, people 
of color, veterans and people 
with disabilities," Chao said. 

Focus:HOPE has graduated 
more than 4,500 students into 
sustainable careers since 1981, 
and provided skill enhance­
ment courses to approximately

6,000 students. After tailoring 
its machinist training to the 
needs of area machine shops, it 
was able to place the first 
African Americans and women 
into nearly 300 shops in south­
east Michigan during the early 
1980s. 

"This award recognizes our 
long history of working with 
the federal government to open 
education and training oppor­
tunities for talented, inner city 
men and women," said Eleanor 
Josaitis, who co-founded 
Focus:HOPE with the Rev. 

William Cunningham in 1968 
in the wake of the Detroit riots. 
"We broke the race and gender 
barriers in the machinist trades 
and proved that the color of 
your skin doesn't matter when 
you have the appropriate skills 
and work habits. We are truly 

making a difference in our 
community." 

Focus:HOPE's first federal 
program was the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture's 
Commodity Supplemental 
Food Program which started 
in 1971 and currently provides 
43,000 women, children and 
senior citizens with food each 
month. The education pro­
grams evolved out of the desire 
to help people support their 
families, and eliminate the 
need for food assistance pro­
grams. The MTI program 
which opened 25 years ago 
was followed in 1993 with an 
engineering program in the 
Center for Advanced 
Technologies (CAT). Through 
CAT, machinist graduates can 
earn a bachelor's degree in 
manufacturing engineering 
and obtain hands-on work 
experience while pursuing 
their academic studies. The 
engineering program was 
funded, in part, through the 
National Science Foundation. 

In 1999, the Information 
Technologies Center (ITC) 
opened with a $2.3 million 
three-year grant from the 
Department of Labor's 
Employment and Training 
Administration. It has since 
graduated more than 700 stu­

dents into careers in PC tech- , 
nology, network administra­
tion, and desktop and server 
administration. ITC will launch 
a new college degree program 
in January that addresses the 
need for more minorities in the 
high technology, highly skilled, 
and higher wage technology 
careers. 

CEO Keith Cooley noted that 
Focus:HOPE's partnerships 
with the U.S. Departments of 
Labor, Commerce, Defense and 
Education and the National 
Science Foundation have 
enabled the organization to „ * 
help more minority students 
get into science, technology, 
engineering and math areas. 
"These are our growth areas," 
said Cooley. "We are encourag­
ing more young men and 
women to get into these fields 
to help our country maintain 
competitiveness in the global 
market. We will continue to 
expand our programs in these 
areas to continue opening 
career opportunities for under-
represented minorities in our 
community." 

This is the first time since 
1999 that the EPIC award has 
been presented to a Midwest 
organization. Last year's win­
ners were from Tennessee, 
Georgia and California.

When you first see the 2007 Subaru 2.5 GT spec. B, it 
might take a minute to figure out just exactly who makes 
it. The big distinction for Subaru has always been more 
mechanical than with looks; the hook with Subaru is 
that all of its cars are all-wheel drive. The GT spec. B 
doesn't have an obvious profile, like a Mercedes or a 
Range Rover, but that doesn't mean it's not a good-
looking car. In fact, when you see it, you'll want to take a 
closer look, and when you do, youH see a lot to like. 

Get closer and you'll see 18-inch alloy wheels with 
performance tires, a generous amount of chrome trim, 
fog lamps, body color foldable power mirrors, and a 
hood scoop. The lines look nice from the front and sides, 
but the rear design is rather plain, for a sports sedan. A 
spoiler would be a nice touch. 

There are some nice touches inside the cabin. On the 
GT spec. B version of the Legacy, you get a sporty 
interior, complete with aluminum-allow pedal covers 
and footrest. The steering wheel and the shift knob are 
leather-wrapped, and the standard power seats leather 
with cloth inserts, and they come with seat heaters. They 
are comfortable and provide good support and are easy 
to adjust. The instrument panel is well laid out, and 
provides a tachometer and coolant temperature gauge. 
I find the little "DRL" light that comes on during the 
daylight hours to tell you that the Daytime Running 
Lights are on a bit odd and somewhat distracting. You 
can't turn them off, so why does it need to tell me they're 
on? 

The center console features two cupholders and a 
storage area, which flows up into the controls for the 
climate control system, audio system and the standard -
yes, standard - touch-screen GPS navigation system. The 
audio and climate controls look sharp, with chrome 
against black, and they're easy to figure out. 

The GT spec. B comes with automatic climate control, 
cruise control, power windows, doors and locks, a power 
trunk release on the key fob, adjustable steering column 
and a power sunroof. 

The standard audio system on the GT spec. B is an 
AM/FM/six-disc CD changer, and it's pre-wired for X M 
satellite radio. The system sounds very good, and there

are audio controls mounted on the steering wheel. The 
system has an auxiliary input jack, so, with the proper 
cable, you can add your iPod or other mp3 player into 
the mix. 

There's a deceptive amount of room in the GT spec. B 
and I mean that in a positive way. From the outside, it 
doesn't look that big, but there's plenty of room, both 
front and rear. The rear seats are 60/40 fold-down split 
seats for easy access to the trunk from the inside, and for 
more cargo area. 

The GT spec. B is powered by a standard four-cylinder 
horizontally opposed (Boxer) turbocharged/intercooled 
engine. The turbo system allows the engine to put out 
more power than your average four-cylinder - 243 hp 
and 241 lb.-ft. of torque. One caveat: it does require . 
premium fuel, and it's EPA estimated mileage is 19 city 
and 33 highway miles per gallon. 

The engine is mated with a six-speed manual 
transmission, and it's fun to run it through the gears. 
With this powertrain, you get off the line quickly, but like 
with all manual transmissions, using it in stop-and-go 
city driving can be taxing. 

You can adjust the performance of the engine and 
transmission via Subaru's SI-DRIVE system. With this, 
you can choose from one of three driving modes -
"Intelligent," "Sport," and "Sport Sharp." 

With the Intelligent mode selected, the response is 
somewhat smoother; although you take a bit of hit in the 
power and acceleration department, you'll save a few 
mpg's in the process. In the "Sport" mode, your quicker 
response time, while the "Sport Sharp" mode allows for 
the quickest response and most power of all - plenty for 

passing on the freeway or getting off the line quickly. You 
can monitor the system's performance on a display in the 
dash. 

The spec. B handles pretty well, too, with quick 
steering response and a comfortable ride that's not 
mushy. The Bilstein Sport Suspension system includes 
specially-tuned shocks and aluminum-allow lower 
L-arms. The rear multi-link system'features aluminum-
alloy rear arms and upper links. / 

Vehicle Dynamic Control for stability is also included. 
My only complaint is the wide turning circle of the spec. 
B - it makes parking lot maneuvering a little more 
difficult and executing a "U" turn is an adventure. As I 
mentioned earlier, the spec. B, like all Subarus, is an all-
wheel drive vehicle. 

The standard anti-lock brakes are very good, and the 
spec. B comes with side curtain airbags, front-seat side-
impact airbags, and a tire pressure monitoring system. 

The 2007 Subaru Legacy GT 2.5 spec. B (you guys at 
Subaru H A V E to do something about that ridiculously 
long name, by the way) starts at about $34,000, and 
doesn't get much higher. With most everything you 
might want already on it (the only option that I could 
find was to add the X M Radio), it stays around $34,000. 
; The spec. B is a fun car to drive, with good response, a 
sporty interior and a lot of nice standard feature. Next 
time you see one, you might want to look at it a little 
closer.
