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Cops o
high-tech
for clues

Plymouth and Canton Township
police are going high-tech in efforts
to solve crimes. ,

Plymouth residents can now use
the city’s Web site to give police
anonymous tips on current cases or
information on happenings in their
neighborhoods.

“If someone has information on
anything criminal in nature on an
ongoing or active case and are hesi-
tant to come forward, they can e-
mail the information to us,” said
Detective Lt. Al Cox. “It can poten-
tially give us leads and different
directions we don’t already have.

“Sometimes we have hunches on
what happened and who did it, but
we may not have enough evidence
to put us over the top,” he said. “A
citizen may help us get to a point
where we can put some probable
cause to what we already think,
which could lead to search war-
rants and arrest warrants in a case.”

None of the larger neighboring
police departments - Plymouth -
Township, Canton Township,
Livonia, Westland and Farmington
Hills - have yet moved to solving
crime with tips via the Internet.

However, Canton Public Safety
Director John Santomauro said if the
township Board of Trustees approves
amajor revision in the police depart-
ment’s Web site on Tuesday, an

avenue for providing anonymous tips

will be part of the plan. -

“We think that’s a real plus,”
Santomauro said. “We recognize
that a number of people view the
use of the Internet a major part of
communication, and provides a
comfort level and anonymity for
reporting crime. The bottom line is
not how we get the information,

- but that we do get the information.

“There are also a number of major
renovations planned, like video
broadeasting, emergency broadcasts
and the ability to run public service
announcements,” he said.

Cox said those offering anony-
modits tips shouldn’t be concerned
about police trying to find them for
further questioning,.

“That’s not our intent,” said Cox.
“We're not looking to trick people
to tell us information so we can
attempt to find them.”

He never ran into Matt Lauer, and there were
times when his family and friends wondered
where in the world Gary Gothard was, but by
niid-January they knew.

Gary Gothard was home.

Gothard, 71, returned after finishing a 12,000-
mile bicycle trek from Deadhorse, Alaska down
to Argentina. He left Deadhorse with a group of .
riders June 2, originally hoping to complete the
journey in 12 months. He finished the ride, sans
the group, in early January.

And he made it back, mostly, without incident.

“The Number One thing is, I made it back,” the
71-year-old Plymouth man said. “There was a bit
of trouble, but nothing you couldn’t overcome”

Gothard hooked up with the group with which
he took off from Alaska during an Internet
search. The group of some half-dozen riders
which left in early June began early on to experi-
ence some personality clashes, but Gothard
wanted to press on.

* “I knew I had to make it work,” Gothard said.
“You're going to be living with these people 8-10
months, so you deal with stuff. Most of the time,
I rode by myself, because I was the slowest rider
in the group. Sometimes I wouldn't even see the
group all day until we were camping at night.”

It’s just the latest in the high-endurance, big-
challenge type rides taken by Gothard, who has
bicycled through Canada, across Europe and
even in China.

Part of the 12,000-mile trip Gary Gothard took included the 414-mile James W. Dalton Highway, which stretches across Alaska. »

“We were
sort of intimidated by this one because of the dis-
tance, but when he said he was going with a
group, we felt a little better”

To get ready, Gothard did most of his training
at the Livonia YMCA, where he is a long-time
member, His level of commitment and zest for
such challenges has impressed folks there.

Roommate accused of

scamming money from

The story gets more blzarre
with every detail.
That’s how one Heathmore
Apartments resident is describ-

- ing the events surrounding the

death of 19-year-old Ashley
Ann Pierce..

Police have said Pierce’s 28—
year-old roommate kept the -
woman’s death a secret for
three weeks because she was
scamming money from Pierce’s

- father. Police have declined to

identify the réommate, who is
under investigation, but neigh-
bors have referred to her as
both “Tina” and “Christina.”

Police are investigating if the
woman, who they believe
impersonated Pierce over the
telephone, was sent money
intended for Pierce,

“I can’t give an exact figure
(on how much she got from the
father) but it was less than
$2,000,” Canton Sgt. Rick
Pomorski said, adding that he

“could only imagine” the tele-.
phone conversations.

