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Third teen 
still out 
of school

The third "person of interest" mentioned 
by police in the days immediately after 
the Nov. 7 murder of 26-year-old Daniel 
Sorensen — believed to be a Churchill High 
School student — was still being kept out 
of school as the Thanksgiving holiday came 
and went. 

Livonia Public Schools spokesperson 
Donna McDowell said she didn't believe the 
student had returned to school, and couldn't 
say when he might. 

"He is out of school for an investigation 
by school district officials," said McDowell, 
who declined to elaborate on the subject of 
the district's investigation. "We're certainly 
very cognizant of the needs of the prosecu­
tor's office and law enforcement agencies, 
etc. We're having our own investigation of 
this individual. Right now, we just don't 
have a lot of information." 

It has been widely rumored the Churchill 
student may have been called to the Canton 
garage where Sorensen's murder took place 
after the killing had happened. Two teen­
agers, 17-year-old Jean Pierre Orlewicz 
of Plymouth Township and 18-year-old 
Alexander Letkemann of Westland, have 
been charged in the case. Police allege the 
pair stabbed Sorensen, sawed off his head 
and disposed of his body in a Northville 
Township field. 

The pair faces a preliminary hearing in 
35th District Court Nov. 30. 

The Canton garage where the murder 
took place belongs to Orlewicz's grandfa­
ther. Police aren't talking because of a gag 
order imposed by 35th District Court Judge 
Michael Gerou, but sources say Orlewicz 
may have called the third student for help

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DTE investigating cause of house explosion in Canton

Officials from DTE Energy 
have begun an investiga­
tion into why a Canton home 
exploded on Tuesday. The 
explosion rocked a large area 
of Canton, and hospitalized 
homeowners Jan and Dave 
Goble, who were both inside 
the home at the time of the 
incident about 8 a.m. 

According to DTE spokes­
man Len Singer, the company 
already has a team investigat­
ing the cause of the blast that 
leveled the 3,500-squaf e-foot 
home on Waterview Court in 
the Fairways West subdivision 
near Beck and. Cherry Hill. 

"We responded as we usu­
ally do in a situation like this. 
We had a team out there that 
first shut off the gas supply to 
the house. We also had special 
investigators out on the scene," 

Singer said on Friday. "As far 
as the cause, we are still inves­
tigating, and that investigation 
includes not only checking out 
the gas supply to the home, 
but also all the appliances in 
the home, and the hook-ups , 
for the appliances. We should 
know a lot more in about a 
week." 

Canton fire officials have 
already closed their investiga­
tion, however. According to 
Chief Mike Rorabacher, it is 
clear that the blast was caused 
by an accidental natural gas 
leak. He said it is unclear of 
the origin of the leak, some­
thing he said would be figured 
out by DTE and the Gobies' 
insurance company. 

"Looking at the type of 
explosion it was, and the fact 
that Mr. Goble told us he had 
smelled an odor in the days 
prior to the explosion, we are 
pretty confident that this was 

caused by natural gas," he said. 
"Our investigation is over, but 
we'll assist the insurance com­
pany in any way we can." 

As of Friday, Jan was still 
in the intensive care unit at 
St, Joseph Mercy Hospital 
in Ypsilanti, where she 
underwent surgery for the 
injuries she sustained in the 
explosion, including bone 
fractures/ Her injuries were 
described as non-life threat­
ening, according to Canton 
Public Safety officials.

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CDs and annuities good for conservative investors 
Dear Rick: I read your 
column and I understand 
what you say about the 
market and how investors 
should not panic during 
these times. Even though I 
agree with everything you 
say, I am still nervous and 
have decided to sell my stock 
investments. I have a little 
over $100,000 that I want 
to invest in a safe and secure 
area. I don't need the money 
now but probably will in five 
to 10 years. Any suggestions? 

I understand and I know 
how it feels when you see your 
account balance go down. As 
I have stated many times in 
the past, I don't care how good 
an investment is, if it keeps 
you up at night, it's not worth 
it. It doesn't matter whether, 
I believe the market will turn 
around or not, the reality is 
you're not comfortable with 
stock investments and because 
of that, I don't disagree with 
your decision to liquidate. 

