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Shoppers
won't get
tickets

The Plymouth City
Commission voted
unanimously Monday to
suspend issuing parking
tickets to violators in
the downtown business
district and Old Village
through Dec. 31 to help
promote holiday shop-
ping in the city.

Instead of a ticket,
violators of the parking
ordinance will find notes
on their vehicles indicat-
ing that while they've
exceeded the time limit,
they won't be ticketed.

“It’s a good idéa,”
said Sharon Watch, 45,
of Livonia, who fre-
quently shops downtown
Plymouth. “Many times
we’re having lunch and
are surprised at how

‘much time has gone by.
So far I've maneuvered
around it, haven’t gotten
a ticket, yet.”

Scott Smith, owner of
Penniman Gallery, said
he believes the nearly
monthlong moratorinm
on parking tickets will
only bring back the
problem for which the
parking ordinance was
developed in the first
place — employees park-
- ing in the most favorable
spots in front of business

establishments.

“I think that it’s essen-
tial to have enforcement
because of employee
parking abuse,” Smith
said. “Sales will hurt
because of alack of
parking.”

. City Manager Paul
Sincock admitted he’s
received calls from
merchants both for and
against the morato-
rium on parking tickets.
Sincock said the note to
violators will indicate a
“gesture of hospitality
during the holiday sea-
son” and give informa-
tion on long-term park-
ing options.

Steve Alexandrowski, °
vice chairman of the
Downtown Development
Authority, doesn’t expect
the interim policy to
cause any parking prob-
lems.

“It’s better to risk not

. offending customers
coming to downtown -
Plymouth to shop for
the holidays than it is .
to risk having a few
employees park on the
street for a couple of
weeks,” Alexandrowski

said. “The parking policy k

Law enforcement veterans earn annual Rotary honors

For a period of several weeks earlier
this year, a single suspect terrorized
banks throughout southeast Michigan,
seemingly robbing them at will.

That is, until Plymouth Township
Detective Dave Hayes began stalkmg
the suspect.

“Through various investigative
methods, the suspect was identified
by Detective Hayes,” Police Chief Tom
Tiderington said. “We knew who he
was, but we couldn’t locate him.

“Detective Hayes coordinated the
investigation with several police
agencies, including the FBI and
Wayne County Prosecutor’s office,”
Tiderington added, “and eventually he
was able to coordinate the arrest of the
suspect before he was able to rob any
additional banks.”

For his efforts in that case, as well
as “his involvement in one of the most
horrific crimes that has occurred in our
western Wayne County community”
— the alleged murder of a River Rouge
man by two teenagers, including one
from Plymouth Township — Hayes

~ was awarded the honor of Plymouth

Township Officer of the Year by the
Rotary Club of Plymouth.

“I really enjoy the people I work with
and it’s something different every day,”
said Hayes, a 23-year member of the
township police department. “Every
morning when I get up and get ready
to go to work, I wonder what I'm going
to deal with today. That’s a big driving
force for me enjoying going to work
every day.”

Sgt. Joe Kahanec was honored as
the Plymouth Police Officer of the Year
for his efforts in subduing a man diag-

nosed as a bipolar schizophrenic.

“He was harming himself with
various acts of self-mutilation, which
resulted in numerous wounds that
began to bleed feverishly,” said Police
Chief Wayne Carroll, who said the
man cooperated with Kahanec and
other officers before resisting, “After
several moments of extreme resistance,
Sergeant Kahanec and other officers
were able to subdue and restrain the
subject. All ended well.”

In another incident, a man walked
into City Hall, placed a bag on the
counter and said he wanted to turn it
in for police to dispose. When Kahanec
looked into the bag, he found a hand
grenade.

“Sergeant Kahanec gingerly picked
up the device and walked it out of the
building, thus minimizing the dan-
ger to employees and citizens inside,”

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PCAC faces tough task

Farewell, Paula, we hardly knew ye.

