“You have popcorn?” was the surprise
response of Carol Livermore, 49, of
Plymouth when she entered the theater
. lobby to buy her ticket to the Thursday
afternoon showing of It's a Wonderful
Life. “Tt smells so good. We wondered -
* how a movie theater cannot have pop-
corn. To me it’s the greatest combina-
tion, a movie and popcorn.” ‘
The Friends reopened the Penn in,

September 2006, about three years after

the theater was shut down by previous
owners, but the lack of a food service

license kept the group from popping its
own popcorn.

“We couldn’t produce anything on
site, so we had to buy,and sell packaged
popcorn, and all we could get was white
cheddar,” said Ellen Elliott, executive
director of Friends of the Penn.

Elliot’s husband, Joe, is frequently
found on the second floor, popping pop-

" corn on a machine that’s as easy to oper-

ate as pushing a button.

“All T had to do was dump in the ker-
nels, push the button and it squirts in
the right amount of 0il,” said Joe Elliott.
“It beeps when it’s done, and can really
crank out the popcorn.”

Joe Elliott said he can resist the smell
of freshly popped popcorn as it's coming
out of the hopper.

“But, when I'm all done, I'll grab a bag
of it,” he said.

Three is enough

Court board decides to keep third judge

Plymouth’s 35th District -
Court will continue to employ
three judges.

There had been specula- .
tion the 35th District Court -
Authority — consisting of rep-
resentatives from Plymouth,
Plymouth Township, Canton
Township, Northvilleand
Northville Township — was
considering asking the state:
legislature to discontinue the
third judge position at 35th
District Court to save as much
as $215,000 annually after
Chief Judge John MacDonald,
72, retires Jan. 1, 2009, after
24 years on the bench.

However, representatives of
the five communities decided
it was best, at this time, to
continue the three-judge court
in antieipation of increasing
caseloads. :

“I support the three-
judge concept,” said Canton -
Township Supervisor Tom
Yack. “We don’t know where
the court is going to go in the
number of cases. We may pay
more for that concept, but I
think we're also about service
and adjudicating cases that
come before the court in a rea-
sonable time frame.”

- Plymouth Mayor Phil Pursell
expounded on Yack’s assump-
tions.

“As the economy gets worse
and worse, those caseloads are
probably going to increase over
time,” Pursell said. “It gives
us the freedom to adjudicate
those cases in a timely fash-
ion.”

Oddly enough, since even
before the new judgeship was
established in 2001, caseloads
have actually gone down.
Court officials say last year

the court handled 3,000 fewer
cases than it did in 2600.
While the caseload has been
down since 2000, the figure
for last year actually showed
an increase from the previous
year.

The State Court
Administrators Office calcu- -
lated the number of cases han-
dled by judges in 35th District
Court required 2.26 judges.
However, despite the declining
caseload, the SCAO held off on
recommending elimination of
the position when MacDonald
retires. The communities could
petition for the reduction, but
would have to convince the
state legislature and have it
approved by the governor.

IRS auctions seized animals

The Internal Revenue
Service auctioned a giant
African-crested porcupine,
giant hissing cockroaches,
sharks, lizards, snakes, a hya-
cinth macaw and other exotic
animals it seized from Living
Science Foundation on Cherry
Street in Plymouth Thursday,
after the organization failed to
pay back taxes.

“We conducted an auction
of their inventory, which was
primarily exotic animals,”
said Luis D. Garcia, an IRS
spokesman in Detroit. “The

IRS took several unusual steps -

by marketing the auction
to rescue organizations and
businesses, such as zoos, that
have an infrastructure to keep
these animals to safeguard the
health of the animals.”

Garcia said most propert;
seizures by the IRS occur ohe.

day, with the auctions held in
a separate facility weeks later.
However, because the seizure -
consisted of the animals, both
were done in the same day.

“We notified prospective
buyers of the exotic animals
and of the sale, but we kept
the location secret until the
last minute,” Garcia said. “We
wanted to make sure the ani-
mals had safe homes as quickly
as poss1ble

“Seizures are the absolute
last resort for the IRS,” added
Garcia. “There are all sorts of
avenues taxpayers can use to’
avoid a seizure, including pay-
ment plans and using the tax-
payer advocate service.” :

Volunteers were enthusi-
astic about production, as
more than half of the meals
were packaged before 11
a.m. and shipped through-
out the state by 2 p.m.

