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Township board
approves raises

The Plymouth Township
Board of Trustees agreed -
Tuesday to grant pay raises
each of the next two years to
the township’s three full-time
elected officials — Supervisor

‘Richard Reaume, Clerk’
Marilyn Massengill and
Treasurer Ron Edwards.
The raises were recom-
mended by the township’s
. Compensation Commission,
which meets in odd-numbered
years to consider compensa-
tion for the township’s seven
elected officials. The commis-
sion, chaired by Jack Dempsey,
recommended a 4-percent
hike in 2008 and a 5-percent
raise in 2009. The commission
recommended leaving salaries
for the four trustees where
they are.

Under the plan, Reaume
will earn $93,760 next year,
$98,454 in 2009; Edwards and
Massengill rise to $87,027 next

year, $91,378 in 2009. Trustees

remain at $11,400 per year.
No Compensation
Commission members
attended Tuesday’s meeting.
According to information
contained in their resolution,
commission members con-

sidered the salaries of elected -

officials in nine different
comparable communities,
including Canton, Northville,
Commerce, Waterford and
Ypsilanti, and the salaries

of non-elected department
heads in those communi-
ties, including 16 non-
elected workers in Plymouth
Township.

The discussion, primarily Ied
by trustees Charles Curmi and
Steve Manm, centered around
whether the raises were war-
ranted given difficult economic
times. Edwards said the full-
time electeds deserved the
raises.

“This board puts tremhendous

. pressure on the administration
to find cuts and savings ... and
run this township,” Edwards
said. “You have to start respect-
ing what we do here ... this is
hard work.”

Mann reiterated a position
he took a few months ago,
when he recommended the
board leave positions on the
Compensation Commission
vacant and not let the commis-
sion meet. :

“I thought it was best to hold
off this year and wait until the
new board is elected next year
and let them deal with it,” said
Mann, who created the com-
mission in 2000 while he was
supervisor. “I think the sala-
ries are sufficient (before the
raises).”

Candlelight vigil
remembers children
lost too soon

Hundreds of people braved drop-
ping temperatures and a sleeting
drizzle Sunday to attend the annual
Compassionate Friends Candlelight
Vigil in Plymouth’s Kellogg Park, all
with the same goal in mind.

Paying tribute to the children
they’ve lost too soon.

vigil, a reading of the children’s
names, poetry and songs.

“If that’s not the most we've ever

Claudia Schmitt isn't among those
who have lost children, but she felt
compelled to be at the vigil anyway, to
support a friend who had lost a broth-
er. The weather apparently kept the
friend away, but Schmitt was touched
by the ceremony just the same.

“I wanted to be here for her,” she
said of her friend. “I'm going to take
a candle to her.” :

Compassionate Friend Pat
O’Donnell, who lost his son, remind-
ed the audience what they already
knew.

“We loved our children yesterday, we
loved them today and we'll love them
tomorrow,” O’Donnell said. “Death
can't kill that which lasts forever.”

Plymouth Township
‘Supervisor Richard Reaume
said he’s “not delighted”
about a 12.3-percent water
rate increase proposed

“by the Detroit Water and
Sewerage Department for
2008, but at least it’s not

" the 29-percent shock the
DWSD passed on to the -
township this year.

“We'd like to be more
‘toward the average, which
this year was just over 8
percent,” said Reaume.
“We would like to see rate
increases that are similar
to other utilities, which
are generally consistent
and moderate. These wild
fluctuations do no one any
good.”

Earlier this year,
Plymouth Township trust-
ees passed on an 18-percent
water rate hike to residents,
using township funds to
pay for the remainder of the
township hike. Reaume
said township trustees
won't discuss how much of
the 2008 increase will be
passed on to residents until
next summer. . - .

The City of Plymouth

* has been notified of a 5.2
percent increase, compared
to this year when the city
didn’t get an increase from
DWSD and rates for resi-
dents remained unchanged.
In 2006, the rate hike was
2.1 percent, with increases
the previous two years 4.1
percent and 10.6-percent.

City Managér Paul -
Sincock said the adminis-
tration recommendation to
the city commission will be
to pass the increase on to
residents in July.

“That’s in line with past
policies of the city com-

mission,” Sincock said. “To
artificially not deal with

. those costs would impact
the overall sustainability of .

the water and sewer fund,
and at some we’ll have to
pass it along, and will be
compounded.”

