Residents want church to park expansion plan

BY BRAD KADRICH
- STAFF WRITER

While NorthRidge Church offi-
cials await a federal court ruling
on the fate of the 1996 consent
judgment that allowed the church
to move to Plymouth Township in
the first place, residents in neigh-
boring subdivisions are anxious -
about why the church wants the
judgment struck down.

Back in October, NorthRidge
Church representatives asked
Federal Court Judge Denise Page
Hood to throw out an agreement
reached between then-Temple

Baptist Church and Plymouth
Township. The agreement limits
the amount of growth the church,
located at North Territorial and
Ridge, is allowed.

In its motion, the church argues
the township’s lack of willingness
to amend the judgment unfairly
inhibits the church’s growth and -
violates the Religious Land Use.
and Institutionalized Persons Act
of 2000.

- “The consent judgment is void and
itis no longer equitable (and) ... vio-
lates RLUTPA. NorthRidge Church
requests the court reopen the case
and set aside the consent judgment,”

the church’s motion reads.
Plymouth Township officials
like the consent judgment just the

~way it is, and feel church officials

signed it in good faith and should
abide by it.
“The township is saying per

. the laws regarding consent judg-

ments, they entered into agreement
on their own volition, therefore

you.can’t overturn this,” said Jim

Anulewicz, the townshlp s director
of municipal services. “After listen- -
ing to both parties, (Page Hood)
decided ... if the church wished to
modify consent judgment, it should

. formally submit a plan. Ihaven't

heard from them, nor has the court
reached a final conclusion.”

NorthRidge Church Senior
Pastor Kevin McKenna said until
Page Hood reaches a decision,
church officials wouldn’t have
anything to say.

“We have no comment at this

_point,” McKenna said. “We're

awaiting a ruling by the federal
court, and we won’t have a com-
ment until after that ruling.”

All eyes will soon be on down-
town Plymouth after the city com-
mission approved the purchase of
13 security cameras that will focus

on Kellogg Park, The Gathering and

public rest room entrances, as wel
as portfons of Penniman Avenue,
Main Street, Ann Arbor Trail and
Union Street.

“This is purely preventative and
pre-emptive,” City Manager Paul
Sincock said. “When you have the
number of events and number of
people that visit our downtown, you
have to have tools available in case
you need them.

“It’s the standard of first-line
security that is virtually everywhere
today,” Sincock added. “You can’t go
to a convenience store, fast food res-

‘taurant, anywhere where you're not
going to be on video. We'’re moving
into the 21st century.”

Security Designs of Livonia was
awarded the $30,476 bid for the
cameras. -

Sincock said the camera 1mages
will be digitally recorded, with the
images available through a secure
Web connection to the Plymouth
Township police dispatch and the
police officer’s report area at Clty
‘Hall.

“When it’s snowing, the DMS
(Department of Municipal Services)
supervisor could be at home, call up

through a secured Web site and look
at Main Street and decide if he needs

‘more road salt or additional crews,”
Sincock said.

Sincock said there are already
22 security cameras in place, 14 at
the Cultural Center and eight at the
DMS yard.

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Granholm: Residents are angry, want action

In her sixth annual State -
-of the State address Tuésday,
Gov. Jennifer Granholm told
state legislators it was time to
end the bipartisan bickering
that “angered” Michigan resi-
dents during last year’s bitter
budget debates and to focus
on four key areas: jobs, health
care; public safety and educa—
tion. *

“Last year, people wanted
decisive action on jobs, on
health care, on schools. What
they got was partisan rancor
over a budget,” she said. “So
when we listen to the people
of Michigan, we’ll hear their
anger. But we will also hear
their hopes for this great
state.”

Granholm offered some ,
ambitious ideas in these areas
and emphasized her continued
support for making Michigan
aleader in alternative energy.
She said bills were already in
the process that show strong
bipartisan support and she
specifically named legislators
from both parties who are
working together toward com-
mon goals.

