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City OKs
new dog
ordlnance

The Plymouth City
Commission passed the second
and final reading of a new dog
ordinance, the result of con-
cerns expressed by residents
when a red-nose pit bull moved
into their Jener Street neigh-
borhood.

The new ordlnance details
the definition of a dangerous
dog, including one that bites or
attacks without provocation,
and exceptions, such as a dog
that attacks a trespasser or -
someone who provokes or tor-
ments the dog.

Former Plymouth resident
Bob Darden of Ann Arbor,

a member of the board of
directors of the Michigan
Association of Pure Bred Dogs,
encouraged the commission to
consider a tiered system that
would push dogs into a danger-
ous, category if they continually
get loose or bark, as well as
escalating ticketing and fines
for the dog owner.

However, most commxsswn-
ers felt there were enough steps
through the court system to
address concerns.

“I think this is a2 good first
attempt,” said Commissioner
Ron Loiselle. “We can review
this in six months if we need

“to tweak it. This may not be
the best solution, but we never .
know until we try it out.”

Commissioners voted 6-1 to
pass the new ordinance, with
Mike Wright the dissenting
vote.

“Pm not comfortable this
represents our best effort,”
Wright said. “I'd rather do this
right than rush it.”

City missed
deadline on
iquor license

The Plymouth City Commission’s Liquor
License Review Committee (LLRC) was pre-
paring to act on a recommendation by City
Manager Paul Sincock not to renew the license
of the Penn Grill and Bar this past week.

But the fact of the matter is the restaurant — -
which has been cited for what Plymouth police
say are too many drunken drivers, assault and
battery, fights and public urination — already.
has its new license.

And, even if the LLRC moves the issue of non-
renewal of the Penn Grill liquor license to the
full City Commission, which then would pass
the complaint to the Michigan Liquor Control
Commission, the state’s deputy director of
licensing said the deadline to submit an ob_]ec-
tion to renewal has already passed.

“It really means nothmg, said Sharon Martin
when asked about the city’s intention to file for
nonrenewal of the Penn Grill liquor hcense “The

“(City officials) need
lier to have due proces _
.“The local unit of gov-
ernment has to hold a hearing, give the licensee

- prior notice of that hearing and the local govern-

ing body has to spemﬁcally object to renewal or
ask for revocation.”

In the case of the Penn Grill, notice was given
by the city on April 3 for an April 7 hearing,
which has since been postponed until April 21.
However, Martin said the annual liquor license
for the Penn Grill was released April 1, and will
be good for a one-year period begmnmg May 1.

City officials also have a hearing April 21
for Sean O’Callaghan’s Public House because
$24,300 in taxes on the building remains out-
standing. Martin said while the owners have yet
to renew their license, there are no objections
filed and O’Callaghan’s owners have until April
29 to file the application and fees to obtam their
annual license.

While an affirmation for nonrenewal by the
City Commission wouldn’t be heard by the state
LCC until next year, city officials still have an
ace up their sleeves. They can ask the LCC to
approve revocation of the liquor licenses any
time during the year, which would be the death
sentence for the liquor license holder.

“Nonrenewal allows the liquor license holder
to maintain ownership of the license, and it’s put
on hold to give them time to correct whatever
problems they have at the local level,” Martin
said. “Revocation is an extreme action, the |
license is removed from the licensee’s name and
terminated.”

“That way, we won’t have any
problem with renewal or revo-
cation.”

Meanwhile, the owners of
the Penn Grill have issued an

e~-mail blast asking Friends of
the Penn Grill for support.

“We have immersed our-
selves in the Plymouth com-
munity by contributing
time and/or money to most
charitable organizations in
Plymouth,” read the e-mail.

stains found in the garage
where the murder allegedly
took place.

Dohring, who said she’d
investigated some 20 murder
scenes, said she felt some dirt
and debris covering the garage
floor may have been put there
to disguise the scene.

“There was so much dirt
on the floor it looked in my
opinion like someone may have
swept it in to try and cover up
the stainage,” Dohring testi-
fied, though she admitted on
cross-examination, “I can’t say
for sure.”

