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Police merger unfikely, but talks co

“to open that door at this point.”

-Commissioners Stella Greene and .
Ron Loiselle expressed a willingness
to look at what the possible cost sav-
ings would be before closing the door
on a merger.

“We have an obligation to ask the .
questions and to explore it with the
township,” Greene said. “We've his-
torically had a very good situation
with where we're at, but we should

the cost savings could be substan-
tial, I worry about the long term,
especially with the township moving
more toward a (more costly) defined -
benefit (retirement) plan.”

. For some city commissioners, dif-
ficulties in contract negotiations con-
cerning the Plymouth Community
Fire Department have left a sour
taste, and an inclination not to merge
police departments.

“I certainly would not support
waitirig to fill that position until a
merger may or may not occur, pri-
marily with the history of difficulties
trying to settle a fire agreement,”

With Plymouth Police Chief Wayne
Carroll announcing last week he
plans to retire Jan. 16, could now
be the time to discuss a merger of
the city’s police department with
Plymouth Township’s — much like
the fire and dispatch agreements
— to bring efficiency and cost savings
to both police departments?

The real question is whether any
potential police merger will even
become a topic of discussion as the
City Commission and administration

work with a consultant to find a new
police chief.

“My choice would be to promote °
from within,” Plymouth Mayor
Phil Pursell said. “Wayne and (City
Manager) Paul (Sincock) have built a
great organizational department and
T'd like it to continue. Even though

All Angela Kauffman could do
in court Tuesday, when two teen-
agers charged with klcklng her
husband so badly it left him with

- severe head injuries were con-
victed of lesser charges, was cry.

A “shocked” Kauffman
watched helplessly as the six-
man, six-woman jury — which
had visited the Mt. Clemens
crime scene earlier in the day
— decided there wasn't enough .
evidence to convict the teens of
the more serious crime of assault
with intent to murder.

Instead, the jury convicted 16-
year-old Jemall Davidson of riot-
ing and assault with intent to do
great bodily harm less than mur-
‘der (felonies which carry 10-year
prison sentences), and convicted
18-year-old Steven Lincoln guilty -
of rioting and two counts of
assault, a 93-day misdemeanor.

The teens had been charged

“with assault with intent to com-
mit murder, a charge which
carries a potential life sentence.
Angela Kauffman said while the
jury didn’t convict them on the
more serious charge, she’s con-
vinced of one thing.

“They only stopped because
-of the police lights, they only

. ran because of the police lights,”

~ Angela said. “If the police hadn’t

- shown up as fast as they did, they
would have kept going.”

The charges stem from a June
attack precipitated by a rock

‘being thrown through the win-
dow of the Kauffmans’ car near

the Gibraltar Trade Center in Mt.

Clemens. When Andy Kauffman
got out of the car to investigate,
he was beaten so severely he suf-
fered brain injuries.

“Not allowing a pub-
lic, non-partisan candidate forum at a public
facility favors the incumbents since the voices
of their challengers are silenced.”

The debate started in July, when the board
voted the night before the chamber forum
not to allow such activities in township hall.
Board members acted on advice of township

“attorney Timothy Cronin, who told them such
.use violates Michigan Campaign Finance law.

However, state elections officials said there
are exceptions to the law, and a non-partisan
forum would apply under those exceptions. *
Bowman presented a copy of the law with the
exceptions highlighted.

Township Supervisor Richard. Reaume said
the board genera]ly follows the legal advice of
its attorney. |

“Usually, we rely on our townshlp attorney,
Reaume said. “Were going to rely on that going
forward. (However) it appears as though the law
might allow the public to use (the board room).”

Trustee Charles Curmi said the board
should reconsider the policy. - : ,

“That whole (initial decision) was made
literally at the 11th hour,” Curmi said of the
decision not to allow the forums, which was

asafe and high standard of
living in this community,”
Tiderington said. “My first
concern (with a merger) would
be efficiency and if we could

provide better service than
each provides individually. -
“(Merging) would be a huge
step for the communities, and
I'm not sure people are ready -
to do that, yet,” he added.
“At some point in time, if the
financial decline continues,
we’ll have little choice than to

. reglonahze police and ﬁre ser-

vices, even beyond local com-
munities.”

Tiderington revealed he’s
had discussions with Carroll
about combining midnight
shifts to help each com- -
munity save money. That’s
where Plymouth Township
Supervisor Richard Reaume
would like to start merger dis-
cussions.

“Maybe we can do some-
thing in increments, or on
a pilot basis, for example
midnights,” Reaume said. “A
merged department should

" probably strive to deliver the
-.same community policing that
- both the city and township -

“have come to expect.

“Money would be at the top
for consideration, but I also -

* believe community identity

would be near the top,” he

. added. “I believe the city would

still like to manage their own
police force because it would
retain control. When you 80
to merge departments, you're
going to have to relinquish
some controls.”

