A real sign of progress at the

Helmkamp said the prOJect
is continuing on the acceler-
ated schedule approved earlier
this year.

“The acceleration budget
and schedulé is in place. We've
been working longer hours
in the evenings and on week-
ends,” Helmkamp said. “There
are no speed bumps right now.
and we're proceeding with the
target we've always had to get
it done in December. We're
keeping our fingers crossed
and forging ahead.”

Enroliment
continues
steady climb

Plymouth-Canton Schools administra-
tors are confident the district will once
again record a significant increase in
enrollment over last year.

The unofficial count after classes
resumed Sept. 2 indicated there were
204 more students enrolled throughout
the district — seven more elementary
students from the official count day in
September last year, 33 more middle
school students and 164 more at the
high school park. Total enrollment has
increased from 18,726 students last year
to a tentative 18,930.

When former Plymouth Township Police

Chief Carl Berry was running for the town-

- ship board of trustees last month, he said
residents to whom he talked had a lot of ques-
tions and felt like there was nowhere they
could go to get answers.

Berry lost the election, but never forgot the
concerns, and now he hopes he’s provided a
place to voice them, having recently launched
a new Web site, www.plymouthtalk.com.

“We've been trying to figure out how we
can let people express their views and have
an opportunity to ask questions without fear
of reprisal,” Berry said of the site he designed
with Web designer Bill Case. “It’s still a work
in progress.”

To post, users must first register, an easy
process the site walks users through in min-
utes. Berry hopes residents will use the site
not only to raise issues and question leaders,
but to praise individuals and groups worthy
of it. He warns users, however, their com-
ments won't go on the site unfettered.

“We'll edit some comments, but only for
profane language and for things like libel,”

Berry said. “The best way to start a Web site

is to be honest with people.”

The impetus for the site, Berry said, was
an issue between former supervisor candi-
date Dianne Gonzalez and township officials
‘over requests Gonzalez had made under the
Michigan Freedom of Information Act. Berry
said people had questions, but nowhere to get.
that information.

He thinks a site similar to plymouthtalk.
com could have saved the school district
thousands of dollars a couple of years ago
when it was seeking a bond issue.

“The district spent $25,000 to study
whether the bond should go forward ... they
could have used a site like this and tested
people’s opinions,” Berry said. “The FOIA
thing bothered me. I don’t know if it both-
ered other people, and this is one way to find
out.”

Berry, a Republican, said his involvement
in the community isn’t going to end just
because he lost the election. He said the Web
site is 2 way to remain connected, and it’s for -
everyone. :

“It’s an open and free forum ... even
Democrats are welcome,” Berry said, laugh-
ing.

Attorney General Mike Cox
recently issued a warning for
Michigan investors who have
purchased an investment
product known as Auction
Rate Securities (ARS) and are
unable to fully access their
funds. Cox began investigat-
ing ARS investments in May
2008 after receiving com-
‘plaints from consumers.

“Investors need to have
confidence in our financial
system, and that includes
providing promised liquidity
to consumers who purchased
Auction Rate Securities,” said
Cox. “I am committed to
protecting Michigan citizens
from losing their hard-earned

money. Today’s announcement -

serves as an alert to Michigan
citizens who may have invested
in.Auction Rate Securities to
contact the Office of Financial
and Insurance Regulation if
they believe their investment |
was misrepresented to them.”

The sales practices related
to ARS securities are cur-

rently the focus of a multi-
state task force that includes
Michigan. The investigation
into ARS practices is continu-
ing and has already yielded
numerous nationwide settle-
ments with broker-dealers,
including: Merrill Lynch;
Morgan Stanley; UBS; JP
Morgan Chase; Citigroup; and,
Wachovia Securities.

Cox urges any investors who
have purchased ARS securi-
ties from any source to contact
the Office of Financial and
Insurance Regulation (OFIR) to
register their complaint. OFIR,
by statute, is the securities regu-
lator for the State of Michigan,
and is working in conjunction
with the Attorney General’s
office on resolving this issue.
OFIR will share all complaints
with the Attorney General’s
office, and forward com-
plaints to the North American
Securities Administration
Association (NASAA). OFIR

Earlier this year, the ARS
market experienced numer-
ous failures and collapsed.
The market failure prevented
investors who had purchased
ARS securities from access-
ing their funds. Since the
ARS failures, the Attorney
General’s office has received

-numerous complaints from

investors. In many cases;
investors have complained
that they were misled about
the nature of ARS securities,
and not provided with relevant
information. In particular,
many investors report that
they were informed that ARS

securities were a liquid “money -

market” type investment that
was suitable for such things
as short-term cash reserves.
These investors often pur-
chased ARS securities with
short-term cash funds, which
then could not be accessed.

