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Amid financial unrest, trustee worried about township funds

. With the failure of Washington
Mutual — the nation’s largest sav-
~ ings and loan — resulting in a $1.9
billion buyout by JPMorgan Chase &
Co., many people are becoming more
fearful of their savings accounts and
their futures.

With the earlier collapse of such
giants as Bear Stearns, Lehman Bros.
and insurance giant AIG, Plymouth
Township Trustee Chuck Curmi is

concerned about the township’s $12
million belonging to the general,
water and other funds that are depos-
ited in area banks.

“I'm concerned we're not covered
with the FDIC (Federal Deposit
Insurance Corp.) for anythlng over
$100,000 per account,” Curmi said.
“There aren’t enough Michigan banks
to spread that amount of money
around. :

“I'm encouraging (Treasurer) Ron
Edwards to have a risk mitigation
strategy other than watching the

' bank ” he added. “He can’t know

what'’s really going on. The banks
aren’t gomg to tell if they’ re going
under”” '

Curmi said he’s suggesting the
township put its money in Treasury
bills.

“With the full faith and credit of

_the federal government,” he said. “It’s

not the kinds of returns we’re used

to getting. However, I'd rather have 1

percent and an insurance policy.”
Edwards, on the other hand, warns
township officials 2nd residents

~ community have seen 1nvestment

- prior to the scheduled maturity of
U.S. Treasury notes,” he said. “This
goes against the investment policy
the township has adopted as to pro-
tecting principal.”

Edwards said during his tenure as
township treasurer he’s “never lost a
nickel of principal, even.during 9/11”
while investing township funds.

“I do not believe it is time to panic
and make uninformed changes to
investment strategies or financial '
institutions at this time,” Edwards
said. “It is a time for caution, a time
to keep close watch on our deposits
and investments, as well as a time -
to gather the best information avail-

_able from other professionals in the
investment community.”

Edwards said U.S. treasuries aren’t
always as safe as they might seem.

password or card number.
Do not provide informa- ~
tion to any unsolicited
request.” :

CEO Bill Lawton says
Plymouth residents were

" targeted Thursday and
Friday.

“It’s an automated call-
ing system that tells people
their account has been sus-
pended,” Lawton said. “If
the member continues with
the call by pressing a num-
ber, it asks for the 16-digit
account number.

“We spend a lot of time
educating our members and
the community on identity
theft,” he added. “We don’t

-need to call them for the
information, we already
have it.”

U.S. Rep. Thaddeus
McCotter, R-Livonia, said
Friday House Republicans
never agreed on an amended
version of the Bush administra-
tion’s Wall Street bailout plan.
~ On Thursday, House
Minority Leader John Boehner,
R-Ohio, objected to the
bipartisan plan and offered
an alternative plan at a con-

_ tentious White House meet-

ing that included House and
Senate leaders and Republican
presidential candidate Sen.
John McCain, R-Arizona, and
Democratic candidate Sen.
Barack Obama, D-Illinois.

McCotter said the White
House was jamming Congress
to act quickly on Treasury -
Secretary Henry Paulson’s plan
to spend $700 billion to buy
up troubled bank assets caused
by defaults on mortgages to
prevent an economic melt-
down because of frozen credit
throughout the system.

“The irony here is that people
who have been complain-
ing that we are nothing but

_ arubber stamp for the presi-

dent are now
complaining. -
-that we won't
- rubber stamp
this proposal,”
- McCotter said.
The origi-
“nal proposal
was opposed
by members
of both parties in Congress
‘because it gave too much power
to the Treasury secretary. The
-revised version would pro-
vide funding in installments,
set standards on executive -
compensation, give taxpay-

CCtter .

' ers equity as funds return to

profitability, provide oversight
on the Treasury secretary’s
authority, modify mortgages to
help homeowners and provide
judicial review. -

In response, House
Republicans are proposing a
recapltahzatlon program using
private investment backed
by government insurance.
McCotter said this forces the
people who created the prob-
lem to use their money to cor-
rect it.

“We don’t want taxpayers to
be the first option,” McCotter

, sald

He said the House-
Republican plan provides
backup with federally backed

~insurance and keeping the

Federal Reserve “window™
open for deals like the Bear
Stearns bailout.

The Republican plan would
reduce or suspend capital
gains taxes for investors
under specific.conditions.
McCotter said economic
activity generated would off-
set tax losses.

McCotter said Sen. John
McCain “likes” the House
Republican plan.

Democrats have com-
plained that McCain is politi-
cizing the process to further
his presidential campaign -
and that if they acted with- -
out bipartisan support, they
would face a campaign tying
them with the Bush adminis-

‘ tration.

