It is not perfect legislation and has raised ob)ectlons
Energy brokers are concerned about returning the big
energy companies to a regulated monopoly, with 90
percent of the state’s energy consumers. They argue that

Others com-
plain that the energy companies can make rate changes

without prior approval of the Michigan Public Service
Commission. Some argue that Michigan should be mov-
ing more aggressively on alternative energy.

And no one is happy that residential energy bills will
be going up. The new legislation shifts some of the bur-
" den from industrial and commercial enterprises to resi-

dential customers, who have been subsidized by business - -

customers.

~ and cures for a long list of devastating dis-

-cord injuries, to name just a few.

It offers physicians a gateway
into a new understanding of
basic human biology and a fan-
tastic array of new techniques
to bring better health care to
‘their patients.

And it can provide a
major economic stimulus to
Michigan’s lagging economy.

of cell in the human body. -

Think of the opportunities that affords med- .

ical scientists. They can take embryonic stem

cells and use them to grow endless amounts of -
_tissue in a test tube, which can be put to work .
" repairing or replacing damaged and dead cells

in their patients. For instance, medical sci-
entists could grow spinal tissue that can help
the injured walk again. Or they could grow -
pancreatic cells as a source of insulin so that

a child with Type 1 diabetes no longer has to_

endure injections every day.
Physicians can also model diseases — that
is, they can develop cells that have a certain

disease, such as cancer or diabetes — and then
test countless possible medications to identify .
ones that are effective treatments or cures, in

| Proposal 2, but its language
has nothing to do with find-
ing cures or with stem cell
research. 'm opposed to.

state and local oversight
of experimentation involv-
ing live human embryos or
embryonic stem cells.

1 urge voters to read the fine print of
Proposal 2, and not merely rely on the pack-
aged description of the amendment offered
by its proponents.

This proposed constitutional amendment
provides that no state or local law may pre-
vent, restrict, obstruct, discourage or provide
disincentives to any embryonic stem cell

T

research. In other words, no laws would apply

to embryonic stem cell research.

- I would like to clarify a few misconcep-
tions on Proposal 2. First, embryonic stem
cell research is not illegal in Michigan. Forty
scientists are currently conducting human'
embryonic research at the University of
Michigan alone.

Second, this constitutional amendment
does not ban human cloning. :

. And third, those of us who are opposed to
this proposal are not opposed to all science
related to stem cell research.

Human embryonic stem cell research is
already legal in Michigan. Research has -
been conducted on human embryonic stem
cells for years, primarily at the University of .
Michigan Center for Human Embryo Stem
Cell Research, one of the largest research
centers in the country. Proposal 2 would
allow unregulated and unrestricted research,
not only on stem cells, but also on human
embryos.

Proposal 2 does not p]ace a human clon- .
ing ban into the Michigan Constitution. It
does state that nothing shall be interpreted

o “alter” the statute that is currently on the
books that bans human cloning. However, if
Michigan law changes to allow human clon-
ing, the proposed amendment would then
allow cloning, and there are two bills that
would allow human cloning pending in the
Michigan Legislature right now. '

The proposed amendment is very deceptive

and gives the impression that it addresses
human cloning without doing so in any way.
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“There is nothing in the proposal that protects
Michigan’s existing statutory ban on human
cloning.

Supporters of Proposal 2 told the Detroit

"Free Press that the ban on human cloning

could be revisited once the general public
becomes more familiar with the science.
Quite obviously, their intent is to pursue elim-
inating Michigan’s ban on human cloning.
Finally, MI-CAUSE supports science, but
with reasonable restrictions and regulations.
Inserting language in the state Constitution
that allows for unrestricted and unregulated

. scientific experimentation is bad policy and

creates a horrible slippery slope that is next to

* impossible to reverse or control.

If Proposal 2 is passed, state law would

_not be able to regulate matters of commerce,
- patient safety, record keeping, donor and
* recipient privacy and other unforeseen issues.

If a business were involved in stem cell exper-
imentation that utilized hazardous viruses or
animal DNA, the state would be prevented
from overseeing it.

Certainly, any 1ndustry that does business
in our state should be subject to laws and
requirements that state and local govern-

-ments and the people of our state feel are

necessary. Industry centered around human
embryonic research should be treated no dif-
ferently.

In fact, the nature of the industry demands
that the most stringent and exacting laws and
regulations be i in place as they arein other
states.

. Regardless of how pure the motives of its
practitioners, regulatlons and restrictions
do have a place in sciénce and research.
Unfortunately, Proposal 2 fails to include
regulations and restrictions to prohibit
human embryo experimentation.

