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oil worries local

The stock market crash is forcing 
many people to rethink retirement 
because their 401(k) and stock port­
folios have lost so much money. 

Plymouth Police Chief Wayne 
Carroll knows it all too well. 

Carroll, who last month announced 
he planned to retire Jan. 16, told City 
Manager Paul Sincock Friday he's 
changed his mind and decided to 
stay. Carroll, said the change of heart 

was solely because he's lost money 
in the stock market, which affected 
his savings for retirement. Second 
reason on the list involved another 
nationwide crisis — the housing 
industry problems — which resulted 
in Carroll not being able to sell his 
home. 

"I think I could survive the point 
drops, but it's the overall uncertainty 
of where it's going," said Carroll, who 
will now add to his 31 years in the 
Plymouth Police Department. "It 

would be better to at least ride it out 
and find where we're going before 
I did anything drastic. Nobody 
can tell you what's happening, so it 
wouldn't be a prudent move to ignore 
it. 

"A couple of people looked at the 
house but everyone wants it for noth­
ing," he said. "And with the credit 
crunch, who's going to be able to bor­
row money." 

Linda Thomas, a retired teacher, 
said she doesn't depend on her nest 

egg for daily living, but the Northville 
Township resident said it certainly is 
disheartening to see her stocks drop 
in value from $90,000 to $50,000. 

"When you see it go down, down, 
down it's scary, that's my nest egg," 
said Thomas, 59. "I'm trying to 
decide if I need to make a call and 
find out if I should put it somewhere 
else. I think it will be awhile before it 
comes back up." 

While shopping downtown 
Plymouth, Mar Sclawy, 65, a West 

Bloomfield attorney, said she was 
, planning to retire in five years. 
Those plans may end up being put on 
hold if the market doesn't climb back. 

"For the past couple of weeks I 
haven't even looked at my invest­
ments because it would just make me 
feel bad," said Sclawy. "There's noth­
ing I can do about it. I think it will 
come around, but I don't think as fast 
as it fell."

Plymouth YMCA plan includes indoor poo

Plans for a proposed full-facility 
YMCA in Plymouth were outlined to 
the Plymouth Planning Commission 
Wednesday night, as developer Dennis 
Griffin of Connektiv Communities of 
Royal Oak presented phase one of the 
Trailhead project on Mill Street, for­
merly the old Bathey industrial com­
plex north of Ann Arbor Trail. 

The initial phase also includes a 
16,000-square-foot building for office 
and retail at the corner of Mill and 
Amelia. Both structures are expected 
to occupy less than half of the 16-acre 
site, which is currently zoned heavy 
industrial. 

"This site plan intends to retain the 
structure which faces Mill Street to 
accommodate a full-service YMCA, 
the anchor of our site, with a pro­
posed new indoor pool," said Griffin 
in his Planned Unit Development 
(PUD)„application to the Planning 

Commission. "The existing retaining 
wall on the site will remain and the 
siding/roof of the existing structure 
will be removed in order to attach a 
new brick and masonry skin to the 
steel structure." 

Griffin's application to the Planning 
Commission is a Planned Unit 
Development 

"The advantage of a PUD is we can 
combine a site plan and rezoning at 
the same time," said Don Wortman of 
Carlisle-Wortman Associates in Ann 
Arbor, the city's planning consultant. 
"The benefit to the city will be consid­
erable input from the planning and city 
commission on the attractiveness of 
the architecture." 

Project architect Roger Berant of 
Metropolitan Architecture Practice in 
Detroit said the lone building on the 

1 site — which will house the YMCA — is 
structurally sound. 

"A structural analysis was done 
which indicated we can use the steel 
columns and steel structure," said 

Berant. "We'll work hard to make the 
daylight as efficient as possible to limit 
electricity for lighting, and minimize 
the amount of window openings on the 
southern facade to control the light 
and heat." 

While a public hearing on the 
proposed phase is scheduled for the 
Planning Commission's November 
meeting, the project is still far from a 
done deal. Griffin has said the costs 
associated with remediation of hazard­
ous materials, burying utility lines and 
other infrastructure expenses would 
make the project prohibitive without 
tax incentives. He's currently in discus­
sions with Wayne County officials con­
cerning tax breaks. 

The YMCA still hasn't fully com­
mitted to the plan as it's waiting for 
Griffin to decide how much he will 
charge the nonprofit organization to 
lease the building, and where the Y's 
share of the money will come from. 
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Balloon power tests students 
in sci6nc6r m3!n

Every Wednesday afternoon it's a challenge to move through the 
crowded fifth-grade corridor at Gallimore Elementary as students 
build balloon-powered cars and test them to see how straight and 
far they can go. 

It's an hour to learn about science and math, but you won't hear 
any complaints from students about being bored. 

All third- and fifth-grade students in the Plymouth-Canton 
school district are participating in "A World in Motion," designed 
to show students that learning math and science is both practical 
and fun. While the program isn't new, Plymouth-Canton is the first 
public school district in the country to have a district-wide partner­
ship with the Society of Automotive Engineers. Student mentors for 
the hour are adult engineers from automotive companies and their 
suppliers, including Johnson Controls and AVL North America in 
Plymouth Township and Yazaki in Canton Township. It's an effort 
by the companies to develop home-grown engineers to fulfill future 
demands. 

"It brings hands-on practical experience to children, and the 
kids can't get enough of it," said Russ Burgei, an engineer from 
Johnson Controls who volunteers at Workman Elementary. "Not 
only does it fit grade-level, requirements', but it gives the volunteer 
engineers an opportunity to mentor and interact with the children. 
Engineering can be fun, it's not all about data." 

Third-graders construct paper sailboats and test different sail 
shapes and sizes to meet specific performance criteria, all-the-
while learning about friction, forces and design. 

