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Plymouth-Ganton Schools 
will begin a program next 
month designed to help 
keep financially struggling 
families fed through the 
weekend. 

The district's food service 
supplier Sodexo will partner 
with Plymouth-Canton in 
the company's nationwide 
Backpack program. 

"Our goal is to very qui­
etly send food home with 
students of need," said Mike 
Miller, district manager 
for Sodexo School Services. 
"There's roughly eight to 10 
pounds of food in a back­
pack each week. We found 
that's more than enough 
food to feed several house­
hold members during the 
course of the weekend. 

"Hopefully students will 
be better prepared Monday 
morning to learn and not be 
hungry," he added. 

Teresa Arnold, the school 
district's director of food 
and nutrition services, said 
there will be 20 families 
identified at each of two yet-
to-be-determined elementa­
ry schools. District officials 
hope the program can be 
expanded to the remaining 
14 elementary schools in the 
near future. 

"They don't necessarily 
have to be a family on the 
free and reduced lunch list, 
but it could be a family the 
principal knows is strug­
gling," Arnold said. "The 
backpack will be filled with 
canned goods, soups, pastas 
and foods that will be stable 
over the weekend. The back­
packs will be exactly like the 
ones students have, so no 
one will know what's in it. 

"We were shocked at 
how many applications 
we received this year for 
free and reduced lunches," 
Arnold added. "It's a 17-per­
cent increase from last year." 

Miller said food will be 
provided by Gleaners Food 
Bank in Detroit. During the 
past year, Miller said the 
Sodexo Foundation donated 
nearly $20,000 in support 
of the Backpack program. 

Arnold said the plan is to 
have Gleaners drop off the 
food at Salem High School, 
where the district's Food 
Service offices are located. 

"We're going to ask stu­
dents to help us pack the 
backpacks. That would be 
a great way to get them 
involved," Arnold said. "No 
one will know who the fam­
ily is that gets them."

Hopefuls add challenge to general election 
Dem thinks township needs own identity. Independent would have 'open government'

For years, Mike Watts 
watched as the winner of the 
Republican primary in the 
Plymouth Township election 
went on to an unchallenged 
victory in the general elec­
tion.

In fact, 
much of Watts' focus is on

"Plymouth is the lucki­
est community in the world 
to have a city manager that 
loves the city as much as the 
residents," Commissioner Dave 
Workman said, "and it shows in 
everything he does." 

As for some of the lower 
grades, Workman said it's a 
way to motivate Sincock to per­
fection. 

"It gets hard when someone 
is so good at so many things 
and then be constructive on 
how to get to perfection," 
Workman said. "We offer 
those pieces to strive to get 
Paul to be great in every area, 
getting him on board with 
some projects that he may not 
initially put at the top of his 
list." 

The Plymouth City 
Commission in August gave 
Sincock a 3-percent pay raise 
retroactive to July 1. His pay 
increased by $2,923 to an 
annual salary of $100,371 as 
well as five weeks vacation. 

"He's done a lot of consoli­
dating at City Hall, working 
with as few people as he can 
possibly work with," Mayor 
Phil Pursell said. "We've gone 
from 105 full-time positions to 
42 full-time. And a lot of them 
do double duty and have a lot of 
responsibilities." 

Sincock's salary increase is 
consistent with those give both 
union and non-union person­
nel effective July 1.

Neill announced the move to 
staffers at a meeting Tuesday 
morning.

not only confused but angry 
at what has happened. In 
addition, many investors are 
even mad at themselves. 

I've had many conversa­
tions with investors over the 
last few days and many of 
them are beating themselves 
up with the famous "shoulda-
woulda-coulda." In fact, one 
investor who approached 
me was beating himself up 
because he said, "I had a gut 
feeling that the market was 
going to take a tumble and I 
didn't follow my guts." 

Let's be realistic — no 
one predicted what was 
going happen and it does 
no good to beat yourself up. 
Furthermore, as a side note 
your investments should be 
guided by an overall strategy, 
not by gut feelings. 

Last week was a week full 

of doom and gloom, and fear. 
What the next few weeks 
will bring is anyone's guess. 
I know this advice sounds 
old and tired and easier said 
than done, but just like some­
times grandma's old remedy 
is the cure, it still works. 
During these times of crisis, 
investors must not make rash 
moves or let emotion dictate 
their decisions. This is the 
time that investors need to 
keep a clear head and focus 
on the long run.

Board should allow 
hall use for forums 

Candidates for Plymouth Township supervisor and 
treasurer took to the dais Monday in a spirited candidate 
forum hosted at the Plymouth District Library by the 
League of Women Voters of Northwest Wayne County. 

