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Hollday season brmqs
out heart of donors

It’s worth noting the Plymouth Salvation Army Corps
kicked off its annual Red Kettle Campaign — the corps’
biggest fund-raiser and key financial provider — on
Monday.

Of course, the Salvation Army isn’t the only group
helping the needy during the upcoming holiday season.
‘Rotary, Kiwanis, Goodfellows, Lions and a variety of

other organizations are doing their best to make sure the -

less fortunate are able to enjoy a nice holiday.

The Salvation Army campaign is noteworthy for a cou-
ple of reasons.

That’s how much the need in our community has
increased. That’s how pivotal drives such as the Red
Kettle Campaign can be. Programs like this — and any
of the other drives, fund-raisers and campaigns run by
countless civic, church school and neighborhood organi-
zations — are hterally life-savers.

The Salvation Army has set a lofty goal for their cam-

Each week included one
practice — usually ona
Monday or Thursday — and
one Sunday afternoon game
for all 53 teams.

CLS 550 parked in your driveway and a client wants
you to drive from Detroit to, say, Cincinnati on short
notice.. .

~ Yes, that was my “challenge” recently that, largely
because [ was able to drive the CLS 550, turned into.a
privilege. After a 900-mile, two-day round trip, much of
it spent behind the wheel of this car, I can honestly say
that the experience - especially the time on the road -
was a satistying one.

That’s because the 2009 CLS 550 is incredibly
stylish, extremely responsive to drive, is very
comfortable, and gets respect on the road in subtle ways
that enhance the driving experience - and aren’t often
{mticed on a short jaunt or in city trips. More on that -
ater. ‘ -

Of course, you would expect all of that from a vehicle
whose base price begins at around $69,000. For the
version that I drove, the price tag was a cool $82,400.

And you'd also expect Mercedes-Benz to get it right
with the CLS considering that this basic vehicle type is
the company’s first really new platform in the U.S.
market since the company introduced the M-Class SUV
in 1997. It fits very nicely in between the automaker’s E-
and S-Class cars.

remains a smallish car. .

This kind of performance gave me extreme
confidence as a driver, both in city situations and on I-
75, that I was in good hands. Also, the CLS 550 must
simply reek of ready power, because in subtle but
unmistakable ways, I got respect from other motorists
in this vehicle that just isn't typical.

For example, several times when I was in the left-
hand lane on the interstate, going slightly over the 65-
mph speed limit in Ohio and not even feeling the
engine, vehicles would begin to position themselves to
pass me on the right, maybe trying to squeeze in ‘

~ between me and a slower vehicle in the right lane that
would be obstructing them. Not being an obstinate
driver, I made no move to block them - but most of
them backed off anyway, presumably because they
figured I could if I wanted to.
