If the Plymouth-Canton Marching Band 
makes it to nationals in Indianapolis again next 
year, it'll be doing it under its third director in 
as many years. 

The Plymouth-Canton Board of Education 
Tuesday approved the hiring of David 
Armbruster as the district's new director of 
bands. Armbruster 
accepted the posi­
tion this week. 
When he comes to 
Plymouth-Canton, 
he will be respon­
sible for the overall 
band program, as 
well as directing 
both the concert 
and marching 
bands. 

Armbruster 
replaces Martin 
Montoya, who led 
the band last year 
on an interim basis 
after former direc­
tor Marc Whitlock 
dropped out due to 
a family situation. 
Armbruster will finish school in Ohio, be in 
Plymouth-Canton for rehearsals in early May, 
then will move to the district permanently for 
the last week of school. 

"He's got all the qualifications we were look­
ing for," said Ray Bihun, the district's assistant 
superintendent for human resources. "He's a 
musician himself, he's taken his groups to state 
finals. He was the best interview." 

Armbruster has been the director of bands at 
Northmont High School in Clayton, Ohio, since 
July 2006. A Class AA high school with some 
200 students in three concert bands, the school 
is a consistent Bands of America regional final­
ist and national semifinalist. In two years, 
Northmont's concert band program grew from 
120 to more than 200 students. 

He's excited for the opportunity to work 
with a program with the reputation Plymouth-
Canton enjoys. 

"I'm excited at the opportunity to work in a 
district and a community that so readily sup­
ports music education and the arts and the 
advancement of this curriculum in the school

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Plymouth officials plan to hold the line on water bills, 
opting instead to absorb less-fhan-inflationary increases 
in the wholesale cost of water and sewage treatment for 
the next fiscal year. 

That means Plymouth's approximately 3,200 water 
customers will continue to pay a combined water and 
sewer rate of $10.15 for every thousand gallons. The cur­
rent rate went into effect last October. 

The typical residential water bill in Plymouth is 
$194.26 every quarter — $182.70 for 18,000 gallons of 
water and afixed charge of $11.56 for a five-eighths-inch 
water meter, the most common household meter size. 

"I think we've built up our reserves to a point where 
we don't have to raise rates this year," Mayor Phil Pursell 
said. 

I 'm always a little surprised when government doesn't 
charge more," Pursell joked, noting that as owner of 
Main Street Auto Wash, he is a major water customer. 

Businesses are billed monthly for water and sewer. 
Pursell said water bills at his car wash can range from 
$1,000 to $1,500 a month. 

Combined, Plymouth's wholesale rate for water 

(charged by Detroit) and sewage service (charged by 
Wayne County) is going up by less than 2 percent, from 
$22.29 to $22.70 per thousand cubic feet, beginning in 
July. A thousand cubic feet is about 7,480 gallons. 

Pursell and City Manager Paul Sincock said a 
new'contract with the Detroit Water and Sewerage 
Department helped keep down the wholesale price 
increase. The contract ties the price to Plymouth's water 
consumption during times when Detroit's system is 
experiencing the most demand. limiting so-called 
"peak usage" allows Detroit, arid thus Plymouth, to save 
on water delivery costs. Sincock said water customers 
should continue the voluntary odd-even system for lawn-
and garden-vratering, plus use sprinklers duringthe off- -
peak hours of 5 a.m. to 9 a.m. 

"Our residents have been very cooperative with us 
on the voluntary sprinkler-use programs and this has 
resulted in a drop in our peak demand periods, which 
helps maintain rates " he said. 

Plymouth's $3.9 million water budget pays not only 
for water and sewage treatment, but for routine main­
tenance and repairs, and the repair or replacement of 
water arid sanitary sewer lines auring the city's ongoing 
road improvement program.

What brews in Vegas ... 
Tea shop owner heads to national expo

When Plymouth business owner 
Colleen Cannon travels to Las Vegas 
soon, she'll have tea on her mind rather 
than roulette. 

The Livonia resident and owner of 
Tranquilitea on Ann Arbor Trail in 
downtown Plymouth will attend the 
World Tea Expo. She'll leave May 1 and 
be gone a few days, with the store closed 
May 5-6. 

