West Middle School eighth-grader Kiersten
Vala spent about an hour living the life of a Civil
War soldier Wednesday, being brought to atten-
tion, hearing battle calls and marching.

And she didn’t mind it a bit.

Vala and nearly 300 classmates were inducted
into the Union Army care of Michael Deren of Ann
Arbor-based The Past in Person, a one-man show
in which Deren, a former teacher and musician,
uses multiple characters to teach children a little of
what life was like for Civil War-era Americans.

“I thought it was fun,” said Vala, a 13-year-
old from Plymouth who was called upon to help
deliver a lesson about the American flag. “It was
interesting to learn things, like how many people
died. I knew it was a lot, but I didn’t know it was
that many.”

It’s one of the first facts Deren 1mparted dur-
ing his 45-minute long show: Some 620,000
Americans lost their lives on both sides of the war,
a figure he said comes out to about 450 per day.

Deren, who has a bachelor’s degree in music

education from the University of Massachusetts
and a master’s in woodwind instruments from the
University of Michigan, travels the state teaching
facts like that, using history and — most notably
— music to imbue students with a sense of what
life may have been like for Civil War soldiers.

“I've always had a love of music,” said Deren, a

former music teacher who incorporated a bugle
and a fife among the instruments he used for the
assembly. “I love to integrate music and history.

Deren’s presentation takes the troops back to
April 1, 1865, and imparts a variety of facts:

« The average Union soldier stood 5-foot-8 and
weighed 147 pounds.

“He was a white, Protestant farmer who, for
most of his life, hadn’t been five miles away from
home,” Deren said.

Last week, some 250,000
people took part in a one-day
“shoe off” event sponsored by
the TOMS shoe company to
raise awareness about third-
world children not lucky
enough to have shoes.

When an estimated 200
students at Plymouth-Canton
Educational Park showed up
sans shoes Thursday to join in
the effort (P-CEP was out on
Easter break when the nation-
al campaign happened), that
number grew.

But only for about an hour.

Plymouth-Canton adminis-
trators broke up the shoeless
effort, which drew nearly 700
pledges in a Facebook recruit-
ment effort, near the end of
first hour, telling students that
safety comes first and disap-
pointing those who were try-
ing to make a statement.

“In my opinion, if the event
was publicized to the point
where the school administra-
tion knew about it, and they
truly were concerned about
student safety, they would have
informed the students prior” to
Thursday morning, an hour into
the drive, said Justin Heck, the
Plymouth High School junior
who organized the effort. “I
understand it could be a safety
issue, but for them not to tell us
prior ... kids were excited about
taking part.”

Heck, a 16-year-old from
Canton, said he originally pro-
posed the idea on Facebook,
and got immediate response
from friends, Those friends
told other friends and soon,
Heck said, some 700 people
had pledged to take part. He
doesn't think that many actu-
ally came to school Thursday -
without shoes, but he thinks
the number was substantial.

“I saw about 15 kids just on
my way from my car to class,”
Heck said. “I'd put the number
between 150 and 200.”

The TOMS effort - “One Day
Without Shoes” - was created

dren have to walk many miles
a day without shoes to obtain
basic necessities such as water,
according to the TOMS Web
site. Their lack of shoes not
only can increase their chanc-
es of infections and diseases,
but many countries do not
allow children to attend school
if they are barefoot.

According to TOMS’ Web
site, more than a quarter of a
million people participated in
1,600 One Day Without Shoes
events around the world.

Heck wanted to be part of
that. He said he emailed dis-
trict administrators - and got
one automated reply saying
someone would get back to
him. He sent an e-mail on April
1 directly to Park Principal Bill
Zolkowski, telling the principal
about the event and asking him
“to get back to me” if there were
an issue.

No such reply ever came,
Heck said, so he went on

‘with the planned event. On

Thursday, toward the end of
first hour, an announcement

was made that the administra-
tion, while they understood
the motive behind what they
called the “widely publicized”
event, student safety had to
come first.

“The size, the crowds ... all of
that made it an impossibility,”
Zolkowski said. “We were a
little late coming to this dance,
because the national one was
a week earlier. We think it’s a
terrific cause, it’s a wonderful
way for kids to expand their
horizons and increase our
sensitivity to the problem, but
we have to figure out a way we
can do it safely.”

- Heck said he understands the
need for student safety, he just
wishes - with more than two
weeks’ notice - the administra-
tion had stepped in before every-

_one got so excited to take part.

“It raises awareness because
generally, at least in high
school, some kids aren’t grate-
ful for the shoes on their feet
and they don’t think about
kids who don’t have them on
a daily basis,” Heck said. “By
living a day in their ‘shoes,’

Rotarian exchange student
shares African experience

At 21, Joe LaRiche of

Northville Township doesn’t

remember the days when
South Africa’s apartheid sys-

tem became a cause for protest
‘in the U.S. His time in the

African country as a Rotary
exchange student showed him

there’s still room for advance-

ment in race relations there.
“There’s still a lot of evidence
of apartheid,” the Schoolcraft
College liberal arts student
said of his studies in 2006-07.
When he went shortly after his

- graduation from Northville

High School, he noticed some
areas were all black.
He wore his exchange stu-

~dent jacket while speaking

Thursday to Westland Rotary.
“It’s a nice little memento,”
LaRiche said of the jacket, cov-

“ered with banners and buttons

given to him in his travels.

