The local, economy is in the 
midst of a recovery that seems 
to have started in the past few 
months, area business people 
say. 

An informal survey of exhibi­
tors at Monday's Plymouth 
Showcase, which gave nearly 
100 businesses and organiza­
tions a chance to market their 
products and services to hun­
dreds of people at the Inn at St. 
John's, found positive attitudes 
on the economy that ranged 
from cautious to enthusiastic. 

"We've got a lot of people 
switching over to Ford," 
said Ryan M. Kolb, opera­
tions manager at Hines Park 
Lincoln Mercury in Plymouth 
Township. Year-to-date sales 
are up-about 20 percent over 
the same period last year, Kolb 
said. 

"It's definitely an improve­
ment over a year ago," said 
James Voepel, the owner of Sun 
Home Improvement Co., also 
in the township. Business is up 
about 30 percent this year com­
pared to the first few months of 
last year, Voepel said. 

"I think people just feel a little 
bit more comfortable in the 
.economy," he said. 

New Hines Park custom­
ers, Kolb said, sometimes 
say they've switched brands 
because they're impressed with 
Ford quality, or because they 
like that fact that Ford didn't 
take federal assistance, as did 
its domestic competitors. 

Outside the dealership, 
among people with whom he 
talks and does business, things 
also seem to be improving,

"slowly but surely," Kolb said. 
"I'm definitely optimistic." 

Voepel had a similar report: 
"Everybody I talk to, seems like 
business is getting better," he 
said. 

At Sun, he said, customers he 
are showing more confidence 
in the economy, and also say 
they're motivated by federal 
tax credits available for some 
improvements, such as energy-
saving windows. 

Customers also mention, 
Voepel said, that they want to 
maintain and improve their 
houses as an alternative to sell­
ing them in a depressed real-
estate market. 

The recovery has also pro­
vided room for small business 
startups. 

Lori Sullivan, who left 
General Motors Corp.'s Saturn 
division just over a year ago, 
runs a Plymouth consulting 
business, One Shade Greener, 
that helps people and compa­
nies reduce their impact on 
the environment, and has a 
related business, Fingerprints 
Marketing. 

"With any business, it takes 
time," she said. But her ventures 
are starting to gain momentum, 
she said. 

At Showcase, Sullivan was 
displaying some of the jewelry 
she makes out of old beer bottle 
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Streetscape improvements in downtown 
Plymouth, including new traffic lights and 
a compass design painted and carved into a 
new concrete intersection at Main Street and 
Ann Arbor Trail, should have their debut with 
Monday's 8:30 a.m.

New asphalt pavement — on Main between 
Ann Arbor Tail and Penniman and on Ann 
Arbor Trail between Union and Forest — was 
completed Tuesday evening, Buzuvis said. 
Officials expected the intersection of Forest and 
Ann Arbor Trail to be opened late Wednesday or 
by some time Thursday at the latest, he said. 

At the Main-Ann Arbor Trail intersection, the 
compass design was being sealed and new mast 
arms for the traffic lights were being put up, he 
said. The latter project required electrical work 
that was expected to last into Thursday and per­
haps Friday. 

Striping crews were busy mapping out lane 
markers and parking spots on Wednesday and 
were to stripe them on Thursday, Buzuvis said. 
Five new parking spaces on Penniman between 
Main and Harvey will bring the total on the 
block to 82, Buzuvis said. 

Other work to finish up included cleaning up 
the traffic island on Main Street (where a new 
mid-block crosswalk has been put in) and rein­
stalling benches in the area. 

This spring's streetscape work was part of a 
three-phase, $2 million DDA improvement proj­
ect designed to update the downtown look and 
improve traffic and pedestrian safety. The next 
phase of the work is scheduled to start in the 
spring of 2011.

Officials at Wayne RESA needed school districts 
representing 51 percent of the county's public school 
students to ask for a ballot initiative that would have 
created a countywide 1.9-mill school enhancement 
millage to help financially struggling school districts. 

They didn't get it. 
Already facing an uphill battle when three of 

the county's larger districts — Dearborn, Livonia 
and Plymouth-Canton — decided not to take part, 
RESA's initiative was killed last week when offi­
cials at Detroit Public Schools, the state's largest 
district, decided not to take part. 