Pierce, who was born in
Trenton but lived much of her
life with her dad in northwest

" Michigan, moved into
- Heathmore Apartments off of

Haggerty Road about two
months ago. Her decaying
body was found underneath a
pile of clothing on her living
room floor late Tuesday by
police acting on an anony-
mous tip. Pierce’s roommate
was still living in the apart-
ment.

The dlscovery of her corpse
has rocked the small, ranch-
style apartment complex that
has been described as quiet
and friendly. :

As media swarmed the area
Thursday, some of Pierce’s for-
mer neighbors refused to

‘dead woman's father

answer their doors while others
spoke freely about the incident.
“This is really strange,” said
Alea Shinn, 27, who'slived in
the complex since August.
“Every bit gets more bizarre.” - *
Heathmore Apartments resi-

~ dent Annette Corradi agreed.

“This is kind of unusual,” she
said, referencing the body

" being in the apartment for so

long with the roommate. “How
could she stay there?”

At Pierce’s former apart-
ment, two gold hearts hung in
the window;, a pair of dirty
socks were lying on the patio
area and a cleaning service
business card was tucked in the -
front door.

Steven Reifler, who lived
next door to the two women,
said “Tina” used to come over
to his place several times a day
to use his telephone.

“It’s a sad situation,” he said.

Pomorski said foul play does-
't appear to be a factor in
Pierce’s death. The results of
her autopsy are still pending
but preliminary results have
indicated drugs could have
been involved. He said a small
amount (“user quantity”) of
heroin and some drug para-
phernalia were found in the
apartment.

Pomorski said the depart—
ment is awaiting the final
results of an autopsy that was
performed by the Wayne —
County Medical Examiner’s
Office last week, which he said

-could take some time because

Pierce had been deceased for
three weeks. 1

When police finish investi-
gating whether the roommate
profited from Pierce’s death,
criminal charges could be filed.
Pomorski said it’s not a crime -
to not report a dead body.

Hundreds of Detroit-area
‘high school students jammed
into Burton Manor in Livonia
Thursday. They were on a
quest.

College recruiters from as far
away as Alaska and Hawaii
and as near as Madonna
University and Oakland
University were on hand to
mabke their pitch and help the
students navigate their way
through the college admissions
process. The college fair in
Livonia is one of several spring
fairs around the country spon-
sored by the National -
Association of College
Admission Counseling.

“The purpose of the fair is to
give students a good start, not

‘just on finding out about col-
leges in general but about col-
leges that are right for them,”
said Patrick O’Connor, director
of college counseling at Roeper
School and an organizer for
the event.

‘This year, 123 colleges par-
ticipated. Detroit, Flint and
other school systems brought
busloads of students to the
Thursday fair. Students could

. check out each college booth,

" talk with admission counselors
and pick up literature. In addi-
tion special programs were
presented on NCAA athletic
eligibility, financial aide; -
minority opportunities and
preparing for the ACT.

“We know from the college
merit exam that they have the
skills to go college and because
of the Michigan Promise,
they’ll have some money to go
to college, but it’s not just
about going to college but
about going to a college that’s
right for them,” said O’Connor.

The fair provided awide
range of possibilities for the
students on their quest for just
the right college, from tech
schools to art academies, large
public universities to small pri-
vate liberal arts colleges, and
military academies to business
schools.

Livonia Churchill High
School junior Michelle
Emmanuel was looking to sort
out which of those schools
wotild fit her needs.

“I wanted to know which
schools have the major I'm
interested in, which is physical
therapy,” she said. “I'm not sure
about all the specific questions
I wanted to ask, I just wanted

there.”

“I wanted information to
know what requirements I
needed to get into college or
the program of study I'm inter-
ested in,” said Marcin Rivera, a
junior at Churchill interested
in pursuing a nursing degree.

The college counselors were
there to sort it out.

PROVIDING A ROAD MAP

“We try to provide a road
map of what the process looks
like, encouraging them to
explore their options,” said
Michael Guy, associate director
of admissions outreach for
Central Michigan University.

He said the college fairs help
students narrow down their
options.