The issue is where to invest 
the money. Considering you 
are a conservative investor 
who does not like principal 
fluctuation you have a couple 
options. The first is certificates 
of deposit or CDs. They will 
give you a guaranteed rate 
of return without principal 
fluctuation. In addition, CDs 
are insured by the FDIC for 
upwards of $ 1 0 0 , 0 0 0 . 

With regards to CDs, the 
first issue is to determine the 
length of time. Considering 
the slight differences between 
short- and long-term rates, 
I would consider a two-to 
three-year CD. 

The next issue is where to 
purchase the CD. Consider a 
bank that is FDIC insured or 
through a credit union which 
also has insurance up to 
$ 1 0 0 , 0 0 0 . In that regard, you

don't have to 
consider just 
local banks, 
you can also 
shop CDs 
around the 
country. 

You can go 
to one of the 
brokerage 
houses and 
they can shop 
CD rates for 
you or you 

can do it yourself at www. 
bankrate.com. The key in 
purchasing a CD is to make 
sure you understand the terms 
and conditions. 

Another alternative is an 
equity-index annuity which 
allows you to invest money 
that will grow tax deferred 
until it is Withdrawn. Unlike 
a CD that gives you a fixed 
rate of return, an equity-index 
annuity return will adjust on a 
year-by-year basis based upon 
a formula. An equity-index 
annuity is a fixed investment 
and you cannot lose principal. 

Unfortunately, the majority 
of equity-index annuities 
are stuffed with fees thus, 
hindering the return to an 
investor. However, there are 
many annuities in the. market 
that have very low fees. The 
key is to purchase one of those 
annuities through a firm 
such as Hutton Financial that 
deals exclusively in no-load 
annuities, ( 8 0 0 ) 8 7 4 - 4 4 4 4 . 

Since you don't need the 
income for a number of years, I 
would lean towards the equity-
index annuity as the better 
investment in your situation. 
Dear Rick: I lost my job and 
have run into problems with 
my finances. I am maxed out 
on my charge cards and I've 
had to draw from my 401(k) 
just to cover bills. I went

LABORATORY TESTS IN ARTHRITIS \ \ 
Laboratory tests often are important in uncovering medical problems not otherwise 

apparent. Your doctor discovers if you have diabetes from blood work. Thyroid conditions and 
the presence of toxic chemicals like lead and mercury are also found through examination of 
the blood. 

However, laboratory tests are not as useful in arthritis. You should not be told that a "a 
blood test showed you have rheumatoid arthritis." Nor is it true that a laboratory test will tell if 
you have lupus or not. 

, The reason is because abnormal findings in the arthritic conditions are tied to inflammation 
. or disturbances to your immunesystem. A variety of reactions can cause these laboratory 
findings. No one can say if the laboratory results present now represent past reactions to 
medications, viral infections, or responses to pollens or dust. 

Blood testing results may be in keeping with a physician's impression that your medical 
history and physical examination indicate rheumatoid arthritis or a similar condition. In arthritis, 
your experience of joint pain and its pattern of impairment provide the best way to diagnose 
your condition. 

The one exception, is gout. For that diagnosis, the only way your physician is sure you 
have gout is to see the crystals of gout in a sample of fluid drawn from the involved toe or 
knee. Blood results no matter how high the levels, can only lend support to the diagnosis. 
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to a credit counselor who 
came up with a program. I 
am fearful that by following 
the program I'll never 
be put of debt. A friend 
recommended bankruptcy. 
The credit counselor said 
there are too many negatives 
to bankruptcy and I should 
go with the work-out plan. 
Is bankruptcy something 
I should consider? I am 28 
years old. 

We live in a great country 
that believes when people 
get into financial difficulty 
— because of bad luck or bad 
choices — there should be a 
way to wipe the slate clean and 
start over. 