After fewer than 18 months as director of the Plymouth
Community Arts Council, Paula Gangopadhyay has
accepted the newly created position of director of educa-
tion for The Henry Ford in Dearborn.

She leaves having at least gotten started on the mantra
‘the center’s Board of Directors gave her when she got
here: Raise the profile of the PCAC.

When the board hired Gangopadhyay to replace Stella A

Greene, they wanted her to expand an already solid pro-
gram. She’s done what they asked her to do.

Primary among her goals — and responsibilities — was

to augment the PCAC’s budget, particularly with grants.
Arts funding has been cut and, in a continually strug-

gling Michigan economy, flndlng cash became a high -

priority.

Gangopadhyay was able to do that. For instance, she

secured a $15,000 grant from the DTE Foundation to
fund a new Diversity Through the Arts program, an exhi-
bition on multicultural diversity. :

Another $15,000 grant — this one from the Michigan
Humanities Council — is funding another educational
exhibition, The Changing Face of Michigan’s Workforce,
the Plymouth, Michigan, story (focused on the local econ-
omy and career exploration) which opens in February.

She’s strengthened an already strong link with the local
schools that was present under her predecessor, Greene.
She’s started new programs; for instance, ArtSplash, a
comprehensive arts enrichment program calendar which
offers “something for everyone,” targeting a wide-rang-
ing audience that includes preschoolers, home-schoolers,
younger audience, teens and adults. There are new vocal
music programs,

It hasn’t been easy. Gangopadhyay has ruffled a few
feathers with her hard-charging style, a stark contrast to
the much more mellow, lighter touch Greene preferred.
Apparently, though, it’s what the board wanted, because
board president Ted Williamson paid her high praise
when it was announced she was leaving.

The board has its work cut out as it turns its attention
to replacing Gangopadhyay. Perhaps they should be look-
ing for someone who can combine the gentle good spirit
of Greene with the driving nature of Gangopadhyay. If
s0, the board should hire that person.

And then convince that person to stay longer than 18
months.

It's time to expand term limits

A proposal to extend term limits will not be on the Jan.
15 ballot; if it were on the ballot, it is likely that it would
go down to defeat.

Proponents of term limits have done a good job of
convincing a majority of potential voters, against all evi-
dence, that term limits-have been a boon to good govern-
ment. ' ;

“Term limits were approved as a constitutional amend-
ment in 1992. The amendment limited the governor,
lieutenant governor, secretary of state, attorney general
and state senators to two four-year terms. It limited state
representatives to three two-year terms. The amendment
was passed in the midst of a national movement that
began in Oklahoma, based on the idea that office holders
who remain in office too long are too vulnerable to lob-
byists and develop power centers that are detrimental to
democracy.

But during the recent partisan battles over the state
budget, term limits have been cited as a major factor in
legislative inaction.

While in theory term limits seem to hearken back to
the ideal of citizen legislators, the reality is that term
limits have robbed the Legislature of historical perspec-
tive, left legislators with little expertise in particular
areas of state government and public policy, fostered an
ability to see beyond narrow partisan positions for the
greater good and robbed most of experience in crafting

compromises that work. Term limits have shifted insti-
tutional memory, and: power, to hired aides rather than

elected legislators.

Professional politician needn’t be a pejorative. The ‘

state needs some professionals in Lansing. Many legisla-
tors have admitted that their lack of experience has been
a significant part of the problem. We have had a series
of House speakers who have come to the position after a
smgle term in office.

It is unlikely that voters would totally abandon term
limits. The Michigan Chamber of Commerce has thrown
its support behind a proposal that would allow legislators
to serve a total of 12 years in either the House or Senate
or a combination of 12 years in both chambers. Under the
current law, legislators can serve up to 14 years in both
chambers, but are limited to six years in the House, eight
years in the Senate.

Ironically, this proposal did not make it to the bal-
lot because of partisan wrangling over attempts by
Democrats to append other reforms that the Chamber
did not support. .

We believe legislators need more time in office and
urge the Legislature, the Chamber and others to continue
making the case for extending term limits and bring it to
the ballot for next November.

e was laid off from his job as a research
assistant at the University of Michigan
when the professor lost his grant.