The state’s food banks and
charitable organizations
have seen an increase in
the need for assistance. The
economic woes of the state
have put a strain on families
who are struggling to meet
basic needs. As a result,
many organizations are
unable to meet the problem
without help. This is where
the super-packaging comes’
in.

For the first time, the .
groups decided to make sure
50 percent of the food pack-

aged stayed within the state.
The other 50,000 meals
were shipped to destina-
tions outside of Michigan,
including Guatemala, Haiti
and Zimbabwe - a country

-which has seen economic

collapse and political tur-
moil, leading to refugee
problems.

Over the past three
years the Kiwanis Club of
Colonial Plymouth has been
working with KAH, packag-
ing over 84,000 meals and
forging a partnership. Since
then, the group has donated
a van and trailer to KAH of
Michigan, allowing the sat-
ellite based out of Oak Park
to become mobile.

The event was made pos-
sible by a June 5 fund-raiser
at Fox Hills featuring 310
community leaders-and
Kiwanis members, which
raised more than $10,000
for the super packaging,
adding to the $25,000 the
group raised for the event.

According to Clare
Burns, Michigan’s Kiwanis
Governor who lives in
Traverse City, the partner-
ship between Kiwanis and
KAH is growing, moving
forward into the future.

“The cooperation was
brought into Michigan slow-
ly; however, it has caught
fire,” Burns said. “By next
year I think the entire orga-
nization of Kiwanis state--
wide will adopt it.”
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The keynote speaker was
80-year-old Jerry Hoelscher
of Canton Township, an
Army veteran and member of
Veterans of Foreign Wars Post .
6695 in Plymouth, whose 19-
year-old brother, Lester, was
on the USS Arizona, which
was sunk during the attack.

“America was truly at war,”
said Hoelscher. “I think our
nation was mad as hell. A new
slogan was born, and it caught
on swiftly ... Remember Pearl
Harbor.”

Hoelscher said news of the
USS Arizona was difficult to
get, and his family waited fear-
fully for news of his brother.

“News broadcasts made no
mention of the USS Arizona,
and we were encouraged to
belieye it was maybe good
news,” Hoelscher said. “In late
December came the first offi-
cial notice he was missing in
action. Two weeks later came
the final official notice that
stated Lester had lost his life
in action and his body had not
been recovered.”

Lester Hoelscher and moré
than 1,100 of his shipmates
lay entombed in the sunken
Arizona, 38-feet below the

Pearl Harbor.

structed over it.

Jerry Hoelscher, who served
in Germany during the Korean
conflict, was five years young-
er than Lester, who enlisted in
the Navy when he was 18 years
old.

“He was so happy, and did
very well, becoming a pharma-
cist mate first class when he
was killed,” Hoelscher said. “1
was 14 at the time of the attack
and remember the day very,
very well.”

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Budget battle not likely to
affect term limit law

Democratic state Rep. Paul Condino char-
acterized the 10-month partisan fight over the
2008 state budget the result of a “perfect storm’
and an “ugly process.”

Republican Senate Majority Leader Mike
Bishop agreed the process and outcome of the
battle was “horrible,” but was a necessary part.

- of standing up for philosophical beliefs and
holding true to core principles.

And while both expressed hope future bud-
gets will be adopted without the degree of
rancor experienced this year, their comments
at the Observer & Eccentric’s annual Journalist
of the Year breakfast made it clear the two par-
ties remain far apart on how the state should be
run. '

But both agreed the budget fiasco would not
be enough to spur the legislature to scrap term
limits, even though both agreed the lack of
experience in Lansmg contributed to the pro-
cess.

“I don't believe terms limits was the primary
cause of what happenedyand I think it will take
a citizen initiative to bring about any change to
the law,” said Bishop, a lifelong Rochester resi-
dent.

Added Condino, a Southfield resident who
will be term-limited at the end of next year, “1
agree with the senator.”