That situation occurred in
1999, when after 10 years of
failing to raise water rates
to keep, up with increased
costs from the DWSD the
city commission raised rates
by 43 percent, despite the
recommendation by audi-
tors for an 86 percent hike
to offset a $500,000 deficit
in the water fund.

The DWSD bases its
increases on a water usage
reading from one day
throughout the year, mea-
suring spikes of usage dur-
ing peak times. Township
officials lodged written
and oral complaints to the
DWSD board of commis-
sioners in an attempt to
get this year’s 29 percent
rate hike lowered, but to no
avail. A

Reaume said he’s con-
fident increases, though
not so high, are needed to

. improve the DWSD infra-

structure to deliver water to
suburban communities.
“For years they did noth-
ing, but under the new
director they've imple- .
mented cost savings and
cost cutting programs,” he -
said. “They’re evaluating.
their system and maintain-

ing infrastructure improve-

ments that are necessary.”
Rate increases in neigh-

. boring communities includ-

ed Northville’s 29.9 percent,
Northville Township at

18.5 percent and Canton
Township up only .7 percent.

In another “alternative
spring break,” John Gnacke
said, his wife, who spoke
Spanish, taught in Mexico
~— and indulged her love for
monarch butterflies when
she visited one of their winter
habitats.

In the Detroit area, she .
was involved in Habitat for
Humanity and in projects that
benefited inner-city children,
her husband said. In Redford,
she had been a teaching assis-
tant at Keeler Elementary
School for 13 years.

“Fonda’s passion, absolute
passion in this world was help-
ing children,” her husband
said.

In 2002, Fonda Gnacke,
along with Baier and Arlene
Funke, founded the Cultural
Coalition of Redford, which
sponsors programs to teach
people about cultures around
the world.

“She was very, very interest-
ed in reaching out to people of
different cultures,” said Funke.

Commission needs
further review

For the fourth time since its inception, the Plymouth
Township Compensation Commission recommended
raises for at least three of the seven members of the
Plymouth Township Board of Trustees.

For the fourth time, a resolution to reject the raises
failed Tuesday when the motion, brought by Trustee
Charles Curmi, failed by a 4-2 vote, meaning the 4-
percent and 5- -percent raises the supervisor, clerk.and
treasurer will receive the next two years, respectively,
went into effect (trustee pay was held at $11,400 per
year).

And, for the fourth time, some board members hid

’ behlnd ‘respect for the commission” as reason for
accepting the pay raises.

A few months ago, Clerk Marilyn Massengill sug-
gested board members return to figuring out their
own compensation, without the commission, essential-
ly espousing a “damned if we- do, damned if we don’t”
attitude.

Trustee Steve Mann, under whose stint as supervi-
sor the commission was created, tried to get board
members to leave positions on the commission vacant,

" citing the condition of the economy as.a prime reason.
The move would have essentially shelved the commis-
sion.

We.agree with Mann and Massengill. It’s time for
the township board to stop hiding behind the compen-
sation commission.

Commission members put in a number of volunteer
hours and effort, but their existence also allows board

members cover for accepting raises. It’s simply too .

easy to hide behind the commission. “They do all this
research, put in all this effort, and then you want us to
reject their work? That’s not fair to them,” goes the cry.

If board members believe they deserve the raises —
and in this econoniy, it might be a difficult argument
to sell to residents suffering the pinch — they should
stand up and say so, as Treasurer Ron Edwards did in
a loud dispute with Curmi.

Edwards was wrong to try to make an issue of

Curmi’s private-sector earnings, and the post-meet-
ing brouhaha that erupted was childish. But Edwards
argued the full-time electeds work hard and deserve
the raises, then stood behind it.

Government service isn't a “get-rich-quick” scheme,
and elected officials are frequently criticized for tak-
ing pay raises, particularly in these kind of economic
times. Massengill is right; they’re damned if they do
and damned if they don’t. Without the commission to
hide behind, at least they’ll be damned for their own
decisions.

Legislators can do better
at reaching compromise

Condino, however, was upbeat about the coop-
eration between the legislators of both parties who craft-

- ed the Michigan Business Tax that replaced the Single
Business Tax. o

“We did a good job of coming together in creating the
new business tax,” he said. '

But for Bishop, compromise on the Republican no tax
mantra was clearly a failure.

“It felt like I was at the Alamo, but I wasn't w1lhng to
give in to the pressure of going w1th the easy solution,” he
said.