Key proposals included::

& The Michigan Job
Creation Tax Credit, a one-
time offer for businesses in the
50 fastest growing industries
in the country to cut or elimi-
nate their taxes for coming to

or staying in Michigan. “

‘B A Michigan Invests Fund,
a fund of about $300 million
from the Michigan pension
fund and other funds to invest
in young businesses.

B A 21st Century Schools
Fund to support up to 100
smaller high schools empha-
sizing rigor, relevance and
relationships.

B Increased funding for K-

that Consumers Energy and
DTE were committed to joint-.

10 percent renewable electric
energy by 2015 and 25 percent
by 2025.

The governor said the
budget she will submit to
the Legislature next month
will contain $200 million in
additional cuts and reforms,
a $100 million deposit in the
state’s rainy day fund and,
she promlsed to rousing
applause, “every new initia-
tive I'm proposing will be paid
for, no new fees and no new
taxes.”

She said her economic stim-
ulus package would be “made
possible by refinancing and
lower interest rates — not new
taxes.”
~ The governor suggested
reforms in the Corrections
Department and streamlin-
ing dealings with the business

“It’s a small but growing part
of the marketplace and there are
some regulatory challenges to
that marketplace,” Cogk said at a

“Right now
we have Blue Cross, whois a
community-rated carrier pre-
dominantly, alongside commer-
cial carriers who are virtually -
unregulated in the commercial
marketplace.”

He said commercial insurers
are able to “cherry-pick” healthy
customers by having potential
customers fill out health ques-
tionnaires to find out if they’re
healthy.

that all insurers are required

Cross’s $2.6 billion in reserve is in_

keeping with industry standards
and appropriate for a company
paying out $1.5 billion a month in
benefits. He said the reserve was
to keep the company’s revenue
margin at one-tenth of 1 percent.
. Cookalso defended corporate
salaries. Cox was especially criti-
cal of the compensation package
of more than $4.2 million paid to
former Blue Cross President and
CEO Richard Whitmer in 2006.

As a social worker, I have worked on
juvenile justice issues for five years.
I have researched many policies that
impact the lives of youth involved in the
juvenile and criminal justice systems.
But even through my extensive work,

- I was not aware that children are sen-

tenced to life in prison without the pos-

. sibility of parole until two years ago.

Since then, I have met with more than -

100 families who are affected by this
law. These families represent victims.
and incarcerated individuals from all’
races and backgrounds from northern -
Mlchlgan southern Michigan, and all
areas in between.

Michigan’s policies of locking up chil- -

~ dren for life are some of the worst in

the country. There are 306 individuals
serving life without parole in Michigan

for erimes they committed as children.

Nearly half of the individuals affected by
this law were sentenced for crimes com-
mitted when they were 16 years old or
younger. It is the harshest sentence avail-
able in Michigan for any crime and we
dish it out to children with little discus-

_sion about maturity or culpability.

All the research says that children can be
rehabilitated. On Wednesday, Jan. 23, the
House Judiciary Committee was expected
to hold a hearing on a package of bills to
eliminate this inhumane practice. I for
one will be calling my legislator to support
these bills and I urge you to do the same.

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Real estate trust could help
school districts meet costs

fyou can understand the language of accountants,
youw'll often find that their dry words all too often
mask a rotting cesspool of financial trouble lurking
beneath the surface.

For example: “Restrictions in credit
availability and instability in the sub-
prime housing mortgage market,”
sounds pretty tame ... that is, unless
you just got a note from your friendly
mortgage company saying your house
is about to be repossessed.

‘Here’s another and even scarier
case: A 2004 report from the nonpar-

_ tisan Citizens Research Council found

“unfunded pension and health liabili-

. ties” for Michigan school employees
now amount to around $19.3 billion.