Fellow forensic scientist
"‘Andrea Halvorson, who
works in the MSP DNA unit
in Northville, said she tested

" blood samples found on

Orlewicz’s Chevy S-10 and in
the Canton garage, and com-
pared them to samples taken

from Sorensen’s head and

body. The samples matched,
Halvorson testified.

Guy Nutter, a trace evidence
examiner in the same MSP
lab, said he compared casts
made of tire tracks and foot~
prints found at the Northville
Township field where

Sorensen’s body was discov-
ered with imprints he made
from shoes found at Orlewicz’s
Plymouth Township home and
the rear tires on Orlewicz’s
truck. Those, too, Nutter testl-
fied, were a match.

More testimony about
Orlewicz’s state of mind came
from teenagers within his own
circle of friends.

Orlewicz talking several days
before the death of Daniel
Sorensen about his desire to
get away with murder, accord-
ing to testimony on the fourth
day of the Plymouth Township
teen’s trial in Wayne County
Circuit Court.

_year that faced a government shutdown

were Michigan and Pennsylvania, both

with no restrictions on time in session. -

The current ballot proposal limits the
number of days the Legislature can be
in session to 100 per year and requires
regular sessions to be concluded by .
May 31, providing stability for the 500-
plus.school districts that need to have
budgets in place by June.’

Setting limits on the number of days
in session and establishing an end of
session date can 1mprove overall leg-
islative performance in Michigan by
requiring lawmakers to focus their
efforts on important issues.

Even though some Michigan law-
makers have expressed an interest in
a part-time Legislature, it’s unlikely
that such a proposal could be pass in
the Legislature. However, Michigan

_citizens can give this proposal a fair
consideration by signing the petition to
place it on the ballot.

the principal at Discovery
Middle School. “There have -
been discussions about replac-
ing boys volleyball with wres-
tling for a number of years
because it’s more in line with
what the high schools offer.

“Canton wrestling coach
Casey Rando]ph has worked
with us on getting the sport
into the middle schools
because it would benefit all
three high schools.” .

The benefits of adding cross
country would be plentiful,
according to Smiley.

“The cross country clinic
that was available last fall was

wildly successful,” said Smiley,

the principal at West Mlddle
School.

“It’s a very inexpensive sport
to run because each team
would only need one coach
and there’s no equipment to
purchase. Obviously, it’s a very
healthy sport for the students
and —probably the biggest
plus of all — is that it would

be available to sixth grad-
ers. Currently, sixth-graders
are not allowed to partici-
pate in sports, so this would
give them something to get
involved in their first year at
our school.”

LaVictor said both wrestling
and cross country would be
no-cut sports, unlike bas-
ketball, volleyball and glrls
softball.

“At some schools, you get
100 kids trying out for the
basketball team and only 20, -
or so make it,” he said. “That
wouldn’t be the case with
wrestling and cross country.”

Smiley said the proposed
pay-to-play increase and the
potential addition of a gate
charge are simply necessary -
evils in an era of decreasing
budgets.

Both athletic directors -

stressed that football won’t be

returning to the middle school
sports calendar anytime soon
— if ever.

“A couple of years ago,
Canton football coach Tim
Baechler and Plymouth coach

- Jay Blaylock met with us about

what it would take to get foot-
ball going again in the middle
schools,” said Smiley. “They
had gotten commitments from
people for about $40,000 to
help fund it.

Smiley emphasized the
importance of middle-school
sports in students’ lives.

Paul Krause is going to share his infor-
mation on health and nutrition. The
Troy resident is a pharmacist and owner

of the Medicine Cabinet in Southfield.
He also serves on the board of directors

" of VegMichigan, the nonprofit that pro-

motes the benefits of not eating meat for
the sake of health, the environment and
ahimals. Every day Krause fills prescrip-
tions to treat the high blood pressure

and cholesterol of patients who should

be making lifestyle changes instead to
improve their health. Krause became a .
vegetarian after he was diagnosed with a
cardiovascular blockage. Fourteen years
ago he decided against angioplasty in
favor of vegetarianism and exercise. From
12 to 5 p.m. Sunday, April 13, he’ll repre-
sent VegMichigan (vegmichigan.org) at
the Great American Meat Out in Ferndale
High School, 881 Pinecrest.