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Recount showed
democracy in action

There were people criticizing Plymouth Township
clerk candidate Mary Ann Prchlik for requesting a
recount of the 150-vote margin by which she lost to
Deputy Clerk Joe Bridgman, calling it sour grapes and
criticizing Prchlik as a sore loser.

There is also praise for her, a small segment of people
who think she simply availed herself of the democratic
process to make sure things were done right.

Surprisingly, current Clerk Marilyn Massengill is
in that.second group. We say “surprisingly” because
Massengill, who has fought off charges of nefarious
behavior in the past, had the most to lose if, for what-
ever reason, things weren’t as they seemed with the
results of the Aug. 5 primary election.

Shortly after Prchlik requested the recount — in a
letter signed by her and delivered to the township by
her husband — Massengill said, basically, “Bring it on.”

“More than anything I want to make sure we got it
right,” she said at the time, though she harbored abso-
lutely no doubt they had.

Apparently, she was right. The Wayne County Board
of Canvassers spent Friday recounting most of the
ballots and certified the. results, actually adding elght
votes to Brldgman s margin of victory. .

We say “most” of the votes because canvassers were
unable to recount two precincts — including one of the
two absentee voter precincts — because the number of
names in the poll books didn’t match the number of
ballots counted in the precincts. In that circumstance,
according to county officials, state law prohibits those
ballots from being recounted. -

Therein lies the rub. That left some 1,700 ballots
uncounted (for purposes of the recount; they remained
" in the original count). As Prchlik was quick to point
out, that’s a big chunk of ballots not subjected to
recount. ’

Prchlik, who has handled herself with aplomb (bet-
ter than some of her backers, even) in her first run dt
elective office, said Friday it’s unlikely she’d pursue the
matter of the election results in court. That’s probably
best because doing that risks making it look like sour
grapes after all.

In the 15 precincts that were recounted Prchlik
actually lost eight votes, so it’s unlikely she was going
to make up 158 votes in 1,700 ballots. But that’s not
the point. The ballots still should have been able to
be recounted; the state law is silly and needs to be
changed

.Consequences of 9/M

Our country remains strong and proud and free,
but even today, evidence of how we have changed as a
nation is readily evident both on a national and local
level. The “war on terror” led to the establishment of
the Department of Homeland Security and the con-
troversial Patriot Act, and our nation’s resources are
being drained — and thousands of our young men and
women placed in harm’s way — by wars being fought in
Afghanistan and Iraq.

Closer to home, we are paying higher insurance pre-

miums, the cost of a gallon. of gasoline has more than

doubled, jet travel has become a nightmare and it is
more difficult to cross the Canadian border. '
© And in our hometowns, we face greater scrutiny while
visiting local municipal buildings, are subject to search
when attending a local sporting event, and witnessed
the demise of a very successful and popular local res-
taurant chain (LaShish) when its owner fled the coun-
try after being tied to funneling money to a suspected
terrorist organization.

We will never be able to go back to our way of life
prior to the events of Sept. 11, 2001.. But we must as

individuals, and as a community, continue to move for-
ward in accepting and embracing the many challenges

that we will continue to face in our daily lives.

In fact, collectively, so far this year upscale
marques have only managed to hold on to their
11 percent share of the market from 2007. And
some of the loftiest brands in the American
auto business have been demonstratmg some of
the least resiliency.

Lexus, for example, is off 15 percent in 2008
sales through the end of August; Porsche has
fallen 17 percent; and BMW brand has suffered
a decline of 7 percent. Among domestic luxury
makes, Cadillac has plunged 13 percent for the
year, while Lincoln has eased by 19 percent.

* Even luxury brands with strong new-product

- stories are struggling this year, such as Audi,

* which has managed only a 4-percent sales
decline so far in 2008.

Keogh, chief marketing officer of Audi of -

Of course, Mercedes-Benz believes positive
factors are at work as well in its ability to post the
only sales increase for 2008 so far among major
luxury brands, an 0.5-percent gain.

“Alarge part of our gain is the payoff of our
strategy about choice and a diverse offering in the
luxury segment,” said Drew Slaven, marketing
general manager for Mercedes-Benz USA. “Other
manufacturers just don’t have that.”

Mercedes-Benz also has been stepping up its
pace of product introductions. And in particular, it
will begin emphasizingithe availability of a clean-
diesel option on some of its SUVs in all 50 states
beginning this fall. .

“So there’s no sacrifice in fuel economy, and it
will be packaged in products that are state-of-the -
art,” said Slaven. “So they’re not only a solution to
h1gh gasoline prices but there’s also a lot of torque,
unlike with some hybrid powertrains. Slaven also
believes that luxury consumers will continue to.
increase their preoccupation with “buying green -

Added Mark Schlrmer, a Ford spokesman:
“The luxury market is down overall like the rest
of the market, and we don’t expect the luxury
segment to buck the trend anytime soon.