-In one of the most remote
corners of Michigan’s Lower
Peninsula, along a small pic-
turesque lake, a lodge has

risen among the scented pines.

When it is complete, it will
cater to some very special
clients — wounded military
personnel in America’s war on
terror.

The lodge, known as Blum’s
Landing, is the brainchild of
Janet and Terry Blumberg,
the Canton couple whose
son, Trevor, was killed dur-
ing the early days of the
Iraq War. In fact, the whole
project is to honor their son,
who was known as “Blum”
among friends, and others
like him who have sacrificed
so much fighting in Iraq.and
Afghanistan.

The Blambergs hope the
12-acre retreat in Presque Isle
County near Rogers City will
provide some peace and tran-
quility to soldiers who have
been wounded — either physi-

cally or mentally.

“I've talked to a lot of moms
who are concerned about
their sons. So many are com-
ing ba¢k with PTSD (post-
traumatic stress disorder),”
said Janet Blumberg, who is
the principal at Henry Ruff
Elementary School in Garden

- City. “The one thing that

moms are saying is that their
sons are not the same as they
were when they left. They are
different people. This place
will give a sense of love and a
sense of peace.”

Trevor Blumberg, 21999
Salem High graduate, was
killed on Sept. 14, 2003 when
aroadside bomb hit a convoy-
and destroyed the Humvee
occupied by himself and three
other soldiers. They had been
deployed to Iraq just three
days earlier. A member of the
1st Battalion of the 504th
Parachute Infantry Regiment,

~ he was 22 years old when he

died.

The Blumbergs say their son
loved to fish and camp, and
all things related to the out-
doors. He especially cherished

Blum’s Landing is
the result.

They bought 12 acres of
forested land on the small,
non-motorized Orchard Lake,
and have built a main house,
which will serve as a kind of
bed and breakfast for soldiers
and their families. It is a placid
setting that borders a thou-
sand acres of state forest land.
It is also just minutes from
miles of sandy Lake Huron

beaches, the Black Mountain
- Recreation Area, trout

streams, lakes, and thousands
of acres of state forest. It’s the
kind of place Trevor would
have loved, though he might
question the size of the lodge.

“Trevor would say this is way
too much,” Terry Blumberg
said. “He was the kind of guy
that would be happy in a little
shack.

Blum’s Landing is still a work
in progress. The main house
has been built, but still needs:
plenty of work. The interior

walls and floors still need to be
built. When it is done, it will
contain a suite upstairs for visi-
tors. The Blumbergs plan on
living downstairs when they
ultimately move there after
Janet retires in few years. They
also plan to build a couple cab-
ins closer to the lake so they
can accommodate more sol-
diers and their families, as well
as a dock and other amenities.
Terry Blumberg, who also
served in the Army and is a
veteran of the Vietnam War,
estimates they have already
spent more than $400,000,
and will need an additional
$300,000 to complete the -
project. He is working with
military groups and others on

" fund-raising ideas, and would

love some help from the public
on other ideas. They are also
soliciting donations so they
can complete the project.
“T've never raised funds for
anything in mylife. This is all

- new to me,” he said.

spouse sue for any of these
assets?

A: The money in your revo-
cable trust — at this point — is
not at risk. Your children are
the beneficiaries of the trust
and have no ownership inter-
est. Therefore, if one of your
children gets divorced, their
spouse would have no claim on

. the assets in your trust.

It is a different issue when
it comes to the money in your
checking and savings account.
The money in your check-
ing and saving account is in
your name and in the name

- of your children. Therefore; if

one of your children does get
divorced, it is possible a por-
tion of the money would be at
risk.

Although your argumént
would be you reported all
the tax consequences on the
money and your children’s
names were on the account
for convenience purposes
only, it is possible they could
go after some of the money.
It would be unusual, but not
beyond the realm of possibil-
ity.