In a Detroit Free Press
‘report, Rep. Barney Frank,
D-Mass., chair of the ‘
House Financial Services,
Committee, said that McCain
declined to take a position at
the White House meeting.

In another news report,
Frank is quoted as saying, “

‘think McCain was hurting
pohtlcally I think thls was a
campaign ploy.”. ‘

‘Obama said in press
reports that he thinks an
agreement can be reached
but that more work needs to
be done to get a consensus.

McCotter said the
Democrats have the votes to
pass the amended Paulson
plan at any time. He said the
House Republicans are only
doing their due diligence in
providing an alternate pro-
posal.

He said that in fairness to
House Speaker Nancy Pelosi,
D-Calif., Senate Majority
Leader Harry Reid, D-Nev.,,
and Senate Minority Leader
Mitch McConnell, R-Ky.,

Fair offers equal access to health information

Imagine not being able to hear about
the dramatic rise of diseases like dia-
betes. Fourteen percent of Michigan's
population is unable to receive pertinent
medical information due to deafness. E-
mail, texting and technology have made
access easier, but it’s still not fair or equal,
said Dave Coyne, Project Manager for
the Michigan Association for Deafand
Hard of Hearing, a non-profit organiza-
tion located in Lansing. That’s why he
and Christa Moran, an American Sign
Language interpreter for the University of
Michigan Health System, have teamed up
to offer workshops at the first Michigan
Deaf Health Fair at Madonna University
on Saturday, Oct. 11. In addition to pre-
sentations by a family physician, psychol-

- ogist, and nutritionist, participants can

receive screenings for cholesterol, dental,
glucose, and blood pressure as well attend
a flu shot clinic.

Coyne chose the Livonia campus
because of its 4-year ASL interpreter pro-

am.

“The deaf and hard of hearing commu-
nities miss out on so much information,”
said Coyne, a hearing ASL interpreter.
“We get it from the radio, TV commer-
cials which often aren't closed captioned.

All of the workshops are presented in ASL . -

and offer dialogue and discussions.”

Cristine Saunders isn't deaf but under-
stands repetitive motion injury and how
signing can impede recovery. Saunders is
a nationally certified massage therapist
and a certified ASL interpreter. She'll pro-
vide tips on stretching and body/posture
awareness for prevention.

Dr. Michael McKee, a family physi-
cian in Rochester, New York, plans to -
talk about deafhealth myths that impede
progress in reducing health dispari-
ties among the deaf community. He is
currently assisting the National Center
for Deaf Health Research, one of the
Preventive Research Centers funded
by the Centers for Disease Control and
Prevention, to track health trends and
needs of individuals with hearing loss.

McKee, who is deaf, works at Folsom
Family Medicine, a practice which sees
800 deaf patients and their families as
well as hearing individuals. Folsom is the
second largest deaf medical practice in

the country.

“Many of the health problems in the
deaf community are similar to other cul-
tural groups,” wrote McKee in an e-mail.
“The deaf community does have unique
barriers. A lot of health information is
shared by auditory means which is missed
mainly by this group. American Sign
Language is known only by very few med-
ical staff. To make matters worse, many
health centers and medical providers do
not provide for interpreters even though
they are obligated to do so under the guid-
ance of Americans with Disabilities Act.

- As aresult, I find a ot of knowledge gaps

in health topics among the deaf includ-
ing sexual health, nutrition, diabetes

and cardiovascular health. Obesity and
diabetes seem to be rising quickly among
the deaf at my clinic where I see patients.
This alarms me sinee this will increase
risk factors for heart disease and stroke.

I continue to see higher rates of sexually
transmitted diseases compared with the

hearing patient population.”

Mel Whalen's concerned about the
misconceptions the deaf, like the hear-
ing, have about depression. A deaf
clinical psychology doctoral fellow in

‘her fourth year of training at Eastern

Michigan University, Whalen is going to
speak about regulating emotions and the
effect of emotions on health. Although
she’s unaware of research showing a
higher incidence of depression in deaf
individuals, Whalen said studies tend to
document higher rates of depression and
health issues in any oppressed miinority
groups with limited access to appropriate
health care.

‘Whalen seems to be as excited as Coyne
about the deaf health fair because the deaf
“so rarely have the opportunity to receive
health related information in ASL directly
from the deaf/hard of hearing health pro-
fessionals.

“People often don’t really understand
the direct connections between depres-
sion or feeling sad and the physical conse-
quences to your body like loss of appetite,
lower immunity and insomnia and so
on,” said Whalen who sees both deaf and-
hearmg clients. To her knowledge the Ann
Arbor woman is the only deaf clinical psy-
chologist in the state.