Science involving adult stem cells and
induced pluripotent stem cells continues to
make great strides and can produce discover-
ies that make our lives healthier and more
productive. Personally, new discoveries that
may help anyone who has cancer or another
disease or illness would be wonderful, but’

I do not believe Proposal 2 is the avenue we
should take to find new treatments and cures.

Likewise, the people of Michigan should
not be fooled by claims that unregulated and -
unrestricted experimentation can bring us
closer to cures. We're too smart to believe this
is possible or that this is how science should
be used.

This is not the cure Michigan needs.
Proposal 2 goes too far. Vote NO on Proposal
2. . :

Q. How can I find out who my lender is and
how to contact them?

A. The name of your lender (or
servicer) and their address and
phone number should be listed on

‘your monthly mortgage statement or

mortgage coupons.

Q. What is the difference between a lender
and a servicer?
A. When you first obtalned your

- mortgage loan you worked with a

lender. They provided the funds for
your loan. A servicer collects your
monthly mortgage payments-and

if you have an escrow account they
also pay the taxes and homeowners
insurance on your behalf. The
servicer may be a different company
than your original lender. The term
lender and servicer are often used
interchangeably, but you should
always contact whatever company you

are sending your payments. :
Q. What information should | have when |
call my lender?

A. You should have your account
number (from your mortgage
statement or coupons), be able to
‘briefly explain your situation, have a
copy of your paycheck stub or other
income information and a list of
regular household expenses.

Q. What is foreclosure?

A. Foreclosure is a legal process
where a bank or mortgage company
can take back your home in order to
satisfy your mortgage loan to them.
If you fail to make your mortgage

" payments (including first mortgages,

second mortgages, and home equity
lines of credit) it can resultin a
foreclosure. A foreclosure can also
be due to non-payment of real estate
property taxes.
Q. How many payments do | need to miss’
before | lose my home?

A. After one missed payment on
your mortgage, you are in breach of

" your agreement with your mortgage

lender. Although most lenders do not
start foreclosure proceedings after
only one missed mortgage payment,
late charges apply and over time can
add up. If you continue to miss your
‘payments it will make it harder for
you to catch up. Most lenders will
start the foreclosure process after you
are three payments behind:
Q. My lender has started foreclosure
proceedings. What should | do?
A. Immediately contact an
" attorney and/or a MSHDA-approved
foreclosure prevention counselor in
your county. Many Michigan counties

* have lawyer referral services that can

assist you in finding an attorney.

Watch your wallet: Savvy bankers have business tlps

Douglas Jahner and Crystal
" Cornwall of Chase Bank '
know a lot about retail fraud
schemes.

Jahner, assistant vice
pre51dent/ business banker at
a Chase site in Wayne, told
Westland Rotarians of cus-
tomers who get a check in the
mail saying they’ve been hired
to be a secret shopper. They’re
asked to send money via
Western Union.

“I think what it preys on is
a person who really needs the
money,” said Jahner, speaking
Sept. 18 to the Rotary at the
Wayne-Westland Salvation
Army. One customer lost
$5,000 in such a scam.

You also need to avoid for-
eign lottery come-ons, the

bankers said. “Again people
who need the money somehow
don’t want to believe it’s not
true,” he said of letters saying
the recipient has won a foreign
lottery.

Another customer took
a cashier’s check over the

- amount of sale for a'car, and

was asked for the difference. "

- “He’s out the car;” Jahner said.

Cashier’s checks are often

_counterfeited, with sophisti-

cated printers in the hands of
criminals.

The Chase bankers were -
asked about time needed for
checks to clear. “You have to
put it in an account and give it

‘afew days to clear,” he said.

Cornwall, a Westland John
Glenn High School graduate,

~ said some issuing banks have .
800 numbers business people

can call to verlfy checks.

Money orders and cashier’s
checks can have payments
stopped, she said.”

“There’ve been a lot of law
changes that prevent saying
things over the phone,” she
said.

Jahner had a customer cash

“anincome tax refund check

that turned out to be bogus.
Cornwall urged the business
people to use debit cards, cred-
it cards and even cash.

Jahner said businesses.can
use a service which provides -
names of people who've writ-
ten bad checks in the past. “I'd
probably look into TeleCheck,”
which helps to verify checks,
he added. .

Local police departments
and the Michigan attorney
general are sources of help for
bad checks issued to business-
es. “You take that check, you're

takmg some risks,” he said. .

They showed equipment sold
inexpensively at office stores, a
black light or marker that can
help to verify money’s legit.
The devices can also show if a
driver’s license is real. “We do
that at a bank,” he said of veri-
fying licenses.

He also urged businesses
to protect their own accounts
with online bill paying, as well
as payroll services “especially
if1havealot of employees who
come and go.” o