Fifth-graders build a Jet Toy — toy cars air-powered with a bal­
loon — in which they work with axles and weights to make the car 
go straight and for distance. Whether they realize it or not, stu­
dents are learning about jet propulsion, friction, air resistance and 
design as core scientific concepts. 

"We let the balloon go and see how it runs," said 10-year-old 
Jacob Kubinski of Canton, a Gallimore fifth-grader who was test-

, Canton High School math 
teacher Barb Marshall knows 
">" means "greater than" in 
mathematics lingo. 

And that's what Marshall 
has accomplished in her fund-
raising efforts for the Making 
Strides Against Breast Cancer 
walk Oct. 18 in Ann Arbor. 

Thus far, Marshall is the top 
fund-raiser in Michigan for 
the American Cancer Society 
event, having collected more 
than $13,000 with more than 
a week to go. That's "greater 
than" the $12,630 she raised 
last year in leading the state as 
the top individual fund-raiser. 
In the past six years she's 
raised more than $23,000 by 
herself. 

"All I wanted to do is beat 
the year before," said Marshall, 
57, of Chelsea, who has taught 
in Plymouth-Canton for 31 of 
her 40 years in education. "I 
know a lot of generous people 

and get donations from people 
I don't even know, friends 
of friends, who donate just 
because they want to help." 

Marshall began walking 
with members of her church, 
Bethlehem United Church of 
Christ in Ann Arbor, after the 
assistant pastor completed her 
cancer treatments. 

"I know it's something I can 
do. to help," Marshall said. "I 
know the money will go to 
people who can't afford treat­
ment." 

Marshall also remembers 
a male cousin who died from 
breast cancer at the age of 42

"People hug and 
thank you ... how can you put a 
price on that. 

"There's no guarantee that 
it won't be me some day," she 
added. "If it's me, or someone 
else, I want there to be the 
best treatment possible."

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Treasurer candidate presses 
for answers and reform 

Dunleavy

In 2004 Brendan Dunleavy 
as Wayne County auditor 
general did an audit of the 
Wayne County Delinquent Tax 
Revolving Fund. The audit 
began in 2002 and then at 
the request of the Treasurer's 
office was postponed and then 

restarted in 
2003. 

According 
to the audit, 
released 
in June 
2004, "the 
Treasurer's 
office has 
either not pro­
vided request­
ed information 

in a iimely fashion or not at all, 
which has significantly post­
poned our audit effort." , 

The report challenged the 
accounting practices used in 
the Treasurer's office and the 
awarding of no bid contracts 
and the use of wire transfers. 

Now, Dunleavy is chal­
lenging longtime Wayne 
County Treasurer Raymond J. 
Wojtowicz for his seat and to 
get answer to those questions. 

"When "came to get­
ting information out of Mr. 
Wojtowicz, he wouldn't give 
me the information," Dunleavy 
said. "I found things that 
would make Kwame Kilpatrick 
blush." 

Dunleavy was county audi­
tor from 1997 to 2004 when 
he was forced from office. 
Dunleavy filed a whistleblower 
lawsuit against the county 
and eventually reached an out 
of court settlement with the 
county. 

"No one has ever answered 
my questions," he said. "You 
had a situation where a guy 
was in a position for 31 years 
with absolute power, the oper­
ation needs to be revamped." 

Wojtowicz said the audit 
was politically motivated and 
"wrong." (See related story.) 

Dunleavy said he is running

make Wojtowicz confront the 
questions. He said he would 
have liked to have seen Wayne 
County Commissioner Phil 
Cavanagh defeat Wojtowicz in 
the primary. 

"This is the first time he'll 
have to answer questions until 
the first week of November," 
he said. "By running as a 
Republican I could shed a dif­
ferent light on it then fellow 
Democrats could on problems 
in his operations. People 
should be aware of them." 

Dunleavy said there is a 
major problem with the delin­
quent tax revolving fund, 
which is a series of funds set 
up annually to account for 
collections of delinquent tax 
payments. 

"One of the major things 
that we discovered was that he 
was transferring money to the 
tune of $4.6 million and $3.8 
million was going to a former 
employee of his," he said. "I 
asked for supporting docu­
ments. Not only were they wire 
transfers but they were being 
paid out of revenue, which 
short circuits expenses but 
also under represents revenue." 

Dunleavy said such actions 
are hard to detect. 

Dunleavy said contracts was 

just one of many problems in 
the department. 

"He doesn't have a policy in 
place or a system in place to 
handle the vacant buildings 
he's getting (from tax foreclo­
sures). He's the largest slum 
landlord in Wayne County," he 
said. 

Dunleavy said he would use 
a graphic imaging system to 
locate properties, determine 
where the city, county and 
state have properties. He said 
properties could be traded and 
then nearby properties could 
be bundled and sold together 
rather than sold at auction as 
is currently done. 

Dunleavy said Wojtowicz 
was instrumental in getting 
the law changed on foreclo­
sures. Previously, delinquent 
tax payers had five years to 
pay their taxes and were com­
pensated for their houses after 
they were sold and taxes and 
fees paid. Now delinquent 
taxpayers have only two years 
to pay their taxes and all pro­
ceeds from the sale go to the 
county. 

"He adamantly was after 
this law, he designed it and it's 
one of the things that's causing 
us major problems," Dunleavy 
said. "Why isn't he up in 
Lansing putting some sort of 
sunset provision on this?" 

Dunleavy said Wojtowicz 
has done some good things. 
He said he has done a good 
job investing taxpayer dollars, 
receiving better than average 
returns on low-risk invest­
ments. He said he has also 
done a good job in keeping 
people with foreclosure prob­
lems in their homes, rather 
than adding to the county's 
vacant properties. 