Unfortunately, unless you were among the people in 
the room at the time, you're never going to know what 
any of them said. 

And at least part of the blame for that lies squarely 
on the shoulders of the Plymouth Township Board of 
Trustees. 

The LWV wanted to have the forum in the brand-
spanking-new, state-of-the-art meeting room at the new 
Plymouth Township Hall, a room perfectly suited by 
setup and technology for hosting sueh a forum, as the 
LWV had done during the August primary season. 

Then came the Plymouth Community Chamber of 
Commerce, with a similar forum already approved by 
the township administration for the same room, with the 
same candidates invited. But chamber officials made the 
same mistake the LWV had made — not inviting unchal­
lenged candidates — thereby chafing the same egos the 
LWV had offended. 

That decision prompted the board to take a vindictive, 
last-minute vote that forced the chamber to find an alter­
nate site less than 24 hours before its scheduled forum 
— and left the LWV scrambling to find a new site for its 
own. 

The LWV turned to the library and found a willing 
host; unfortunately, the library has no facilities for taping 
the forum, and the cable companies — formerly a stal­
wart supporter of public information events such as these 
candidate forums — no longer provide taping services. 
That means there will be no cable television presentation 
of Monday's forum. 

On the other hand, had the township allowed the 
forum, it would have been easy to record it on DVD (a 
service for which the LWV was happy to pay at its forum 
last summer) and get it broadcast on local-access TV, as 
it has been in the past. 

Unfortunately, the township board has decided to cling 
to an attorney's opinion such forums could constitute a 
breach of Michigan campaign finance law, despite the 
fact board members have been given information from , 
the state election division contradicting that opinion. 
One of the exceptions the state allows is for non-partisan 
gatherings meant to inform people. That's exactly what 
the LWV forums do. 

We agree the township should have a policy on the use 
of its facilities. We also believe the public good done by 
allowing such forums far outweighs the negativity raised 
by politics or bruised feelings. 

Dunleavy is best choice 
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In heavily Democratic Wayne County, countywide 
elective offices are usually decided in the primary. This 
year is no different. 

Prosecutor Kym Worthy ran unopposed in the pri­
mary and general election. Register of Deeds Bernard 
Youngblood is unopposed in the general election. 
Sheriff Warren Evans and Clerk Cathy Garrett have 
nominal opponents in the general election. 

The only fireworks in this year's election has been in 
the race for treasurer. Raymond Wojtowicz, who has 
served as treasurer for 32 years, faced stiff opposition 
from County Commissioner Philip Cavanagh. The pri­
mary also attracted nine other Democrats to the ballot. 

On Nov. 4, Wojtowicz, 79, will face former Wayne 
County Auditor General Brendan Dunleavy, 48, the 
Republican candidate. 

In 2004, when he was the county auditor, Dunleavy 
issued a devastating audit of the treasurer's Delinquent 
Tax Revolving Fund. In the audit, Dunleavy was highly 
critical of the treasurer's accounting practices, the 
awarding on no-bid contracts and other "irregular­
ities." Dunleavy's audit says that when questioned 
for information, Wojtowicz refused to cooperate. 
Wojtowicz dismisses the audit as politically motivated 
and says current audits have given his department a 
clean bill. 

Dunleavy concedes that Wojtowicz has done a good 
job investing county tax dollars. He also says Wojtowicz 
has acted to keep people facing tax foreclosures in their 
homes. But he makes a strong case that the county has 
not a good job in handling foreclosed properties, help­
ing taxpayers before they reach foreclosure and being 
transparent in its handling of taxpayers' money. 

Dunleavy offers some interesting ideas on how to 
group and dispose of foreclosed properties and work on 
changing state law to give delinquent taxpayers more 
time to pay their taxes. 

We believe it is time for a change in the treasurer's 
office. We urge voters to vote for Brendan Dunleavy.

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Speak softly: Political signs can be a turn-off

Freedom of speech is certainly a 
good thing, but real estate pros urge 
caution if you're selling a home and 
supporting a political candidate. 

In this charged and partisan envi­
ronment, an Obama or McCain sign 
could be a definite turn-off to a poten­
tial buyer. 

"Oh, absolutely," said Ruth Martin 
of Livonia, an associate broker 
with Remerica Hometown One in 
Plymouth. She urges restraint "unless 
you're extremely passionate and don't 
care." 

"I have to admit I judge," Martin 
said of political signs. "You do judge." 