"It is quite the education," Cannon . 
said of the World Tea Expo, which has a 
number of business sponsors. "It's quite 
the experience to be around all of these 
people who know so much about tea." 

Her husband will mind the store for 

Plymouth's Green Street Fair, flying out 
to meet her for the expo. "We thought it 
was important that one of us stay here for 
that," she said of the green fair. 

She's been in business three years, 
and at the Ann Arbor Trail site (which 
was the home of Beitner Jewelers) since 
November. Cannon chose to leave the 
corporate world. 

They were traveling in Tennessee and 
found a tea shop. "We looked at each 
other and said 'This is perfect for you.'" 
That business owner was helpful to 
Cannon with getting started. 

"We always meet up at the expo," she 
said, taking a break in her Plymouth 
store. "I'm looking forward to seeing her." 

Cannon's seeking certification with 
Level II as her goal. "There are such 

subtle differences you have to learn," she 
said. 

She cited orange pekoe, a type of tea 
leaf. It's a challenge to learn designation, 
countries of origin, decaffeination and 
other factors. 

When she reached Level I, she learned 
to differentiate white, black, green and 
oolong. The Chinese value white tea, she 
said, which they developed and contains 
the most antioxidants. 

Red tea is actually an herbal, Cannon 
said, without caffeine and served hot. 
Tranquilitea has a number of teas avail­
able by the ounce, with jars for sniffing 
indicating teas best served hot and/or 
cold. 

"It is really fun," she said of the upcom­
ing expo. "It's just amazing."

Local govern 
critics plan 
watchdog group

Critics of local government 
— and others who said they 
"only want to keep an eye on 
things" — gathered Tuesday 
evening at the birth of the 
Plymouth Township Citizens 
Committee. 

The committee's first meet­
ing, at the Plymouth District 
Library, drew about 20 
people, and organizer Carol 
Leroue said she was pleased 
with the turnout. 

"I want to get people 
involved in knowing what's 
going on," she told the group. 
"I know this is going to catch 
on once people know what's 
going on." 

Leroue said she wanted 
to encourage interested 
residents to attend Board of 
Trustees meetings and get 
informed about township 
government. Leroue also said 
she wants to start a petition 
drive to bring a referendum 
calling for term limits to the 
voters. 

"I think they get too com­
fortable," she said of town­
ship board members. Leroue 
said she'd favor a limit of two 
four-year terms. 

But that's impossible, said 
township Supervisor Richard 
Reaume, without changing 
state law, which currently 
doesn't allow for term limits 
in township government. 

Leroue and some others 
complained about what they 
called a lack of transparency 
in township government. 

"The township operates 
differently than a lot of 
places, and they don't have 

a lot of transparency," said 
Maurice Breen, a former 
township supervisor and 
trustee. 

"They control what goes 
out. They control how you 
see the township," said Don 
Schnettler, who twice ran 
losing campaigns for supervi­
sor, in 2004 and 2008. . 

Schnettler said he'd like to 
see a line-item budget and, 
on the township's Web site, 
the township "checkbook" 
showing exactly how money 
is being spent as it's being 
spent. 

Township officials coun­
tered that there is already 
transparency in government. 

"There's a public forum 
already ... it's called the 
Board of Trustees meetings," 
said Treasurer Ron Edwards. 
"There's a line-item budget 
in the clerk's office that any­
body can sit down and look 
at." 

The public can also look at 
lists of bills trustees are to 
vote on, said Reaume, and.

Do not risk losing it for 
nonpayment of property taxes.

Important Tax Information 
about Real Property: 

Know when tax bills are due 
and to whom they are payable. 
Do not assume that the seller 
will pay the taxes in the year 
of sale. If you do not receive 
a summer and/or winter tax 
bill, call the city, township or 
village treasurer where the 
property is located and request 
a tax bill. At the same time, 
check to make sure the trea­
surer has your correct mailing 
name and address. Do not 
send a check in the mail and 
assume that the check reached 
the treasurer.