“Rotary Youth Exchange is
amazing,” said LaRiche, who
left at age 17 to live south of
Johannesburg with his first
host family. “I'm a different
person since I came bac

The first “father” spoke
mostly Afrikaans, the mother
mostly English. They had

three daughters, including a
foreign exchange student, now
enrolled at Brlgham Young
University in Utah. ‘

LaRiche, whose family owns
the LaRiche car dealership in
Plymouth Township, showed
pictures of a “Braai,” or “bar-
becue on steroids.. Any kind of
meat you can think of,” includ-
ing occasional ostrich or wart-
hog steaks, he said.

He attended a school for
grades 8-12, although he’d
already graduated, taking part
in discussions in class and get-
 ting grades that didn't really

- count. Instruction at his school

was in both languages.

His headmaster in South
Africa asked him to cut his
hair. LaRiche played on the
school rugby team, and drew
laughs with a photo of himself
with a three-part mohawk for
his initiation.

He and others hiked to the:
top of Table Mountain, There
were trips with his second and
third host families, as well as
with counselors for the pro-

-gram and the Rotary district.

The drinking age there is
18, although LaRiche couldn’t
drink, date or drive due to
Rotary restrictions. - »

“They have a lot of activi-

ties for us to do like jumping
off this pier,” he said of one
photo. He visited the Kruger
National Park in South Africa,
along with a trip to nearby
Mozambique and Swaziland
with his third host family.

- “The scenery changes, the
landscape changes,” he said of
entering those African coun-
tries.

Mozambique has had sig-
nificant economic problems,
he told Rotarians. Central
Johannesburg in South Africa
is well-maintained, he said,
but other parts of the city are
controlled by Nigerian drug
lords and best avoided.

LaRiche, son of Scott and
Dawn, is glad he traveled
abroad.

“It’s a really good way to
experience a culture first-
hand,” said LaRiche, whose
dad and grandfather, Lou, are
active Rotarians, exposing him
to the program.

Athletics play pivotal role at Ladywood

Although Livonia Ladywood High is
marking its 60-year anniversary April 25
with a special Mass, there’s been 34 years
of celebration since the Blazers became
amember school of the Michigan High -
School Athletic Association.

Numerous championship banners adorn
the walls inside the gymnasium, a $2.1
million structure that was dedicated Feb.
2,1992.

The all-girls Catholic school has enjoyed
its share of success at the state level and
offers one of the most comprehensive ath-
letic programs in the state.

Ladywood currently fields 33 vari-
ous teams at the varsity, JV and fresh-
man levels. Approximately 73 percent of
Ladywood’s student body participates in at
least one sport.

By next season it will be a total of 20
sports as pom pon arrives on the scene.

Among the MHSAA sports Ladywood
offers are volleyball, golf, cross country
and swimming in the fall; basketball, com-
petitive cheer, bowling and skiing in the
winter; track and field, softball, tennis and
lacrosse in the spring.

Additionally, the Blazers also field
teams in field hockey, ice hockey, figure
skating, equestrian and even snowboard-
ing, - ’

“The biggest challenge is to keep up -
with what kids like as far as what we
offer,” Ladywood Athletic Director
Sal Malek said. “What happens in the
Olympics usually comes to us two years
later..

“The other big challenge is finding
coaches and finding people who are dedi-
cated and have the time to coach. :

Malek juggles many balls while over-
seeing all the different sports. He receives
ample help from his athletic secretary
Janet Horal and his assistant A.D. Bill
Williams.

Many of Ladywood’s teams play off-
campus, including bowling (Woodland
Lanes and Oak Lanes), cross coun-
try (Cass Benton Park), swimming
(Livonia Community Rec Center), tennis
(Schooleraft College), equestrian (Wayne
County Fairgrounds), golf (St. John’s in

- Plymouth), skiing (Alpine Valley), figure

skating (Westland’s Modano Arena) and
ice hockey (Arctic Pond and Arctic Edge).

“We have a lot of great arrangements,”
Malek said. “The people we have been
dealing with have been wonderful”

The year 1996 also marked an impor-
tant step in the overall development of
Ladywood’s outdoor sports programs with
the construction of the Michael Polsinelli
Athletic Complex, which now features
soccer-lacrosse, softball and field hockey -
fields, along with a 400-meter track and
bleachers. There is also a concession stand
adjacent to the track and school.

“Atthe tlme, we had nothing,” Malek

said about prior to 1996. “Our track team

practiced in the parking lot. We played
softball at Bicentennial Park (in Livonia).
We had a soccer field, but we had man-
hole covers that came into play. We only

‘played soccer when we didn't geta flood.”

Polsinelli was a building contractor and
avice president at the time for Schostak
Brothers. He was also a classmate of

. Malek during their days at the University

of Detroit Jesuit H.S. .

- “Michael had the vision and he was
going to find a way to get an athletic com-
plex,” Malek said. “He was on our board
and his daughter ran track and cross
country for us. He was a good fit for us.”