That left 17 school districts, representing just 22 per­
cent of the county's students, in favor of the initiative. 

"When Detroit backed out, that left them well 
short," Plymouth-Canton Community Schools 
Superintendent Craig Fiegel said. "It's really too 
bad they didn't announce that decision sooner. It 
would have saved a lot of angst." 

Plymouth-Canton school officials were a little 
bothered by the delay in Detroit's decision, figur­
ing a decision not to participate could have come 
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sooner and saved some headaches. 
Without Detroit, Livonia, Plymouth-Canton or 

Dearborn, the largest district on board with the 
plan was Wayne-Westland. 

RESA officials believed the plan, a five-year 
millage, would have raised some $92 million, to be 
divided among the county's districts: In Plymouth-
Canton, the millage would have raised about $11 
million, but under the RESA formula, only about 
$7 million would have stayed in the district. 

Livonia and Plymouth-Canton officials decided 
not to support the idea — Livonia school trustees 
voted against it; the measure died without a vote in 
Plymouth-Canton — and Dearborn officials were 
so set against it they didn't even take it to a vote. 

Detroit's decision not to support it — despite esti­
mates the state's largest district would get some $31 
million — was the death knell for the proposal. 

Plymouth-Canton trustees, who initially seemed 
supportive ofthe idea, said they heard no taxpayer 
support for the measure. 

"A month ago, I said unless the community was 
willing to support it, we shouldn't do it," board 
Secretary Nancy Eggenberger said. "I didn't hear 
any support for it."

Plymouth-Canton's Board of 
Education Tuesday approved 
a plan to purchase some 36 
school buses next year to begin 
replacing an aging fleet. 

The unanimous vote means 
the board signed off the pro­
gram, the start of a 10-year 
replacement plan designed to 
keep the 138-bus fleet modern 
and cut down on mileage and 
repair problems. 

Under the plan approved 
Tuesday, the district will spend 
some $3.5 million on buses 
in the 2010-2011 school year. 
The district will take part in 
the state bidding process in 
the fall, and officials said new 
buses would likely come in the 
spring of 2011. 

Jim Larson-Shidler, the 
district's assistant superinten­
dent for business services, said 
the buses would be paid for by 
selling some $7.5 million in 
Qualified School Construction 
Bonds to finish renovations 
at Salem High School, which 
would then free up some $3.6 
million from the 2004 bond 
issue to be used for buses. 
Money saved by the district's 
energy plan would also con­
tribute to the bus purchase, he 
said. 

"This has been a long road,

tial infusion of 35 new buses 
next year, and then an annual 
replacement of 14 buses in 
most of the next 10 years J It 
replaces an initial plan that 
would replace three buses in 
each of the next three school 
years. 

"The whole idea of that 
interjection (of new buses) is 
to deal with mileage issues, 
but it doesn't take us out of 
the woods," said Dean Mileto, 
the district's transportation 
director. "I think the (10-year) 
plan works with the idea that 
it's consistent and it provides 
funding for these units." 

While district administra­
tors pay close attention to 
the quality of the bus fleet, 
mileage issues cropped up 
in November when Mileto 
generated a report showing 
81.2 percent of the district's 
fleet would be over 100,000 

miles by July 2012; 79 of them 
already are, and another 15 
will be by July 2011. 

The problem became more 
urgent when the Michigan 
State Police completed their 
annual safety inspection April 
30. The fleet finished with a 
95.6-percent passing record 
— "A real tribute to the garage 

. staff," Mileto pointed out 
— but left indications the older 
buses in the current fleet will 
need "some serious and exten­
sive repairs in the near future." 

Trustees see the short-term 
options as a potential road 
map to long-range solutions. 

"This is a challenge we're 
going to have to face," board 
treasurer Judy Mardigian said. 
"The plan gets us through 
the early years and gives us a 
chance to set up a bus replace­
ment fund, which we've known 
we were going to need."

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Final preparations get fields ready for Cup

Hundreds of people 
— Canton Soccer Club volun- . 
teers, township parks employ­
ees, police traffic officers, 
tournament referees, crowd-
doting vendors and others 
— mobilized this week amid 
final preparations to greet 
670 Canton Cup teams, their 
coaches and fans for a three-
day competition that starts 
Friday. 