“We encourage them to do
more than just grab the mate-
rial, take the time to ask good
questions, get more materials,
take time to do research on the
Web and as summer goes on,
have a goal of making applica-
tions to at least three-five
schools,” he said.

. Guy, who has been with
CMU for 20 years, said stu-

-dents are becoming more savvy
* about the often complex

admissions process.
" “But it’s a double-edged

-sword, with so mueh informa-

tfn out there it becomes over-
whelming, This is a process to
make more sense of it all,” he
said. . v ,

For Richard Duncan, an
admissions counselor for the
Illinois Institute of Technology
in Chicago, it’s all about defin-
ing what makes his college
appealing for Michigan stu-
dents living in a economically
challenged area.

“Students come to work and
stay in Chicago and get the
experience of living in a differ-
ent city, a much larger one, .
more on the upswing and
bring it back to their home
area,” he said.

He said not all students want
a big city environment but that
IIT has a lot of selling points.

“We're a small school, so they

' get to go to a small school in a
big city. We have two major

train lines through our cam-
pus. There are all the shows

.and sports centers. The Sox

play across the street from us,”
he said.

In addition, he said the
school offers a focused techno-
logical education.

The process is different at
the United States Military
Academy at West Point. Tom
Lynch, a 1982 West Point grad-
uate who lives in Bloomfield
Hills, is a field force represen-
tative for West Point’s admis-
sions office. He said the mili-
tary academies are not for
gveryone,

“Academics are important
but the biggest thing is that
West Point is looking for well-
rounded individuals — 60 per-
cent is academics, 30 percent
is activities and sports and 10
percent in a physical test we
give them,” he said.

He said applicants need to
understand that the academies
are a big commitment as they
pay students to attend to
receive an education valued at
up to $300,000 but require a
five-year post graduation com-
mitment. Students must be
nominated by a member of the
U.S. House or Senate.

SMALL BUT STRONG

A different educational
model is represented by small,
competitive Kalamazoo
College.

“We make sure they know
we're small so they’re not
shocked by the 1300 students
we Have,” said Hillary Teague.
“Mostly I try to get a feel for’
what the student is looking for

. and tailor what I tell them

based on their interest.”

For many students,
Kalamazoo and other private
colleges might seem out of
their financial reach, but the
fair offered students an oppor-
tunity to learn about financial
aid.

“I wanted to learn about
more colleges than the
University of Michigan and

* Michigan State,” said Asia

Hawkins, a Detroit Crockett
Career High student, who is
interested in studying to
become a pharmacist.

The fair gave her a good lead
on financial resources.

“At Howard University, I'm
eligible for a presidential
scholarship because of my
GPA,;” she said.

For some the fair was reas-
suring that the quest might not
be so difficult.

“I was surprised,” said
Michelle Emmanuel. “I
thought you had to have a high
GPA to get into all the schools
and some schools were much
lower than I expected.”

Accused child abuser Andre
Thornton Montgomery, 27,

‘waived his preliminary hearing

Friday at 35th District Court in
Plymouth and is scheduled to

* be in court again later this

month. .

Charged with second-degree
child abuse, Montgomery of
Canton, was allegedly caught
on avideo tape tying up with
duct tape and tormenting the
son of his girlfriend when the
child was about two years old..
The boy is now four. The
mother came across the 90- -
second video in late February
and called police.

While in court Friday,
Montgomery, who was dressed
in jeans and a white hooded
sweatshirt, briefly interacted
with a group of his supporters.

“What up, baby,” one woman
happily whispered to him
while another woman con-
firmed he had her telephone
number.

Montgomery, who is being
held in Wayne County Jail on a
$50,000 cash bond for the

.

child abuse charge, also waived
his preliminary hearing on
another charge dealing with
prescription drug fraud.

Montgomery defended him-
self to .Iudge Ronald W. Lowe
by saying he never hlt or beat
the child.

Calling hlmself
Montgomery’s “stand-in” attor-
ney, Craig F. Shrewsbury asked
the judge to release him on
personal bond or “something
more affordable” saying that
the township man doesn’t have
a record.

Wayne County Assistant
Prosecutor Louisa Papalas
quickly argued against it refer-
‘encing the footage that
allegedly shows Montgomery
taunting the small child who
was bound with duct tape

- around his hands, feet mouth
" and eyes.