Bankruptcy laws are well 
established in our country 
and for people who are 
having financial difficulty 
it is something to explore. 
Unfortunately, there is a 
stigma around bankruptcy 
which I'm not sure is fair. 
After all, many corporations 
declare bankruptcy and' 
continue to stay in business 
and, in many cases, retain the 
public's confidence. 

Bankruptcy laws don't 
exist in a vacuum. They are 
part of the safeguards in our 
system and no one should be 
stigmatized using the law for 
their benefit. 

In your situation, if there 
is no reasonable expectation 
the work-out plan will be 
successful, then bankruptcy is 
a viable alternative. Because 
a bankruptcy remains on 
someone's record for a period 
of time, it is not something 
to use without proper 
consideration. 

My recommendation is 
sit down with a bankruptcy 
attorney and discuss your 
options. Depending upon 
your situation there will be 
different ways to proceed with 
different consequences. 

In many cases, someone's 
financial situation is not 
caused by bad choices but 
rather bad luck. Whether it is 
a health emergency, a lost job, 
things happen and when they 
do, bankruptcy is something 
people should consider. 

I recognize there is a 
guilt feeling associated with 
bankruptcy, however, keep in 
mind when you were paying 
1 8 . 5 percent interest on your 
charge cards, that amount was 
substantially more than the 
going rate of interest. In effect, 
the company was charging a 
premium to offset any losses 
they would incur in case of 
things such as bankruptcy. 
Therefore, because you paid 
higher interest in effect you 
were buying an insurance 
policy and now you are just 
collecting on that policy. 

Bankruptcy should not be 
someone's first alternative, 
however, it is something 
that deserves consideration. 
The key is to understand 
the consequences of what 
is involved and to make a 
decision based on what's 
good for your future financial 
health.

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Clarice's clarity 
One woman's story of 

cancer, recovery

Clarice Waldecker doesn't 
have the sudden urge to go 
sky diving. She's not itching 
to travel the globe or train for 
a triathlon. 

Her daily ambitions are 
simple. 

"I look at every day as 
an opportunity to do bet­
ter within myself," said 
Waldecker, 53, of Farmington 
Hills, who recently celebrated 
her one-year mark of con­
fronting, battling and beating 
breast cancer. 

She feels at peace, knowing 
how fragile life is. 

She feels lucky — and a 
little bit guilty — that her 
cancer was discovered early 
and was eliminated through 
surgery. She didn't have to 
endure grueling treatments 
like chemotherapy or radia­
tion. 

Her journey started Oct. 6, 
2006, when she went for her 
annual mammogram. Three 
days later, she was notified 
that she would need a stereo­
tactic biopsy. 

She had the biopsy done 
Oct. 24,2006, and never 
expected she would get the 
call on Oct. 30 from the 
doctor's office. Her husband, 
Nick, told her the results over 
the phone as she was work­
ing out at the YMCA. She's 
thankful, and still tearful, for 
the immediate support she 
received from the people in 
her exercise class that day. 

"They literally had to hold 
me up," she recalls, tears well­
ing in her eyes. "I just said, 
Are you kidding? They must 
have made a mistake.' 

"I don't remember how I 
got home." 

JOURNEY SHARED 

Her journey started Oct. 6, 
2006, when she went for her 
annual mammogram. Three 
days later, she was notified that 
she would need a stereotactic 
biopsy. 

Two days later, she and 
Nick met with her doctor and 
she selected a team of doctors 
at Providence Hospital who 
would ultimately save her life. 

She had a mastectomy on 
the left side on Nov. 27,2006 
and the doctors discovered 
the best scenario through 
the surgery. The cancer was 
caught early and it had not 
spread into her bloodstream 
or her lymph nodes. 

She's thankful that she had 
made her mammograms an 
annual habit for the past 13 
years. This time, she had the 
test later than usual because 
she was busy with other 
things, including remodeling 
her kitchen, preparing for her 
daughter's graduation and 
entry into college and a 25th 
wedding anniversary trip 
with her husband. 

"I always get my mammo­
grams when I get my physical 
in mid-May," she said. "This 
time, it was late September. 
I almost thought about not 
doing it this year." 