She had a teaching degree from Eastern
Michigan but couldn’t find a
teaching job in a time when
schools were laying off teach-
ers.

They now live in Chicago.

The story of my son and
daughter-in-law has been
repeated hundreds of times
in this state. It has become
a Michigan cliche. Young
people are leaving the state
for jobs, a better urban envi-
ronment, a more stable economy.

SEMscope, the quarterly publication
of the Southeast Michigan Council of
Governments, spotlights the situation with a
special report on “keeping them here.” )

The stories focus on the millennials, a
name given to those young people between
the ages of 22 and 30. They are just emerg- .
ing from college with degrees and college
loan debits, looking for a future. More and
more that future does not include the state of
Michigan. It most especially does not include
southeast Michigan.

But without those young people, the state
will face ever more crushing economic prob-
lems. Tt will lose the tax revenue from those
young professional incomes. An aging popu-
lation will put stress on an already over-
stressed health system.

The magazine asks some young people who
have abandoned the state why they chose to
live in other cities. The obvious first answer
is that there were jobs in those cities. Though
some actually moved to ancther city before
having a job, trusting that conditions there
would make it easier to find a job than con-
ditions in metro Detroit. *

The other reasons are telling. Those other
cities have viable, exciting urban centers,

They live a block
from Lincoln Park, part of Chicago’s Lake
Michigan waterfront, that the city leaders .
long ago recognized as a vital component to
a healthy urban life. Every day, people jog,
bicycle and walk baby strollers. They dine in
local restaurants of every conceivable ethnic
variety. The neighborhood has great locally
owned businesses and national chain stores.
- Of course, Chicdgo is not a perfect city. It
has, like Detroit, a racial divide. It has its
share of crime. But it also has a rich mix of
people, constantly busy streets, booming
local businesses and a general sense of opti-
mism about the future.

Here in metro Detroit we're apparently
happier grumbling, doing nothing and say-
ing goodbye to our children, except when
they come to visit on the holidays (if they
can tear themselves away from their more
vibrant cities).

Weighed against Roosevelt’s words, the UN is
deemed wanting, and the reason is revealed — a
“universal organization” will include “peace-lov-
ing nations” and tyrannical regimes.

Today, the UN’s membership is stacked
against free people. According to Freedom
House, of 192 UN member states, 89 are “fully
free” and 103 are not. Thus, a majority (54 per-
cent) of member states oppose the expansion of
human liberty and dlgnlty because it directly
threatens their reglmes

Nevertheless, since 1945, the U.S. has been
the UN’s largest-annual contributor. In 2006,
American taxpayers forked over $423.5 mil-
lion in dues (or 22 percent of the UN’s regular
budget) and over $5.3 billion in total to the UN.
Still, we and all free people remain UN tyrants’
favorite targets.

Q: What is a VA Guaranteed Home
Loan?
A: VA guaranteed loans are made by.
private lenders, such as banks, savings
& loans, of mortgage companies to eligi--
ble veterans for the purchase of a home .
which must be for their own personal
occupancy. The guaranty means the
lender is protected against loss if you or
a later owner fail to repay the loan. The
guaranty replaces the protection the

* lender normally receives by requiring
a down payment aliowing you to obtain
favorable financing terms.
Q: What is pre-purchase counseling
and why is it helpful?
A: Pre-purchase counseling gives a
person information on (1) the process of
‘buying dhome, (2) the key players in the.

While VA does
not require such counseling, we strongly
recommend it.

itself disqualify you for a VA home loan. The fol-
lowing rules apply:

If the bankruptcy was discharged more than two
years ago, it may be disregarded

If the bankruptcy was discharged within the last
one to two years, it is probabty not possible to
determine that you and/or your spouse are a sat-
isfactory credit risk unless both of the foIIowmg
requirements are met;

you and/or your spouse have reestablished satis-
factory credit, and

the bankruptcy was caused by circumstances
beyond your and/or your spouses control (such
as unemployment, medical bills, etc) -

If the bankruptcy was discharged within the past
12:months, it will not generally be possible to
determine that you and/or your spouse are satls
factory credit risks.