Asked why voters should return. a.ny incum-
bent to office next year, Condino acknowledged

2

it will be “real tough” to regain the public’s con-

fidence.

“You have to understand we started in
January with the perfect storm of a $1.8 billion
deficit and the loss of the single business tax,”
he said. “We did a'good job of coming together
in creating the new business tax. But the ques-
tion that should be asked of every incumbent is
what did he or she do to be part of the solution.”

Bishop said it was important for voters to
understand why the budget crisis grew to the
magnitude it did.

“I was disgusted by how. our state govern-
ment performed. But you have to understand
it happened because people stood up for what
they believed in,” he said. “I felt like I was at
the Alamo, but I wasn't willing to give'in to the
pressure of going with the easy solution.”

Without a true reform of state government,
Bishop added no amount of tax increases will
solve the budget crisis.

“State spending is out of control and we have
to take a look in the core areas of community
health, corrections and state government opera-
tions,” he said.

Bishop said the state should give serious
considération to turning over transportation,
health care and food service operations at the
state’s prisons to the private sector.

Condino, reflecting just one area where the
two political parties appear far apart on the
issues, said the state instead should focus on
moving documented mentally ill patients out
of the prison system and into less expensive
continuing care options. When he added he
opposed privatization of the prisons on “moral
and ethical grounds,” Bishop responded, “I don’t
think it’s a moral issue to save money.”

Dear Rick: Pve just
-inherited some U.S. Savings .
Bonds. I'm going to cash out
the bonds and reinvest the
proceeds. Do I have to pay .

any taxes?

Unfortunately, you do have
a tax liability. When you cash
out your U.S. Savings Bonds,
you will receive the original
investment and the inter-
est. The interest is subject to
income tax.

‘When you inherit items
such as U.S. Savings Bonds,
traditional IR As or variable
annuities, there is an income -
tax consequence to the ben-
eficiary. Since they grew tax- -
deferred, a beneficiary pays
taxes on the deferred income.
This goes against the general
rule because when someone

inherits property, they typical- .

ly inherit it tax free. The one
exception i$ when they inherit -
‘something that has deferred
income. In addition, if some-
one inherits a “qualified”
deferred income plan, such as
an IRA or a 40(k) plan, then
the person who is inheriting
the property pays ordinary

income taxes
not only on
the deferred
income, but
also on the
principal itself.
For example,
if you inher-
ited someone’s
Money Matters 401(k) and the
plan was worth
_ $50,000, all of
that would be
subject to ordi-

_nary income tax. On the other

hand, if'you inherited $50,000
of someone’s stock portfolio
and it was not in a qualified .

-plan (IRA), then that same

$50,000 would be tax free.

No one said our tax laws had
to be fair.

Under current tax law, when
you inherit property notin a
qualified plan, your cost basis
is the fair market value of that
asset on the date of death. For
example, if you inherit 100
shares of ABC stock and on
the date of death ABC stock -
is worth $20 a share, your
cost basis for that stock is
$2,000 (100 x 20). If you sell

the stock down the road for -
$30 a share, your gain for tax
purposes would be $10 a share

($30 - $20). It doesn’t matter

whether the person you are
inheriting the property from
paid $1 or $100 per share, your
cost basis is the fair market
value as of the date of death.
It is important to review
who you've named as your
primary and secondary ben-
eficiary. Doing some good tax
planning in this area can save
your beneficiaries on taxes.

Dear Rick: I'm going to buy
anew car in the very near;
future. Should I buy or
lease? -

Idonot beheve there is one

-right answer. The real question

is what is better for your situ-

ation? I lease my cars, but that

doesn’t mean you should lease.
There are several issues you:

“need to consider. First is how

long you plan to own your car.
If you plan to own for more
than four years, then I would
recommend purchasing the
car. If you plan to use your car
for four years or less, then leas-

ing isan optlon

Another issue is how many
miles you drive on a yearly
basis. The more miles you
drive, the more beneficial it
is to buy vs. lease. Typically,
if you are driving more than
15,000 to 18,000 miles a year,
then the benefits derived from
leasing are reduced.