Bishop acknowledged that those on the other side were
also fighting for what they believed to be right.

The truth is, both sides can read the same statistics and
come to equally valid and opposite points of view. But
good legislators understand the fine art of compromising

through give and take and respect for the core values of

their opponents.

We don’t think “no taxes ever” or “tax and spend”
are core values. We believe both parties can find a way
toward more efficient, cost-effective government that
serves the needs of all residents, whether business leaders
or those who are economically and socially vulnerable.

We hope for better in the future.

Generation he talked about how the

instilled a tremendous sense of camara-
derie in that generation, probably unseen
before and since. This unity of purpose

“propelled the country through those cri-

ses, and also laid the groundwork for the
social movements of the 1960s.

However, since that time, despite the
efforts of traveling brigades like “Up With
People” and their crusaders (of whom,

I'm sure Tom Bodeétt is a progeny), we've
regressed. There is no common good in
our excessively political world.

We see this cynicism when our presi-
dent announces he will “rehabilitate his
image” by proposing domestic policies
in his final year to address the disasters
intentionally created by his administra-
tion. We see it again when our elected
officials in Lansing lack the conviction to
complete even the most basic task of state
government: presenting a budget to the
governor. Notwithstanding their collusive
attempt to brand voters in Michigan’s
primary this year, an election that, I'm
proud to say, will not see my vote.

The wrestling mats at the three

DON'T THROW IT ON THE FLOOR
Most sweaters are best stored flat
or gently folded. Never stuff them
into crowded drawers.
To fold a sweater to reduce wrinkles
and minimize bulk, Real Simple
Magazine recommends that you lay the
sweater face down and fold each arm'
straight across the back of the garment.
Fold over one side to the middle, then
the other, so the sleeve edges meet in the
center.
Then fold the bottom up to the top
once or twice, depending on the length
and bulk of the sweater.
Ifyou've worn the sweater to a stinky
place, or have packed sweaters in a suit-
case, you'll also need to air them out before
putting away. v
Shake out the sweater, then lay flaton a
bed, or use padded hangers after button-
ing or zipping all closures to maintain the
shape. Hang dry sweaters in a steamy
bathroom to remove wrinkles, but
remove delicate sweaters from hangers
as soon as the wrinkles are out.
Remove spots and stains promptly.
For getting food or alcohol out of

READ THE LABEL

It seems obvious, but many a sweater has been
ruined by being tossed in the laundry bin and acci-
dentaly run through the spin cycle with socks and
underwear.

Read thelabel and plan accordingly _ keeping in
mind that “Dry Clean Only” doesnt always mean
what it says.

You can put a wool, cashmere or fine cotton

garment in the washer with some precautions, -~

according to Real Simple. Be sure to use a protec-

tive pillowcase or mesh bag, pick the delicate cycle,

and wash with cold water only. You can even add

a couple of capfuls of distilled white vinegar in the

rinse cycle to make your sweater softer and fluffier.
Never put a sweater in the dryer, unless the

" manufacturer’s label specifically indicates it is safe

to do so. In that case, use alow dryer heat to avoid
shrinkage. Otherwise, lay your sweater flaton a
towel to dry.

HAND-WASHING HINTS

For best hand-washing results, you may want to
use a dedicated plastic basin instead of your sink,
which might have cleanser or toothpaste residue
that could ruin your sweater.

Use a small amount of fine-washables detergent.,
Soak your sweater in cold water; use Jukewarm
only ifthe label specifies it, and never use hot water.

Do not wring or twist a sweater when washing
it. Just gently squeeze the suds through the gar-

ment, or swirl it around in the water for a couple of -

minutes. Rinse thoroughly in cool water by refill-
ing your basin a few times, as running water could
stretch delicate fabrics.

Roll your sweater in a towel to absorb extra
water, then dry flat, preferably on a towel laid over
adrying rack for good air circulation. Avoid drying
too near to a heat source. And you shouldn't over-
wash your sweaters, according to clothing retailer

' Lands’ End, because the fiber loosens a bit with

each washing. -

Manilow performs Vegas show

When Barry Manilow performed on
ABC’s hit series, Dancing With the Stars
a couple of months ago, he was on a tiny
platform with a group of dancers flitting
about the stage.

tour - “I just fly in, do the show and fly
back ...

Sleek look graces new restaurant

One of Livonia’s newest restaurants
isn't in a strip mall, located along
Haggerty Road, or a franchise
group, working its way into
western Wayne County.