In this case, a “liability” means money legally owed
to pensioniers who have retired, confidently faithful
their pensions would take care of them after their years
of service. “Unfunded” means just that. There are no
assets on the books allocated to cover the $19.3 billion
in pension and health care liabilities promised by the
system.

School districts make annual contributions to cover
pension and health care obligations for their employ-
ees, both active and retired. These contributions today
consume around 23 percent of all local school budgets.
And they're rising fast. Estimates by Citizens Research
Council economists predict their contribution rate will
increase to around 32 percent in about a decade.

And that means that school districts, already hit
hard by inflation and the funding rigidities imposed by
Proposal A, risk being eaten alive by their fixed costs.
Even then, what the school districts are paying in isn't
going to be enough to cover their obligations.

- Think of it as the world’s biggest elephant in the
room. Those $19.3 billion in pension and health care
obligations are long term, legally binding and — duh!
— very important to the nearly 410,000 active employ-
ees in the system and the 157,000 pensioners. The

- number of pensioners, by the way, will soon dramati-
cally increase.

Sooner or later, Peter is going to have to pay Paul,
and we might as well start thinking hard about how to
do it. Most people I talked with don’t have the begin--
nings of a clue. They throw up their arms when pressed
for a solution. So here’s one possible approach:

Pick up on the idea the auto companies and the
United Auto Workers union just adopted to meet their
health'care obligations Take all the school buildings
and real estate in the entire school system. Sell them
to, say, a real estate trust. Lease back the buildings -
needed for school purposes. Take the excess and use it
to fund the unfunded pension and health care liability.

Bingo! You've resolved the problem by, in the lan-
guage of the accountants, “securitizing the asset value.”

‘Want evidence that this idea might work? Here are
the numbers:

A 2005 report from the Education Policy Center at
Michigan State University and the Citizens Research
Council puts total depreciated book value of build-
ings and‘infrastructure of Michigan schools at $32.6
billion. A state Department of Education file listing

current capital assets shows a slightly lower number
— $27.1 billion.

Solet’s take $30 billion as a reasonable estimate.
Now suppose that school buildings and land could be
sold for $30 billion, once the dismal real estate market
begins to revive.

From that, you ‘take $19.3 billion to fund the entire
unfunded pension and health care hablllty That leaves
you $10.7 billion.

(Maybe you use some of that money to fund the $8 7
billion that the Education Policy Center estimates is

needed to fix the building and infrastructure needs of -

Michigan’s poorer school districts.)

Naturally, the schools will have to pay rent on the
buildings they've leased. If the trust needs to get a 5-
percent return on its $30 billion investment to buy the
buildings, that’s $1.5 billion a year.

But consider that the real estate trust would without
doubt manage and maintain the buildings far more
efficiently than school districts do. Department of -
Education figures for 2006 show a $1.8 billion cost for
building operations and maintenance.

Could that be halved?

Possibly. What seems certain is that the figure could .

be greatly reduced. So even without counting building

maintenance savings, there’s enough money to provide

areturn for investors in the trust.

~ Here’s another advantage. Selling school buildings
to a real estate trust makes it possible for the trust to
dispose of obsolete and unoccupied bu11dmgs on the
open market.

School districts are typically hobbled by local politics
and neighborhood pride that interfere with the need to
close and sell old schools to match population changes.
Allowing the trust to take on this cumbersome task
spreads fixed assets to match school needs better than
is now possible.

Moreover, there’s a lot of evidence that school dis-
tricts don’t do a very good job in managing the costs
of new construction. A new hlgh school in Ann Arbor,
for example, is going to come in more than double the
original estimated cost. A competent real estate trust
could make a big dlfference in holding construction -

' . costs down.

Naturally, there are all kinds of serious obJectlons to
this proposal. The biggest is that school districts and
their citizens own the buildings in their district. That -
means they’d have to be persuaded that it’s in their
advantage to sell and lease back. '

* But if a consequence of the deal was to shed their ris-
ing pension and health care payments, they might be |
very interested.