Krause speaks on Diet and the
Environment at the Earth Day Expo at 1
p-m. sharing a wealth of statistics about-
farm animals who excrete 130 times more.
than the entire human population pollut-
ing the soil and water. He says, 50 percent
of all water goes to raise animals for food
1/3 of all energy.

“Not eating meat is the single most
important (thing people can do for the
planet and ourselves),” said Krause. “Forty

percent of cancer is caused by what we eat.

Eighty percent of cancer can be obliter- -
ated by what we eat and do, not smoking,
exercising. People are getting breast and
prostate cancer because animals are being
injected with hormones. Cardiovascular
disease results from eating animal prod-

ucts packed with saturated fat and choles-

terol.”
Robert Jarski agrees with Krause that
avoiding meat and dairy products is a

- good way to prevent and reverse heart dis-

ease. He speaks on the topic at 2.p.m. The
Oakland University professor spent two
of his sabbaticals working with Dr. Dean

Ornish at University of California, San
Francisco, on a trial that found nutrition,
exercise, stress management, and group
support could reverse blockages in arter-
ies. Jarski eats fish but no meat, jogs évery
other day, meditates every day. He regu-
larly enjoys walks near his home on the
Paint Creek Trail in Rochester Hills.

“This is probably where heart disease
treatment is going,” said Jarski, director of
the complimentary and wellness program
at Oakland University. “Heart disease is
caused by a lot of environmental factors
such as the way we live our life. We expect
to be able to drive to the doorstep of our
workplace instead of walking 6 miles like
they do in France.

“We need to live in a clean env1ronment
that facilitates good health instead of
causing heart disease and cancer: As I see
them they’re inseparable.”

An individual with gait problems
or paralysis of the lower half of the body
can gain much physical rejuvenation from
riding on a walking horse. Side-walkers .
and a lead-walker typically accompany the
new rider until they are no longer needed
and the person can manage the horse by
him/herself.

There is also a tremendous psychological
benefit to mastering things much bigger
than ourselves — and horses certainly fit
the bill. Many orthopedically and physi-
cally challenged children involved in thera-.
peutic horse riding have been heard com-
menting: “Well maybe I can’t walk so good
and sometimes I need that wheelchair, but
Icanrideahorse!”

and personal recovery.

Most therapeutic riding schools are
staffed with volunteers who facilitate the
safety of the disabled rider. The display
of their dedication and conviction to the
therapeutic effectiveness of uniting horse
and man is extraordinary and, in itself, a
testimony to the therapeutic effect of this
form of rehabilitation. Youngsters and
adults stricken with muscular dystrophy,
paraplegia, traumatic brain injury and
mental illnesses are but a few of the popu-
lations who can benefit.

For several years, I have been treating
people with traumatic brain injuries. I have
found a wonderful riding school in Mason
called C.H.UM. (Children and Humans
United in Movement). The facility is owned
and operated by a physical therapist. I have

‘sent about a half'a dozen patients over the

years and, combined with other treatment
modalities such as psychotherapy, cogni-
tive therapy and traumatic brain injury
rehabilitation, have found that they have
all benefited. The clinical results have been

DIET & GOUT

Gout is an arthritis that usually attacks the foot with sudden and intense pain. Treatment
during an attack of gout often results in more pain; thus anyone who has experienced gout is
interested in doing whatever is necessary to avoid a repeat of the episode.

The first question that a person asks after the gout attack clears is; “Was it something | ate
that brought this on? Should | stop eating red meat?” )

The doctor's answer often is yes and no. Being overweight presents a risk; individuals with. a
bady mass index of 25 or more (normal 21-24) have a significantly greater chance of experiencing
gout than their leaner colleagues. in studies with groups of overweight individuals, those who lost
14 or more lbs experienced a substantial decrease in gout attacks. In sum, diet and gout are
related via obesity; the best dietary approach in gout is to lose excess weight.

- Another important diet relationship to gout is alcohol. The drink that brings on gout is beer.
Dnnkrng two or more beers a day creates a 2 fold risk of a gout attack. Hard liquor causes a slight
increase in gout, and wine causes no increase at all.