I recommend 1f you keep a
substantial amount of money
in your savings account, re-
title the account into the name
of your trust. By doing this,
you would eliminate any pos-
sibility the money would be
subject to any sort of divorce
proceedings.

In addition, give your chil-
dren the right, pursuant to a
power of attorney, to access
the checking account, but not
as co-owners. There is a dif-
ference between being a co-
owner and being an additional
signatory.

“tax-deferred,” will my heirs
have to pay the deferred
taxes when inheriting this
money?

You do not
necessarily have to pay the
taxes in one lump sum, as
there are different methods
a beneficiary could use to
spread the tax out over a
number of years. However,
that money is subject to
income taxes.

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Have a take-charqe
approach to numbers
in local economy

The numbers should be of no surprise to anyone. Office and
commercial vacancy rates in southeast Michigan are high
and, in some cases, are expected to grow.

Even in Troy, where local officials dispute figures released

by companies that track such things, the numbers are sub--

stantial. The office vacancy rate is 18.76 percent.

“That’s huge,” said Brian Murphy, Troy’s assistant manager
for economic development.

.Also facing the impact of a tough economy is Livonia, where
office vacancy rates are slated at 20-22 percent.

The impact of problems in the auto industry is hitting hard
in both towns. Industrial vacancies are at a rate of 11 81 per-
cent in Troy and 10 percent in Livonia.

They aren't alone. Southfield is reporting an overall vacancy
rate of 18 percent and Farmington Hills a rate of 14.32 percent.

But if you think it’s just bigger eities made up of offices
and industrial complexes that are having problems, you’d be
wrong.

The Rochester Downtown Development Authonty is report-
ing an office vacancy rate of 11 percent and a retail rate of 8
percent.

Even in Blrmlngham the impact of the economy is being
felt. The vacancy rate is reported. currently at 5 percent, and
expected to grow to 7-8 percent.

~ While that news, culled from different sources, appears to
be a lot of doom and gloom, there is a hopeful story that goes
- beyond what the numbers seem to imply.

“A lot of vacancies are going up in key communities,” said
Dennis Toffolo, a deputy Oakland County executive. “But at
. the same time, we're finding a lot of investors are coming into
the county and buying buildings.”

Toffolo has some numbers of his own. He heads the county’s .

Emerging Sectors program, which targets business in such
areas as information technology, health care and alternative
energy. .
“We've had more activity in the last three months than in
the past two years,” he said.
But his numbers also show that the highest vacancy rates
are found in the small office building market.
There are some lessons to be learned in all of this. First,
- numbers are important, but they don’t tell the whole story.
Second, if you build it, they — investors and industries —
- will come. That means some small office buildings and small
industrial shops may have to be redeveloped
Perhaps the most important lesson of all is that if we want
to improve the economy in Mlchlgan, we’'ll have to do more
than just look at numbers.

"~ Hunters must follow rules to help save state's deer

th Labor Day now in the rearview
mirror, my favorite time of year is
“ % quickly approaching. There is no

- doubt that summertime in Michigan is
wonderful, but, for me at least, nothing

compares to autumn, when our state real-

ly puts on a show second to none.

I'was in northern Michigan over the
weekend, and there were definitely signs
that fall is truly on the way. Along a num-
ber of forested highways and farm fields
some of the trees are beginning to change
color. Another sure sign that fall will soon
be here is the piles of sugar beets, apples,
and other forms of deer hunting bait
already starting to appear outside of gas
stations and stores. '

In previous years the sight of the deer
bait would be a welcome one for me,
because, being a hunter myself, it is
always a reminder that deer hunting sea-
son is just about upon us. However, this -

" year things are-different.

Baiting for deer in the Lower Peninsula
is illegal this year. That’s because on Aug.
25, state officials confirmed Michigan’s
first case of chronic wasting disease
(CWD) in a white-tailed deer on a pri-
vately owned cervid (POC) faclhty in Kent
County.

CWD, which is a fatal neurological sick-
ness that causes infected animals to quit
eating, has been detected in deer out West
for years. In 2002, it turned up in some

- deer in Wisconsin, so state officials felt it

was only a matter of time before it arrived
here.