- “My goal is to help make those con-
nections more clear for workshop par-
ticipants so that they understand more
directly the usefulness of learning to .
regulate one’sown emotions in order to

- maintain a healthy mind and body.”

Like the hearing, deafindividuals seem
to know little about nutrition, according
to Sandria Graham, a deaf dietitian. She’ll
talk about food and how to read labels.

Graham was born deaf and admits she
has been a health geek for many years.

She believes she’s the only deaf dietitian
in the country. Her goal is to help prevent
diseases by using a holistic approach

to health by balancing mind, body and
Spirit.

“Some doctors do not refer patients to
dietitians. Sometimes doctors give infor-
mation but don't explain it to the patients.
Patients look at it and don’t understand
what it says. Their health becomes worse
and becomes a problem,” said Graham
who earned a bachelor of science degree
in dietetics from Madonna University.

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Regulations

grant benefits

to veterans with

Lou Gehrig's

The Department of Veterans
Affairs published groundbreaking
new regulations today that grant
military veterans diagnosed with Lou
Gehrig’s Disease full access to health
and disability benefits, regardless
of where or when they served in the
military. The new rules take effect
immediately.

The decision to establish a pre-
sumption of service connectiop for
ALS (amyotrophic lateral sclerosis)
is a tremendous victory for veterans
living with the disease and is the cul-
mination of years of work by The ALS
Association to expand benefits for
those diagnosed with the fatal neu-
rodegenerative disease named after
baseball legend Lou Gehrig.

The Association has been the
leading organization advocating
for this policy change at the VA for
many years. In 2001, the Association
strongly supported the VA decision
to grant benefits to veterans of the
1991 Persian Gulf War and has cham-
pioned legislative efforts to build on
that policy so that it applies to all vet-
erans with ALS. .

. According to studies, military
veterans within the last century are
nearly twice as likely to develop ALS
as those with no history of military
service, regardless of where or when
they served in the military. Most
recently, The Association advocated
for legislation (H.R. 5454) introduced -
by Congressman Henry Brown
(R-SC) that would have established
ALS as aservice connected disease.
Thanks to the combined efforts of the
VA Secretary James Peake, members
of Congress, the Association, and
veterans across the county this legls-
lation no longer is needed.

“ALS is a disease that progresses
rapidly, once it is diagnosed. There
simply isn’t time to develop the evi-
dence needed to support compensa-
tion claims before many veterans
become seriouslyill,” VA Secretary
James Peake said. “My decision will
make those claims much easier to
process and for them and their fami-
lies to receive the compensation they
have earned through their service to
our nation.”

ALS, afatal, progressive, neurode-
generative dlsease, is striking at this
nation’s heroes the hardest, however
the reasons are not known at this
time. ‘

The ALS Association is leading the
fightto cure and treat ALS.

With Chrome, you just
type “imdb shawshank” and
presto: The corresponding page
appears in the search list. Click
it and you go directly there.

Sporty Chevy Colorado could use more power

. Back in 2004, Chevrolet introduced the midsize
Colorado as a replacement for the compact S-10
pickup truck. - .

It was intended to offer a maneuverable, fuel-
efficient alternative to its full-size Silverado
counterpart and for the most part it has succeeded.
The 2008 Chevy Colorado entered dealerships with
minimal changes following significant upgrades on
last year’s mogel, including two new, more powerful
engines.

Although the Colorado did receive bigger .
engines, the vehicle is still criticized by leading auto
reviewers for its lack of acceleration.

Nearly all of its rivals offer a V6 engine and there is
no good reason that Chevy hasn’t came around and
offered one, too. v S

On the plus side, the Colorado offers a variety of
several suspension setups to provide either off-road
capgbility or sporty handling depending on your
needs.

Its seating configurations are customizable as
well, with crew cab models offering a 60/40-split/

‘folding rear seat capable of accommodating three
adults. .

Extended cab versions have four doors, and with
its two folding rear seats facing forward, the
Colorado’s tailgate can open ﬁ%ly to almost 90
degrees. It can also be set at a 55-degree opening.

This design puts the tailgate edge at the same
height as the top of the rear wheel wells within the
cargo box, creating a sturdy, flat platform to
conveniently transport longer items such as 4-foot
by 8-foot sheets of wood.

The Colorado is available in three body styles: a
regular cab, an extended cab and a crew cab. The
crew cabs come with a 5-foot bed while the other
two have a 6-footer. ' : S

There are three main trim levels for regular- and
extended-cab Colorados: base Work Truck, LS and
LT. The $14,610-priced Work Truck comes with air
conditioning and an AM/FM stereo but not much
else. The LS adds upgraded seating and trim and
access to a few more optional features.