Dunleavy said he under­
stands that his chances of 
winning in heavily Democratic 
Wayne County are slim to 
none, but that he's concerned 
about how the department 
is run. He said he wants 
more transparency, an end to 
"buddy contracts" and better 
accounting methods. 

Treasurer cites collection 
record, foreclosure help 

Wojtowicz

A spike in tax foreclosures, 
a steep drop in investment 
markets and a huge deficit in 
the county budget have put a 
strain on the Wayne County 
treasurer's office. 

Raymond Wojtowicz, who 
has been the treasurer for 32 
years, has also been facing 

some stiff 
competi­
tion in this 
year's elec­
tion. In the 
Democratic 
primary, 
he faced 
a strong 
challenge 
from 
Wayne 

County Commissioner Phil 
Cavanagh of Redford, one 
of several candidates in 
the primary. In the gen­
eral election, he faces 
former Wayne County 
Auditor General Brendan ^ 
Dunleavy, a Republican. 

Wojtowicz stands by 
his record, citing a high 
90 percent collection 
rate on delinquent taxes 
while offering outreach 
programs to keep people 
facing tax foreclosures in 
their homes. 

"Prior to today's econom­
ic conditions, we have been 
ahead of the curve," he said. 

The Wayne County trea­
surer handles more than 
850,000 taxable parcels in 
Wayne County, with more 
than half in the city of 
Detroit. 

"Last year we had over­
whelming amount of tax 
delinquencies compared to 
past years, frightening to an 
extent that the total aggre­
gate delinquencies in dollar 
value was over $300 million," 
he said. 

Wojtowicz said that while 
he has been aggressive in

pursuing delinquent taxes, 
his department has also 
offered help to those facing 
tax foreclosures. He said 
unlike mortgage foreclosures, 
the county doesn't put a sign 
up at a foreclosed property. 

"Our outreach program 
has been moving forward 
so that over time we have 
developed a partnership 
with nonprofit organiza­
tions," he said. 

Terrance Keith, deputy 
county treasurer who sat in 
with Wojtowicz on his inter­
view, said that in November 
a supplement in the Detroit 
Free Press listed 18,000 par­
cels in foreclosure. 

"From that list we have 
reconciled either by pay­
ment or hardship applica­
tion, 78 percent of those 
parcels, some 3,800 by way 
of hardship applications or 
other arrangements made 
with our office," Keith 
said. 

He said a lot of those 
properties were vacant, 
with about 1,600 occupied. 

The county currently 
holds 8000 parcels. There 
is a procedure for auction­
ing the properties once 
they go into foreclosure. 
Owners have a two-year 
period to settle their tax 
debts. Keith said no occu­
pied properties were auc­
tioned this year. 

Wojtowicz said the 

county's budget prob­
lems have been affected 
by the current financial 
downturn. He said he has 
accepted the 10 percent 
cut in his department bud­
get requested by County 
Executive Robert Ficano. 

In 2004, then-county 
auditor general Dunleavy 
issued a scathing audit of 
the treasurer's Delinquent 
Tax Revolving Fund, 
charging accounting 
irregularities and ques­
tionable contracts. He said 
Wojtowicz refused to coop­
erate with the audit. 

"He's wrong, he was 
wrong then and is even if 
he makes that statement 
today," Wojtowicz said. 

Keith said Dunleavy 
was politically motivated 
because he supported an 
opponent of Wojtowicz. 

"The treasurer has been 
audited three to four times 
since then in regard to 
what he alleged to com­
plain about," Keith said. 

He added that practices 
at the office have been 
changed. 

"In addition auditors 
have come through and 
given us very healthy 
reports," Wojtowicz said. 

Wojtowicz said his 
department is looking 
at programs to use the 
vacant property in their 
possession. He said he has 
met with the director of the 
Urban Farming Program.

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Current financial crisis shouldn't be compared to Great Depression 

Money Matters

Dear Rick: My portfolio 
lias taken a beating over 
the last year. I've started 
to take more of an interest 
in my money. The articles 
I read compare what is 
happening today to the 
Great Depression. Do you 
believe the conditions 
today are similar to what 
they were before the Great 
Depression? 

There is no doubt we are 
going through difficult 

times. We 
have seen an 
unprecedented 
change in 
the financial 
markets, not 
only here 
but around 
the world. 
However, it is 
important to 
recognize that 
even though 
these are 

unique times, we fiave been 
through prior crises in the 
past. 

Over the last 20 years 
we have seen the crash of 
1987, the meltdown in the 
technology markets, the 
savings and loan crisis in the 
early 1990s and the terrorist 
attacks on 9/11. Although each 
one was somewhat unique, the 
common thread was that some 
commentary was comparing it 
to the Great Depression. 

Although I don't know when 
this current crisis will end, 
there is very little similarity 
to the Great Depression. 
First, during the Great 
Depression unemployment 
was at 25 percent. And there 
was a 50 percent foreclosure 
rate. Although foreclosures 
have been on the rise, they 
don't come close to what was 
happening during the Great 
Depression. And although 
Michigan has the highest 
unemployment rate in the 
country, it basically is a third 
of what it was during the 
Great Depression. 

At the time of the Great 
Depression, we did not have 
security laws to protect 
investors, nor did we. have 
insured savings accounts 
through banks. Although 
our regulatory structure has 
changed dramatically over the 
last 20 years, in reality there 
were no regulations at the 
time of the Great Depression. 

Another fundamental 
difference is today's economy 
is totally different. In the 
1920s our economy was a

We 
do not live in an American 
economy, we live in a world 
economy. 

I believe it is irresponsible 
for people to compare the 
economy today to the economy 
back in the 1920s. Many 
commentators bring up the 
Great Depression because of 
the shock value. 