Agreeing is Keller Williams Realtor 
Nancy Austin, a Canton resident 
licensed in Ann Arbor serving Wayne 
and Oakland counties. "I would keep 
that house as neutral as I can inside 
and out," said Austin, this year's 
Realtor of the Year for the Western 
Wayne Oakland County Association 
of Realtors. She agreed free speech is 
important, but also noted you don't 
want to turn off a potential buyer with 
partisan statements. 

"Obviously people have a right to 
freedom of speech, but it could influ­
ence somebody," Austin said. "I'm 
really careful about politics" with cus­
tomers. 

When she writes letters to the edi­
tor, Austin is also cautious. "That's 
a separate, conversation for family 
and friends," she said of political dis­
course. 

Some pros recommend even taking 
down family photos when you're sell­
ing, but Austin doesn't think that's 
necessary, as it can lead to a "sterile" 
kind of environment. 

Martin's careful with politics while 
working as well, and doesn't run down 

competition. "You talk about how 
good you are." 

She recalled a grocery store strike 
years ago; her sister-in-law, married 
to a Teamster, was unhappy Martin 
went into the store for an Easter ham. 

"She said, 'I hope nobody ever buys 
a house from her.' But I bet she ate my 
Easter ham." 

His years as a marketing professor 
at the University of Detroit Mercy let 
Mike Bernacchi of Huntington Woods 

know that political signs can be a 
home sale turn-off. 

"When you're marketing your home, 
it's nice to be aggressive and always 
put your best foot forward," said 
Bernacchi. "Whatever messages you 
have please assess them." 

He agrees with Martin and Austin 
that today's political climate makes 
that particularly vital: "Of course 
we have such divisiveness today. 
Why would you take the chance?" 
Bernacchi said. 

He joked that a seller could have a 
McCain/Palin sign on one side of the 
home, an Obama/Biden on the other. 
"It would cause people to smile," he 
said. "It would signal patriotism to the 
nth degree." 

Bernacchi noted rewards aren't 
commensurate with the risk if you're 
selling in such circumstances. "Have 
the Realtor call you before or tell you 
which one to put in. Outside of that, 
don't do it," he said of presidential 
placards. 

His son has a Jeff Foxworthy mes­
sage on the phone which Bernacchi 
dislikes. "Why would you alienate 
other people in leaving that message? 
I told him I don't want to listen to 
this. 

"We don't need hurdles, we don't 
need preconditions," he said. "We just 
want a sale." 
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The day warmed up rap­
idly Saturday at Plymouth 
Orchards, and you could get 
homebuying or selling infor­
mation along with your cider, 
doughnuts and pumpkins.

MercedesrBenz didn't do much to its C-Class sedan 
for the 2009 model year. The new C300 has added 
front seat-mounted pelvic air bags, and the optional 
hard-drive-based navigation system now offers 40GB 
of storage space as well as Zagat restaurant 
information. 

But of course, that's the whole point: Mercedes-
Benz didn't need to do anything to make the C300 a 
great entry point for the brand for American drivers. 
Up against stiff competition from the likes of the Audi 
A4, BMW 3 Series, Cadillac CTS, Infiniti G35 and > 
Lexus IS, the C300 more than holds its own in terms 
of top-notch product quality and the distinctive 
experience of driving a Mercedes-Benz. 

The car offers a mix of driving involvement, comfort 
and high-tech goodies that overcomes the fact that its 
3.0-liter, dual-overhead-cam, 24-valve V6 engine may 
not be quite up to some of the competition - although 
with mileage of 17 mpg in the city and 25 mpg on the 
highwayj the C300 certainly compares that way. 

Sticker prices for Mercedes-Benz C-Class sedans 
begin in the low $30,000s. For the C300 4Matic that I 
drove, featuring an all-wheel-drive system, the sticker 
price was nearly $47,000. But it was Mars Red with a 
black leather interior, and it looked fantastic! 

Although the car's dimensions, suspension design 
and V6 engines largely carried over from the previous 
generation, the new C300 and other C-Class sedans 
gained an improved interior with higher-quality 
materials, the optional new nav system and an easier-
to-use control interface. The larger-sized nav system 
now has 6 GB reserved just for music. 

All C300s also can be equipped with the Premium 1 
Package that adds rain-sensing wipers, auto-dimming 
mirrors, heated front seats, and satellite radio. 
Optional - but definitely appreciated in the C300 
4Matic I drove - is the Premium II Package that adds 
LED taillamps, corner-illuminating fog lights, split-
folding rear seats, a power rear-window sunshade and 
bi-xenon headlamps. 

The classic 
Mercedes-Benz 

design lines in the 
C300 make it a 

great entry-level 
vehicle for the 

brand. 