Storyteller Debra Christian is a firm believer 
in her craft. 

"I will tell a story until I can't breathe any­
more," the Plymouth Township resident said. 
"It's that connection and humanity that people 
need." 

Christian is a speech and language patholo­
gist at Douglas Elementary in the Garden City 
schools. The mother of sons ages 23 and 24 
has been storytelling for 23 years, and is glad 
she could share stories with her children at 
school and Boy Scouts. 

Christian, the speaker for the Plymouth-
Canton branch, American Association of 
University Women luncheon April 25, began 
telling stories at work She found children 
responded. 

*1 realized there was more than just an edu­
cational value," said Christian, just back from 
Kalamazoo, where she spoke at the state PTA 
Conference. That group's theme was "Together 
We Are Stronger." 

1 told stories about strength," said 
Christian, who finds her craft the perfect 
vehicle to teach. 

At her AAUW program at Karl's Cabin, 
she began with a story of a trip years ago to 
Morocco in Africa with a girlfriend. "I was 
really excited," she said. "We took a ship across 
the Straits of Gilbraltar." 

They went to Fez, traveling through the 
Sahara which wasn't flat as she imagined. 
"There were a lot of hills," Christian said. 

She became ill, and needed a Coca-Cola to 
settle her stomach. She ended up with the local 
mint tea - and more than she bargained for in 
the appearance of a handsome man. 

"I thought that it was Omar Sharif" she 
recalled.'My stomachache went away." 

Abdul turned out to be a government agent 
assigned to travel with them. He was solici­
tous and got them settled in at their hotel, then 
asked her out. 

"I did make it back to the room by 10 
o'clock," said Christian, who'd left her passport 
behind with instructions to contact the U.S. 

Christian 

Embassy if necessary. 
Each day in Morocco got 

better with the two spend­
ing time together. Christian 
described the medina, mar­
ketplace, which was big. 'You 
could get lost in there," she 
said. 

She rode a camel, and was 
in Tangiers her final day 

where Abdul arranged a private tour of the 
Malcolm Forbes estate. He'dkvishfyfilled 
their hotel room with flowers and gifts. 

Abdul told her he had both bad and good 
news, the bad that he was leaving: "The good 
news is I still have 30 minutes," she told her 
laughing audience. "That's a whole other story." 

More recently, Christian took the 21-hour 
flight to Cambodia in Asia. "I was again going 
into a culture I didn't really have time to 
research," she said. From Phnom Penh she and 
her friend traveled into thejungle, where they 
needed to traverse a challenging course. 

"I'm looking at this mile, thinking I don't 
know," she remembered. "I'm not 23 anymore " 

They managed the trek, and a group of 
Japanese tourists took their photo to record 
the accomplishment. ."We spent the whole day 
at the temples," said Christian, who also saw-
Vietnam on that trip. 

In Vietnam, she visited silk markets and 
wanted a blouse made. There was a big sports 
event on, and the local women didn't want to 
sew that night. 

At 11:30 p.m. her hotel phone rang, and 
the blouse was delivered to the lobby. "Very 
good for big woman," the merchant said. 'Very 
good." 

Christian also rode in a rickshaw pushed 
from behind by a bicyclist: "If I die, tell my 
sons I love them," were her words at the time. 

She also told of trips to Poland, to a church 
said to heal people. Her first trip was with a 
Jewish friend who wanted to see the Black 
Madonna. She briefed him and asked what he 
thought when they came out. 

"He said You never told me to look up."' 
The second time at the Polish church with a 

girlfriend was a Holy Day, and the atmosphere jcbrown@hometownlife.com | (313) 222-6755 

was like a carnival. 
On that trip, a woman was bleeding from 

her face and bruised. "I was able to determine 
her husband had beat her. All of those people 
and not one stopped to help this woman." 

Christian helped to wipe her face with tissue 
and talked as best she could with the language 
barrier. She doesn't know what happened after 
the woman left: "But I've never forgotten her." 

Great stories come from home, too. Last fall, 
she had a kindergarten student who reached 
her heart. "I've been all over the world but 
sometimes it really hits when you're home." 