Local motorists, mean­
while, should expect traffic 
bottlenecks in places such as 
construction-zone Canton 
Center Road, between Cherry 
Hill and Palmer, as huge 
crowds arrive for soccer games 
on 54 fields at Heritage, 
Independence, Flodin 
and Griffin parks and the 
Plymouth-Canton Educational 
Park. 

- "Most people know the 
wave is coming," Abe Vinitski, 
township parks supervi­
sor, said Monday morning at 
Independence Park, as he met 
to discuss llth-hour prepara­
tions with Canton Soccer Club 
leaders John Vaughn, Greg 
Jahn and Greg Sanders. 

A record 670 teams — a 
sharp increase from last year's 
577 — are certain to draw 
throngs of soccer fans to,fields 
organizers say are situated 
within a three-mile radius of 
Canton Center and Ford roads. 
To imagine this year's crowds, 
think of the summer Liberty 
Fest on fireworks night. 

"Soccer is three days of that 
intensity," Vinitski said, call­
ing it "controlled chaos." 

Canton Cup — the largest 
club-based soccer tournament 
in Michigan — has proved 
successful largely because 
Vaughn, the tournament 
director, and numerous volun­
teers begin preparing nearly 
a year in advance. They fine-
tune details such as parking, 
T-shirt sales, trophies, team 
registration, game schedules, 
field equipment, seating and 
vendor-needed generators. 

With Vaughn saying the

tournament should draw as 
many as 40,000 people, prep­
aration is a serious task. 

Canton Soccer Club vol­
unteers typically start meet­
ing in July for the next year's 
Memorial Day weekend 
tournament. The club works 
closely with Canton Leisure 
Services — specifically parks 
employees — to prepare. 

"We've had a great relation­
ship," Vaughn said. 

Township employees provide 
well-groomed fields — without 
rental fees — and the soccer 
club brings in all the goals and 
other equipment. 

Township workers could be 
seen Monday morning getting 
the fields ready for play. 

"We'll be cutting grass until 
Friday (just before game 
times)," Vinitski said. "This is 
crunch time." 

In its 28th year, the Canton 
Cup has given tournament 
organizers nearly three 
decades to tweak their prepa­
rations. Vaughn credited 
township Supervisor Phil 
LaJoy with initiating the event 
when LaJoy was a soccer par­
ent, long before his ascent to a 
political career. 

"It's been great to see the

growth," LaJoy said. "It's great 
for the kids, and it's tremen­
dous for the community." 

Soccer cup organizers cited 
a wide array of preparations: 

• No-parking signs were 
being posted in subdivisions 
near soccer fields, in an effort 
to keep crowds out of residen­
tial neighborhoods. As park­
ing lots overflow, organizers 
will allow vehicles on certain 
grassy areas of parks. All park­
ing is free. 

• As usual, Sanders said, 
small passenger shuttles will 
be available to help elderly or 
disabled spectators get safely 
from their parking spaces to 
the game sites. 

• An emergency response 
plan is in place, should res­
cue personnel need to reaph 
anyone in a large crowd, and 
township police plan to have a 
presence. 

• In a cooperative effort, the 
soccer club and the township 
have split the $80,000 cost 
of irrigation and electrical 
upgrades for the parks, mak­
ing the amenities even better. 

• Though not the most glam­
orous detail, organizers have 
arranged for some 70 portable 
restrooms for tournament 
sites.

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On Monday, America will pause to remember 
those who have given their lives in the defense 
of this country.

• It is a veteran, not the politician, who has 
given us the right to vote. 

On this Memorial Day 2010, we urge you to 
take time to remember what it stand for. Enjoy 
your barbecues, open the pool, spend a relaxing 
weekend at the cottage. But take a moment to 
say thank you to those who have made all that 
possible. 

We cannot afford to forget, nor should we ever 
forget why there is a Memorial Day.

Disappointed in decision 
I feel compelled to comment on Mr. 

Kadrich's article about the dismissal of 
charges against Elizabeth Kerstens, director 
of the Plymouth Historical Museum. 