At mention of the tape,
Montgomery’s supporters
sighed loudly and muttered ta
themselves.

They also gave a reaction
when Papalas told the judge
that Montgomery’s family
members had been harassing
the mother of the allegedly

‘abused child and her family

members. Montgomery and
the woman were living togeth-
er when he was arrested.

“They have made phone calls
of a threatening nature,”
Papalas said.

When Lowe declined to alter
Montgomery’s bail, some of his
supporters burst into tears.
One woman rested her head
against the bench in front of
her and wept.

Saying that the case is strong
against Montgomery, Papalas
applauded the judge’s decision.
 Lowe also ordered
Montgomery not to contact the
woman or her family and
advised him to tell his family
not to make contact.

“Let them know it’s not
going to help you, it'sonly -
gomg to come back to hurt
you,” he said, adding that he
understands Montgomery may
not be able to control his fami-
ly. _

Montgomery will be
arraigned on the information
March 23 at the Frank Murphy
Hall of Justice in Detroit.

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Nonprofits sure to suffer as
corporations flee Mlchlqan

Pfizer, Chrysler. Comerica.

Recent news that these three Michigan corpo-
rate mamstays are closing up shop, up for sale,
and moving its corporate headquarters, respec-
tively, was a major punch in the gut to our state’s
already fragile economy.

And in the cases of Pfizer and Comerica, the
announcements also dealt a major blow to Gov.
Jennifer Granholm’s efforts to transform the
state’s economy.

Many of the impacts of these continuing job
losses are apparent: More people will leave
Michigan in search of jobs; less disposable
income will hurt the service industry; state rev-
enue from income tax, sales tax and property
taxes will squeeze state spending even further.

There is another aspect that is

not as obvious, but which will
‘have an equally devastating
impact: Corporations, and their
employees, contribute millions
of dollars and donate thousands
of volunteer hours to the state’s
network of nonprofit and chari-
table organizations.

With corporate donations
already reduced and the state’s
economy tanking, local charities
already were finding it more and
more difficult to meet their fund-raising goals.

Pfizer and its employees were major support-
ers of the greater Ann Arbor community, and
the true impact of those 2,000 lost jobs won’t be
felt fully for a few years.

And if Daimler ditches Chrysler and it is bro-
ken up into several smaller compames, it could
prove to be doomsday for the region’s many cul-
tural institutions, from the Detroit Institute of
Arts to the Chrysler Art Beats and Eats festival,
that have benefited greatly from the company’s
generous support over the years.

And even though Comerica has pledged that it
will not abandon the metro area when its corpo-
rate headquarters migrates to Texas, it is logical
to assume that, eventually, the philanthropic
efforts will follow where the “headquarters goes.

What's at stake?

Last year alone, Comerica reportedly pumped
$8.3 million into the coffers of some 1,300
metro Detroit organizations, while bank
employees donated some 20,000 community
serviee hours in metro Detroit.

M Quiet, please! Next week, high school jun-
iors throughout the state will be taking the new
Michigan Merit Exam. The exam (think the
ACT on steroids) replaces the old 11th-grade
MEAP test and comes with a considerable
financial carrot for those who do well on the
test: A $4,000 state grant to be used at any
Michigan higher learning institution.

There are other benefits to the new MME as
well for students and their parents. The ACT is a
test required by most four-year universities as

I am not sure why the spouse of the governor
needs a chief of staff, but I am sure that Skinner
will do a fine job of doing whatever it is she will
be doing.

There is an old saying that “to the victors go
the spoils.” But in Michigan politics, even the
losers appear to be winners.

Sunshine Week puts focus on

accountability

zhen you first hear about this being

- Sunshine Week, your thoughts might turn
to spring break plans or perhaps a trip to
Lakeland for some spring training fun (some-
thing my brother-in-law and his family recently
did). -

This Sunshine Week, observed March 11-17, is '

more serious but no less deserving of attention.
It pertains to government secrecy and the right
of citizens to know how their government gov-
erns.