As it turned out, the tim­
ing was just right. A mid-May 
mammogram may not have 
showed the early signs of the 
cancer — and waiting anoth­
er several months could have 
proven fatal. 

"This is very early detec­
tion," said Waldecker. "This 
is exactly what the mam­
mogram was designed for, to 
catch this type of cancer." 

The cancer was found in 
two quadrants.

, A year later, she still can't 
believe it happened to her. 

"I am a healthy person. I 
eat well, I exercise, I'm spiri­
tual, I love life — who would 
have ever thought?" said 
Waldecker. "I did go through 
the 'why me's?'" 

MOVING ON 
She learned to accept it 

and move on, all the while, 
singing the lyrics to a country 
song that go, "If you're going 
through hell, keep on going. 
Don't slow down. If you're 
scared, don't show it. You 
might get out before the devil 
even knows you're there." 

The song helped, but it 
was really the support of her 
husband, her daughters Jessi, 
19, and Jakki, 22, and her 
ever-supportive friends and 
neighbors that brought her 
through. 

On the morning of her sur­
gery, her neighbors decorated 
her front yard with hundreds 
of pink ribbons, streamers 
and a sign that read: "All the 
best. With love and prayers." 

"This whole garden area 

had little sticks with pink 
ribbons on them," she said, 
pointing to a couple that were 
faded, but still there. 

Waldecker said it was a 
Kimberley subdivision kind 
of thing. 

"This neighborhood tends 
to step up, whatever it is, like 
job loss, a death in the family 
— they're even there for you if 
you have an animal die," she 
said. "We're all very much like 
family." . 

She gives back by par­
ticipating in events like the 
3-Day Walk for breast can­
cer research, which she did 
before she was diagnosed. 
Recently, she participated in 
a breast cancer walk in Ann 
Arbor's Gallup Park. 

Her best advice to women 
is to get a mammogram once 
a year. 

"I got a second chance " she 
said. "I'm feeling good. I'm 
here. Now I know, my life is 
fragile. But, I've embraced it 
and I'm more peaceful now,"

Michigan Eye Doctor Helps Legally Blind 
Dr. Sheldon Smith fits 

special glasses to help 
those with macular 
degeneration and other 
eye conditions keep 
reading and driving.

Most of us take things 
like reading, watching TV 
or playing cards for 
granted. But poor vision 
from conditions like 
macular degeneration, 
glaucoma, diabetes or 
cataracts makes these 
tasks difficult or even 
impossible. When people 
have insufficient vision to 
do the things they want to 
do, they have low vision. 

Today Michigan 
Optometrist Dr. Sheldon 
Smith has the answers 
many of these people have 
been seeking. Dr. Smith, a 
Low Vision Specialist, 
helps people with these 
types of eye diseases see 
better. A Fellow of the 
International Academy of 
Low Vision Specialists, Pr. 
Smith is one of a select 
group of doctors serving 
the visually impaired. 

"People don't know that 
there are experienced 
doctors who can help them 
with specialized low vision 
care," says Dr. Smith.

Mr. Charles Willim, age 
81, of Taylor came to get 
his driver license restored 
after macular degener­
ation reduced his vision to 
20/70. Dr. Smith fit him 
with special driving 
telescopes that improved 
his vision to 20/40. A few 
weeks later Charles 
passed his road test and is 
now a licensed driver 
again. "Those telescopic 
glasses are pretty darn 
good" he said. 

Buddy Standafer, age 70, 
of Westland had diabetic 
eye problems. He came to 
reinstate his driver license 
and read better. His 
regular vision as 20/200 
but with special driving 
telescopes he saw 20/50. 
Prismatic reading glasses 
got him reading 
newsprint. Two months 
later his license was re­
stored. "Now I see the 
traffic lights much better. 
I am happy to be on the 
road again. I tell a lot of 
people about Dr. Smith 
"Buddy said.