Q: Why do | have to pay a fee for a VA home
loan? Since | paid a fee for my first loan, why
is there a larger fee for my second loan? -

A: The VA funding fee is required by law. The fee
is intended to enable the veteran who obtains

a VA home loan fo contribute toward the cost

of this benefit, and thereby reduce the cost to
taxpayers. The funding fee for second time users
who do not make a down payment is slightly
higher. The idea of a higher fee for second time
use is based on the fact that these veterans have
already had-a chance to use the benefit once, and

also that prior users have had time to accumulate -

equity or save money towards a down payment.
Second-time users who make a down payment of
at least 5 percent pay a reduced funding fee of 1.5
percent, the same as first-time users making the
same down paymeént. For a 10 percent down pay-
ment, the fee drops t01.25 percent. The effect of
the funding fee on a veteran's financial situation
is minimized since the fee may be financed in the
loan. National Guard and Reservist veterans pay
a slightly higher funding fee percentage.

Q: 1 want to buy a house with a VA loan. Do'l
need to occupy the property?

A: The law requires that you certify that you

intend to occupy the property as your home. This
requirement is considered satisfied if you actu-
ally intend to occupy the property as your home
and in fact.so occupy it when the loan is closed or
within a reasonable time afterward.

Q:1am a single veteran stationed overseas
and want to buy a home in my hometown.

My friends who are married can do this with
their spouses occupying the property in their
place, but VA says | can't do this withmy
parents or other relatives occupying on my
behalf. isn't this discrimination against single
veterans? _

A: The law specifically provides that occupancy
by the veteran's spouse satisfies the personal
occupancy requirement. The law makes no
provision for occupancy by any other refatives

as a substitute for personal occupancy by the
veteran.

Q: May a veteran join with a nonveteran who
is not his or her spouse i obtamlng avA
loan?

A: Yes, but the guaranty is based only on the
veteran's portion of the loan. The guaranty
cannot cover the nonveteran’s part of the loan.
Consult lenders to determine whether they would
be willing fo accept applications for joint loans of
this type. Lenders that are willing to make these
types of loans will likely require a down payment
to cover risk-on the unguaranteed, nonveteran’s
portion of the loan. Unlike other loans, the fender
must submit joint loans to VA for approval before .
they are made. )
Both incomes can be used to quallfy forthe Ioan
However, the veteran’s income must be sufficient
torepay at least that portion of the foan related
tothe veteran's interest in (portion of) the
property and the nonveteran's income must be
adequate to cover the rest.

Q: If a veteran dies before the loan is paid off,
will the VA guaranty pay off the baIance of
the loan?

A: No. The surviving spouse or other co-borrower
must continue to make the payments. If there is
no Co-borrower, the loan becomes the obligation
of the veteran’s estate. Mortgage life insurance

is available but must be purchased from private -
insurance sources.

parkling wines made by
the méthode traditionelle -
(Champagne method) are
unique since they undergo two
fermentations.

All that said, we recently
tasted the wines of Mumm
Napa in magnum, which con-
firmed our opinion: For pus-
poses of planning, a magnum
will serve 12 four-ounce pours.

Mumm Napa was founded
in 1983 by French Champagne
winemaker Guy Devaux.
The winery is located on the
Silverado Trail in Napa Valley,
overlooking the vineyards of
Rutherford. If you are planning
a trip to California wine coun-
try, include Mumm Napa. The
winery has a full-service tast-
ing patio, in-depth tours and
an excellent collection of art

photography.

Current winemaker Ludovic
Dervin dubs the Mumm Napa
Brut Prestige $48/magnum

“the qumtessentlal Napa Valley
sparkhng wine.” We say this
wine defines the Mumm Napa
house style.

remote control from off-stage. “To this
day no changes have been made to make
it smaller, he said. “Disney holds true

to its vision. I think that’s one reason it’s
remained so popular.”