There are some other non-
financial issues that enter into
the equation. One is ‘conve-
nience. Leasing is a good way
to go for people who want new
cars every few years and do not
want the hassle of having to
sell a used car.

Before you go shop for a car,
you should decide ahead of
time whether you are going to
buy or lease. This will help you
focus on selecting the right car

-for your situation.

“The new “Holiday Hospltaht)f plan runs through Dec. 31

and applies to the public parking spots, particularly those

in and around the primary shopping districts. These areas,
as most of you know, have been fairly heartily patrolled by
Plymouth police with their chalk marking stick, and many
shoppers have complained that such a stringent policy inhib-
-its shoppers who wish to make a day of it in town dlmng,
shopping, etc.

that business owners and their employees were taking up the
prime parking spaces, leavmg shoppers to park farther away.

When the commission suspended the parking policy

Monday night, it led some retailers to grumble that employ-
ees will now feel free to return to previous habits of parking
in front of their store, thus denying potentlal shoppers easy
parking access.

In an effort to keep that from happening, the Plymouth

DDA 1mmed1ate1y sent a notice to business owners, urg-.

ing them to remember the policy was suspended as a
means of encouraging shoppers, not makmg it easier for
employees.

We think it’s the right attltude, though we wonder if busi-

nesses will adopt it when we see parking spots taken up so-

early in the morning immediately following the announce-
ment,

Downtown retailers have a lot to offer holiday shoppers,
many of whom will be'spending fewer dollars in a struggling
economy. It only harms business to make it harder to con-
vince thém to spend those dollars in Plymouth, and parkmg is
a prime consideration.

Commissioners suspended the parking policy in an effort to
encourage shoppers to spend that money here. Retailers and
their employees should honor the spirit of that move.

What was interesting
there were fragments of the rockets,
all kinds of screws and nuts,” said
Schock of Farmington Hills. “They
put-all sorts of shrapnel inside so
when it explodes it’s a population
killer as well as a military weapon.”
This was one of the harshest les-
sons Schock learned during the .
five-day course in emergency and
disaster preparedness organized by
the Israeli Ministry of Health, the
Medical Corps of the Israel Defense
Force, and the American Physicians
Fellowship for Medicine in Israel.
Men, women and children live with
the threat of death and bodily harm
* every minute of every day in Sderot.
As a physician Schock knew noth-
ing about the practices of Israeli first
responders until he and 33 other
American and Canadian physi-
cians and health care professionals
participated in drills for non-con-
ventional warfare, visited hospitals
and medical centers equipped for
emergencies, and listened to lectures
which not only taught them howto
care for victims of terrorist attacks
in Israel, but prepare for emergen-
cies back home. Schock is a urologic
surgeon at Garden City Hospital and
Botsford Hospital, and sees patients
at Tri-County Urologists in Wayne,
Oakland and Macomb counties. He
is also vice chairman of urology at - _
Botsford Hospital.

Surgeon trains to treat mass casualties

“We need in the United States to
have a greater awareness and not
forget the lessons of 9/11 and real-
ize we have to have a constant state
of preparedness for a mass casu-
alty event,” said Schock. “There are
improvements we can make in the

United States for hospital prepared-

ness. One concept is scoop.and run.
Visualize if you're the first responder
to a mass casualty event. You don't
treat on the scene because there
is often a second explosive device-
intended for hospital personnel. You
get them on an ambulance and take
them to a hospital or medical cen-
ter. Here first responders attempt
to resuscitate the patient to some
degree.” .
From 7:30 a.m. to 7:30 pm. '
Schock went from hospital to hos-
pital, region to region for extensive
courses with paramedics, military
and hospital coordinators, and vol-
unteers of Magen David Adom (the
Israeli equivalent of the American
Red Cross), and visited a military
base where they train to handle mass
casualties caused by rocket attacks

-and biological and chemical warfare.

He plans to share this knowledge
with the staffs at Botsford Hospital
in Farmington Hills and Henry Ford
Macomb Hospital in Warren.