The pointhere is that our state is in a financial bind,
big time. And the best method of getting out of tight
binds is to think outside the box. This proposal does
that. It may well need tweaking.

But it would make a lot of sense for the school system,

" the Legislature and the governor to take a careful look.

women who were taxpayers won the
right to vote in school elections in
1867, but it would be 1917 before we
won the right to vote in presidential
elections, and the right to vote in
statewide elections in 1919. The 19th
Amendment gave the right to vote to
all women in 1920. )

It wasn't long after that women
sought leadership positions. In 1919,
Phoebe Ely Patterson of Plymouth
was the first to be a justice of the
peace. Eva McCall Hamilton of
Grand Rapids was the first to serve in
the state Senate in 1925, while Cora,
Reynolds Anderson of LAnse was the
first woman in the state House.

Eighty-three years later, we have
women serving as governor, secre-
tary of state and on circuit court. But
for Clinton to break that ceiling, it
will take a groundswell of support.
That groundswell is unlikely to come
unless both genders have gotten used
to votlng for women on a local level
and seeing them in positions of lead-

ership.

Certainly, Livonia voters seem to
have made the leap, as evidenced by
‘Laura Toy.

Other examples of women lead-
ers include those as mayor in Troy,
Southfield, Bloomfield Hills and
Farmington.

A number of women enjoy p051t1ons
as county commissioners, and munic-
ipal clerks and treasurers, but a quick
survey of areas served by Observer &
Eccentric Newspapers shows that the
most popular avenue of leadership for

~women is on the school board.

In some cases, women predomi-
nate on councils and boards.

I went back to work
the next day at The Daily Tribune, and
told our features editor she simply had to
cover these girls.

Bloom spent his life collecting
art deco and modernist works
spanning the 20th century.
Upon his death in 2006, Bloom
bequedthed that expansive col-
lection, encompassing early
works by Frank Lloyd Wright
and contemporary furniture
by George Nakashima, to
Cranbrook Art Museum.

Museum director Gregory
Wittkopp met the avid collec-
tor and former Fanclub Art
Foundation executive director
some 20 years ago, and was regu-
larly kept apprised of Bloom’s
growing collection. Bloom had
long intended to give several
objects to Cranbrook. A collec-
tions fellow began the daunting
task of researching each piece.
Then, Bloom was diagnosed
with cancer. He chose to will the
collection, in its entirety, to the
museum, where his mother had
served on the board of governors.
“He created a new model for
patronage,” said Wittkopp.

Bloom granted Cranbrook

* the option of keeping the pieces -

of museum quality, and sell- -
ing the others at public auction.
With those proceeds, Cranbrook
will establish the John Bloom
Decorative Arts & Design Fund
in his honor. About 100 pieces
from Bloom’s collection will
be on display through March.
During the exhibition the muse-
um will host a lecture by current
collections fellow Emily Zilber
revealing connections between
Bloom’s collection and the muse-
um, and a lecture by Sotheby’s
head of design James Zemaitis,
Bloom’s longtime friend.

“John Bloom wasn't collect-
ing paintings and sculpture,” said
Wittkopp. His pieces included fur-

" nishings, from seven stained glass

Frank Lloyd Wright windows to
rare French art deco vases dating
back to the 1920s. He lived with
the items daily, Wittkopp said, and
appreciated them for their history,
tradition and function.

“The collection of windows is
really spectacular,” said Zilber.
“To have seven of them come into
the museum is phenomenal.”

* They range from early residential

works like Oak Park, Ill. to com-
mercial projects like the Lake
Geneva Inn in Wisconsin.

Deneen was
a producer with The Weinstein Co., Dimension and
Miramax films and a talent agent with the prestigious
William Morris Agency. Today, he is senior vice presi-
dent at the newly launched talent company Objective
Entertainment in New York that deals with film and
literature. He’s produced films like The Outlander
(James Caviezel) slated for release next year.