Hoping to stop its spread, the first move
the Department of Natural Resources
made was to make baiting and feeding -
deer illegal. The reasoning is that when
hunters (or homeowners for that mat-
ter) put out food, deer tend to congregate
in larger than normal numbers, which
means that if an infected deer is among
the group, it can easily spread the disease
to the others. It was the same logic the
DNR used to ban baiting in areas where

the deer herd was infected
with bovine tuberculosis.
Many people are not.-
happy with this logic,
however, particularly all

come to depend on selling
bait to hunters — from
the farmers who make a
little extra money to the
mom-and-pop stores that
have come to depend on hunters to keep -
their businesses going after the summer
tourism season has ended. And of course
many hunters are not happy about the
baiting ban, because for far too many

+ people hunting means staking out a spot

close to a bait pile and waiting for the deer
to come a callin’.

As a hunter, I've struggled with the
baiting issue for years. I've never had
much respect for the guys who will literal-
ly throw out truckloads of bait at the same
spot year after year. ’'m not sure how
sporting that is. OK, it’s not very sporting:
at all. At the same time, I have no problem
putting a worm on a hook to catch a fish.
It’s an ethical question that each hunter
has to answer for themselves. And each
person lives by a different code of ethics,
so I've been able to look the other way
when it comes to baiting:

However, when it comes to endanger-
ing the state’s deer herd, I can no longer
look the other way. We hunters must abide
by thislaw, at least until it is learned
whether the CWD has spread to other
animals. I, for one, do not want to see our
deer herd jeopardized by defiant hunters
who are either too angry, stupid or lazy to
quit baiting. There are other ways to hunt.
Many hunters don’t bait and are able to
harvest a deer year after year. It takes-a
little more work, however, than pulling up
with a truckload of sugar beets or apples.

Conservation officers with the DNR
say they will make it a priority this year
to be on the lookout for illegal balt plles

_of the businesses that have -

Violators of the bait ban would be guilty
of a misdemeanor punishable by up to 90
days in jail and $500 in fines, and could
lose their hunting privileges. While others
may disagree, I'm all for it.

If Michigan’s deer herd is impacted by
this fatal disease, hunters won't be the
only ones that pay the price. Deer hunt-
1ng is big business in Michigan, espemally

_in northern part of the state where it

props up the local economies. In total, it
is estimated that deer hunters annually
contribute more than $500 million to the
state economy through the purchase of
such items as food, lodging, transporta-

" tion, and hunting equipment. That’s just

too much to risk. -

I hope the DNR also starts to crack
down on the so-called privately owned
cervid facilities, which is just a nice way to
say game farm or game ranch like the one
in Kent County where the positive deer
was found. There are roughly 500 of these
facilities in the state.

Just as I've never been a big proponent
of hunters who sit over big piles of bait, I
certainly don’t have a whole lot of respect
for so-called hunters who pay to kill
trophy bucks (or other game animals) in:
fenced-in land. Where’s the sport in that?
What is worse is that these game farms
are largely responsible for the spread of
diseases like CWD, because they import
animals from other facilities where ani-
mals are penned up. While I'm sure the
owners of these facilities are legitimate
business owners trying to make a living,
in many cases their businesses are a direct
threat to the overall sport of deer hunting.

'And for me, and 700,000 other
Michigan hunters, autumn just wouldn't
be the same without the prospect of get-
ting out in the field in search of the wily

white-tailed deer.

Stage III cancer during a routine annual exam.
Thompson went through 16 weeks of chemotherapy
to reduce the size of the tumor then underwent a
lumpectomy followed by six weeks of radiation. In -
July she returned to the oncologist for an all clear to
spend two weeks in the Amazon as part of her job.
She believes strongly if stories on cancer lead the
news every day, more would be done to find a cure.
“It helped reading and hearing survivor stories
because I needed a lot of strength. You go through
some very dark times, Every time somebody told me
astory I learned something,” said Thompson. “We
have made so many advances in cancer treatment

it’s easy to think our work is done, but 1,500 people

die a day from cancer. The fight isnt over, We can’t
declare victory. There’s nothing more frightening, at
Jeast for me, than having an illness that you can’t do
anything about. We need to keep funding research
so my niece doesn't have to go through what I went
through.”

Thompson kept working during her treatment.
Every two weeks she received chemotherapy on
Thursday then went back to reporting the following
Tuesday.-

“I needed to feel normal,” said Thompson. “I tried
to turn my job into a cancer-free zone. My bosses
at NBC were wonderful when I said I'd like to keep
working through this. The only time it became dif-
ficult was when I lost my eyelashes Tt used to take
me an hour to put them on.”