I wish I could give you a 
date when the markets will 
turn around. I do know that 
we've gotten through financial 
crises in the past and there 
is no doubt that we will get 
through this one. The key 
is not to make short-term 
decisions for comfort that will 
cost you in the long run. 

Dear Rick: Like everyone 
else, I am nervous. I have a 

401(k) plan for r£h*ement 
and some IRAs. mabout 
two years, my mortgage is 
going to adjust. I owe a little 
over $100,000 on the home. 
I would like to pay the house 
off by the time the mortgage 
adjusts. I just received a 
settlement of about $75,000. 
What should I do with 
the money? My mortgage 
interest rate for the next two 
years is 6.5 percent. 

Since your goal is to pay the 
house off over the next two 
years, use the $75,000 to pay 
down the mortgage. This won't 
lower your monthly mortgage 
cost, however, the bulk of the 
money will no longer be used 
for interest but rather to pay 
down the principal. When 
the mortgage adjusts, you 
will have already paid off the 
mortgage or will owe a few 
remaining dollars. 

Factoring in all the tax 
consequences, paying down 
the principal on the mortgage 
is the way to go.

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ing his group's air-powered car 
in the hallway. "We have to 
tighten the axles to make sure 
it doesn't go left or right.

Students, who work in teams 
with one chosen as the team , 
leader, learn that making 
changes is a process that needs 
to be done slowly and care-
fully. 

"It takes a lot of steps, you 
have to make one change at a 
time," said Hannah Sterling, 
9, of Canton. "If you change 
more than one thing at a time 
you don't know what (the prob­
lem) is. 

"Today we were successful," 
she said. "We changed the axle 
so it would go straighter, and 
we finally got it to go straight." 
Anne Michelis, a quality 
engineer at Yazaki, said she 
didn't like science until she 
was in college. But, she likes 
the AWIM program because 
it teaches students at a young 
age that her profession can be 
fun. 

"It's a lot of hands-on 
instead of just having to sit 
and read books." said Michelis, 
34. "It gives them ownership 
and gets them motivated to 
move on to other science proj­

ects. 
"They learn to listen, work 

together as a team, listening 
to authority from team lead­
ers and time management," 
she said. "I think it will draw 
more interest to science and 
math." 

Volunteer engineers from 
nine area companies give an 
hour per week for a two-month 
span to mentor the young 
students. It's enough time to 
make an impact. 

"The engineers have been 
so supportive and work really 
well with the kids, really 
bringing it to life for them," 
said Joyce Napier, fifth-grade 
teacher at Gailimore. "The 
kids get to see real-life appli­
cation to what I'm trying to 
teach them, while at the same 
time having fun. 

"It's been a real struggle on 
learning how to work together, 
which is perfect for the real-
life situation," she said. "I 
want to teach them real skills 
they'll need to be successful in 
life... math, science, measur­
ing, predicting, adjusting. It 
will help them with their lives, 
their jobs and their careers." 

Teaching partner Vickie 
Krause said the AWIM pro­
gram is a look at science the 
way it is in the real world. 

"You've got your science 
knowledge, which is air resis­
tance and acceleration force," 
said Krause. "They learn those 
things, but now they have to 

apply their knowledge. And, 
when they use it correctly, it 
will match the goals... for the 
car to go straight." 

Along with volunteer engi­
neers, materials are paid for 
by the Society of Engineers 
Foundation, resulting in no 
cost to the school district. Don 
Manvel, CEO of AVL North 
America, is also a member of 
the SAE Foundation board. 

"We like to be involved 
in win-win situations," said 
Manvel. "We're helping young 
people get interested in math 
and science, which is impor­
tant to life. It's infectious for 
the kids to have real engineers 
come in, and for the engineers 
to connect with the teacher 
and teach to the real world." 

If the United States doesn't 
start finding more qualified 
engineers, AWIM program 
manager Matt Miller said the 
results could be disastrous. 

"We have an aging work 
force in science and engineer­
ing, and in about 15-17 years 
we'll have a huge deficit in 
the sciences and engineering 
professions because we aren't 
growing the right amount of 
talent," Miller said. "We have 
a crisis on our hands and the 
way to address it is to engage 
kids as young as possible and 
expose them to science and 
math. If they don't have that 
exposure, they aren't going to 
see engineering and science as 
an option."

Reaume gets nod 
for supervisor 

There are some good candidates in the field for Plymouth 
Township supervisor in the Nov. 4 general election: Incumbent 
Republican Richard Reaume, Democrat Mike Watts and 
independent Don Schnettler. 

Of the three, we believe Reaume should be returned to 
office based on the experience he's gained and the job he's 
done., 

Reaume has proven adept at certain aspects of the job. 
He works well with the Michigan Economic Development 

Corporation to make it convenient — and, 
more importantly, profitable — for business-

11 es to make Plymouth Township their home. 
Since 2005, more than a dozen companies 
have either located or expanded here, retaining 
nearly 3,000 jobs and adding 1,100 new ones. 

Reaume works very hard, and long hours, 
to get his job done. While the township hasn't 
undertaken a great number of new plans in 
his first term, Reaume is responsible for shep­
herding existing ideas such as the new town­

ship hall, the Ann Arbor Road corridor and the second water 
tower. 

While those ideas pre-date Reaume's administration, he 
correctly points out they still needed someone to make sure 
they got done. Reaume has proven effective at that. 

There are definitely areas for improvement, particularly in 
communication. Reaume needs to work harder at keeping his 
fellow board members informed of steps he's taking. There is 
some labor strife; for instance, there's no excuse for negotia­
tions with the firefighters to have taken some 30 months and 
binding arbitration to arrive at a contract. 