In the U.S. market, the C-Class sedans come in 
three varieties: C300 Sport and C300 Luxury - both 
with the new 3.0-liter engine, which generates 228 
horsepower - and the C350 sport, powered by an 
existing 3.5-liter, 268-horsepower V6 engine. 

The 2009 model is a slight refinement of a 
completely new version of the C-Class line that was 
introduced in 2008, which represented improvement 
in a number of ways. The new line, for example, is 
nearly four inches longer than the old C-Class, at more 
than 182 inches overall. The wheelbase, at nearly 109 
inches, is about two inches longer than before. And 
more than anything else, the new C300 and its kin 
gained volume in the trunk, which now measures a 
competitive 12.4 cubic feet. 

And while BMW and some of the other entry-luxury 
competitors to the C300 offer plenty of zoom, there's 
something substantial as well as thrilling about driving 
the C300 4Matic. With 221 pound-feet of torque from 
2,700 to 5,000 rpm, and an automatic transmission

that offers seven gears - not to mention the road-
hugging guarantee of all-wheel-drive power - the 
C300 always seems to keep its feet. 

So while it takes only about seven seconds to move 
from zero to 60 mph in the C300, the car also seems to 
progress almost effortlessly in cruising mode. 

In addition to all these specific models, attributes 
and amenities, of course, part of the story of the new 
C-Class sedans is that Mercedes-Benz has been using 
them to make the point that it isn't going to disappoint 
American consumers as sqme past lower-end models 
have. 

So, for example, ads for the line have portrayed the 
company's heroic efforts to develop the vehicle over 
seven years - "because we promised you a Mercedes-
Benz, that's why," as last year's ads for the new C-Class 
line intoned. 

Rest assured that, in the C300 4Matic and its 
siblings, Mercedes-Benz has come through on its 
promise.

In the September 2008 
Lark restaurant newsletter, 
proprietor Jim Lark wrote, 

"The growing dominance of 
light beers in the U.S. could 
make one wonder why there 
is no similar degradation of 

wines. The 
answer: There 
is! However, 
insipid 
almost taste­
less white 
wines are not 
labeled 'light 
wine,'but 
rather, pinot 
grigio." 

We happen 
to agree with 
Lark, who is 
never shy with 

his opinions, especially about 
wine and food. Many pinot 
grigios fall into the category of 
citrus water, lacking attractive 
aroma arid flavor. 

Lark has not found a single 
pinot grigio that is attractive 
to sell by the glass. There's only 
one by the bottle, Maso Canali 
2007 from Trentino, Italy, at 
$40. 

PINOT GRIS FROM ALSACE 
"It's a mystery to me why 

pinot grigio, from either the 
U.S. or Italy, except for the 
Collio region, are not as good 
as pinot gris from Alsace," 
Lark continues. "The grape 
variety is the same, only the 
name reference is different. 
I assume it's the terroir. But 
it may be that Alsace winer­
ies are better at making wine 
from this variety." 

Lark's favorite Alsace 
pinot gris producers are Zind 
Humbrecht (although he con­
siders them pricey and does 
not have one on his regular list 
of about 100 wines) and Paul 
Zinck, which he offers at the 
Lark for $11 by the glass and 
$50 per bottle. "It's difficult 
to find a poor pinot gris from 
Alsace," he adds. 

DOMESTIC PINOT GRIS 
Adelsheim and Elk Cove are 

two of Lark's favorite Oregon 
producers of pinot gris. 

On his preference list, he 
places King Estate just slightly 
below them. 

Elk Cove Pinot Gris is on the

On this fine point, we 
don't agree with Lark. We rec­
ommend the pinot gris from 
all three of these Oregon pro­
ducers. 

It's interesting to note that 
by law in Oregon, the wine 
must be labeled pinot gris, 
never pinot grigio. 

MICHIGAN GRIS AND GRIGIOS 
Michigan is coming on very 

strong in its production of 
pinot gris, also labeled pinot , 
grigio, more w6 believe, for 
marketing purposes than style. 

In the 2008 Michigan 
Wine Competition, Chateau 
Fontaine 2006 Pinot Gris 
won a double gold medal. 
Winning gold medals are 2007 
Peninsula Cellars Pinot Gris 
and a blend of pinot grigio and 
chardonnay produced by Bel 
Lago. 

Local is the new gold, so 
consider Michigan pinot gris 
and grigios from these winer­
ies also: Bel Lago, Black Star 
Farms, Brys Estate, Chateau 
Chantal, Fenn Valley, 45 
North, Gill's Pier, Left Foot 
Charley, Longview and Round 
Barn.