The boy said he missed his grandma. "She's 
in heaven. Do you know how to get there?" He 
said travel is in an airplane flown by angels. 

The boy told Christian she couldn't getto 
heaven just yet: "No, not now, because once 
you go you can't come back. It's out of the 
mouths of babes." 

She urged her attentive audience to share 
stories with loved ones. "Through stories, we 
share our life experience. We all have a story to 
tell. There's so many places, so many stories." 

Christian noted the importance of storytell­
ing in high-tech times, when the oral tradition 
can be forgotten. She also spoke of her belief in 
global diversity, keeping the stories of children 
she meets alive. 

She shared photos from her travels. 
"Storytelling is an ancient art and there aren't 
that many people that do it," said Christian, 
who praised those who helped her learn the 
craft. 

AAUW members and guests were glad to 
be at the Saturday program, which originated 
from President Jan Blumberg, principal of 
Henry Ruff Elementary in the Garden City 
district and Plymouth-Canton AAUW presi­
dent. 

"Jan knows Debra from Garden City 
schools," said Dawn Parker of Canton, pro­
gram chair and a second-grade teacher at 
Hoben Elementary in the Plymouth-Canton 
district. "It's very nice she agreed to be here. 

"She is a busy woman," Parker said in her 
introduction.

Cox: Cut taxes 
for all businesses 
and all residents

The state should not pick and 
choose which industries it gives 

tax breaks to 
but cut taxes 
for all busi­
nesses to help 
turn the econ­
omy around, 
Michigan 
Attorney 
General Mike 
Cox told about 
130 business 
leaders in 

Livonia. 
Cox, who's formed a commit­

tee to explore a run for governor 
next year, said cutting the new 
$2.6 billion Michigan Business 
Tax in half and repealing the 
$700 million increase in person­
al income taxes signed into law 
in 2007 are two things the state 
can do right away to encourage 
job growth. 

"Let's tell businesses this is 
the place to come,4' Cox said at a 
breakfast meeting of the Livonia 
Chamber of Commerce. 

A Republican and Livonia 
resident, Cox said Michigan has 
the third worst tax structure in 
the United States, according to a 
recent Tax Foundation study. If 
the state were to cut the business 
tax in half and repeal the per­
sonal tax increase, it would move 
to seventh best. 

"Michigan used to be the draw 
for the whole U.S.," Cox said, 
telling how his father immi­
grated nearly 60 years ago from 
Scotland to Detroit, the econom­
ic dynamo of the time. "It wasn't 
that long ago. Well, times have 
changed, but we haven't." 

Cox said offering tax credits 
to select industries like film and 
renewable energy, though help­

ful, isn't the answer. He said no 
governor has a crystal ball to 
predict economic winners and 
losers. 

"Warren Buffett—he still gets 
it wrong/' he said of one of the 
world's most famous investors 
and businessmen. "Who says the 
governor of Michigan gets all the 
right picks?" 

By giving across-the-board 
tax breaks, all businesses have 
the opportunity to compete and 
flourish, he said. ' 

Cox said a different fiscal 
policy by itself won't save the 
state, but it'll help it improve 
more quickly. Michigan's biggest 
competition isn't other countries 
but other states, he said. 

He said to make up for the 
lost tax revenue, the state could 
cut an estimated $187milhon 
by changing pensions for new 
teachers and health insurance 
for state employees. 

Many in the audience agreed 
with Cox. 

"I liked what he said about 
not picking winners and losers," 
said Steve Saules, a commercial 
lender with Key Bank, adding 
that he would support Cox if he 
were to run for governor. "That 
resonated with me." 

Satish Jasti, founder, presi­
dent and CEO of Lotus Bank, 
said Cox has good ideas for the 
economy. "We all knew that," 
he said of the way tax cuts work 
to spur economic growth, "but 
nobody's done anything." 

Kathy Jones, sales director 
of the Italian American Club in 
Livonia, said she thinks Cox's 
plan will work. 

She said she will vote for him 
for governor if he runs. "He 
should have run a long time ago," 
she said.