Kerstens' assertion about somebody filing a 
"charge against you for any reason" is incred­
ulous. She knows full well the charge against 
her was neither frivolous nor "for any reason." 
It was for assault and battery and if the inves­
tigating officers and prosecutor had not felt 
the case warranted prosecution, it would not 
have gone "this far." The facts remain undis­
puted. She was justifiably charged and her 
denial of her behavior strains credibility. She 
is not an innocent victim. 

There was no disagreement over Anna 
Lopez's job status. Lopez had already vol­
unteered to remain as the coordinator of 
educational programs until December 2009, 
without pay. Rather, Lopez merely wanted 
Kerstens to explain why she had uttered the 
unfounded and untrue remark that Lopez, 
I and two other members of the museum 
community had "an agenda to get rid of 
(Kerstens)." 

Lopez had given Kerstens a list of activi­
ties in which she had participated during the 
summer. She asked how such support equat­
ed to an agenda to get rid of her (Kerstens). 
That is when Kerstens, refusing to discuss the 
matter, forcefully, angrily and without provo­
cation attacked Lopez. Independent eyewit­
nesses can confirm this. 

With respect to the "employee handbook," 
I counseled Lopez not to sign it because the 
Board of Trustees had not approved it or any 
change in anyone's employment status. Lopez 
asked to see the Board's resolutions regarding 
these modifications, but Kerstens said she 
could not find them, that the board secretary 
often left out such information in the Board 
meeting minutes, but that in any case the 
Board had agreed to the changes. This was 

patently untrue. 
Kersten's other comment about being 

vindicated for dong her job is equally unbe­
lievable. I suggest her job is to create, among 
other things, a work environment free of 
verbal and physical harassment, hostility and 
intimidation, not to escalate violence. 

SHAME on Judge Gerou for not recogniz­
ing that Kerstens' reaction was excessive 
given the circumstances, egregious and moti­
vated by anger and animus and that in any 
work setting it is intolerable misconduct. 

SHAME again on Judge Gerou for not 
defying precedence, to declare that it just is 
bad law, that there is no room for violence in 
the workplace under any circumstances and 
that it ends now. 

SHAME on the museum's Board of 
Trustees for failing to recognize the crisis of 
leadership the museum faces, and for failing 
to take timely and appropriate action to rem­
edy the situation. 

SHAME on those members and volunteers 
of the museum who have turned deaf ears 
and blind eyes to the shortcomings of their 
"leaders." 

As Edmund Burke once said in terms far 
more eloquent than mine: "All that is needed 
for evil to succeed is that decent human 
beings do nothing."

he Memorial Day weekend

I 
had a conversation with a World 
War II veteran who was hurt­
ing financially. One of the main 
causes of his financial condition 
dealt with prescription drugs that 
he had to take, however, he had 
no insurance coverage. I said he 
would qualify for a prescription 
drug plan through the Veterans 
Administration. His initial reac­
tion was that he,was a veteran 
over 60 years agc» and only in the 
military for a few years. In addi­
tion, he felt that for some reason 
he didn't deserve the benefits. 

I encouraged him to contact 
the Veterans Administration and 
eventually he did. He qualified 
for benefits. His monthly savings 
on prescription drugs is substan­
tial and by qualifying for benefits 
he has an improved quality of 
life. Veterans should not hesitate 
to apply for and collect benefits 
they deserve. I encourage all vet­
erans to be proactive and look for 
benefits for which they qualify. 

There is a caveat. There are 
companies that will charge 
veterans a fee to help with their 
benefits. Some of these compa­
nies are legitimate, others should 
be avoided. If hiring a company, 
make sure you investigate them 
independently such as check­
ing them out through the Better 
Business Bureau. 

I want to take this opportunity 
to wish all the veterans and par­
ticularly my father, Mitch Bloom, 
a World War II Navy veteran, a 
heartfelt thank you. 

Thank you for your sacrifice 
and thank you for protecting the 
freedoms that we all have in this 
great country.

Author looks past 
s t a i n e d glass t o 
find J e s u s

Kendall Rogers hopes his 
first book will compel read­
ers to open a second: The 
New Testament. 