I recently got my National Federation of Press
Women newsletter, which regularly opines on
opennéss in government. It’s important to note,
however, that concerns about open government
shouldn’t just be a media con-
cern. They'’re germane for all of
us.

Information’s available at
www.sunshineweek. org, and it’s
not all that encouraging,
According to the Web site,
Americans increasingly suspect
the federal government has
become cloaked in secrecy, a
concern they don’t have with
their local and state govern-
ments. ' '

People overwhelmingly
believe that their federal leaders have become
sneaky, listening to telephone conversations or
opening private mail without getting court per-
mission, according to a survey of 1,008 adults
commissioned by the American Society of
Newspaper- Editors for Sunshine Week.

_ The poll, conducted by Scripps Howard News
Service and Ohio University, found that con-
cerns about federal secrecy are rising.

Twenty-five percent believe the federal gov-
ernment is either “very open” or “somewhat
open,” while 69 percent said it’s either “some-
what secretive” or “very secretive.”

That’s a shift from a similar poll last year,
when 33 percent thought the federal govern-
ment was open and 62 percent thought it was
secretive. About 6 percent and 5 percent were”
undecided in the 2007 and 2006 polls, the Web
site notes. '

Lisa McGraw, public affairs manager for the

‘i Michigan Press Association, is the point woman

for the effort here. “This year, it’s gone all over
North America. It includes Canada and Mexico,
t00,” McGraw said. There’s a lot in Spanish on
the Web site. '

“For the most part, yes,” McGraw said of
Michigan’s track record on government open-
ness being positive. There’s “always room for a
little improvement” in Michigan.

She agreed the week isn’t just a media one (in
fact, librarians have been at the forefront of this
issue, along with others).

-“I think that’s the purpose of this week to pro-
mote why it’s important to everyone,” McGraw
said. MPA papers have always participated,
“showed éxamples of why it’s important.”

When I was at the University of Missouri in .
the early 1980s, I was lucky enough to have a. ;
teaching assistant’s job at the Freedom of
Information Center. I worked with Dr. Paul
Fisher, alongtime expert on government .«
accountability, and others to answer questions ...
and provide printed information on openness
(this was before the Web, of course).

Those lessons have stayed with me, and it’s
good to see that Sunshine Week is still going
strong. This year, journalists Ben Bradlee, Tom =
Brokaw and Judy Woodruff are the honorary
chairs of Sunshine Week. Bradlee is former
executive editor and now vice president at large

- of The Washington Post. Brokaw is former
anchor and managing editor of NBC Nightly -
News and now a contributing reporter and pro-'
ducer for NBC News documentaries. Woodruff:
is special correspondent for the NewsHour with
Jim Lehrer and anchor of Conversations with -
Judy Woodruff on Bloomberg Television.

Those are substantial names in media circles,
but they’re not fighting this fight alone. ;

The gap in what those survey respondents
believe about the Bush administration’s tenden-
cy to secrecy, as contrasted with state and local
governments, is noteworthy. Certainly large
questions have loomed about lack of accounta-
bility by Bush and his top leaders in the Iraq o
war.

The issue of weapons of mass destruction, or

‘lack thereof, as a justification for war has put
Bush in the hot seat. The furor over the Patriot
Act, and its allowing government to spy on pri-
vate citizens for questionable reasons, remains

_as well and has been an issue for librarians who
have fought the good fight,

Local and state governments are closer to the
people, and thus it’s harder to cover things up. (1
like to think an aggressive press is a factor here
as well, recognizing its watchdog role.) If you're
going to run into the mayor and council mem- .
bers, or someone from your school board, while
shopping at the grocery store, they're going to

-have a harder time keeping secrets.

Of course, many public officials recognize the
value of openness in government and have con-
cerns about voter apathy-as well. It would be
unfair to characterize all as trying to keep
secrets from the public.

Sunshine Week’s worth noting in schools and
elsewhere this week, as we teach our future »

* leaders about the importance of openness in - &
governing. Granted, schools have alot to teach  :
but a little time on this timely topic is worth it.

- Take some time, too, to think about how you
can encourage openness (and interest) in how
our nation is governed. A lot of things compete
for our time, but Sunshine Week’s a good time to ;
remember this particular topic. -7

20-year perl()d you receive the death benefit.