Pain killer 
Patients find 

relief through 
mind control

Karen Lewis never believed the power of her 
mind could reduce the pain and fatigue of fibro­
myalgia until she completed a three-week treat­
ment program run by Dr. Howard Schubiner. For 
eight years, Lewis went from doctor to doctor 
and even tried acupuncture and massage therapy 
before hearing about the Mind-Body Medicine 
Program at Providence in Southfield. 

Until then no one could offer her a treat­
ment that worked. One rheumatologist gave her 
muscle relaxers and antidepressants, another 
steroid injections and pain killers. Six months 
after participating in the Mind-Body pro­
gram Lewis has 85 to 90 percent less pain and 
enough energy to care for her children, ages 3, 
6 and 24. 

"If I thought my mind would cure me I would 
have tried it a long time ago," said Lewis of 
Westland. "After the first week I found I was 
sleeping better and that made me feel bet­
ter. The pain didn't subside until the fourth or 
fifth week. I listened to him (Schubiner) and 
learned how to meditate and did writing exer­
cises about whatever you feel you need to write 
about, things that could be stressing you out. 
It's different for everyone. I wrote about my 
mother-in-law's death. I had two small chil­
dren. My husband had been sick. I had a lot of 
people needing me. Today I have my life back. 
I still meditate especially if I know something 
stressful's going to be coming up." 

Schubiner admits the program is not widely 
accepted in the medical community as a treat­
ment for fibromyalgia so he's joining with Dr. 
Michael Hsu at the University of Michigan to 
conduct research into the effectiveness of the 
mind-body prescription. Fibromyalgia patients 
are currently being sought for the study. For 
more information, call (248) 849-4728. 

BODY AND MIND 
"The basis of the program is that pain and 

other symptoms can occur because of stress 
and other emotions," said Schubiner, an inter­
nist at Providence Hospital and clinical pro­
fessor at Wayne State University School of

Medicine. "Anyone who's had a headache at the 
end of a stressful day or a stomach tied in knots 
when they gave a presentation has experienced 
this. Freud described a young man berated by 
his father all his life. One day he had enough 
and went to hit his father and his arm became 
paralyzed. In the 1600s and 1700s paralysis 
was a common symptom related to stress. We 
now have back pain, neck pain, TMJ, fibro­
myalgia, fatigue, irritable bowel and irritable 
bladder." 

Schubiner estimates 10 million people have 
fibromyalgia in the U.S., 80 to 90 percent of 
them women. 

"Fibromyalgia means aches and pains, and 
there's no cure for it," said Schubiner. "Everyone 
has this in some shape or form. The mind and 
body are inextricably linked. I believe fibromy­
algia is a reflection of stress and emotion and 
coping with them." 

Diane Olsem is practically pain-free since 
going through the Mind-Body Medicine 
Program at Providence. Her neck pain and 
fatigue were diagnosed as fibromyalgia a year 
ago. 

I T WAS S T R E S S ' 
"We learned how our mind affects our body. 

Through the program we write about our 
emotions. I knew it was stress," said Olsem, a 
registered nurse and clinical nurse auditor for 
St. John Health. "I had three kids and gone 
through a 25-year marriage in which I was 
emotionally abused. As I wrote I realized this is 

stress and it comes out in pain." 
Hsu first read about a program similar to 
Schubiner's as a resident. Hsu (pronounced she) 
screens patients for the study before sending 
them to Schubiner for the program. Hsu treats 
patients with chronic neck and back pain. He 
is a clinical lecturer and research fellow in the 
department of physical medicine and rehabili­
tation at the University of Michigan. 
For more information or to volunteer for 
Healing Through Affective Self-Awareness 
in Fibromyalgia, a randomized control trial, 
call Hsu at (734) 997-7409- The study will be 
recruiting participants until July. 
"I was pretty fascinated by the approach 
because it's nonpharmacological and non-inva­
sive, and no one's studied this approach in a 
controlled fashion," said Hsu. "The basis of the 
program Combines mindfulness exercises and 
self-affirmations, embracing yourself for who 
you are, self-exploration. 
"According to Dr. Schubiner, the results seem to 
be encouraging although we won't know defini­
tive results until fall of next year. The more 
we could have evidence, the better results for 
patients to help themselves and for doctors to 
be aware of what works."