Klaisner said the story resonates with
audiences because it’s basically a tale of a
young boy growing up and dealing with
the responsibilities that follow the loss of
his father. In the case of The Lion Kzng,
that boy is a young lion cub.

The show draws fans of all ages, and
Klaisner often notices tears in audience
members’ eyes.

Fans of Disney’s animated film by the
same name might recognize the story
and its characters, but the stage produc-
tion incorporates additional music and
African influences. “Those who remem-
ber the movie very well have to remember
it’s musical theater,” said Klaisner. “It is
different.”

The elaborate production travels with

" a puppet department: In each city they
set up a puppet hospital, he said, where
there is always work to be done. From
fixing a piece of an antelope costume to
a complex adjustment in the moveable

mask of Scar - the antagonist - or a lion’s
head from which tears fall, it remains a
busy place.

The movements of the actors them-
selves must be carefully handled, as weil.
Klaisner said when a new performer joins
the cast he warns the actors not to prac-
tice for long periods, or they’ll risk strain-
1ng muscles.

“I've been involved with the tour for
four and a half years,” said Klaisner,
“the longest I've been with a show in my
career. It’s been a nice touring experi-
ence. You get to stay in one city for six
weeks or nine weeks. You can get an
apartment. You get to know the cities a
bit more. My Disney experience has been *
pretty good so far.”

This United States National Tour is
currently one of eight productions run-
ning worldwide along with New York,

a second United States National Tour,
London, Hamburg, Tokyo, Seoul and
Johannesburg, South Africa.

Klaisner said he can often be found in
the back of the house on opening night.
“It’s pretty amazing to-watch how you can
really effect the lives of people,” he said.

Hossein Rajaee has fond memories of
his mother’s cooking, though he left her
kitchen 35 years ago.

. “I assure you I will never forget it as long
as I live,” said Rajaee.

Rajaee said his mother is part of the
inspiration behind Pars, a new Persian res-
taurant in Farmington Hills.

Rajaee and longtime friend Dr.
Mohammad Ghaffarloo opened
Pars in March. The restaurant
hits the spot for those famil-
iar with Persian fare, while
giving others their first taste
of the cuisine, known for
being exotic, elaborate and
time-consuming to prepare.

“Getting people to-have a
chance to try it and make sure
the presentation and taste goes well
with them is a challenge, but we are suc-
ceeding and it’s getting better and better
every day,” said Rajaee, who goes by ‘Sami.

New to Iranian food myself, the first
thing that struck me at Pars was the
aroma — a strong, heady fragrance I
couldn’t quite place. According to Rajaee,
that smell is saffron, an essential ingre-
dient in Persian cuisine. Though it runs
$40-$65 per ounce, Pars doesn’t skimp on

the rare seasoning.

Saffron threads, derived from the flower
of the saffron crocus, are used in recipes
and sprinkled atop the basmati rice served
with entrees.

 “It is expensive but we just know it’s a
cost of doing business,” Rajaee said.

Pars serves well-known dishes like hum-
mus and kebabs, yet Persian fare departs
from Middle Eastern cuisines through

unexpected flavors like barberry cur-
w,  rant, black sour cherry, Persian
_ lime and raisins. Dried sumac
 shakers stand on every table
2 alongside salt and pepper.

L Our lunch started with a
small dish of Torshi (pickled
vegetables) served with a
basket of crisp pita bread.

For an appetizer we tried
Aged Yoghurt and Eggplant
Delight, a crave-worthy dip
flavored with dill and dominated
by garlic. Then came a choice of lentil or
barley soup, or salad with a delicious house
dressing blend of avocado, olive oil, lemon
tarragon and dried mint.