“We trained in suits for chemical
warfare in case there’s a chemical
agent used like mustard gas it pro-

vides you a degree of protection with -

oxygen circulating,” said Schock. “It’s
very challenging treating a patient
with those heavy materials with a
protection suit on and to not just
treat a chemical attack or anthrax,
but recognize there’s always a pos-

_sibility. One patient I was talking to

him and noticed he had a little rash
consistent with botulism poisoning
where the body becomes paralyzed.”
Besides medical simulations,
physicians and health care profes-
sionals were briefed on psychological
effects.
“We had the opportunity to speak
to the popuiation,” said Schock.
“It’s the psychological trauma on

children, parents and society as a
whole. We were able to interview
some of them. One lady’s house was
destroyed and (she) lives in a shelter.

We visited a school. What was amaz-

ing is life goes on as normal, but
you don’t know what goes on inside,
how do they cope with the threat of
rocket attacks.

“What I saw when 1 landed in Tel
Aviv. Ben Gurian Airport was that
it's a very modern society living as if
everything is normal. They conduct
their lives very similar to the way
we do in the United States with the
knowledge that they could become
involved in a terrorist activity.”

- By quarter after 7 last Monday
morning Schock was introducing
himself to the patient being prepped
for surgery and giving direction to
the team he’d be working with in
the OR at Garden City Hospital. As
a surgeon Schock said the course
helped him to be able to immedi-

ately respond while treating patients
back home. Still he hasn't forgotten

“The
course is designed so they're able
to call me up when they need help
treating mass casualties. It's not only
designed for that but to help to pre-
pare you as an American physician
in the event of a 9/11.”

This change is different from describing the arthritis as “endstage.” When physicians
use that term, they mean that the joints are so devastated there is nothing left for the
arthritis to attack. In this case the doctor stops medication, but now the reason is because
there are no joints left to save.

The possibility of remission in rheumnatoid arthritis distinguishes this condition from
osteoarthritis. Once a person experiences loss of cartilage, the hall mark of ostearthrtis,
no way exists to restore the joint-or reverse the course of further wear.

The all-new Toyota Camry was completelyredesigned for
2007, with bold styling lines that hint at the deceptive power
that s available beneath its aerodynamic-looking hood.

The new Camry has been thoroughly retooled and upgraded
from the rubber to the roof -- an overhaul five years in the

" making. The engines and transmissions are new and with

enough available combinations of both to make you dizzy.
Better yet, no matter which combo you decide on, every model
is more fuel efficient than before.

And if fuel economy is your main concern, the brand new

‘Camry Hybrid will be hard to pass up. With a combination

electric motor/gasoline engine fitted with a new), super-efficient,
continuously variable transmission, the Hybrid is estimated to
get 40 miles per gallon in city and 38 mpg highway by the
Environmental Protection Agency.

Since its debut in the U.S. 23 years ago, the Camry has been
known as a high-quality and reliable choice for middle-class car
buyers. And for eight of the past nine years, the people have
spoken with their pocketbooks, making the Camry the best-
selling car in America. Today, the Toyota Camry defines the
midsize sedan with competitors constantly being compared to
it.

The Toyota Camry comes in 4 trim levels; the CE, LE, SE,
and XLE plus the new Hybrid model with a plethora of options
across the board depending on the trim. All are five-passenger
sedans with every trim coming standard with a 158-horsepower
4~cylinder engine. A 268-horsepower V6 is optional for the LE,
SE, and XLE.

The entry-level $18,470 Camry CE comes standard with air
conditioning with pollen filter, cruise control, tilt-and-telescope
steering wheel, six-way adjustable driver s seat, power doors,
windows and mirrors, a multi-function driver information
display, a 160-watt, AM/FM/CD/MP3 stereo with six speakers
and 16-inch wheels.

The CE is powered by a 4-cylinder engine mated to a 5-speed
manual transmission with a 5-speed automatic optional.

The LE adds an eight-way power driver s seat, remote keyless
entry and, when equipped with a V6, chrome 'tips on the dual
exhaust. Options include a premium, 140-watt JBL sound
system with a six-disc, in-dash CD changer; eight speakers and
Bluetooth capability; power tilt/slide moonroof; alloy wheels;
and an auto-dimming rearview mirror with compass. |

The LE comes standard with the 4-cylinder engine and
manual trans but can be upgraded with the 5-speed automatic
or to the V6 with the 6-speed automatic.