. Thompson hasn't lost her sense of humor. In fact
it was laughter that kept her going thanks to friend
and former co-worker Bernie Smilovitz, WDIV-TV
sportscaster. During the Celebrating Survivorship
symposium, Smilovitz will introduce Thompson to
the audience. Thompson comes back to Michigan
every year to participate in Smilovitz’s celebrity golf

“I've been friends with his family for 20 years,”
said Thompson, who now lives in Manhattan. “It
was Bernie's job to make sure he would make me
laugh. He called me every day.”

TWO PROBLEMS - ONE PERSON

One aspect of illness is that two different medical problems can occur at the same
time, since one problem causes a strain that sets up the onset of another one.

These combinations are often present in cases of joint pain. The most common
combination of ifls occurs between the back and the knee. The knee becomes arthritic
causing a change and strain in gait. In turn, the flexed back position that the arthritic knee
necessitates, brings on back strain. Eventually that strain causes back ache or sciatica.

If you develop this combination of pain, you may come to the doctor because of back
ache. Do not be concerned because he is focusing on how you walk and move your .
knees. His examination is a reflection of an evaluation of the knee-back relationship.

A variant.occurs when the problem originates in the back, -but knee pain dominates.
What happens is that the main problem is the back condition, spinal stenosis. The body
correctly has you walk in a forward-flexed position, a posture that refieves strain on the
spinal nerves affected by the back stenosis. However, such posture places strain on the
knees. If one or both knees are worn, the added stress on the knee changes a tolerable
torque into an intolerable one. In this instance, your doctor may do more of a neurological
examination then a joint evaluation,

The doctor decides how to structure the examination based on the history of your
pain and how it radiates.

Americans used to the freedoms of this coun-
try.

She got
asylum and is in the process of sending for
them,” said Roberts, Freedom House execu-
tive director. “Another woman from Uganda _
whose husband has been politically active

they broke into her home, beat her husband
beyond recognition and raped her and took -
her to jail for three days and raped and beat
her, A friend helped smuggle her out of the
country and she landed in New York. A cab
driver gave her $150 and told her to get to
Fl‘)rleedom House.

family, Now he and his son are the only ones
left, Annually Freedom House provides ser-
vices for over 300 people with similar stories.
Last year three doctors from Uganda and
Congo were accepted into medical schools
and have gotten scholarships so they can
begin to practice medicine here. Another man
is in divinity school to become a minister and
wants to share his story with people on a dif-
ferent level. 4 .

_ “You cannot even walk by Freedom House
without it grabbing you and changing you for-
ever, their courage, intelligence, compassion,
They just touch your life in ways you've never
been touched before,” said Roberts of Royal
Oak. “Many have a number of children left
behind. Applying for asylum is extremely dif-
ficult and can take anywhere from six months

"to two years, In the meantime your family is

in danger or in hiding in their home country,
You have to take blood testing and DNA to
prove your children are your children, Often
that impacts our residents, I'm so moved by
this African culture, If you see a child whose
parents were murdered you pick this child up
and that child is yours from that day forward.
We're hoping people will become sensitized to

.what we do to these families, I always believe

in America doing the right things, We're
founded on the freedom of religion, political,

racial/tribal, sexual orientation. In Africa gay

people are murdered. The theme, never again,

draws light to the fact it happens every single
day. We're going to be seeing more Iraqis as
time goes on.”

Michael George is already seeing an influx
of refugees from the war-torn countty of Iraq.
As chairman of the Chaldean Federation of
America in Farmington Hills, he is leading
the resettlement effort. George is expecting
more than 10,000 Iragis to settle throughout
the U.S, this year.

“Freedom House is working with us to .
help the refugees from Iraq for resettlement
purposes in the metro area,” said George.
“Freedom House handles detainees and asyl-
ees, We assist in resettlement of refugees. We
work together because we have a common
cause. These people that are here originally
came as students or came on vacation and
didn’t want to go back, They don’t have any
rights here, Freedom House feeds people, -
clothes them like we do. Refugees come igno-
rant of their rights, making a living and have
no problem finding a home. Asylees try to
find a permanent residence because they're
illegal aliens. There’s no one else to do that
work. What would these people do without
Freedom House?” '