Perhaps most importantly, Reaume — whose micro-man­
aging style is notorious within township hall — must learn 
to trust his employees and let them do their jobs. We believe 
Reaume will find trust and a kind word will do more for fur­
thering employee morale. In a word, he needs to relax. He's 
got good people working for him. 

We really like Watts' ideas, particularly on recreation — 
he'd like to see a recreation center, golf course improvements 
and events such as a farmer's market brought to the township 
— and think he'd make an excellent addition to the board. 
And Schnettler has certainly proven he cares about the com­
munity. 

However, while Reaume certainly has some adjustments 
to make, we believe the township would be at best hindered 
— and at worst harmed — by the election of a third consecu­
tive first-term supervisor. 

Voters can save the township from that fate by returning 
Richard Reaume to his job as supervisor.

Farrand Elementary at 50: Great 
community, and great learning

N ancy Glodich of Plymouth 
Township has a lot of good memor 
ries of Farrand Elementary School. 

"I remember the principal, Ann 
Welch," said Glodich, born Nancy Hill. 
"She was really tall and shealways had 
a bun on her head. She would visit the 
classrooms." 

Glodich started at Farrand for kin­
dergarten in 1967 and 
stayed through fifth 
grade before moving 
on to Central Middle 
School. Older sisters 
Jennifer and Suzanne 
also studied at Farrand, 
which was the site of 
a proud 50th anniver­
sary celebration Sunday, 
Sept. 28. 

Jack Morrison, who 
like Glodich lives in the Lake Pointe 
sub, got to the celebration a few minutes 
early. His late wife, Betty, taught fourth 
grade there from 1965 to 1984. 

"I think it's a wonderful thing, just a 
wonderful thing for all these people in 
Lake Pointe," Morrison said of the school 
on Greenbriar. "This is a very special 
place for all of us. What a special occa­
sion this is. They're coming in by the 
bucket full," he said of retired staffers 
that sunny Sunday afternoon. 

Nancy and Jack are my neighbors, 
and seeing them at Farrand got me to 
thinking about the importance of a local 
elementary school in building a sense of 
community. That sense of community 
was evident at the gathering. 

Glodich's late mom, Inez Hill, was a 
teacher's aide at Farrand when Nancy 
was in upper elementary school. "There 
would be a talent show," said Glodich,

"I remember lots of projects in my 
classes," she said. Teachers were good 
at working with kids, said Glodich, 
who studied education at Madonna 
University and is a tutor. She, husband

Lockwood of Plymouth greeted Jack 
Morrison warmly that Sunday. Morrison 
then chatted with Carrie McManus, 
who teaches a third-/fourth-grade split. 
McManus, a Canton resident, is in her 
second year at Farrand. 

"It's a nice community," she said. "I 
went through all the schools myself." 

Hazel Berry of Westland, retired caf­
eteria manager, was happy to renew old 
friendships. "He said, 'Oh, my Lord, I 
never will forget your cooking,'" Berry 
said with a smile after talking to Carroll 
Nichols, a former Farrand principal. 

Farrand has had only six principals: 
Gerald Elston, 1958-68,' Ann Welch, 
1968-76; Earl Gibson, 1976-85; Carroll 
Nichols, 1985-90; Ann Kuhn, 1990 to 
2007; and Dana Jones, current. 

Berry was at the school 20 years, as an 
aide, assistant and manager, retiring in 
1976. 

Plymouth-Canton Chapter 528 of 
the Vietnam Veterans of America 
and local Boy Scouts officiated as the 
new U.S. and Michigan flags were 
raised. State Rep. Marc Corriveau, 
D-Northville, read a short proclama­
tion given to Principal Dana Jones of 
Redford. Jones and Corriveau were 
kind enough to help me with my rudi­
mentary photography skills (pro Bill 
Bresler was off that day), holding up 
the proclamation and smiling to make 
my job easier. 

Students were the stars, perform­
ing a new school song with the crowd 
joining in for the chorus.

The Better Business Bureau 
is warning senior citizens to 
be aware of an emerging tele­
phone scam that is preying on 
grandparents nationwide. BBB 
has recently received reports 
about grandparents from 
California to New Hampshire 
who thought they were aiding 
their grandchildren by provid­
ing money for an emergency 
situation but were in fact giv­
ing thousands of dollars to 
Canadian con artists. 

Generally, the scam works 
like this — the grandparent 
receives a distressed phone 
call from who they believe is 
their grandchild. The sup­
posed grandchild typically 
explains that they are travel­
ling in Canada and have been 
arrested or involved in an 
auto accident and need the 
grandparent to wire money 
to post bail or pay for dam­
ages — usually amounting to 
a few thousand dollars. While 
many seniors have reported 
the scam without falling prey 
to it, unfortunately, many oth­
ers have been victimized. One 

well-meaning grandmother 
in Wisconsin sent $15,000 
to scammers, thinking she 
was helping a grandchild who 
had been in an auto accident. 
Another woman from Ann 
Arbor, was recently stopped by 
a wary bank teller from mak­
ing a $10,000 withdrawal that 
she planned to wire to con art­
ists in Windsor, Ontario. 

"This scam is just despi­
cable because it preys on the 
emotions of seniors who want 
nothing more than to ensure 
the safety of their grandchil­
dren," said Tim Burns, BBB 
spokesman. "The key to avoid­
ing this seam is to remain 
calm despite the 'emergency' 
nature of the call and to verify 
the identity of the caller." 