Every year thousands of students in the 
Detroit area assess the health of their local 
streams and rivers through the Rouge 
Education Project, coordinated by the nonprofit 
organization Friends of the Rouge. This year's 
spring monitoring event will be one of the larg­
est ever. 

Students may monitor up to nine different 
chemical parameters of the river, including pH, 
dissolved oxygen, phosphorus, nitrates, and 
fecal coliform bacteria. They will collect and 
identify benthic macroinvertebrates, such as 
insect larvae that live in the bottom of the river, 
crayfish and snails. They will also complete a 
physical stream survey, which includes docu­
menting the erosion of streambanks and mea­
suring the velocity of the water. 

"The Rouge Education Project provides K-
12th grade students with an exceptional oppor­
tunity to gain hands on experience in real-world 
science, learn about their local ecosystem, 
and form lasting respect for the community in 
which they live," said Rouge Education Project 
Program Manager Emily R. Hughes. 

The Rouge Education Project began in 1987-
Its mission is to promote awareness and stew­
ardship of the Rouge River watershed through 
school-based water quality monitoring, inves­
tigation and problem solving. In addition to 
water quality monitoring, students in the proj­
ect are encouraged take action to improve the 
health of the river based on their findings, and 
to consider how their everyday actions impact

their environment. The data that the students 
collect are made available to the public on the 
Friends of the Rouge web site (www.therouge. 
org) and are provided to communities in the 
watershed.

Food donors prove 
hosrtc uro hiifiii 

In this awful economy, with more bad news 
piling up day after day, foreclosures coming 
one after the other, and jobs being lost in 
record-setting numbers, families are often 
left wondering where their next meals are 
going to come from. 

A couple of weeks ago, t he Plymouth 
Salvation Army, an organization dedicated to 
helping just such families, had to be wonder­
ing the same thing. 

The pantry, a staple in the fight against 
hunger, was down to some 25 bags - less 
than a week's worth based on the 106 fami­
lies the Salvation Army - which serves the 
Plymouths, Northville, Canton and Belleville 
- had helped in March alone. It got so bad 
staffers had to hit the grocery store with an 
unbudgeted amount of money to shop for 
basics just to get by. 

They needn't have worried, though. 
Once word got out the need was there , 

•thd people, corporations and civic groups 
responded - as they always do. The phone 
started ringing. The money poured in. The 
food donations came in by the grocery cart-
full. 

In less than a week, the pantry shelves were 
br imming with everything from tuna fish 
to toilet paper. It's been a time of network­
ing and reaching out

for five generations, said in a note to the 
Observer. "The need is so great and with 
summer coming, it's going to continue to be 
great.

And the fact the Salvation Army 
got past this crisis doesn't mean there won't 
be another one. 

The need is r is ing - In the first th ree 
months of 2009, the Salvation Army serviced 
273 families, hitt ing a high point in March 
by seeing 106. That's more than triple what 
they saw two years ago (31 in March 2007). 

Didn't help out during the recent pinch? 
You get another chance Saturday, May 9, 
when postal carriers in Plymouth and Canton 
conduct their annual food drive. Donors can 
simply leave food donations on their porches, 
and postal carriers - who in our area have 
added "hunger" to the list of things (rain, 
sleet, snow nor dark of night) to the things 
that won't keep them from their appointed 
rounds - will do the rest. 

Considering the postal carriers brought in 
nearly 19,000 pounds from generous donors 
last year, the Salvation Army's food pantry 
should be in great shape. 

There's no dollar figure available for how 
much help poured in in such a short time, 
but the folks at the Salvation Army don't 
figure that stuff in dollars and cents any­
way. Their success is rooted in the size of 
the community's heart , something the folks 
around here continue to prove can't really be 
measured at all.

Do right thing 
As a Plymouth Township resident for 

over 30 years, I have always been a strong 
supporter of the schools. I've been active in 
my children's schools as a classroom volun­
teer and PTO member and officer. I have 
worked to help pass rhillage campaigns, 
and voted in many, many elections. 