In Stained Glass Jesus, the 
Westland man challenges 
Christians to become better 
acquainted with Jesus Christ 
and his teachings. 

"There are many people r 

who are following a Jesus 
who really is not the son 
of God at all," Rogers said. 
"They've become used to 
fitting into the church. But 
would the real Jesus actually 
be welcomed in their midst?" 

After returning to the 
U.S. from Russia, where he 
spent 14 years with his fam­
ily in mission work, Rogers, 
29, began to wonder if many 
American churchgoers 
merely serve a "stained glass 
image" of Christ. Rogers 
moved from Ohio to St. 
Petersburg with his mission­
ary parents and sister when 
he was 12. He learned to 
speak and read Russian flu­
ently and co-rpastored church. 

"Our ministry and the 
church we had was the 
people's church," Rogers said. 
The family also ministered in 
orphanages, hospice wards 
and to shut-ins. 

"The people I grew up 
around and those I helped 
survived World War 11 and 
the Holocaust. Seeing people 
who had lost hope, having 

hope regained had an impact 
on me. It did light a passion 
in me." 

U.S. MINISTRY 
Rogers, who holds a 

master's degree in theol­
ogy and doctorate degree in ' 
ministry, returned home to 
complete his education, with 
an ultimate goal of teaching. 
He moved to Westland, but 
continues work with Last 
Day Harvesters, the southern 
Ohio ministry founded by his 
parents, and began minister­
ing at nursing homes. He also 
attended churches and talked 
to members. 

"It became apparent people 
fell into the trend of religion, 
but weren't getting much out 
of worship ... they were not 
growing from it." 

He began to write, starting 
each chapter with scripture 
or a quote and basing each 
one on Christ's message 
found in the New Testament. 

"I'm hoping to help people 
get their focus back," he said. 

TWO VIEWPOINTS 
Rogers found two distinct 

messages in the sermons 
he heard while attending 
various churches after his 
return to the U.S. One, often 
delivered with "hellfire and 
damnation, " along with ref­
erences to the Old Testament, 
urged listeners to "be above 
sin." The other was "all about 
prosperity — being healthy 
and rich."

"It's always about how you 
can get rich quick or how 
you're going to hell no mat­
ter what," Rogers noted. "So 
many people don't open the 
New Testament to see what 
Jesus said. Jesus is an amaz­
ing guy. 

"We divide people and 
Jesus never did that. One 
thing I found fascinating in 
the Gospels ... there is no rac­
ism, no sexual prejudice, no 
denominational barrier. 

"They are all people. People

to both "seasoned believers" 
and nonbelievers in his book, 
which was published by Holy 
Fire Publishing in March.

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Play it smart with vacation rentals

m your budget? 
In a tough economy, a vacation 

rental is one way to save if you're 
willing to forgo some of the luxuries. 
According to a summer 2009 survey 
by TripAdvisor.com, 43 percent of 
people responding said that they were 
planning to stay at a vacation rental 
in the coming 12 months. On average, 
the price per square foot for a U.S. 
hotel is more than twice the price per 
square foot of a rental home or condo 
according to a report by HomeAway, 
an online vacation rental company. 

With the summer 
vacation season fast 
approaching, your 
local Better Business 
Bureau advises con­
sumers that while 
vacation rentals can 
be a good deal, it is 
important to do your 
research before enter­
ing a lease because 
sometimes what is 

advertised and what you get are two 
different things. 

"Vacation rentals can be a great 
way to save money when traveling 
on a tight budget and many travelers 
are foregoing'the mint on the pillow 
experience for more reasonable and 
less cushy accommodations," noted 
Melanie Duquesnel, president & CEO 
of the Better Business Bureau Serving 
Eastern Michigan. "A vacation rental 
can seem riskier than booking a 
hotel, but if you do your research and 
pay attention to the fine print, it can 
be a safe way to save money. Many 
travelers have shaved hundreds, if 
not thousands, of dollars off of their 
vacation costs by renting a house or 
condo instead of paying for a hotel or 
resort." 

BBB offers the following advice to 
travelers looking to save money with a 
vacation rental: 

•Plan Now. Rental properties in 
popular locations get snatched up 
quickly so start your search early 
before all of the best properties are 
booked. 