" Therefore, in principal this policy seems like -
_you can't lose. However as always, the devil is
 in the details. :
* The first issue you | need to consider is the cost .

you are paying for the return of premium
option. In many situations, you are
increasing your yearly premiums
substantially. When I run the math on this
option, the rate of return is relatively minor.
What I recommend is to take the difference
between what you are paying for the return of
premium option and what you would pay for
normal term policy and invest that money
using some low-cost mutual funds. If you
have the discipline to invest the savings on a
regular basis, at the end of the term period
you will have substantially more money than
on the return of premium option. In
addition, if you can, invest in a Roth IRA that
money grows tax-free.

" Another downfall of the return of premium -
option is if you decide to cancel the policy for
whatever reason, you typically take a
substantial hit on the return of premium. In
fact, in some situations you would get -

_nothing back. Therefore, all you've done is
pay higher premiums for no benefit.

Bill encourages
wellness programs
in workplace

Joshua Kugelman would still be carrying
around 270 pounds on his 6-foot-1 frame if
Metaldyne hadn’t launched its employee wellness
program in early 2006. The product engineer has

.-dost 52 pounds since the automotive supplier
began partially subsidizing Weight Watchers at 1ts
facilities in Plymouth Township.

Kugelman’s health benefits have far outweighed
‘the minimal fee he pays to participate in weekly
sessions. For months now he’s béen able to take
only one blood pressure medication 1nstead of his
usual three.

“I"don’t think I would have done it otherwise,”
said Kugelman of Pontiac. '

If U.S. Rep. Joe Knollenberg’s Wellness and
Prevention Act of 2007 is passed, more employ-
ees could not only reduce their risk for disease,
but help lower health care costs. Studies have
shown for years how unhealthy lifestyle choices
lead to disease. The bill promotes screenings and
prevention programs in the workplace by offering
businesses a $200 tax credit for employees who
join their wellness program. At least 50 percent of
employees must participate. Additionally, the act
provides a $200 tax credit for employees as
encouragement.

H.R. 853 was introduced on Feb. 6 and
referred 1o the House Ways and Means
Committee and House Energy and Commerce
Committee, So far it has received support from

“There’s a payback here,’ said Knollenberg, R-
Bloomfield Township. “You can deduct interest on
the mortgage so you can own your own home so ,
why not your health care. It encourages people to
do something about their own health.”

Knollenberg and his wife, Sandj, eat right,
avoid fast food and exercise daily. Knollenberg,
73, was a runner for 35 years but now walks and
lifts weights to maintain his 176-pound frame.
Sandj, 67, does pilates, aerobics, spinning, yoga,
and weight lifting. .

“Twenty years ago I was trying to sell my aero-
bics program to companies,’ said Sandi |
Knollenberg, who owned Sandi’s Fitness Firm for
which she taught aerobics for 20 years.
“Management didn’t want to 160k at it. Now costs
are skyrocketing. In the long run they’ll see the
benefits (of wellness programs) in lower costs and
lower absenteeism.”

Metaldyne spent $200,000 on its wellness pro-
gram in 2006, but hopes to lower its health care
costs in three years, according to Debbie
McCarthy, corporate benefits manager. The pro-
gram makes it easier for employees to make life
style changes by offering a free Smoking Quitline,
online risk assessment, a Living Well Web site,
lunch and learns, screenings, and chronic disease

Wellness bill gaining
support of businesses

The Oakland Couiity Wellness Coalition is sup-
porting the Wellness and Prevention Act of 2007
introduced by U.S. Rep. Joe Knollenberg, R-
Bloomfield Township, in early February, according

to Michele Hodges, a coalition member and presi-

dent of the Troy Chamber of Commerce.

The coalition formed in November 2005 to pio-
neer wellness in the workplace and ensure wellness
is part of the solution in controlling health care
costs. For details, visit Www.oaklandcountywell- :
ness.com.

The coalition is in the process of creating an
information clearing house for businesses on how
to implement wellness in the workplace.

“We've elected to support the bill,” said Hodges.
“It’s consistént with our goals and further promotes
wellness and lower costs. It’s more of a focus on
prevention than management of disease.”