As the No. 4 Japanese automaker in terms of market 
share, Suzuki is often overlooked here in the U.S. Those 
Americans looking at imports tend to favor Toyota, 
Honda or Nissan (and those companies' luxury sisters, 
Lexus, Acura and Infiniti). And that's not even counting 
Mazda, BMW and Volvo, which all had a head start on 
Suzuki; after all, Suzuki didn't even start selling cars here 
until the late 1980s, well after the others had established 
themselves here. 

Suzuki, along with other latecomers Kia and Hyundai, 
is trying to elbow its way to the table and one of the 
vehicles the company hopes to use to do that is the 2007 
Forenza. 

Also available as a wagon, the Suzuki Forenza sedan is 
styled like you'd expect in the $15,000 price range -
nothing too flashy, but nothing unpleasant to look at, 
either. It's an average looking compact sedan. The front 
fascia features a simple grille with the Suzuki logo in the 
center, the front and rear bumpers, door handles and 
mirrors are color-matched to the car, and silver roof rails 
are standard on the wagon. The Forenza comes with 15-
inch steel wheels; no other kind is available. 

The Forenza is powered by a 2.0-liter DOHC16-
valve 4-cylinder engine. It's rated at 127 horsepower, 
which, for comparison's sake, puts it between the 
Hyundai Accent (110 horsepower) and the Hyundai 
Elantra (136 horsepower). 

This means, obviously, youll get a little more power 
than you would with a subcompact, but not as much as 
some others in its class. 

This engine is mated with either the standard five-
speed manual transmission or the optional four-speed 
automatic. The test car came with the "Convenience 
Package," and that includes the automatic; acceleration 
was unexceptional, but adequate. EPA rates the Forenza 
at 23/30 with the manual and 22/31 with the automatic, 
and it does run on regular unleaded. 

Inside, the Forenza again is adequate, but not 
exceptional. Neither leather nor power seats are available 
on the Forenza, but the standard cloth seats are , 
comfortable with decent support. There's a center console

with a storage compartment, and cupholders for both the 
front- and rear-seat passengers. There's a good amount of 
leg room, even for tall drivers, and the rear seats are 
actually usable for passengers, always a nice idea in a 
four-door. The rear seats are 60/40 fold-down split seats 
to give you more room for cargo. 

Suzuki only has two trim levels besides the base 
Forenza. The base sedan comes with air conditioning, tilt-
steering wheel, sunglasses holder, power locks and 
mirrors, heated side mirrors, and rear defroster. Adding 
the Convenience Package ($350) will get you cruise 
control and remote keyless entry. Adding the "Popular 
Package" ($950) gets you a power tilt-and-slide sunroof, 
in addition to the items available in the Convenience 
Package. 

The standard audio system is an AM/FM/CD system 
with eight speakers. It's adequate, but not exceptional. 
There is no upgraded system available, so if you want 
satellite radio or an mp3 input, you'll have to go 
aftermarket. 

The Forenza will give you a decent ride. The front 
suspension is an independent MacPherson strut system 
with gas shocks, while in the rear it's a dual-link 
suspension with gas shocks and stabilizer bar. Speed-
sensitive power steering is standard and the Forenza is 
fairly easy to maneuver and park. 

Advanced dual-stage front airbags are included with 
the Forenza, as well as advanced weight-sensing front 
passenger airbag, and driver and passenger seat-mounted 
side impact airbags. New this year, the Forenza gets a 

tire-pressure monitoring system, a nice feature for a 
vehicle in this price range. Anti-lock brakes ($500) are 
available as an option, but, oddly, only if you don't get 
either of the option packages. 

To verify this I went to the Suzuki Web site and did a 
"build your own," and sure enough, the ABS option only 
came up when I dropped the other packages - and no, it 
wasn't already part of either of those packages. If that's 
the case, then that is truly odd. I know I won't buy a 
vehicle without ABS again, but to do that with Forenza, 
you apparently have to give up cruise control, keyless 
entry and the sunroof. 