For an entrée, I ordered Shirin Polo
with Boneless Chicken Kabab. The ten-
der chicken was garnished with a grilled
tomato and purple onion shavings meant

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Becky Stark brings
truth and beauty

At first glance it seemed an unlikely pair-
ing. Los Angeles-based folk band Lavender
Diamond was chosen to tour with John
Waters - the Baltimore-loving filmmaker
and artist known as King of Filth - as he
crosses the country with his funny, no-
holds-barred monologues this holiday
season. But the two entities m}ght
have more in common than
even they expect.

In a recent conversation
with Lavender Diamond’s
voice and heart, Becky Stark
said she tends to talk a lot
to her audience between
songs. And she’s known to
make a few costume changes.
A Maryland native, she’s nearly
met Waters at least twice. Once she
was asked to participate in a panel for the
Maryland Film Festival - buta wrong turn
_on acanoe ride caused her to miss the event
altogether. ,

And then there was the Egg Man.

Stark grew up in a small
. -Maryland town just outside
of Washington D.C., where
her mother sold vinyl siding
over the phone. That’s how her
mother befriended a Vietnam
veteran with multiple sclerosis
and took her daughters to visit
him around the holidays. And the last
time Stark saw this man before he died,
she recalled he was rather weak and kept
repeating the same phrase: “I am the egg

man.” It wasn't until she and her sister were

sitting in a movie theater in East Berlin

years later watching Waters’ gross-out clas-
sic Pink Flamingoes that Stark realized
what he meant. He was indeed The Egg
Man, a character in the film.

Stark couldn’ wait to start the tour
and share the story with Waters himself -
despite the fact that her mother is convinced
she and the filmmaker have “opposite world
views.”

“I don’t know what’s going to happen

e "
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on this tour,” said Stark, in her deliberate,
thoughtful tone.

One thing is certain. Lavender Diamond’s
full-length Matador debut is earning heaps
of praise. Imagine Our Love is coated in
sweet, simple lyrics complemented by lush
orchestration. Its all topped by Stark’s
unmatchable voice. She claims she’s been
listening to Loretta Lynn's Van Lear Rose
lately. And there are echoes of inspiration.
Lavender Diamond is easily associated
with the Psych-folk scene. Having shared a
producer, Thom Monahan, with the likes of
Stark’s longtime friend Devendra Banhart-
doesn’t hurt. But these hopeful torch songs
deserve a place of their own.

As for Brown-educated Stark, well she
grew up singing - whether it was in church
or as a willing student of her mother’s own
“Church of Popular Culture.” “My mom had
this ritual she would do,” said Stark. “She
would make us come up and listen to her
45’s collection and we would have to-dance

-and listen to- my mom talk about rock ‘0’

roll history. It was so amazing.”

So Stark was schooled early on Motown,
The Beatles, Prince and Top 40 music.
She grew up listening to the radio and
remembered being influenced by the D.C.
punk scene. Now she laments how hard it
is to find songs, real songs, with real lyrics
you can hear. Her performance singing -
Christmas carols in a play led to classical
training. Stark studied for five years. And
at age 19 she had what she calls a “politi-

. cal awakening.” She discovered that music

could be powerful and healing and.she
decided that’s the kind of music she would
make.

Imagine Our Love exudes those inten-
tions. It includes songs Stark wrote as
far back as six years ago. “I had an idea
for a country pop record,” she said. “I felt
like I wanted to hear more music that
had a story.” She convineced guitarist Jeff
Rosenberg, pianist Steven Gregoropoulos
and drummer Ron Rege Jr. to join her and

" soon enough her simple melodies were

transformed. Rosenberg left the band
shortly after the-album was recorded and
Devon Williams came into the fold.
“Songwriting was really easy and natu-
ral,” she recalled. And a residency at an
L.A. club drew more and more atten-
tion. Soon enough they were considering
offers to record, touring with the likes of
Deerhoof, and slowly Irmagine Our Lov:
came together. “People were just really

_responding,” said Stark. “We had so many

songs.” With multiple shows at South By
Southwest Music Conference the band
secured its record deal with Matador and
one with Rough Trade.

“For me, the record just really needed to
be an expression of love,” said Stark.

And that it is.