The sporty SE comes with a firmer, performance-tuned
suspension and 17-inch aluminum alloy wheels. Available
options on the SE includes leather interior trim with heated
front seats, a power moonroof with rear seat reading lamps,
programmable remote opener system, a DVD-based navigation
system with touch screen integrated into a JBL sound system
with a 4-disc, in-dash CD changer and all-season tires.

The SE comes with the 4-cylinder and manual, with the 5-
speed automatic optional. The V6 with 6-speed automatic is
also available.

‘The premium XLE, which starts at $28,000, includes dual-

zone climate control, engine immobilizer with alarm, Bluetooth-
capable stereo with steering wheel-mounted controls, eight-way
power driver s seat and 4-way power front passenger s seat,
heated outside mirrors, power moonroof, rear seat rea.dmg
lamps and reclining rear seats, manual rear window sunshade,
cargo net, fog lamps and 16-inch alloy wheels.

Leather interior trim is standard with the V6 and optional
with the 4 cylinder. Also optional are the programmable remote
opener system, heated front seats, the navigation system and,
exclusive to the XLE with the V6, the Smart entry system with
keyless entry and push-button start.

The XLE comes standard with the 4-cylinder engine and the
five-speed automatic; the V6 with 6-speed automatic is optional.
The Camry Hybrid starts off at $26,200 and comes with the

most complete list of features.

Other than the optional power moonroof, the navigation
system, the leather interior and the heated front seats, its loaded
with just about everything the XLE has.

Safety features on all models include frontal airbags, upper
body-protecting side-impact airbags for the front seats, head-
protecting side air curtains for front and rear seats, and a

driver s knee airbag. Standard are a tire pressure monitoring

system, anti-lock brakes, Brake Assist, which applies the brakes
more quickly when it senses an emergency stop, and electronic

. brake-force distribution, which balances brake pressure between

the front and rear wheels for optimal stopping distance.

Vehicle Stability Control and Traction Control are optional on
the CE, LE, SE and XLE.

While the outside of the Camry has been given a sharp, bold
look, the Toyota designers tried to paint its interior with a touch
of eleganoe However, it comes off as a poor man s Lexus. This is
not necessarily a bad thing, though when you consider the cars
affordable price.

The cabin is trimmed in a brushed metallic finish in the CE,
LE, SE and Hybrid, while the XLE gets the faux-wood grain
treatment —something that supposed to exude luxury but makes
me chuckle cheesy under my breath. .

And the fuzzy, silk-like material of the inside door panel may
give the interior some class, but it gave me a bad static electricity

shock. Probably my fault, though, 1 forgot to add the fabric
softener when I threw my clothes in the dryer.

More important than the interior look is how driver-friendly
the Camry is. The instrument gauges are large enough to get your
bearings at a glance, and the audio and climate controls are so
easy to use you Il get them down as soon as you sit down.

The Camry s interior is very functional as well. There are
enough cubbies and compartments for CDs, cell phones and
sunglasses scattered throughout the Camry s cabin to keep any
pack rat happy.

There s also a covered storage bin in the fold-down center

"armrest in the rear seat which doubles as cup holders. A down

size to this arrangement is that the bulky armrest protrudes a
little, which can play havoc on the middle passenger s back on a
long-road trip. The 4-cylinder engine LE version that I drove

‘doesn t have enough horsepower for the Camry s weight. I was

reminded of this every time I took off from a dead stop. If you
have to slam the pedal before a car kicks into second gear you
know the'engine is outweighed by the body.

So, opting for the V6 is a no-brainer unless you don t need the
same kind of get up and go a defensive driver like myself needs.
In my opinion, Toyota should ve strictly offered the Camry as a
V6, but it s no surprise they didn t when you think of how much
rising gas prices influence people s car buying decisions.

‘When you see that the 4-cylinder automatic LE is listed as
getting 24 mpg city and 33 on the highway, this set up speaks for
itself at the pump.

With a longer wheelbase, larger wheels and a new V6 engine
that makes 78 more horsepower than the outgoing 6-cylinder .
2006 model, you Il see this isn t your father s Camry.