The Canadian Anti-Fraud 
Call Centre is reporting a 
significant increase in com­
plaints for this scam. In 
2007, the Centre received 128 
complaints about this type 
of scam; since the beginning 
of this year, nearly 350 com­
plaints have been filed, and 
about half were filed in July 

and August alone. 
Law enforcement officials 

are not certain how perpetra­
tors are obtaining phone num­
bers for so many senior citi­
zens across the U.S. However, 
it is believed that scammers 
are most likely calling random 
numbers until they happen 
to reach a senior citizen. The 
scammers' basic tactic is to 
pose as a grandchild and let 
the unsuspecting grandparent 
fill in the'blanks. For example, 
the scam caller might say, "It's 
me, your favorite grandchild," 
to which the grandparent will 
guess the name of the grand­
child it sounds the most like, 
and then the call proceeds 
from there. 

To protect themselves from 
this scam, and other scams 
that may use a distressed 
loved-one tactic, BBB is advis­
ing seniors to confirm the sta­
tus of the individual by calling 
them directly or verifying the 
story with other family mem­
bers before taking any further 
action. 

BBB also advises that any 

request to wire money through 
Western Union or MoneyGram 
should be seen as a "red flag" 
and an immediate tip-off that 
the call maybe part of a scam. 
Funds sent via wire transfer 
are hard to track once received 
by scammers and are usually 
not recoverable by law enforce­
ment or banking officials. 

For anyone victimized by 
this type of distressed loved-
one call, BBB recommends 
reporting the incident imme­
diately to your local police 
department and contact 
your local Better Business 
Bureau by visiting www.bbb. 
org or calling (248) 644-
9100. If there is a request 
to wire money to Canada, 
the Canadian Anti-Fraud 
Call Centre has established 
the PhoneBusters hotline ' 
and Web site to report such 
fraud. Reports can be filed 
easily online through the 
PhoneBusters site at: www. 
phonebusters.com, or by 
phone, toll free at, (888) 495-
8501.

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Plymouth edges Franklin by a foot - Brindza's

Plymouth kicker Kyle Brindza 
proved Friday night that it's dif­
ficult to ice a cool customer. 

Brindza calmly drilled a 31-
yard field goal with no time on 
the clock — seconds after Livonia 
Franklin tried to ice the sopho­
more by calling a pair of timeouts 
— to lift the Wildcats over the 
Patriots, 17-14, in a drama-filled 
contest played at Franklin. 

The victory improved 
Plymouth's record to 6-1 overall 
and 4-1 in the Kensington Lakes 
Activities Association's South 
Division. More importantly, the 
tension-packed triumph earned 
the Wildcats a ticket to the 

Division 1 playoffs, which will 
kick off on Halloween. 

The Patriots' second-straight 
home setback dropped them to 4-
3 overall and 3-2 in the division. 

Brindza said he tried to 
keep his mind clear during the 
moments leading up to his game-
winning kick. 

"I've never been in a situation 
like that, with a kick to win a 
game," he admitted. "I just tried 
to block everything out, keep 
my eye on the ball and put it 
through." 

One Wildcat did get iced 
Friday night — head coach Mike 
Sawchuk, who was the target of 
an ice-water dumping during the 
post-game celebration.

Stackhouse shines in Chiefs' 57-43 win 
One-hundred points were

Earlier this year, a cochlear device was 
implanted in his right ear canal to help 
stimulate auditory nerves. 

"I'm very proud of him," Tim Baechler 
said. "Everybody has a cross to bear and 
he's got a big one. I'm proud of the way 
he's dealt with his hearing loss because, 
being a kid, it's not easy." 

It's nearly impossible for those of us 
with near-perfect hearing to relate to the 
daily frustrations hearing-impaired indi­
viduals experience day in and day out, 
Baechler noted. 

"The hearing aids not only amplify 
the sound of the person they're talking 
to, but they amplify all the background 
noise as well — even something as small 
as the wind blowing — so when Brocton's 
in a group of kids at school or at prac­
tice, he won't talk much because he can't 
understand what everybody's saying. It 
gets very confusing. 

"He'll get frustrated at football prac­
tice when, let's say, they run sprints and 
the coaches use verbal commands. He's 
like, 'What the heck?' He'll get upset, 
just like anybody would, but he always 
bounces right back." 

Two-way standout 
Brocton has thrived on the gridiron 

since he strapped on his first set of 
shoulder pads in third grade. 

A starting linebacker on defense and 
first-string halfback on offense, he rare­
ly leaves the field. 

"Broc's one of the best players I've had 
in the close to 15 years I've coached foot­
ball," , said Al Posa, OLGC's sixth-grade 

coach. "His skill level, his toughness, his 
desire to work hard...And everything he 
does well in practice carries over to the 
games. 

"When I first talked to Tim before 
Brocton's first season, we both thought 
he'd only be able to play defense because 
he wouldn't be able to hear the snap 
count and the offensive plays in the hud­
dle. But he's actually adapted very well 
to offense. He's never jumped offsides 
and he's never run the wrong play." 

To make life easier for Brocton, the 
Crusaders developed a series of hand sig­
nals to relay plays and formations from 
the sidelines to the huddle. 

"This is probably the only sixth-grade 
football team in the world where every­
body on the team knows the hand sig­
nals," said Posa, smiling. "It was the kids 
who actually developed the signals so 
that we could send the plays in to Broc. 
If whoever is signaling in the plays does 
this, this and this, the kids know it's a 27, 
36 or whatever the play is. The kids have 
gotten so good at it that we wouldn't ever 
have to huddle if we didn't want to." 

A Chief for life 
Jason, who has approximately 30 per­

cent hearing in both ears, didn't play 
football until his freshman year of high 
school in Chicago, where he lived before 
moving to Canton in the summer of 
2007. ' 

"I was a pretty big kid back then and 
the coach showed some interest in me," 
he remembered. "When I asked my mom 
if I could play, she said 'O.K.,' so I went 
'for it." 

While initially hesitant to let their 
son play, Jason's parents — Hui Xu and 
Jake — are now thankful he pursued the 
sport. 