In fact, I voted for many current school 
board members, because I trusted you to 
make decisions based on what's best for 
students. I had faith that, whatever the 
issue, you would carefully examine the 
facts, that you would be wary of any pos­
sible misrepresentations of the truth, wary 
of any information that might be, perhaps, 
presented as part of some political agenda, 
or as one individual's "ax to grind." 

I attended the Board of Education meet­
ing on Tuesday, April 21. Dr. Fiegel spoke 
briefly about making a difficult decision 
regarding the future of the high school 
band program, and I understand that a 
recommendation will be presented at the 
next meeting on Tuesday, April 28. 

It concerns me that this decision is such 
a difficult one. If you are, in fact, striving 
to reach this decision based on what's best 
for students, the facts should make it quite 
clear and simple. That is, if you truly have 
the facts to examine, if you have the truth, 
rather than misrepresentations by indi­
viduals who may not have in mind what's 
best for students. 

Letters from respected instructors and 
colleagues don't lie. Heartfelt testimoni­
als from parents and students don't lie. 
Glowing praise and high marks from 
MSBOA adjudicators year after year don't 
lie. As mentioned at the April 21 meeting, 
the timing of this action could hardly be 
worse — less than a month before the final 
concert of the year, weeks before gradua­
tion and all that is involved with that mile­
stone for the bands' graduating seniors. 

Then, there's the issue of auditions for 
the 2009-10 school year. I'm wondering 
how many people have a realistic idea of 
what is involved in this process. 

It's not just Amy Boerma who is affected 
by your decision. It's all of the high school 
band students. It's all of the eighth-grade 
band students preparing to audition for a 
place in the program. The effects of your 
decision are far-reaching, beyond P-CEP, 
beyond the Plymouth-Canton commu­
nity, even beyond other band programs in 
Michigan. 

If you have read the letters on the online 
petition that continues to grow every day, 
you will realize that band programs all 
over the country are watching the turn of 
events here in Plymouth-Canton. I hope 
that you, as elected officials given the 
responsibility to do what's best for stu­
dents, realize that you are not bound to 
accept the recommendation that will be 
presented to you. 

It's time for you to make a stand. It's 
time for you to make it clear to the admin­
istration that you are committed to doing 
what is best for the students whose parents 
have entrusted you with the education of 
their children. It's time for you to send the 
message to the administration that this 
is not the time or place for ax-grinding, 
truth-twisting, deceit, or vindictiveness. 

Doing the right thing for students begins 
at the top. It is not the time or place for 
anyone in the administration to turn 
and look the other way. Regardless of the 
length of time spent in this school dis­
trict, it is irresponsible to choose not to be 
involved.

The 39th Annual Observerland 
Boys Track & Field Relays — which 
is the equivalent to auto racing's 
Indy 500 when it comes to seizing 
the area's track-and-field brag­
ging rights — will unfold Saturday 
afternoon at Livonia Churchill 
High School.

Fluff would drop two balls in 
the bunker;Tiger would hit each ball, 
with the first coming out low and 
with a lot of spin.The second would 
be high and soft and both would 
land next to the hole. Over and over 
they practiced this drill, alternating 
between the two types of shots. Oh 
yeah, the whole time he held his left 
arm behind his back and was making 
the shot just gripping the club in his 
right hand. 

• He is a great athlete. If he 

weren't a great golfer, he is so strong 
arid so fit; you could easily envision 
him as a star NFL Defensive halfback 
or an NBA point guard. 

• He is handsome and has a 
stunningly beautiful wife and two 
healthy kids are the All American 
family. He looks so strong you aren't 
surprised when you read about his 
workout regimen. So the guy looks 
like a stud and truly is dressed for 
success on the course. His clothes 
complement his physique, and he is 
simply the total package. No surprise 
that women, young and old are 
absolutely drawn to him. But the fact 
is guys are drawn to him, too. I have 
seen more men in their Sunday red 
shirts arid Tiger Nike golf caps 
because it is Tiger cool. 

• He has succeeded in making 
thoughtful comments about the stuff 
he knows about, golf.