•Start With Trust. If you plan on 
enlisting the help of a business, such 
as a third-party website or profes­
sional service, to connect you with a 
renter, always check them out with 
your local Better Business Bureau 
first at bbb.org or by calling (248) 
223-9400. When you find a home 
or condo you like, ask if it is being 
leased by a management company or 
individual owner and inquire on the 
level of maintenance, housekeeping, 
and other services they may provide 
for the property during your stay. 
Request references from past guests 
and check them out. 

•Manage Your Expectations. A 
home rental is not a hotel so you can't 
necessarily expect the same level of 
professionalism, cleanliness, services 
or modernization. Some rentals will 
guarantee that the property meets 
your expectations, but if a guarantee 
isn't being offered you may want to 
consider purchasing travel insurance. 

•Take a Virtual Tour. Sometimes 
the pictures and descriptions of the 
property posted by the renter can be 

deceiving. Research the property on 
your own online and take a virtual 
tour of the surrounding area using 
Google Maps Street View. 

•Get It All in Writing. Make sure 
that all verbal agreements are includ­
ed in the rental contract including 
details on the deposit, specific check-
in and check-out "dates and times, -
whether you can bring a pet, and what 
is included in the cost of the rental 
Do you have to pay for "extras" dur­
ing your stay such as laundry access, 
cable TV, the water bill, or utility 
expenses? Is your deposit refundable 
if you need to cancel your reservation? 
Don't be tentative about asking plenty 
of questions about the property before 
signing a rental agreement. 

•Read the Fine Print. Make sure 
you understand all of the conditions 
of the rental agreement. Most rental 
properties will say "everything's 
included," but make sure there are no 
hidden restrictions or add-on charges 
included in the fine print that may 
not have been previously discussed 
with the landlord. Examples could 

be prohibiting smoking in the home; 
limitations on the number of guests; 
charges for using available linens, 
towels, silverware or other household 
items'; and fees for cleaning the prop­
erty after your departure. Read the 
contract thoroughly before you sign so 
you are aware of any user fees or dam­
ages you could be liable for under the 
agreement. 

•Emergency Contact Person. The 
rental agreement should also include 
a contact person that can easily be 
reached if something breaks or there 
is a problem with the property dur­
ing your stay. It should also provide a 
timeframe in which the renter agrees 
to be available to respond to concerns 
and within which they will correct 
any major problems that may arise. 

•Use a Secure Form of Payment. Do 
not send money until you've signed 
the rental agreement and never pay 
via money wire services, such as 
MoneyGram or Western Union. When 
possible, use a credit card which can 
provide a level of consumer protec­
tion. 

•Vacation Rentals By Owner. Take 
extra precautions when renting 
from an individual, particularly for 
international rentals. If possible, get 
references from previous renters and 
double-check the location of the prop­
erty to avoid getting stuck in a less 
desirable local than what was origi­
nally advertised.

Q: I understand that there are new 
regulations for FHA approval of 
condominiums. Can you give me any 
insight? 

A: Yes, many of our clients 
will have to have their 
documents revised and will 

have to become 
more sensitive 
to their 
percentage of 
delinquencies, 
as anything 
over 15 percent 
may cause 
a serious 
problem in 
regard to FHA 
approval. This 

is also an opportunity for 
community associations and, 
in particular, condominium 
associations to upgrade their 
documents in several other 
respects including insurance 
obligations, restrictions and 
remedies for the association 
in the event of a default in the 
payment of assessments and/or 
the compliance with rules, 
regulations and restrictions. 

Q: I am thinking about moving 
to the San Diego area and I am 
wondering whether the downside in 
home prices has leveled off in the 
area of $500,000 to $1,000,000? 

A: Based upon my analysis 
which occurred in March of 
2010, it appears that the ocean 
front and ocean area properties 
have been generally reduced 
in value from 10 to 20 percent 
but the properties further 
away from the ocean and/or a 
golf course have diminished 
as much as 40 percent. In 
speaking with local Realtors 
and area merchants, it appears 
that the downside is not 
necessarily over which is being 
exacerbated by the financial 
woes of the State of California 
government. However, each 
property must be evaluated on 
its own and, generally speaking, 
it is a good time to buy.