Bill Parsons thinks the act is “wonderful.” He says
the only way to reduce health care costs is to keep
people healthy. Miller Canfield established its well-
ness program 3. years ago to cover the law firms
600 U.S. employees. It includes lectures by the
Visiting Nurse Association on how to eat better,
offering incentives of $100 if employees renew a -
gym membership after a year, subsidized Weight
Watchers and personal training, and a Web site for
health and fitness.

“It’s good to have the incentive for the companies
to do this,” said Parsons, Miller Canfield director of
administrative and human resources. Parsons is
also involved with the Oakland County Wellness

_Coalition. “It’s important to strike at the heart of °

the problem, to strike at bad health choices.”
The Miller Canfield program is multifaceted and

" includes nurses who travel to each of the firms sites

in Michigan and Canada to meet with each
employee willing to participate. The nurses give
them a mini medical exam or physical fitness
assessment to identify risks.

“The fewer risks the more resistant people are to
getting ill,” said Parsons. “So far we have 70 percent
of employees participating.

“The national statistics show that for every dollar
you put in (to wellness programs) you save $3 to $5
dollars. In 2005 we had 7 percent more people in
the health plan, yet health care costs went down 5
percent.”

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Eat green for health this St. Pat's Day

St. Patrick’s Day is a great
time to think about adding
more greens to your diet. In

addition to the regular festivi- .

ties surrounding St. Patrick’s
Day this month, consider
adding a new tradition -
more green foods to your diet.

“Green foods across the
board are healthy in terms of
their vitamin, mineral, water
and antioxidant content,” said
Erica Wald, Registered
Dietitian, a wellness coordi-
nator with the MFit Health
Promotion Division at the
University of Michigan
Health System.

“You want to incorporate
lots of different intensities of
green - all the vatious colors
of green. The more varied the
colors, the more varied your
vitamin and mineral intake.”

Wald also says that prepar-
ing them in a variety of ways,
such as putting them in
soups, stews and casseroles -
even serving them raw - are -
great ways to incorporate
‘more greens into your diet.

The following are Wald’s
seven healthy and delicious
tips for eating green for your
health:

B Increase fiber with broc-
coli. Broccoli provides many
health benefits including sol-
uble and insoluble fiber; vita+
mins A, C and E (important
antioxidants for staving off

cellular damage from free-
radicals); vitamin K for bone
health; and a special antioxi-
dant called sulforaphane,
known for its powerful anti-
cancer properties.

. M Vary your leafy greens.
Wald says it’s important to
remember that leafy green
vegetables, such as lettuces,
come in varying shades of
green. The lighter the green,
the less vitamins and miner-
als they contain. The darker
the green, the higher the con-
centration of vitamins and
minerals they contain, such as
A, C and folate, which is good
for preventing birth defects.
Spinach, a dark leafy green,
contains lutein which is good -
for eye health. Collard greens

also contain sulforaphane and -

beta carotene.

M Choose vitamin K for
increased bone health. While
vitamin K isn’t a substitute
for a good source of calcium,
eating green vegetables high
in vitamin K is good for bone
health. Choose vegetables like
asparagus, green/herbal teas,
spinach, kale, turnip, collard
and mustard greens, broccoli,
cabbage, endive, and brussel
sprouts.

B Improve cholesterol with
avocado, a good source of

‘monounsaturated fats which

can help lower your choles-
terol. It’s also a good source of

vitamin E. Consider tossing
your dark-green, leafy salad
with a few slices of fresh avo-
cado and balsamic vinegar for
added benefit.

W Alternate oranges with
kiwifruit. If you're used to
grabbing an orange to ensure
you're getting your daily dose
of vitamin C consider eating
kiwifruit instead. Kiwifruit
contain ‘even more vitamin C
than oranges and theyre a
great source of dietary fiber.

B Snack on green apples.
While green apples offer
about the same benefits as
red or yellow apples, green
apples are a great source of
soluble and insoluble fiber
which aid in digestion and -
heart health.