The new Forenza starts at about $14,000. Add the 
automatic transmission the cruise control and the keyless 
entry and you're at a little over $15,300. 

Compared to the other vehicles it's trying to compete 
with, there's nothing really outstanding about the 
Forenza. It's competent, but has nothing that puts it 
head-and-shoulders above any one of its competitors. 
Just another one of the import compact bunch.

COUNTER A DESTRUCTIVE EGO - OFFER A 'SOLUTION' 
WORKWISE

You and your 
workplace will be 
much better off 
if you know how to 
spot a destructive 
ego and how to 
counter it. 

Step back for 
a minute first. Not 
all egos are 
destructive. "Ego is 

both a liability and an asset," write David Marcum & 
Steven Smith in "Egonomics: What Makes Ego Our 
Greatest Asset (Or Most Expensive Liability)... 
(Fireside, $25). 

"Ego gives us confidence to use our greatest 
strengths," they add, "but it also turns them into 
weaknesses that counterfeit those same 
strengths/They further observe that egos informed 
by humility, curiosity and veracity can be an asset. 
However, Marcum and Smith report that 63 percent 
of businesspeople complain of the negative effects of 
egos gone wrong — at least every day or every hour. 
An enormous 72 percent believe that such problems 
cost their companies 6 percent to 20 percent of their 
annual revenue. 

SPINNING 

How can you identify problematic ego cases? Joe 
Healey, speaker and consultant at Joe Healey 
Performance Inc., in Virginia Beach, Va., says, 
"They're far less approachable and engaging. People 
don't feel they're on the same team. Communication 
is greatly reduced. People avoid keeping them in the 
loop, because they fear what theyll do and how 
theyll.react."As a result, they undermine creativity, 
which hampers their effectiveness. 

Kimberly Bishop, managing director of search 
firm Korn/Ferry International in New York City, 
matches candidates with cultures. She points out 
that an ego that doesn't fit in one culture might in 
another. She describes a destructive ego as "one 
which lacks empathy, humility or self-awareness, 
having a hurtful, destructive impact, without 
realizing it." 

"Egonomics" warns against people who: 
-- fixate upon a competitor rather than improve 

their own work; 
- rigidly adhere to their opinions, even when 

confronted with new information; 
— are defensive; and 
~ constantly seek recognition and acceptance. 
The book is particularly helpful for readers who 

think that they, themselves, might have a 
problematic ego. 

WHATTODO 
When you observe a problematic ego that isn't 

your own, how can you counter it? Bishop says that 
a company with a 360-degree feedback policy may 
put a person in check. "Help the person increase 
self-understanding,"she recommends. "Focus on 
data and facts rather than the way information is 
being presented. When possible, use positive 
reinforcement or feedback." 

Healey recommends a more direct method, 
although he cautions against using the word "ego," 
because it tends to make people feel defensive. He 
maintains that, even if the person is your co-worker, 
you must try the method "or you'll be giving 
permission for that person's ego to walk on you. 
Focus on the (specific) behavior, immediately." 
Constant interruptions during a presentation or the 
person's taking credit for your work are clear 
examples of an ego working destructively. 

"In the current climate," he states, "it is fair game 
to approach a peer or superior if their actions 
interfere with the mission or good of the team. Don't 
allow emotion to get in the way. Be direct and focus 
on the behavior and consequences of their actions.' 
Be solution-focused. For example,*you might sayto 
the person who interrupts you during a 
presentation, The next time we give a presentation

together, let me finish my point, because your 
interrupting hurts the credibility of both of us.'" 

If repetition doesn't work -- "Be willing to wear 
the person down," Healey states ~ identify how it's 
cost the company money. This tactic will give you a 
good business reason to discuss, rather than 
personal discomfort. 

Finally, if the person keeps getting in your way 
and the only way out for you is to get reassigned, 
make it happen. Your reason for changing jobs in the 
company is that you want to learn and contribute g 
more to build the company's future. §