"We are so very, very proud of every­
thing he's accomplished," said his mom. 
"Moving from Chicago last summer was 
something that could have been devas­
tating for Jason — leaving his school and 
all his friends. But the Canton football 
team and coach Baechler welcomed him 
like a family would welcome a son. His 
teammates are like his brothers." 

Considering his plight, Jason said he 
couldn't have a better coach. 

"He understands what I have to deal 
with," Jason said. "He's probably a little 
more lenient with me sometimes, but he 
demands the same from me as he does 
from the rest of the team." 

Jason has played an instrumental 
role in the Chiefs' 6-1 start. On Friday 
against Livonia Churchill, he registered 
six solo tackles and two assists. 

"Jason's having a great year," Baechler 
said. "I know his teammates really 
respect him because he's a good kid, a 
hard worker and he plays good football." 
v Jason said he doesn't necessarily con­
sider himself a role model. 

Baechler disagrees. 
"I know Brocton looks up to him," he 

said. "But really what it is for me to see 
a boy like Jason, it's more inspirational 
for me and my wife (Julie) than maybe 
it is for him because he's already-going 
through it. Jason has the same problem 
as Broc. He's a smart kid, he's a great 
student and he's a heckuva good football 
player. He's a good man. It inspires Julie 
and I to see the end result. 

"You always project your kid going up 
through high school. I hope Brocton is 
just like Jason."

Cole Dolan complains almost every day 
about his heavy backpack so when his mother 
Lauri Dailey learned about a workshop at 
Inspired Wellness she was eager to learn 
how to lighten up the load. Dailey not only 
took 11-year-old Cole, but her daughter Haley 
Dolan, 8, as well as their book bags. Kelly 
Hale, an occupational therapist and owner 
of the Birmingham center, provided tips for 
parents at the event held in conjunction with 
National School Backpack Awareness Day in 
September. 

"Cole is in middle school this year so he has 
a lot more books. Kelly showed how to balance 
the bag with a book on each side and note­
books in middle," said Dailey of Birmingham. 
"She tightened up the shoulder straps so the 
backpack sat higher to the shoulder." 

Hale knew right away when Cole walked 
in that she could help reduce the burden the 
backpack was placing on his spine. For years 
she had seen children coming in for problems 
with the spine and back. 

Inspired Wellness is a holistic center provid­
ing healing modalities and movement tech­
niques. Pre-conditioning is equally as impor­
tant as rehabilitation at the center, formerly 
known as Functional Fitness. In addition to 
services such as craniosacral and massage 
therapy, nutrition and life coaching, Inspired 
Wellness holds Pilates classes which can help 
prevent injuries in everyone from golfers to 
gardeners and new mothers. 

"Before the workshop Cole had the back­
pack on one shoulder. They need it on two. 
I encourage double strap backpacks and if 
there's a waist strap they should use it as well," 
said Hale of Bloomfield Township, "He was 

taught to properly pack it, to carry the text­
book to lighten the load. In general kids were 
carrying a lot more weight than they should. 
The most common mistake is overloading. A 
lot of schools are not permitting rolling bags 
but that would of course be a great solution. 
Some parents are buying them a book for 
school and a book for home but that's expen­
sive. 

"Haley was using a Messenger Bag. That's 
OK because in elementary school they have 
less books and homework. But in the future a 
backpack would be better." 
- For those who couldn't attend the work­

shop Hale is offering to assess backpacks. To 
arrange a time, call (248) 988-8098. 

During the workshop Hale also held a half-
hour class on Brain Gym, one of the services 
offered at Inspired Wellness. 

"A lot of kids come in for Brain Gym when 
they're having problems with concentration 
and focus. By using a series of simple exercises 
and movements Brain Gym can help a child 
or adult whether on the soccer field or for an 
exam or presentation. It's an alternative for 
managing ADD/ADHD." 

Cole Dolan used Brain Gym movement with 
success. 

"It's simple movement designed to connect 
body and mind," said Dailey. "You're crossing 
your hands and feet at the same time and it 
helps you take out the excess noise and chatter 
of the world and focus. It helped him narrow 
in the world. It was his best math quiz of the 
year. I tried it and sometimes these things 
seem like voodoo but I felt it made you stay in 
the here and now."

love. I wouldn't 
have changed 
a thing.

Knee pain would seem to present a straightforward problem. Both patient and 

doctor can identify the source of the pain while the redness and irritability of the area 
to touch would verify that knee pain is indeed the diagnosis. 

However, physicians circle the knee area with caution. 
The reason is that the knee includes a number of structures, which, when 

swollen, can imitate a knee joint problem. These other structures include the 
anserine bursa, the fibular bursa, the prepatellar bursa, and the infrapatellar bursa. 

A fall or prolonged work on the hands and knees provides a ready answer as to 
why one or more of these bursas became inflamed. At other times,- mainly the 
majority of cases, no such explanation is apparent. , 

If a doctor is to avoid an error in diagnosis, he. needs to use care in examining a 
red and painful knee. First, he cannot assume the problem is an inflamed knee joint. 
Second, he should check each of the bursa surrounding the knee to confirm that 
one or more of these structures is or is not the source of thepatient's pain. 

Often, the immediate treatment for knee area is injection of a steroid preparation 
into the involved site. Therefore, a physician must make a correct selection of the 
source of the pain if treatment is to meet expectations.

Reply: As you can see, ladies 
and gentlemen, we might just be 
getting some help from one of 
our readers.

Betsy wrote: We too, have one 
of the smelly Bosch dishwash­
ers. It seems like such a waste of 
water to run it just to get rid of 
the odor. Our solution has been 
to make sure you LEAVE IT 
OPEN after running a load, until 
it is quite dry (say overnight, or 
while you're at work). While it is 
rather inconvenient (especially 
since we have to close the dish­
washer door to get to the trash 
under the sink!) it really helps 
tremendously, and is worth it. 
And certainly don't go on vaca­
tion and leave it closed unless it is 
absolutely positively bone dry!