He just 
seems to thrive under pressure and 
seek out those opportunities when 
he has to perform when everything 
is on the line. We all have watched in 
awe as he has rolled in putts to win 
the Arnold Palmer Invitational at 

Bayhill on the 18th green the last 
two years in a row. How about the 
putt on 18 to force the playoff with 
Rocco Mediate atTorrey Pines South 
at last year's, U.S. Open?

• When Tiger returned to his first 
tournament this spring in Arizona 
following knee surgery and an 
extended period of rehabilitation, 
there were a couple of schools of 
thought on how he would perform.

Section by section the Plymouth Oratorio 
Society assembled in an orderly manner for the 
final rehearsal before their May 3 concert at First 
United Methodist Church in Plymouth.

National Realtor group warns of rental scam 
The National Association of Realtors' 

name is being used as part of a property 
rental scam in which rental property 
is offered to consumers, who are led to 
believe that NAR is functioning as an 
intermediary to receive rental deposits 
from prospective tenants: 

"NAR is not involved in this business 
and has contacted law enforcement offi­
cials to request that the matter be inves­
tigated. We encourage any consumers 
who maybe affected to file a complaint," 
said NAR President Charles McMillan, a 
broker with Coldwell Banker Residential 
Brokerage in Dallas-Fort Worth. 

The scam claims that on receipt of a 

deposit, NAR will deliver the keys to 
the property to the tenant. Prospective 
tenants are instructed to send money 
via Western Union to NAR's purported 
agent in the United Kingdom. 

Some of the listings have been posted 
on Graigslist, which reportedly has had 
difficulty in tracing the original listings. 
NAR does not have an escrow service, or 
function as an intermediary to receive 
rental deposits. 

Some of the scam listings also refer 
to or propose using a "Residential Lease 
Package" that includes a form lease that 
purports to be a document prepared by 
or otherwise associated with NAR. NAR 

was not involved in creating or produc­
ing the "Residential Lease Package" or 
other lease form, and does not recom­
mend, support, or encourage use of those 
documents. 

Consumers who have encountered 
this scam may file a complaint with 
the Internet Crime Complaint Center, 
sponsored by the Federal Bureau of 
Investigation and the National White 
Collar Crime Center. 

"Our mission is not only to protect 
consumers in the real estate transac­
tion, but also guard them against fraud," 
McMillan said.

Q: We have a purchase agreement 
as a seller where the buyer 
terminated the purchase 
agreement and our purchase 
agreement provided that our 
remedy was to keep the deposit as 
liquidated damages. The property 
has gone down in value and we want 
to be able to pursue the purchaser. 
Do you think we have a basis? 

A: Based upon a recent 
Michigan 
Court of 
Appeals 
decision, the 
exclusive 
remedy 
provision is 
enforceable 
as your sole 
remedy even 
though there 
has been a 
fluctuating real 

estate market. The court will 
look at the plain meaning of 
the contract in the future, and 
you may want to reconsider 
what you put in as a liquidated 
damage clause and/or to 
preserve other remedies. 

Q: Our association is trying to 
determine what records to keep 
confidential from co-owners who 
are upset with the board and want 
to look at the books and records. 
Do you have any comments as to 
what their entitled to? 

A: It all depends upon your 
documents, and their request 
to look at the records must 
not be for commercial use or 
their personal financial gain. 
Assuming-that-they-have-a 
right to look at them, I would 
not give them the following, to 
wit: 

1. Documents supplied by 
individual members containing 
personal information not 
directly related to the business 
of the association; 

2. Individual personnel files 
including job evaluations and 
disciplinary actions; 

3. Any letters or e-mails sent 
by the association's attorney 
to a board member or to the 
association manager if that 
letter or e-mail is subject to the 
attorney/client privilege. The 
same goes for the attorney's 
confidential oral advice if it is 
recorded in meeting minutes or 
if the communication contains 
legal advice and was prepared 
in contemplation of actual or 
possible litigation; 

4. Other records involving a 
pending or anticipated lawsuit; 

5. The process in negotiating 
a contract is a very sensitive 
one and often involves 
confidential information 
including bids and other 
information relevant to it 
which should be protected. 

You are best advised to 
consult with your association 
attorney who should help you 
with this matter.