M Drink tea - green tea. If
you like to drink tea, consider
choosing green tea instead of
black, oolong or other darker
teas. Green tea - next to
white tea - packs the biggest
punch when it comes to
antioxidants. It also contains
flavonoids, a class of naturally
occurring plant compounds
that function as antioxidants
that are good for the heart.

Whether you like your
green vegetables raw or
cooked, there are many ways
you can incorporate them into
your meals. But whatever you
do, remember that variety is
the key.

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At first blush, the 2007 Dodge Durango SLT 4x2 is
basically your hand-me—a—stepladder—so—I -can-get-
into-it kind of vehicle for women. It is, after all, a .
prettied-up truck, built to transport people (not much

. cargol), sit higher than when in many other vehicles,

and feel power beneath you.

But this new Durango - touted as “refreshed and
redesigned” — has some nice extras, and a few
surprises. And they’re worth mentioning,

How many of us actually read the full instruction
manual prior to turning the key? Well, if it’s the
number I suspect it is, you'll appreciate the ease with
which you can adjust and still drive the Durango
simultaneously. .

From fine-tuning the mirrors-and perfecting the
seats to self-teaching the instrument panel, this
vehicle has what the learn-as-you-go driver needs."

Yes, your eyes will have to veer to the dash at a red
light so you can locate all the rear accoutrements, but
overall, it’s a pretty feasible task.

The interior is award-winning and well-appointed.
Hats off to the dash designer for the two-tone color
use, accented with faux wood in the middle. The mix
of light and medium slate gray on the doors and seats
is visually pleasing and will disguise dust, but I'm not
sure how the lighter gray will fare over time with dirt
or wear:

Luckily, the seats have the mom-approved YES!
Essentials stain-resistance protection. It’s a much-
appreciated innovation.

The front leather-trimmed seats are roomy and
comfortable. However, I found my right arm dangling
while driving. The console - although higher than
most — doesn’t reach high enough to be an erstwhile
armrest for people who are not-so-vertically endowed .
or don’t arm-wrestle for a living.

Two other details worth improving: The console is
too narrow and not very deep. Yes, the double cup-
holder area and rubberized pad beyond are very handy
and even eye-catching, but you can’t fit much into the

An overhead console is a great addition for smaller
cargo like sunglasses, and reveals direction as well as
outside temperatures.

Also, the Durango is plagued with the usual
DalmlerChrysler seatbelt debacle for women. That is; *
Strangles-R-Us. No matter how much you try and
adjust these babies (and there is even a little button on
the belt itself to aid in the process), the seatbelt is built
for tall men, not shorter women.

It lies very uncomfortably across the neck and looms
as a sure hazard or a choke-filled reaction during any
potential impact.

One handy feature: the helpful handgrips for the
second seat, specially molded to assist the entry or exit
of Durango travelers. Being part of the actual door
frame grounds that movement safely with stability.

The power sunroof, heated front seats, remote
starter, heated power/foldaway mirrors, cargo net and
rear climate controls are well-received luxuries in this
glorified truck. The 4.7-liter V8 engine is unmistakably
power-en-route, with 235 horsepower and 290 foot
pounds of torque.

By adding the third row of seats, the Durango
provides the quintessential group ride, but the very
limited cargo space just beyond the third seatis only
marginally accommodating.

One trip to the grocery store strains the cargo net.
Forget luggage, sports/band equipment or serious
picnic supplies unless you're planning on hauling it on
the roof or separately. In fairness, the split third row
seat does fold down, so that is minimal help.

under $36 000, but the lessened mileage catches up
with that powerful engine.

Fourteen miles to the gallon in the city improves
slightly to 19 on the highway — another potential area
for improvement. But if power and feeling secure in

-your driving environment is important, this is your

vehicle.

Safety features include a tire-pressure monitor and
warning signal and a battery with run-down
protection.

An electronic stability program, front advanced
multi-staged airbags and supplemental side curtain
airbags in all rows ensure some protection for all

' Having earned the U.S. government’s 5-star safety -
rating, the Durango’s 152.4 cubic inch interior also
snagged it a best-in-class interior award, with a nod to -
the spacious head and legroom.

It’s power at its best in the 2007 Durango, with
safety approval and enough comfort and fringes to
make any ride a pleasure.