Bosch customer service line 
regarding the problem, someone 
told me that I should be running 
a dishwasher cleaner through it, 
implying that I was a an idiot for 
not doing this on a regular basis. 
Nowhere in the manual is this 
recommended, and my previ­
ous old clunky dishwasher never 
required such treatment (though 
of course we did use your Tang 
treatment on occasion). I gave up 
on the cleaners when I realized it 
only gave me a few more days of 
odor-free operation. 

The root of the problem maybe 
in its particular mode of opera­
tion. You may have noticed that 
the dishes do not dry unless you 
open it after it cycles? This is 
apparently intentional, designed 
to save energy, and to be easier 
on your dishes (by not "baking" 
them with a heating element to 
dry them) the side effect is that 
the dishwasher itself takes longer

The Chevrolet Corvette is a dream car for just 
about anyone, and the 2008 model delivers just as 
nicely as its predecessors have for the past 30 years. 

Though it's typical of sports cars to offer 
exceptional performance and looks, they tend to lack 
in comfort. The 2008 Corvette covers all the bases 
this time around, and the result is one quick, 
comfortable ride. 

Leather seats for two make the Corvette cozy and 
stylish, and sleek lines and smooth, aluminum 
dashboard inserts give the interior a modern feel. For 
a sports car, the 2008 Corvette is not only 
comfortable; it's roomy as well: 43.1 inches, or nearly 
four feet of legroom in the front seats and 37-9 
inches, or three feet, of headroom allow for drivers 
and passengers of all sizes to ride with ease. 

Despite the room up front, Corvette owners will 
have to get used to not being able to stow much in 
the trunk, as 11 cubic inches of cargo space doesn't 
exactly accommodate much. 

An easy-to-operate stereo system - with OnStar, 
XM radio and in-dash CD player coming standard on 
all models -just adds to the comfort of the ride. 

Busy drivers (or those more interested in going 
fast than bothering with complex controls on the 
main console) will appreciate the simplicity of the 
stereo system and gauges. Simple though the main 
console might be, however, it's just a little too plain-
looking for what the rest of the Corvette has to offer. 

Eight color options are available on the Corvette's 
base model, and all accentuate the car's classic body. 
Atomic Orange and Velocity Yellow are particularly 
eye-catching, and for the female Corvette driver, 
they're just right for grabbing attention on the road. 

Now let's talk about the fun stuff. 

The Corvette can go from 0-60 miles per hour in 
4.2 seconds and according to CarsDirect.com, that's 
quicker than a Porsche 911 Carrera or Jaguar XK8, 
and comparable to a Ferrari F430. Everyone has 
known the Corvette to be one swift automobile, but 
the fact that it can hold not just a quick candle but a 
big, fast torch next to foreign sports cars is pretty 
special.

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The 2 0 0 8 Chevrolet Corvette is as classy as it is fast, and anyone with half a mind toward race cars 
knows it. Chevy has been improving the Corvette since its inception, and this model is as good as it's 
ever been. 

A 6.0 liter, V8 engine powers the. Corvette around 
a race track or suburban road, and the car feels 
happy to cruise around either, boasting a top speed 
of 186 miles per hour. 

The steering is not quite as tight as it's been on 
past models, but with 19 miles per gallon city and 28 
highway, that can be overlooked. It might be a sports 
car, but the Corvette sure knows how to deliver. 

The Corvette isn't for everyone, though, and 
being base priced at $44,170 encourages a specific 
sort of crowd; in other words, there won't be many 
college students tooling around in these cars. 

Shifting in the Corvette has been improved, and 
the mechanism forcing a shift from first to fourth 
gear when accelerating slowly, in order to improve 
fuel efficiency, is much less noticeable than in 
previous models. 

CarsDirect.com praised the 2008 Corvette's 
ability to handle stop-and-go traffic with an 
automatic transmission, and claimed that little is 
sacrificed in the way of performance, when choosing 
automatic over manual. 

So, the Corvette is stylish, it's fast and it gets fairly 
good gas mileage. What about safety? 

Four wheel anti-lock brakes make stopping 
(possibly after letting that 430 horsepower, V8 
engine open up on a back road somewhere) no big 
thing, and just in case, the Corvette comes equipped 
with driver and passenger front impact airbags. 
There are also seat mounted driver and passenger 
side impact airbags and side impact bars to further 
stabilize the car in the event of a crash. 

Compared once again to the Porsche 911 Carrera, 
the Corvette remains on the top. While the Corvette 

does have a pretty high price tag, the Porsche blows 
it away with a base price of $72,400 - that's nearly 
twice the price of the Corvette. 

Power-wise the Corvette outshines its class 
competitor, as well. The Carrera's 3.6 liter, 325 
horsepower is no match for the Corvette on the 
road or track, despite Porsche's reputation for 
creating some of the fastest cars on the market. 

Inside, however, the Carerra has the Corvette 
beat: they might both be sports cars, but the former 
can hold four occupants instead of just two. The 
fact is, most Corvette owners don't buy them for 
racing purposes, so why not have some extra seats 
like the Porsche? 

Both cars are nearly identical when it comes to 
interior space, but the Carerra's cargo room caps 
out at a mere 5 cubic feet. 

I guess Porsche owners are expected to travel 
lightly, whereas Corvette drivers can pack a set of 
golf clubs, should the situation call for such 
supplies. 

Overall, the 2008 Corvette is a good buy... if 
you're in the market for a really fast, relatively safe 
sports car that manages to get decent gas mileage. 
If you're looking for a family car, avert your eyes.
